New data on the anthropology of the Turkic population of Zhetysu

Abstract: The article examines the anthropological features of the Zhetysu Turkic population using the
example of the Samsy monument located in the Zhambyl district of the Almaty region. According to the
results of radiocarbon dating of C14 and analysis of funeral rites and tools, the early Turkic burials of
the burial ground date back to the VIII-X centuries. The purpose of this study is to introduce new data
on the anthropology of the Zhetysu Turkic population into scientific circulation and fill in the gaps in
a little-studied area in the history of the region. The skeletal remains of people buried at the Samsy
monument were processed at the Laboratory of Physical Anthropology of the Margulan Institute of
Archeology in Almaty. The paper analyzes the morphological features of the skulls, dental system, and
postcranial skeleton of individuals from the Samsy burial ground. For this purpose, measurements of
skulls and elements of the postcranial skeleton were carried out using craniometric and osteometric
programs. According to the results of craniological studies, it turned out that several anthropological
types represent the people buried in this burial ground: Caucasoid, Mongoloid and mixed. Traces of
unintentional artificial «beshik» deformation are recorded on several skulls. Such changes in the shape
of the head are usually associated with prolonged lying of the child on the back in the cradle. Based on
the study of the dental system of individuals, it is concluded that the odontological status of the early
Zhetysu Turks is characterized as Caucasoid with the presence of East Asian Mongoloid elements. The
diversity of the anthropological composition is observed among the Turkic population of Kazakhstan
and nearby regions. According to the results of the intra-group analysis of postcrania, it can be noted
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that male skeletons belong to the «steppe» morphological type, characterized by medium or increased
limb bone lengths and balanced proportions. This type was widespread in Eurasia in previous eras. The
body length calculated by the size of the right femurs according to the method of K. Pearson and A. Lee
averaged 166.9 cm, according to S. Dupertuis and D. Hadden 173.4 cm.

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Abstract. This study explores the significance of Anatolian tekkes as pivotal spiritual
and religious institutions that profoundly influenced the Islamic identity of Turkic
communities in Central Asia. [tdraws upon an in-depth analysis of Eastern archival records
and manuscript traditions, shedding light on the processes of collecting, safeguarding,
and interpreting Islamic manuscripts. A central focus is placed on the role of tekkes in
pilgrimage, Islamic scholarship, and the broader cultural-religious development of Turkic
societies. Historical accounts underscore the profound connection between manuscript
traditions and the operations of tekkes, which functioned as depositories, transcription
centers,and distribution points for theological discourse, philosophical essays, and literary
works rooted in Islamic thought. Notably, tekkes were not confined to religious functions;
they also acted as cultural nexuses, bridging diverse regions and fostering spiritual unity
within the Turkic-Muslim sphere. Within this framework, particular attention is given
to Uzbek tekkes in Istanbul, which emerged as focal sites of religious convergence for
Central Asian pilgrims while also serving as conduits for the dissemination of Islamic
knowledge and devotional practices.

The theoretical foundation of this research is based on cultural archival studies and
historical-cultural analysis, which regard manuscripts as integral elements of collective
memory, ensuring the transmission of religious doctrines and spiritual customs.
Methodologically, the study employs a comparative-historical approach, textual
scrutiny of archival sources, and an examination of the socio-political, ethno-religious,
and cultural dimensions of tekkes. Special emphasis is placed on Uzbek dervish
tekkes within the Ottoman Empire, their involvement in pilgrimage networks, and
their instrumental role in spreading Sufi traditions among Turkic populations. The
evaluation of primary sources reveals that Uzbek tekkes in Istanbul functioned not only
as centers for spiritual education but also as arenas for social engagement, reinforcing
Islamic communal identity. The manuscripts preserved and composed in these tekkes
were more than revered texts; they were dynamic instruments of religious instruction
that embedded Islamic thought within the community. On a broader scale, tekkes
operated as crucial spiritual institutions that facilitated the transmission of knowledge
and upheld cultural-religious continuity among the Turkic-Muslim communities of the
Russian Empire from the mid-19th to early 20th centuries.

The findings substantiate that Uzbek tekkes in Anatolia played a fundamental role in
reshaping religious and educational practices, particularly amid the socio-political
turbulence of the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Their contributions to Islamic
pedagogy and intercultural dialogue emphasize the necessity for further exploration of
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their manuscript legacy, offering deeper insights into the religious and ethno-cultural
dynamics of the Turkic world.

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The Phenomenon of “Tekke” in the Context of the Spiritual and Cultural Identity of Turkic-Muslim Peoples
(Mid 19th - Early 20th Century)

Introduction

Prior to the implementation of the colonial policies of the In Russian Empire, the Turkic-
Muslim peoples of Central Asia utilized transregional communication arteries encompassing
both overland and maritime routes through the territories of modern-day Afghanistan, Iran, and
India to fulfill the ritual practice of hajj. In the first half of the 16th century, the Ottoman Empire,
having colonized Mecca and Medina, assumed the title of hadimii’l-harameyn (Custodian of the
Two Holy Sanctuaries) (Inalcik 1997: 326-329), with its sultans taking on the sacral-political role
of the caliphate and becoming supreme patrons of the global Muslim ummah. This geopolitical
and confessional shift led to the inclusion of Istanbul within the configuration of pilgrimage
routes for the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia. Simultaneously, the intensification of
interstate conflicts with neighboring Afghanistan, Iran, and India compelled these communities
to direct their pilgrimage trajectories primarily through Ottoman territories. During this period,
pilgrims reaching the Caspian Sea with caravans from the interior regions of Central Asia
crossed the waters by ship, heading toward Anatolia. Their routes often involved traversing
the Astrakhan Khanate, the basins of the Idil (Volga) and Don Rivers to the Crimean Khanate,
and onwards to Istanbul, or alternatively passing through the port infrastructure of Derbent
in the Caucasus and along the Terek River into the eastern provinces of the Ottoman Empire,
ultimately arriving in Istanbul via land or sea. From Istanbul, the most frequented route to the
Hijaz was by sea, although land-based transport networks were also utilized in certain cases
(Nikolskiy 1911: 256-292).

Central Asian pilgrims primarily sought to visit Istanbul, which during the Ottoman period
functioned as an integrative hub connecting regions that included Mecca and Medina. At the
same time, Turkic-Muslim communities from Kazan, Ufa, Orenburg, the Crimea, the Balkans,
the Kazakh steppes, and Turkestan participated in interregional assemblies of the Turkic world,
which served as platforms for the exchange of political, social, cultural, religious, and intellectual
innovations within their respective regions (Timaev 1909: 107). During the hajj season, between
5,000 and 16,000 pilgrims from the In Russian Empire and the Central Asian khanates reached
the Islamic holy sites on the Arabian Peninsula, drawing strategic attention from the imperial
administration to this region (Naumkin 2020: 229-260). According to alternative sources, the
annual influx of pilgrims to Mecca, particularly during the Eid al-Adha holiday, predominantly
comprised residents of Arabia and Turkey, while minorities included individuals from the
colonies of the In Russian Empire, Bukhara, China, and Iran. Statistical data from the early 20th
century indicate that the total number of pilgrims ranged from 180,000 to 200,000 annually,
with only 8,000 to 12,000 originating from the In-Russian Empire. The increase in the number
of pilgrims during this period correlated with the organization of transportation infrastructure,
the affordability of railway travel, and other logistical factors (Saidazimbaev 1909: 17-18).

In the second half of the 19th century, the highest levels of the tsarist administration-initiated
discussions on the institutionalization of a body specifically designed to regulate issues related
to Muslim pilgrimage. As part of these initiatives, it was proposed to establish a specialized
commission responsible for developing comprehensive measures to support Muslim pilgrims
and unify their travel routes, including the mandatory use of a primary route through Istanbul,
which would apply to all Muslims of the In Russian Empire (Neflyasheva 2006: 19-34).
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At the beginning of the 20th century, five high-level meetings were held to address key
aspects of the Muslim question, including issues related to hajj. The first meeting, organized
by the Ministry of Public Education and led by Privy Councillor A.S. Budilovich from May 10 to
June 3, 1905, focused on educational strategies for Eastern aliens. The second meeting, chaired
by Adjutant General Count A.P. Ignatiev from November 29, 1905, to May 28, 1906, dealt with
confessional issues. The third meeting, held at the Ministry of Internal Affairs from January
12 to January 29, 1910, was dedicated to developing measures to counteract Tatar-Muslim
influence in the Volga region. The fourth interdepartmental meeting conducted from November
30,1910, to December 14, 1911, concentrated on issues of school education for the indigenous,
non-Orthodox, and non-Christian populations. The fifth meeting, held at the Ministry of Internal
Affairs from April 29 to May 16, 1914, aimed to thoroughly address matters related to Muslim
affairs (Senyutkina 2018: 232-234).

Thus, the study of the pilgrimage the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia through Istanbul,
as a central axis of cultural and religious mutual influence among Turkic peoples, assumes
particular relevance in the context of contemporary historical processes. Since the mid-20th
century, the tsarist administration sought to institutionalize the regulation of this phenomenon
in order to exert control over the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia, as the empire perceived
the Ottoman state as a source of potential threat, driven by its religious and political influence.
The analysis of Turkish and In Russian historiography on the relations and mutual influence
between the Ottoman Empire and the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia aims to uncover the
role of Uzbek tekkes (dervish lodges) as crucial cultural and spiritual centers and shelters for the
Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia, as evidenced through the prism of pilgrimage. This study
examines the historical background and evolution of the pilgrimage of Turkic-Muslim peoples
through the territory of the Ottoman Empire, explores the main routes and specific features of the
pilgrimage practice, and reveals the significance and functional role of Uzbek tekkes in Istanbul.

Materials and methods

The issue of pilgrimage among the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia is a complex
one, which has been thoroughly investigated in administrative reports, analytical notes, and
scholarly works prepared within the methodological frameworks of the Tsarist administration
in the Volga region, the Caucasus, the Kazakh steppe, and the Turkestan General-Governorship.
The empirical foundation of this research includes a substantial corpus of archival materials
preserved in the Central State Archives of Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan, as well as in regional
repositories such as the State Archive of the West Kazakhstan Region.

From a methodological perspective, particular emphasis is placed on the analysis of primary
sources, including published collections of documents from the Missionary Anti-Muslim
Department of the Kazan Theological Academy. These materials are characterized by a high degree
of ideological bias, necessitating the application of critical-analytical approaches to interpret their
content. One of the pioneers in studying the phenomenon of Islam and the discursive justification
for countering its spread in pre-revolutionary literature was M.A. Miropiev (Miropiev 1877:
19). In his work, the author conducts a comprehensive analysis of the religious and political
significance of the Hajj as the sacred pilgrimage of Muslims to Mecca, within which participation
in ritual and celebratory practices occurs. Particular attention is given to the structural-functional
interpretation of this phenomenon within the framework of Islamic systems.
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A notable contribution to the study of pilgrimage among the Turkic-Muslim peoples of
Central Asia was made by Sh. Ishaev, who, published an article in the journal Central Asian
News in 1896. In this publication, he emphasized the role of Mecca as a sacred center for
Muslims within the Russian Empire (Ishaev 1996: 64). A methodological approach rooted in
critical analysis of documentary sources was also employed by V.I. Yarovoy-Ravsky. In 1899, he
compiled a collection of documents on Islam, providing detailed insights into the pilgrimages
of the Turkic-Muslim peoples of Central Asia (Yarovoy-Ravsky 1889: 31). That same year, the
military publishing house in St. Petersburg issued a report by Staff Captain Davletshin on his
expeditionary mission to Hejaz. This document highlighted key aspects of intergovernmental
and cultural-religious relations between the Ottoman Empire and the Turkic-Muslim peoples
of Central Asia (Davletshin 1899: 127-129). These studies demonstrate the application
of interdisciplinary methods, incorporating elements of comparative-historical analysis,
discourse-based approaches, and source-critical methodology. Such approaches enable a
nuanced understanding of the multifaceted nature of the Hajj within the broader socio-political
processes of the era.

In pre-revolutionary historiography, the issue of the Hajj in Imperial Russia was explored by
Said-Gani Saidazimbaev, who in 1908 conducted a detailed study of the processes involved in
the movement of Muslim pilgrims to Mecca (Saidazimbaev 1908: 1-23). His work, consisting
of five chapters, represents a comprehensive investigation grounded in an interdisciplinary
approach. The author meticulously examines the organization of the pilgrimage, the operation
of food supply infrastructure, logistical schemes for transporting pilgrims by rail, land, and sea,
the construction of intermediary stopover points, and the mechanisms of linguistic support
provided to pilgrims through interpreters.

The dynamics of the Hajj and the institutional necessity of controlling pilgrims in Istanbul were
also examined by M.E. Nikolskiy. His study, published in 1911 in the journal Historical Bulletin, is
divided into two parts, presenting a structured model of analysis that situates the Hajj within the
geopolitical context of the Ottoman and In Russian Empires (Nikolskiy 1911: 284).

Following the dissolution of the Soviet Union, previously inaccessible archival documents
concerning the relations between the Ottoman Empire and the Central Asian khanates began
to be published. In Turkish historiography, Central Asia is conceptualized as Turkestan, with
regions such as Bukhara, Samarkand, Khiva, Khorezm, and the Kazakh steppe identified as the
Turkestan khanates, thereby offering a unique methodological perspective for the analysis of
regional history.

A collection of materials on Ottoman-Central Asian relations was published in 2005 under
the auspices of a research project led by Yusuf Sarinay. This collection exemplifies an innovative
research approach, combining traditional source-critical methods with the use of digital
archival techniques. It addresses issues of pilgrimage, the role of Istanbul as a strategic hub on
the Hajj route, and the multifaceted nature of Ottoman-Turkestan relations, encompassing not
only political but also scientific, economic, and religious interactions, which remained relevant
until the end of World War 1.

These connections, although sustained during the years of Turkish-Soviet engagement
following the establishment of the Turkish Republic, were significantly weakened after the
Soviet Union consolidated control over Central Asia, marking a pivotal shift in regional dynamics
(Sarmay 2005).
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The relationship between the Ottoman Empire and the Turkestan region, despite the political
disconnect, continued to evolve through entrenched cultural and religious ties. A critical dimension
of this relationship was the steady flow of pilgrims from Turkestan to Istanbul, the epicenter of
the caliphate. This phenomenon has emerged as a pivotal subject of inquiry within the framework
of historical anthropology, particularly as it pertains to the role of religious practices in shaping
intercultural and intergovernmental interactions. For instance, Seyfettin Ersahin’s research
investigates the Ottoman Empire’s strategic role in safeguarding pilgrims, positioning pilgrimage
as a matter of state policy. Ersahin’s analysis, grounded in archival sources and political-economic
theory, highlights the dual influence of Iranian and In Russian geopolitical factors in shaping
pilgrimage logistics and political dynamics. This methodological approach, which contextualizes
historical developments within broader socio-political shifts, provides a nuanced understanding of
Ottoman governance concerning religious travel (Ersahin 1999: 17-21).

A crucial methodological focus is the exploration of cultural and religious interconnections
through the lens of pilgrimage, which held both spiritual and geopolitical significance for the
Turkic and Muslim populations of Central Asia. Mustafa Giiler, in his comparative analysis, frames
pilgrimage as an extension of In Russian colonial policy, particularly focusing on how In Russian
imperial interests intersected with the religious autonomy and identity of Central Asian Muslims.
His study employs a socio-political methodology that examines how imperial control affected
the organization and experiences of pilgrims traveling from Central Asia to Istanbul, positioning
pilgrimage as both a religious duty and a potential site of resistance (Giiler 2016: 11-13). This
analytical framework not only examines the overt interactions between state structures and
religious practices but also reveals latent mechanisms of state influence over religious identity.

Further advancing this scholarly conversation, Mustafa Tanrisever offers an in-depth analysis
of the pilgrimage patterns of citizens from the Bukhara Emirate through Ottoman territories.
His study, rooted in archival research, emphasizes the social and cultural exchanges that
occurred along pilgrimage routes. Tanrisever’s methodological focus on archival sources allows
for the examination of how pilgrimage contributed to the consolidation of cultural networks
between the Ottoman and Central Asian Muslim worlds. His research underscores the political
implications of pilgrimage, particularly in the context of the late 19th century, when the growth
of transportation infrastructure raised concerns within the In Russian Empire. According to
Tanrisever, In Russian anxieties about these pilgrimages were not solely religious but also
political, as the mobility of Muslim populations across imperial boundaries was perceived as a
potential threat to the empire’s control over Central Asian territories.

In sum, the study of pilgrimage as a conduit for cultural and religious exchange not only
enriches our understanding of Ottoman-Turkestan relations but also offers a lens through
which we can examine the complex interplay of religious, political, and social factors shaping
identity formation in Central Asia. Through the application of archival methods, comparative
analyses, and political historiography, these studies reveal how pilgrimage served as a site of
both religious devotion and political negotiation, offering a more comprehensive understanding
of inter-imperial and inter-religious dynamics in the broader Eurasian context.

In domestic historiography, the exploration of pilgrimage and the role of Istanbul as a pivotal
cultural and spiritual nexus for Turkic-Muslim communities has been comprehensively
examined in the works of Mashhur Zhusip Kopeyuly. His corpus, which encompasses documentary
essays, poetry, and narratives of early pilgrims to Mecca and Medina in the late 19th and early
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20th centuries, constitutes a critical primary source for reconstructing the historical and cultural
praxis of pilgrimage within the Kazakh context. The scholarly contributions of Zhusip Kopeyuly
have profoundly influenced subsequent historiographical frameworks, notably among prominent
historians such as E. Bekmakhanov, A. Margulan, and M. Kozybaev, who have emphasized
the centrality of his written materials as foundational to the historical conceptualization of
pilgrimage practices among the Kazakh people (Shagyrbaev 2018: 76-78). Nevertheless, despite
the substantial weight of these sources, the methodological approach to studying the role of
Uzbek tekkes within the broader canvas of national historical scholarship remains inadequately
explored. This gap invites further theoretical deliberation and critical engagement, particularly
within the broader paradigms of cultural exchange and religious transformation.

The methodology applied to the study of Uzbek dervish tekkes in Istanbul as centers of
cultural-religious identity formation among the Turkic-Muslim populations of Central Asia
in the context of pilgrimage (mid-19th to early 20th centuries) is grounded in a synthetic
approach that amalgamates historical sociology, anthropology, and religious studies. Central
to this methodology is the employment of historical-comparative analysis, which seeks to
reconstruct the evolution of religious practices and cultural interactions within the intricate
geopolitical milieu shaped by the imperial expansions of both the In Russian and Ottoman
Empires. A critical tool in this analytical framework is the method of discourse analysis, applied
to texts that describe pilgrimage rituals, dervish practices, and the functioning of tekkes. This
approach facilitates the identification of key religious and cultural elements that fostered
intercultural connections between Central Asia and the Ottoman Empire, providing insight into
the intersection of religious devotion and political maneuvering.

Moreover, particular emphasis is placed on a source-driven methodology, which incorporates
a comprehensive examination of archival materials, memoirs, folkloric traditions, and literary
works. This methodological approach enables the reconstruction of religious and cultural
transformations at the level of local communities and their interactions with broader Islamic
structures. The integration of archival sources, alongside memoirs and oral histories, offers a
more nuanced understanding of the role of pilgrimage, not merely as a religious undertaking but
as adynamic phenomenon reflecting the socio-political realities of the time. This methodological
framework, which integrates textual analysis, allows for the precise identification of the cultural
and ideological mechanisms through which Ottoman imperial influence shaped the formation
of religious identities and cultural practices among Turkic-Muslim communities in Central
Asian territories.

In sum, the synthesis of historical-sociological methodologies and cultural anthropology
presents new avenues for understanding the role of pilgrimage within the context of cultural
exchanges and religious transformations in Central Asia, particularly during the period of
Ottoman dominance. By adopting a multi-disciplinary and comparative analytical approach,
this research contributes to a deeper understanding of the interwoven dynamics of religious,
political, and cultural processes, sheddinglight on the intricate mechanisms of identity formation
and cross-cultural interaction between the Ottoman Empire and Central Asia.

In contemporary historiography, a significant focus is placed on examining the intersection
of Jadidism and the role of Istanbul’s tekkes as pivotal religious institutions within the broader
socio-cultural landscape. Central to this inquiry is the question of continuity how the ideological
currents of Jadidism, as a reformist movement within the Muslim world, intertwined with the
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institutional structures of Sufi tekkes in Istanbul, and how these interactions informed larger
cultural conflicts between tradition and modernity. Jadidism, as a modernizing force, sought
to reconcile traditional Islamic teachings with the imperatives of modernization, secularism,
and colonialism by advocating for reforms in religious education, the incorporation of scientific
knowledge, and the evolution of Islamic praxis. Within this dynamic, Istanbul, as the spiritual
and intellectual nucleus of the Ottoman Empire, played a critical role, with its tekkes serving
not only as centers for religious practice but also as significant sites of cultural exchange and
intellectual contestation. These tekkes, long considered bastions of orthodox Sufism, became
arenas for ideological confrontation during the rise of Jadidism, wherein competing visions
of Islam’s role in the modern world came to the fore. A groundbreaking contribution to this
field is found in the work of A.A. Kulshanova, whose analysis of the ideological, conceptual,
and practical dimensions of Jadidism illuminates the movement’s complex interactions with
Ottoman religious structures (Kulshanova 2022: 62-64).

The methodology for exploring the relationship between Jadidism and Istanbul’s tekkes
demands a multifaceted approach, drawing on historical, sociological, and religious studies
frameworks. A key methodological tool is historical-comparative analysis, which facilitates the
identification of both continuities and ruptures in religious, cultural, and educational practices in
the context of the interaction between traditional Sufism and the reformistimpulses of Jadidism.
This comparative approach enables an in-depth understanding of how the traditional practices
of the tekkes interacted with and were influenced by the reformist agendas of Jadidism, and
provides a lens through which the religious practices of the time can be analyzed as dynamic
responses to the pressures of modernization. Furthermore, discourse analysis plays a vital role
in the investigation, focusing on the texts produced by both Sufi leaders and Jadidist reformers.
These texts, including sermons, religious treatises, and educational curricula, serve as critical
sources for uncovering competing narratives about the role of Islam in a rapidly changing
world. Archival research further enhances this study by reconstructing the historical context
of Jadidism’s influence on the tekkes, allowing scholars to map the intellectual and cultural
shifts of the period and to examine how broader geopolitical and socio-political factors shaped
religious thought and practice within both the Ottoman and post-Ottoman contexts.

The theoretical framework of this study is founded upon an interdisciplinary synthesis of
key paradigms, including religious transculturality, cultural identity, and syncretism theory,
while employing advanced methodological approaches such as comparative analysis, discourse
analysis, and archival research. These paradigms provide a robust analytical lens for examining
the dynamic interplay of religious, cultural, and political forces within the context of Turkic-
Muslim pilgrimage practices, particularly in relation to the interstitial role of Istanbul during
the late 19th and early 20th centuries. In the context of religious transculturality, pilgrimage
is conceptualized not merely as a religious ritual, but as a site of complex cultural exchange
through which divergent religious practices, beliefs, and identities converge, thereby catalyzing
the formation of hybridized Muslim identities. Pilgrimage routes, such as the passage through
[stanbul, function as transnational vectors for the diffusion and reconfiguration of religious
and cultural elements, fostering the synthesis of distinct Islamic traditions within the broader
Muslim world. This process reveals the fluidity of religious identity as it is continually reshaped
in response to shifting socio-political and imperial contexts.
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The theory of cultural identity, applied here, focuses on the specific role of Uzbek dervish
tekkes as cultural and religious loci of identity formation within the Turkic-Muslim populations
of Central Asia. These tekkes serve as spaces of both preservation and transformation, where
local religious practices are not only safeguarded but also adapted to the evolving cultural and
political landscapes. As creative incubators of both religious devotion and cultural expression,
these tekkes provide fertile ground for the crystallization of distinct ethnicand regional identities
that intersect with larger Islamic narratives. This approach enables a nuanced understanding of
the ways in which these institutions become instrumental in the preservation, negotiation, and
transmission of cultural capital. Syncretism theory further enriches the analysis by facilitating
an exploration of the mutual enrichment processes between diverse religious traditions. The
fusion of various religious practices and belief systems within the tekke environment reflects
the broader socio-political processes of cultural hybridization, with both internal religious
transformations and external geopolitical forces-such as the interplay between the In Russian
and Ottoman empires-acting as catalysts for change. Syncretism here is viewed not merely as a
blending of traditions, but as an active, dynamic process of adaptation and resignification that
reshapes the boundaries of religious practice and cultural identity.

To operationalize these theoretical frameworks, the study employs a multifaceted
methodological approach. Comparative analysis, as a core tool, is utilized to identify both shared
and distinct features of pilgrimage practices across different Turkic-Muslim communities,
particularly those that intersected with the Ottoman Empire. This comparative lens is essential
for situating Central Asian pilgrimage practices within broader trans-imperial and transnational
networks, highlighting the intersections between local religious practices and Ottoman
imperial policies. Discourse analysis serves as a critical methodological tool for interrogating
the texts that document pilgrimage rituals, dervish practices, and the institutional functions of
tekkes. By examining these texts, we are able to uncover the underlying ideological and cultural
mechanisms that governed religious expression and social interaction, and to track how these
texts both reflected and shaped broader socio-political realities. This allows for a nuanced
reading of pilgrimage as both a religious and socio-political practice, where the text becomes a
site for negotiating power, identity, and belonging. The study also draws on archival research,
with a focus on primary source materials such as memaoirs, religious treatises, and folkloric texts.
Archival materials serve not only as a means of reconstructing the lived experiences of pilgrims
and the operation of tekkes but also as a conduit for understanding the broader cultural and
political forces at play. By analyzing these sources, the study seeks to reconstruct the religious
and cultural transformations occurring within local communities, paying particular attention to
their interactions with larger imperial structures and the ways in which local religious practices
both contributed to and were shaped by broader cultural and political exchanges.

In conclusion, this study adopts a synthetic, multi-disciplinary approach to investigate the
complex processes of religious transformation and cultural exchange among Turkic-Muslim
communities in Central Asia, focusing on the role of pilgrimage and the function of Uzbek dervish
tekkes as critical sites of identity formation. By combining theories of religious transculturality,
syncretism, and cultural identity with methodological tools such as comparative analysis,
discourse analysis, and archival research, this study provides a comprehensive framework for
understanding the intersections between religion, culture, and politics in the Ottoman and
Central Asian contexts.
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Results

Despite numerous efforts and administrative measures, the In Russian imperial authorities
were unable to resolve the issue of Hajj in a manner fully aligned with their interests and
objectives,whichled to the establishmentofaspecial Hajj Committeein 1896 underthe Turkestan
Governor-General’s Office. At its first meeting, the committee acknowledged the impossibility
of completely preventing the Hajj due to its religious nature and concluded that it should be
permitted, albeit with restrictions imposed by state policy. These restrictions entailed the
creation of a special program for organizing the pilgrimage, which included the transportation
of pilgrims from Turkestan to the port of Odessa, from where they would continue their journey
to Hejaz on In Russian ships. This project, approved by the tsarin 1903, represented a pragmatic
adaptation of In Russian imperial policy, which sought to control religious practices among
Muslims while minimizing the political threat that, according to the authorities, the pilgrimage
might pose. Furthermore, the 1904 circular, which lifted the ban on issuing passports, indicates
an attempt to relax the restrictive measures while maintaining substantial control over the
process. One significant consequence of this process was the involvement of private agencies
in organizing the pilgrimage, which allowed the authorities to maintain nominal control while
shifting responsibility for organizing the Hajj to private structures. The case of Seyid Gani
Azimbayev, who carried out the first large-scale pilgrimage in 1908, illustrates the adaptive
nature of this approach, where private interests and state restrictions were intertwined to
ensure a regulated flow of pilgrims.

However, despite the established administrative procedures, the new order did not spare
Turkic-Muslim pilgrims from severe hardships, as evidenced by the negative feedback from
the pilgrims themselves. The criticism directed at Azimbayev, as articulated in the letter of
Mustafa Yangalichef, clearly reveals the practical side of organizing the Hajj, which, despite
administrative measures, failed to protect pilgrims from abuses, police brutality, and high costs.
The letter, filled with emotional pain and dissatisfaction, calls into question the effectiveness of
state policy regarding Muslims and their religious practices.

This case serves as an example of how In Russian imperial authorities utilized biopolitical
mechanisms to manage transnational religious flows, ensuring not only control over the physical
movement of Muslims butalso minimizing their cultural and political mobility. In this context, the
pilgrimage, which became an object of control, acquired an additional socio-political dimension
tied to the identity and cultural memory of the Muslim world, emphasizing the significance of
Hajj as not only a religious event but also a cultural one within the context of imperial power.
Therefore, in the historical context, pilgrimage to the In Russian Empire can be viewed as a
significant indicator of broader processes, including ideological and cultural interventions in
the religious practices of Muslims. The issue of Hajj, surrounded by administrative barriers and
state censorship, reveals the enduring strategies of imperial control and their impact on the
social and political dynamics of Muslim communities, both in terms of individual practices and
within the framework of larger transnational Islamic networks.

[t is clear that the Turkic-Muslim pilgrims of the In Russian Empire also experienced great
financial difficulties on the way. As we realized from the travel notes of one of the pilgrims,
according to Behbu-di, “since he does not have a thousand marks in his sack, he cannot eat to
his heart’s content. In the quarantines he pretends to be lazy and passes without stamps. There
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is not a single pilgrim who is in school or madrasa” (Anisimov 2023: 551). Again, according to
Behbudi’s records, the Turkic-Muslim pilgrims of the In Russian Empire were in the following
situation: “It is sad that some of your pilgrims set off without a penny in their bags, quarrel
with porters, quarantine and port officials who charge them a few kurush each because we are
poor. Some of them eat rancid meat cooked in Turkestan a month ago and get sick. They also
eat goose and horse meat in hot weather. Some of them dip bread in the remaining mud, drink
tea and eventually fall ill” (Anisimov 2023: 554). The women’s pilgrimage was more arduous.
Behbudi reports the following in this regard: “Many Turkestan brothers went on pilgrimage
with their women and children... The behavior of the Turkestan women on the ship is very hard
and deplorable. It is a sin to drag women in such a state, trample them with their feet, hide them
in the worst place of the ship, wrap them in the “tails” of their clothes and shove them on the
ship. The voyage and the agony make them sick. They had better not put our poor mothers in
that condition. Why do they need these tails when they can wear the abaya and the veil? Let
these tails be cut off so that their torment and hardship may be lessened” (Anisimov 2023: 555).

The In Russian Empire, seemingly fearing potential social unrest and political opposition, did
not openly prohibit Muslim pilgrimage but, as noted above, actively employed mechanisms of
control that hindered its realization. Faced with such stringent bureaucratic and administrative
regulations, Muslims seeking to perform the Hajj resorted to various evasive strategies.
Pilgrimages were carried out under pretexts such as health, trade, or other legitimate reasons, as
well as through covert and conspiratorial methods, which significantly highlights the deep desire
to engage in religious practices despite the obstacles. For instance, the In Russian consulate in
Jeddah recorded regular flows of pilgrims from Turkestan arriving in Hijaz through the port of
Jeddah without official documentation (Yamaeva 1998: 7-9), demonstrating the importance of
the religious ritual and the resistance prompted by it. Moreover, Russia sometimes prohibited
pilgrimages based on the political and social context, such as during the Dukchu-Ishan uprising
in 1889 and in 1903 when a ban on the Hajj was imposed (Yamaeva 1998: 31-36).

According to documents from the In Russian consulate in Jeddah for 1894, the pilgrimage
flow can be observed, with 75% of the 3,500 pilgrims heading to Hijaz coming from the Fergana
Valley (Yamaeva 1998: 72-78). This fact highlights the high level of religious activity and interest
in the Hajj among local Muslims, underscoring the significance of pilgrimage as a sacred act
for Muslims in conditions of colonial and social isolation. The fluctuations in the number of
pilgrims, linked to the local agricultural situation, also reveal the complex interplay between
socio-economic conditions and religious practice. For example, in 1909, due to a poor cotton
harvest, one of the region's key economic resources, the number of pilgrims decreased to 1,500,
while in 1910, following a better harvest, the number increased to 5,000 (Yamaeva 1998: 137).

The Turkic-Muslim peoples of Tsarist Russia, despite social instability and restrictions,
expressed their devotion to the holy places and sought to support and facilitate the development
of infrastructure for the ease of pilgrimage. A prominent example of such support s the financial
contributions to the construction of the Hijaz Railway, which aimed to ease the transportation
of pilgrims. Donations from figures such as Astanakul, the kushbek of the Emirate of Bukhara,
who sent 37,846 kuru to the Hijaz Railway Construction Committee in 1899, or Shabdan Baatyr,
a Kyrgyz manap, who in 1904 donated 2,000 soms for the same cause, show a high level of
involvement and social responsibility among local elites in the organization of pilgrimage
(Ozytiksel 2000: 32). These initiatives can be seen as part of a broader network of cultural and
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religious practices that sought to overcome the social and political barriers imposed by the
authorities, while strengthening transnational Muslim identity and solidarity.

The policies of the In Russian Empire towards Muslim pilgrimage during the Tsarist period
reveal a complex interplay between religious devotion, state control, and socio-political factors.
Despite the imperial administration’s efforts to regulate and limit the practice of the Hajj
through bureaucratic restrictions, Muslims from Turkestan found clandestine ways to fulfill
their religious duties, highlighting the deep-rooted significance of pilgrimage in their lives. The
fluctuations in pilgrimage numbers, influenced by economic conditions, further demonstrate
the intimate connection between religious practice and local socio-economic realities. Moreover,
the contributions from Muslim elites in the region, such as donations to the Hijaz Railway,
reflect not only a commitment to facilitating pilgrimage but also a broader sense of solidarity
and resistance against imperial restrictions. These actions exemplify the resilience of Turkic-
Muslim communities in the face of colonial repression and their continuous efforts to maintain
and express their religious identity.

Discussion

The tekkes of Istanbul, serving as spiritual and cultural hubs, operated as key stopping
points for pilgrims and played a pivotal role in fostering transnational religious and cultural
connections within the Ottoman Empire. The Uzbek tekke in Uskiidar, as an autonomous
institution, exemplifies a religious, social, cultural, artistic, and political establishment
independent of major branches of the Nagshbandi Order, such as Khalidiya and Mujaddidiya.
This tekke incorporated diverse ethnic and religious groups, including Afghans, Indians, and
qalandarhanas, with a predominance of Central Asian representatives. Within the context of
Ottoman spiritual and social life, it demonstrates the enduring influence of classical Nagshbandi
thought, synthesizing spiritual practices and cultural traditions with the political and social
framework of its era (Green 2012: 14-17).

The methodology employed in the study of this subject integrates approaches from cultural
anthropology, social history, sociology of religion, and political theory. This multifaceted
framework provides a comprehensive understanding of the role of spiritual institutions in
shaping the collective identity of Turkic-Muslim communities in Central Asia. A significant
conceptual tool in this analysis is the application of theories on transnational networks, cultural
identity, and cultural memory, enabling an exploration of the mechanisms of connection
and exchange among diverse religious and ethnic groups. By examining tekkes as religious
and cultural nodes within pilgrimage networks, the study highlights their social functions,
influence on Ottoman state policies and culture, and their role in shaping cultural identities
through social integration and political support from the Ottoman administration. The tekkes'
role as sanctuaries for itinerant dervishes and pilgrims from Central Asia, Russia, and China, in
the context of Ottoman religious policy, opens new avenues for examining the intersection of
Islam and politics amidst colonial and globalizing processes.

Archival sources reveal that pilgrims traversing Ottoman territory were provided with
extensive support at both official and unofficial levels, with their lives and property safeguarded
by state structures. For instance, during the pilgrimage of Bukhara’s Mirza Haji Sabir in 1810,
the governor of Damascus, Abdullah Pasha, confiscated a portion of his funds (Lifchez 1992:
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4-6). Upon learning of the incident, Emir Haydar of Bukhara appealed to the Ottoman Sultan for
redress. In response, the Sultan issued a decree directed to the highest administrative authority
in the region, mandating the restitution of the confiscated funds. If the return of the seized assets
proved impossible, compensation was to be provided from properties and lands in Damascus,
with the funds subsequently delivered to Dersaadet (a term denoting Istanbul, meaning “Gate of
Happiness”) (Lifchez 1992: 31-33).

Analogous examples illustrate how the Ottoman administration extended support to
Central Asian Muslims. Shaykh Ahmed Efendi, a prominent leader of the Bukhara branch of
the Nagshbandi tariqa, was provided with two months’ salary, transported aboard an Egyptian
steamship, and sent to Alexandria. A similar incident occurred in 1850, involving Haji Molla
Ahmed Efendi, the son of the Shaykh-ul-Islam of the Kokand Khanate. After an extended stay in
Istanbul due to financial constraints, he received monetary assistance amounting to 500 kurus
from the Sultan’s funds and was subsequently sent back to his homeland (Lifchez 1992: 38-41).
Particular attention to Turkic-Muslim pilgrims can also be observed in diplomatic practices. For
instance, Emir Abdullahad of Bukhara (1885-1910) dispatched a delegation in 1884, led by Haji
Mirza Mehmed Sharif, carrying a gift chest to Mecca. The delegation passed through Istanbul
without inspection, facilitated by a special decree accompanied by a Sadaret memorandum
(Lifchez 1992: 94-97).

The situation underwent a significant transformation under the colonial policies of the
In Russian Empire in the latter half of the 19th century. Political and economic stagnation,
coupled with cultural decline and the pressures of colonial rule, rendered the Turkic-Muslim
populations of Central Asia dependent on authorities representing a different religious system.
Within this context of dependency, the practice of religious rites, including pilgrimage, required
the approval and support of secular authorities. While the In Russian policies in Turkestan have
not been subject to comprehensive scholarly analysis, certain elements of their doctrine can
be discerned from the speeches of General von Kaufman, the first military governor-general of
Turkestan (1867-1882). He stated: “We must tolerate the presence of Islam in these lands, but we
cannot allow its expansion. The time has come to deprive Islam of the conditions necessary for its
existence. It will disappear on its own. Let us not impose restrictive policies, as they will provoke
resistance from the local population” (cited in Litvinov 2006: 56-59).

Thus, pilgrimage for Muslims of the In Russian Empire was not merely a religious act but also
a significant cultural and political event. Recognizing this, the authorities sought to obstruct its
realization. One such method involved administrative barriers. In 1880, the In Russian Ministry
of Internal Affairs issued a circular instructing provincial administrations to cease issuing
passports to pilgrims. Despite these measures, Muslims determined to fulfill their religious duty
resorted to traveling to ports such as Odessa, where they procured the necessary documents at
exorbitant prices. The inability to fully curtail pilgrimage journeys eventually compelled the In
Russian authorities to lift the ban on passport issuance in 1904 (Litvinov 2006: 97-103).

It has been established that the imperial administration of the In Russian Empire systematically
engaged the scholarly community and missionary organizations in the development of specialized
treatises and monographs designed to ideologically and administratively counteract the practice
of pilgrimage. One such treatise, published in the 1870s, emphasized the politico-cultural nature
of the Hajj, justifying the need for measures aimed at severely limiting its accessibility to Muslims
(Litvinov 2006: 48). This text should be viewed as part of a broader strategy of epistemological
intervention, aimed at transforming religious experiences through state regulation.
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By the late 19th century, the intensification of pan-Islamist ideology within the Muslim world
had deeply alarmed the tsarist administration. This phenomenon, perceived as a threat to the
political status quo, mirrored the anxieties of other colonial powers, including Britain, which
governed extensive territories within the Islamic world. A key instrument in countering this
perceived threat was the deployment of public health discourse, constructed around the “threat
of infectious diseases”. From the 1890s, international conferences on infectious diseases and
quarantine measures were organized, ostensibly to protect the health of Muslim subjects but
in practice serving as a mechanism to restrict their religious mobility. While colonial policies
outwardly proclaimed the absence of direct legal barriers to pilgrimage, the implementation
of epidemiological and sanitary restrictions created conditions that, within the framework of
Islamic legal tradition (Shari‘a), rendered the Hajj virtually unachievable. Thus, quarantine
practices became a latent tool for repressing religious activity.

Abdurreshid Ibrahim (1850-1944), an Uzbek Muslim intellectual and social activist,
criticized these measures based on his observations, pointing to their covert political nature:
“Although quarantine appears at first glance to be a sanitary measure, it is, in reality, a political
evil. Unfortunately, Ottoman officials and doctors neither recognize nor understand its political
essence... Europeans, on the other hand, have always prioritized and continue to prioritize the
political aspect above genuine healthcare concerns” This commentary, reflecting a profound
understanding of the complex dynamics of colonial governance, illustrates how the discourses
of biopolitics and sanitation were integrated into imperial control strategies. These measures
effectively demobilized transnational Islamic networks and ritual practices, embedding
surveillance and restriction within the framework of colonial administration.

Conclusions

[stanbul dervish lodges (tekke), key elements of Islamic civilization and functioning as
khangqahs, have for centuries played crucial roles not only in religious but also in social, cultural,
and political spheres. These institutions became centers of education for prominent figures in
religion, science, art, and culture, while actively providing social support to the poor, the sick,
and those who were destitute. As essential nodes in transnational Islamic networks, Uzbek
tekkes played a decisive role in integrating and consolidating the Turkic-Muslim peoples of
the In Russian Empire, creating bridges of understanding and unity among diverse ethnic and
religious groups. Particularly significant were the Nagshbandi tekkes, which flourished in the
Ottoman capital, fulfilling both an enlightening function in promoting Sufi teachings and serving
as stations for pilgrims.

These dervish lodges not only maintained high spiritual and educational standards but also
served as crucial social institutions with considerable influence on the region's political life.
Uzbek tekkes, in particular, were distinguished by their representativeness, attracting pilgrims
and believers not only from Central Asia but also from other parts of the Ottoman Empire. In the
context of geopolitical tensions in Central Asia, driven by rivalries between Russia, China, and
Britain, the sheikhs of these tekkes acted as spiritual diplomats, sent to maintain relations with
authorities and resolve local social and political conflicts.

Thus, Uzbek tekkes, as vital centers of religious, cultural, and political activity, contributed
to the formation and maintenance of unity among the Muslim communities in a complex
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international environment. Furthermore, these lodges served as important sociocultural hubs,
providing not only spiritual guidance but also material support to pilgrims, which, in the context
of harsh conditions and political restrictions, was a significant contribution to the stability and
social cohesion of the Turkic-Muslim peoples.
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Abstract: The goal of this paper is to explore Turkish Eurasianism, ascertaining and
analyzing diverse types and concepts of Eurasianism in Tiirkiye. The objectives of the
study are to examine theoretical, conceptual, and ideological origins and foundations
of various types of Eurasianism in Tiirkiye and look into how they influence foreign
policy course of Ankara, particularly in diverting the country away from the traditional
unidimensional pro-Western Kemalist orientation and drifting it towards Eurasia by
cultivating closer rapprochement and forging a strategic alliance with leading powers of
the continent. The relevance and novelty of the topic are reflected in the in-depth critical
analyses of the pertinent sources as well as in identifying the character and peculiarities
of Eurasianist discourses in Tirkiye. The results of the study have demonstrated that
although Turkish Eurasianists are not a united political force and are not unanimous
in foreign policy matters, to a certain degree they tend to exhibit anti-imperialist,
anti-Western and counter-hegemonic attitudes. Adhering to anti-Western and more
autonomous foreign policy course, Turkish Eurasianists tend to give a top priority
for Ankara’s strategic independence from the West and its closer rapprochement
with Russia, China, Turkic states and other countries in Greater Eurasia. Despite their
ardent support and advocacy for a greater autonomy from the West and reorienting
the country to Greater Eurasia, as domestic political movements they are rather
marginal, holding limited sway over Tiirkiye’s internal and external policy. Therefore,
to have a voice and a meaningful influence over Tiirkiye’s foreign policy course, Turkish
Eurasianists are periodically forced to ally themselves with powerful political parties
such as Erdogan’s AK Party (AKP). Although Turkish Eurasianists consistently advocate
for reorienting Tiirkiye to Eurasia, Ankara’s foreign policy is mostly determined by
pragmatic approaches. From this perspective, although after the collapse of the bi-
polar world order Tiirkiye has increasingly sought to cultivate a balanced international
policy as a ‘middle power’, the nation’s full disengagement from the Western strategic
security system has never been a priority for Tiirkiye. As Ankara is deeply integrated
and embedded within the policy and security system of the West since the inception of
the Cold War, Turkish policymakers have emphasized the strategic partnership with
the Transatlantic alliance system, focusing on EU membership.

Introduction

The study explores diverse paradigms and discourses of Eurasianism in Tirkiye, focusing on
foreign policy stances and attitudes of various Eurasianist traditions, movements and political
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forces within the country and their advocacy for a more independent, multidimensional and
multidirectional foreign policy course, in which Ankara would play a meaningful role in regional
and international affairs as an assertive ‘middle power’. Throughout the Cold War period, the
Republic of Tiirkiye had been thoroughly integrated into Euro-Atlantic political and security
institutions, which allowed the country to acquire the Western identity, which reflected not
only in the adoption of Western ideas and models of the development, but also in the nation’s
membership into Transatlantic institutions like the NATO (Yilmaz and Bilgin 2006: 39). Within
the Transatlantic political and security system, Turkish policymakers systematically cultivated
a democratic, unidimensional Western-centric and pro-European Union (EU) identity and
discourse premised upon Kemalism, the hegemonic ideology of the country throughout the
republican era. Nonetheless, with the collapse of the bi-polar international system and the
dawn of a new world order, global and regional power shifts occurred, in which there was a
relative decline of American hegemony and the emergence of non-Western power centers and
leading nations who were determined to bring deep paradigm shifts and transformations in
the international system, vigorously inducing tectonic changes in the Cold War status quo by
establishing new rules of regional and global engagement (Kutlay and Onis 2021: 3051).

All these shifts and transformations in the international arena induced by the end of the Cold
War and the birth of a new world order, motivated and encouraged certain countries, including
Tiirkiye, to acquire a new foreign policy orientation and identity. In addition to the hegemonic
state-sponsored pro-Western Transatlantic Kemalist discourse, new overlapping and conflicting
foreign policy discourses emerged in Tiirkiye. Turkish policymakers sought alternative regional
realignments and orientations predicated on the country’s political, diplomatic and military
capabilities and outreach. In this regard, Tiirkiye has positioned itself as an assertive ‘middle
power’ in the context of profound changes in the regional and international balance of power.
This in turn was marked by the country’s transition from a predominantly pro-Western
transatlantic orientation to a more assertive military power in the context of the profound shifts
in the US-led liberal global order (Kutlay and Onis 2021: 3053).

From this standpoint, an assertive ‘middle power’ status has encouraged Tiirkiye to search
for new realignments and foreign policy reorientations to gain a strategic autonomy, mitigate
and lessen its excessive dependence and overreliance on the United States and the Western
security system. The need for new realignments has been induced by the country’s efforts
to carve out a more autonomous policy space and to forge new alliances with other regional
powers, particularly with nation states in Greater Eurasia. Such foreign policy shifts and
reorientations have been prompted not only by transformations in international politics, but
also by profound domestic policy changes that occurred during the 1980s and 1990s with the
gradual reduction of the hegemony of Kemalist discourse and the advent of new alternative
political parties and movements in Tiirkiye. A new generation of Turkish political leadership
and policymakers such as Turgut Ozal, Silleyman Demirel, Necmettin Erbakan, Recep Tayyip
Erdogan, Ahmet Davutoglu and others have prompted substantial paradigm shifts in domestic
and international policy, mitigating the domination of Kemalist discourse in the country’s
international orientation. While remaining loyal to the unidimensional pro-Western European
orientation and vocation of Kemalism, these ambitious Turkish policy makers have sought a
multidimensional and multidirectional autonomous foreign policy course.
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Such profound paradigm shifts in domestic and foreign policy of Tiirkiye have induced
reconsideration and reassessment of the nation’s conventional unidimensional pro-Western
Atlanticist foreign policy and a move towards more autonomous multidimensional international
policy, whichimplies the diversification of Tiirkiye’s engagement with the Middle East, the Islamic
world, newly emerged independent Turkic speaking republics in Central Asia and the South
Caucasus, as well as influential powers of greater Eurasia such as Russia, China, Iran, India and
others. Due to the new assertive ‘middle power’ policy course, Tiirkiye has gained an opportunity
to extend its outreach beyond its traditional Western-centric orientation, penetrating the
areas of Eurasia (Tiystizoglu 2014). At the center of new foreign policy discussions in Tiirkiye
lies Eurasianism that has become the paramount intellectual and conceptual framework and
paradigm in such debates among Turkish policy makers.

Turkish scholars highlight several prominent traditions and discourses of Eurasianism
such as neo-Ottomanism, Islamism, pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism as the four most powerful
ideologies that have played prominent roles in shaping domestic and external policy courses of
the country (Ttfekgi 2017a: 96; Tuysuzoglu 2014: 97).

Although Kemalism is known for its rigid pro-Western Atlanticist identity and orientation
and the influence of this hegemonic discourse has dwindled, being challenged by alternative
discourses, Kemalism is in fact part of Eurasianist debates. Eurasianist foreign policy discourses
such as neo-Ottomanism, Islamism, pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism have pushed Turkey towards
an extensive engagement with the regions of Eurasia that had played a secondary or marginal
role for Ankara during the Cold War. In Tiystizoglu’s view, new foreign policy shifts towards the
Islamic world, post-Soviet space and the Turkic world under Turgut Ozal, Siileyman Demirel and
their successors were informed and guided by Turkish Eurasianism (Tiiystizoglu 2014: 97).

Although in the framework of Eurasianism Tiirkiye would strive for greater engagement
with the whole Eurasia, at the onset neo-Ottomanist and Islamist orientations dominated Ozal’s
and Demirel’s policy. Yet during the 1990s, the importance of cultural, linguistic and ethnic
proximity and affiliations with newly emerged Turkic republics in Central Asia and the South
Caucasus gained momentum, which encouraged Tiirkiye to prioritize closer cooperation with
Turkic states. A new Eurasianist pan-Turkic discourse of a “Turkish world stretching from the
Adriatic to the Great Wall of China” guided Turgut Ozal’s new policy in inner Eurasia (Balci and
Liles 2018: 13; Landau 1995; Tiiysiizoglu 2014: 97).

Methods and Materials

This article aims to investigate Turkish Eurasianism by exploring the various traditions
and forms of Eurasianism in Tiirkiye, evaluating their conceptual, theoretical, and ideological
foundations, and examining the ways in which they impact Turkish foreign policy. To conduct
this study, we have critically examined the pertinent literature that addressed the research
problem; in particular, we have critically analyzed studies that were written in Turkish, English
and Russian. We have also carefully examined data from online media, reports from top
analytical centers, research papers, and studies by Turkish and other foreign researchers. We
have also reviewed a wide range of pertinent sources and materials related to our study. The
information gathered for our investigation is extensive, contradictory, and overlapping. We have
known that a thorough examination and critical questioning are necessary to determine what
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trustworthy and pertinent information and data can offer and whether we have overlooked
any crucial theoretical, conceptual, or contextual elements of the research problem. As a result,
we have made sure that the data is trustworthy, pertinent to our investigation, and capable of
offering enough details to enable us to address the research questions during the interpretation
and analysis process.

The study’s methodology is qualitative since we use discourse analysis and historical-
comparative analysis to look at Turkish Eurasianism’s origins, growth, and evolution as well as its
different iterations and ideological foundations. Historical-comparative and discourse analysis
is an effective method for determining and evaluating the historical foundations of Turkish
Eurasianism, as well as its rise and spread in Turkey during the 1980s and 1990s. Furthermore,
this analytical tool enables us to comprehend the production, reproduction, and reinforcement
of Turkish Eurasianism and its derivatives in Turkish intellectual and political circles. By using
this analytical tool, we have been able to determine the underlying reasons behind the formation
of such a potent ideology and the motivations behind Turkish Eurasianism. Therefore, we have
concluded that the origins of Turkish Eurasianism can be traced back to the way Turkish society
responded to the difficulties and changes brought about by the end of the Cold War and its quest
for a new foreign policy strategy that would enable Tiirkiye to play a key role in a new world
order. We have demonstrated that Turkish nationalism and anti-Western sentiment are at the
heart of Turkish Eurasianism through the use of historical-comparative and discourse analysis.
Additionally, Islamism, pan-Turkism, pan-Turanism, and neo-Ottomanism all influence and inform
Turkish Eurasianism. In addition, we have thoroughly investigated the current discrepancy
between theory and practice regarding the degree to which Turkish Eurasianism influences and
molds Tiirkiye’s foreign policy paths. Tiirkiye firmly adheres to pragmatic and realist approaches
in its foreign policy and in addressing global issues, despite Turkish Eurasianism being a potent
political discourse. From this angle, our research aims to address the following queries: a)
What led to the emergence of Turkish Eurasianism? b) What are the ideological foundations of
Eurasianist discourses in Tiirkiye and how do they influence Ankara’s foreign policy?

Results

The historical roots and birth of Eurasianism

Over the past three decades, Eurasianist ideas have taken deep root in Tiirkiye, having been
accepted and embraced by Turkish policy makers, intellectuals and other parts of Turkish
society. Yet it should be noted that Eurasianism was born among leading Russian intellectuals
in Europe at the beginning of the 20th century. Although today Eurasianism is widely associated
and identified with Aleksandr Dugin, a prominent Russian philosopher and far-right activist, as
the founder of neo-Eurasianism in Russia, the roots of Eurasianism go back to the 1920s-1930s.
After the Bolshevik revolution in 1917 a group of Russian intellectuals in exile in Europe laid the
foundations of Russian Eurasianism as a response to tectonic shifts and transformation in Russia
and Europe engendered by World War I and the Bolshevik takeover. Among the founders and
theoreticians of Eurasianism in émigré were Prince N.S. Trubetskoy, P.N. Savitsky, P.P. Suvchinsky,
G.V. Florovsky, G.V. Vernadsky, N.N. Alekseev, V.N. Ilyin, P.M. Bitsilli, Prince D.P. Svyatopolk-Mirsky

and many other Russian intellectuals in Europe_(Dugin 1997; Dugin 2012: 84).
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Anti-Westernism and the rejection of the West lie at the core of classical Eurasianism.
Alexander Dugin defines traditional Eurasianism as “a movement that summarized and
systematized in its worldview the main philosophical, sociological and historical views of the
‘early’ and ‘late’ Slavophiles, and went further than them in rejecting the West and affirming
the unique character of Russian civilization” (Dugin 2012: 85). As anti-Westernism is central
to classical Russian Eurasianism, the founders of Eurasianism stressed that Russia is not part
of European civilization, rather N.S. Trubetskoy, P.N. Savitsky and their fellow contemporaries
constructed a unique Russia political body as a distinct self-sustaining independent civilization,
which was conceptualized by them as a “world state” (Dugin 2012: 85). While defining Russiaas a
unique geopolitical entity being the antithesis to Europe and to the broader Western civilization,
the founders of classical Eurasianism outlined Russia’s Eurasian vocation, seeing virtually
no difference between actual Russia and greater Eurasia. In this sense, the early Eurasianists
specifically emphasized the cultural and civilizational identity and essence of Russia as the
result and outcome of the coalescence of European and Oriental cultures and values, forming a
single unique synthesis, representing something completely new, neither Europe nor Asia, but
not a simple combination of both, that is Eurasian (Dugin 2012: 85).

As the early Eurasianists highlighted a broader Eurasian and even universal identity and
vocation of Russia, they argued that the so-called “Russia-Eurasia” is a completely independent
and unique civilization, which must be considered in itself as something different from both the
West and the East. At the same time, the Eurasianists emphasized that the West is aggressive,
and the East is patient and contemplative, therefore the influence of the West actively distorts
the original Russian culture, and the influence of the East is constructive and benevolent. Hence,
the Eurasianists were sympathetic to the East and firmly rejected all types of Westernism as
well as the ideological by-products of Western culture such as liberalism, individualism, racism,
materialism, atheism, techno-centrism and so on (Dugin 1997). The Eurasianists simultaneously
highlighted that “Russia-Eurasia” should not be understood simply as a country, rather “Russia-
Eurasia” should be seen a universal and worldwide state, and thereby as such Russia must be
developed in accordance with distinct patterns, unlike either the Western or the Oriental models.
The multitude of ethnic groups and cultures inhabiting its territory form a complex pattern, each
element of which - Slavic, Turkic, Caucasian, Mongolian, Paleo-Asian, and other groups ought to
find a worthy place in the process called “pan-Eurasian nationalism” (Dugin 2012: 85).

During the Soviet times, although Eurasianism was not officially invoked or sanctioned by
the Soviet regime, certain scholars focused on various aspects of Eurasianism from historical
perspectives. Perhaps, the leading scholar who systematically focused on Eurasianism was
a prominent Soviet intellectual and historian Lev Gumilyov. After the fall of the Soviet Union
and emergence of new independent states in the ruins of the Soviet empire, there was the
renaissance of Eurasianism not only in Russia, but also in Kazakhstan and other former Soviet
republics. There was a top-down promotion of Eurasianism by prominent political leaders,
specifically by Kazakhstan’s first president Nursultan Nazarbayev who proposed a Eurasian
Union in 1994 (Nazarbayev 1994). Such top-down proposals and advocacy for Eurasianism
by president Nazarbayev and his counterparts were soon translated into concrete actions
when Kazakhstan, Russia, Belarus and other former Soviet republics got together to set up
supranational institutions that further facilitated integration processes in the region.

Besides the top-down advocacy for Eurasianism, there has been bottom-up advocacy and
initiatives aimed at revitalizing and realizing Eurasianist ideas in practice. In this regard,
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Alexander Dugin has been central in revisiting classical Eurasianism and developing new concepts
of Eurasianism adapted to the new geopolitical status quo. Although Dugin’s Eurasianist ideas
may seem just a mere replication of the concepts and theories of classical Eurasianism, his neo-
Eurasianism is way too radical and aggressive in its character and essence. Like the architects
of Eurasianism, Alexander Dugin highlights the deep historic Western hostility to Russia. In this
regard, he goes further by saying that the West is satanic and decadent (Novaya Gazeta Europe
2024). Dugin has called for dismantling and wiping out “the epistemological hegemony of the
West” that has poisonous effects on Russian consciousness (Novaya Gazeta Europe 2024). The
publication of his seminal book in 1997 titled “Fundamentals of Geopolitics: Russia’s Geopolitical
Future” prompted harsh reactions in Western academic and intellectual circles as well as among
policy makers. Reviewing Dugin’s contentious book, a leading American scholar and fellow at the
Hoover Institution, John B. Dunlop assessed his neo-Eurasianism and anti-Western attitudes as
a sign of the rise of far-right fascist ideologies, sentiments and ideas in Russian society (Dunlop
2004: 41). Western scholars and experts had observed the spread of far-right radical Russian
nationalism in the form of Eurasianism in the early 1990s (Thom 1994: 76).

Although Alexander Dugin is believed to be the founder of neo-Eurasianism in Russia, the
father of neo-Eurasianist discourse was Lev Gumilyov. Besides Alexander Dugin, Russian
intellectual and political figures such as Alexander Panarin, Andrei Kozyrev, Yegor Gaidar and
others have greatly contributed to neo-Eurasianist discourses. Like Dugin, Alexander Panarin
and other Russian intellectual and political figures shared the radical view that the West led
by the United States poses a great threat not only to Russia, but also to the rest of humanity.
They emphasized that American attempts to establish its domination by forging a unipolar
international order must be confronted and prevented. In Panarin’s opinion, despite the West
pretending to be a defender of human rights, the United States and European nations have
weaponized human rights as a political tool in order to dictate and dominate the world. Panarin
pointed out that as the exploiter of human rights, the West is the main source of oppression and
abuse of the rest of the planet. At the same time, unlike Dugin and other hardliner Eurasianists,
Panarin came to embrace democratic and liberal models of development (Tufekci 2017a:
51). This makes Panarin part of the liberal wing of neo-Eurasianism, while Alexander Dugin
represents the radical far-right of neo-Eurasianism.

In this case, although the views of Alexander Dugin have had a substantial impact on the
development of Eurasianism in Tiirkiye, Dugin has been pretty much harsh and hostile towards
Tiirkiye. In his 1997 book, Dugin referred to Tiirkiye as a secular pseudo-Islamic entity who
purportedly became a reliable tool in the hands of Western Atlanticist political elites (Dugin
1997: 262). Moreover, in another book published in 2012, Alexander Dugin highlighted that
the expansion of the Russian empire in the 18th and 19th centuries occurred at the expense
of the Ottoman empire and thereby the current Russian policy makers ought to be cautious of
an anticipated hostility by Tiirkiye (Dugin 2012: 81). Despite harboring such an antagonistic
attitude towards Tiirkiye, Dugin’s neo-Eurasianist discourses have come to be accepted and
embraced by certain factions and figures of Turkish Eurasianism.

The advent of Eurasianism in Tiirkiye

Studies on Turkish politics highlight that Tiirkiye has always been a fertile milieu for
debates about overlapping and conflicting ideologies and conceptual frameworks pertaining
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to both domestic and foreign policy. Among prominent hegemonic ideologies can be indicated
secularism represented by Kemalism, Islam, pan-Turkism, pan-Turanism, Ottomanism and neo-
Ottomanism (Ege 2022; Evrensel, Goneng, and Unliisoy 2024; Tiiysiizoglu 2023). On the one
hand, these main four ideologies - neo-Ottomanism, Islamism, pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism
gave rise to discourses of Turkish Eurasianism, and on the other hand, Alexander Dugin’s neo-
Eurasianist visions, even if they were anti-Turkish to a certain extent, have greatly contributed
to vigorous debates about Eurasianism in Turkish political milieu. In addition to these four
mainstream ideologies, Kemalism has likewise been central to the rise of Turkish Eurasianism,
despite its pro-Western European orientation and identity.

Under the hegemony of Kemalism, since its birth in 1923 the involvement of the Republic
of Tiirkiye in international politics has been within the Western Transatlantic security system
where Ankara has been given curtailed autonomy with regard to issues of security and
international politics. Under the security umbrella of NATO led by the United States, Turkish
foreign and security policy became an integral part of the Western Transatlantic regional
security system. The hegemonic Kemalist discourse has shaped, informed and guided pro-
Western internal and external developments and trajectories. Although the Eurasianist essence
of Kemalism is increasingly challenged in literature due to its pro-Western attitude, Kemalism
as a modernist top-down hegemonic ideology has contributed to Eurasianism in the country.
The ideas of Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk were intended to transform post-Ottoman Tirkiye into a
modern secular Europeanized nation, integrated into the Western world (Peringek and Akcali
2009: 551).

Throughout the republican era, Turkish policy makers prioritized entrenching Turkiye’s
Western identity, further integrating it into the West by gaining EU membership, and at the
same time, portraying the country as a role model for the Middle Eastern Muslim nations
as an advanced secular modern nation state (Yilmaz and Bilgin 2006: 40). Yet unlike other
alternative Eurasianist discourses, Kemalist Eurasianism did not envision the country’s greater
rapprochement and strategic cooperation with leading powers of Eurasia such as the Soviet
Union, China, Iran and others. Under the guidance of Kemalism, Turkish policy makers had
developed a strong Western identity of the nation, associating the country with the West and
simultaneously rejecting its Oriental identity, referring to the East as ‘other’ and ‘different’
(Yilmaz and Bilgin 2006: 58). Under the strong influence of Kemalism, Turkish policy makers
constructed, reinforced and perpetuated the nation’s Western identity in contrast to eastern,
which contributed to entrench and sustain Tiirkiye’s pro-western orientation. Yilmaz and Bilgin
emphasize that Tirkiye’s embrace of Western identity and affinity with Europe was in fact an
outcome of westernization efforts of the founders of the republic in the early period (Yilmaz
and Bilgin, 2006: 41). Studies point out that besides strategic security concerns, Turkish policy
makers’ ardent support for membership in NATO and the EU were also determined by a cultural
dimension. Tirkiye’'s aspiration for the NATO and then the EU membership was rooted in
Turkish policy makers’ profound belief in Western values and the goodness of European political
culture and systems (Karaosmanoglu 2000: 209). In this sense, Tiirkiye’s integration into the
North Atlantic security system was not only determined by the security concerns, but also by the
cultural and civilizational identification with Europe and the West in general. Political narratives
of the Cold War period suggested that besides providing collective security, NATO acted as the
“military guarantor of Western civilization” (Williams and Neumann 2000: 361).
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As can be seen, during the Cold War due to its close cooperation and association with the
West, Tirkiye’s long-standing and well-established Oriental identity significantly eroded and
diluted. Despite the concerted efforts of Turkish policy makers to further reinforce the country’s
western identity and pro-Western orientation, with time passing, Turkish public opinion grew
critical of strategic connections with the West, in particular with the United States (Yilmaz
and Bilgin 2006: 58). Meanwhile, with the rise of alternative political and security discourses
in the country and profound shifts in public opinion in the 1980s and 1990s, newly emerged
political forces and figures advocated the diversification of Tiirkiye’s foreign policy identity and
orientations. They suggested that while the adherence to the West may remain intact, yet taking
into consideration tectonic changes and shifts occurred with the end of the Cold War they hinted,
Tiirkiye ought to seek greater autonomy in its foreign policy by reducing its overreliance on the
West and opening up to the Middle East and greater Eurasia. The proponents of this approach
suggested that besides the recent embrace of the Western identity, Tiirkiye ought to reclaim its
historic deep-established eastern identity and ties as well.

These alternative discourses were in fact not new in Turkish society, as their roots date back to
the Ottoman era when Islam, Orient, Turan and Turkism had been dominant political ideologies.
In the 1980s and 1990s, these traditional ideologies, that had been marginalized by Kemalism
for many years, reemerged, experiencing their renaissance. During the Cold War era Tiirkiye
had been within the Transatlantic alliance and even had come to be perceived by the West as
a model country with democratic system and a free market economy with a majority Muslim
population (Evrensel, Géneng, and Unliisoy 2024: 1). Nonetheless, the recent rapprochement
with Russia, China, other Turkic states, its attempts to join certain international institutions
in Eurasia, and its military engagement in Syria and Libya have been seen by many experts as
a sign of Tiirkiye’s pivot to Asia and greater Eurasia (Evrensel, Géneng, and Unliisoy 2024, 1).
Such profound shifts in Tiirkiye’s domestic and foreign policy have mitigated and eroded the
dominance of the Kemalist discourse (Peringek and Akgali 2009: 551; Yavuz 2022).

The republican period that began in 1923 with the establishment of the Turkish nation state is
divided into four stages: the first period, 1923-1945; the second, 1945-1980s; the third, the 1990s,
and the fourth, the 2000s. Until the mid-1980s, Kemalism had been the dominant hegemonic
state discourse and remained unchallenged (Tiifek¢i 2017b: 1). Nonetheless, with the ascension
of Turgut Ozal and his “Anavatan Partisi” (the Motherland Party), changed the Kemalist course of
the country due to devising a new alternative state ideology. In this regard, besides the dominant
European and Western trajectory, Turgut Ozal focused on broader Eurasia, placing an emphasis
on Eurasianism. According to Tiifekgi, during the mid-1990s Refah Partisi (the Welfare Party)
under the leadership of Necmettin Erbakan promoted pro-Ottoman and pro-Islamist approaches
in politics (Ttifekci 2017b: 1). However, Necmettin Erbakan’s government was toppled by the
Turkish military in 1997 and the Refah party was banned on the grounds of harboring an Islamist
agenda, which was considered a grave violation of the Turkish constitution.

The rise of alternative political forces and ideologies challenged the hegemonic Kemalist
discourse and its unidimensional Western foreign policy. Turkish political leaders such as Turgut
Ozaland his successors have consistently advocated the diversification of foreign engagementand
conducting multidimensional foreign policy. They have put a greater emphasis on the Ottoman
past, Islam and ethnic affinities with the newly emerged Turkic speaking nations in Central Asia
and the South Caucasus. Although a pro-Islamist party, Refah, was banned, its former leaders
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such as Abdullah Giil and Recep Tayyip Erdogan set up the Justice and Development Party (AKP)
in 2001, which heralded the dawn of a new era in Turkish history, notably the advent of the AKP
era. Scholars refer to the AKP under the leadership of Erdogan as neo-Ottomanist and Islamist
(Cagaptay 2014: 117; Yavuz 2009: 105). Keeping the tradition of conducting multidimensional
and multidirectional international policy of their predecessors, the AKP leader Recep Tayyip
Erdogan and Ahmet Davutoglu, a prominent academic, have focused on expanding bilateral
and multilateral cooperation with the states in the Balkans, the Middle East, the Caucasus and
Central Asia, which had long been disregarded in Turkish foreign policy. In particular, with the
rise of Ahmet Davutoglu, Turkish policy makers have increasingly highlighted the strategic
importance of cultural and historical dimensions in building cooperation and forging new
alliances in greater Eurasia (Tiifek¢i 2017a: 126).

In Tifekgi’s view, three key cultural and historical dimensions have played a decisive and
pivotal role in forging the Turkish identity, namely Islam, the Ottoman past and Turkishness
(Tufekgi 2017a: 114). Since the establishment of the Republic of Tiirkiye, the adherents of the
hegemonic Kemalist discourse had heavily invested in degrading and eroding the Islamic and
Ottoman history and dimensions. Yet with the advent of alternative political discourses, Islamic,
Ottoman and pan-Turkist dimensions have experienced their revival. Due to such tectonic shifts
in political debates in Tiirkiye, along with the hegemonic Kemalist discourse, Islamism, neo-
Ottomanismand pan-Turkismhavebecome prominentideologiesfordeterminingthetrajectories
of development of the nation. In addition to these three pivotal ideologies, the discourse of pan-
Turanism has become significant in political discussions and formulating foreign policy courses.
Thus, Eurasianism took deep root in Turkish political life, being instrumental in redefining the
country’s role as a ‘bridge’ between the West and the Orient (Tanrisever 2018: 20).

Ersen points out that although Eurasianism was born amongst Russian intellectuals in the
1920s in Europe, which having further been perfected by contemporary Russian political and
academic figures such as Dugin, Panarin and others, it soon penetrated Tirkiye (Ersen 2022:
114). Moreover, Ersen also indicates that it is true that Russian Eurasianism had a great impact on
political debates among Turkish policy makers and experts, geopolitical ideas about Eurasia were
developed independently from Russian Eurasianist discourses (Ersen 2022: 114). According to
Peringek and Akgali, all key discourses of Eurasianism in Tiirkiye have mostly been influenced
not by Russian Eurasianism, but rather by Kemalism (Peringek and Akgali 2009: 551; Perincek
2012). In this case, Tiifek¢i draws attention to Turkish intellectuals’ acquaintance with Russian
Eurasianism occurred through Alexander Dugin and Lev Gumilev (Tufek¢i 2017a: 114). In the
next section, we discuss various mainstream Eurasianist discourses and ideologies in Ttrkiye.

The Mainstream Discourses of Turkish Eurasianism

Although it is true that Turkish Eurasianism has been greatly influenced by Russian
Eurasianism, Turkish Eurasianists have drawn from Turkish history, culture and geopolitical
traditions in developing and perfecting their ideas and theories. Moreover, Tanrisever notes
that Turkish policy makers and experts could not manage to develop an all-comprehensive
and all-embraced discourse of Turkish Eurasianism in its form, style, essence and content
(Tanrisever 2018: 23). As a result, Turkish intellectuals have struggled to properly categorize and
conceptualize Turkish Eurasianism. As opposed to theoretically and conceptually well-developed,
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well-articulated and well-established Russian Eurasianism, Eurasianism on Turkish soil has
not been sophisticated and crystalized enough, lacking the theoretical and ideological depth as
well as sophistication (Kiniklioglu 2022: 21). Due to the conceptual, theoretical and ideological
weakness and deficiencies, there is the lack of common ground among Turkish policy makers and
experts with respect to Eurasianism (Ersen 2022; Tanrisever 2018). Unlike the theoretically and
conceptually well-articulated Russian Eurasianism, conceptualized and theorized by Alexander
Dugin and other Russian Eurasianists, Turkish intellectuals and political figures seem to have
failed to develop an all-embracing Eurasianist perspective. As a result, in Turkish political life
scholars observe a variety of overlapping and conflicting Eurasianist discourses.

Turkish scholars indicate the four main ideologies of Turkish Eurasianism, notably neo-
Ottomanism, Islamism, pan-Turanism and pan-Turkism (Kiniklioglu 2022: 6; Tanrisever
2018; Tufekei 2017a: 96). Tiifekgi stresses that Turkish Eurasianism has been influenced and
shaped by neo-Ottomanism, Islam, and Turkish nationalism (Tiifek¢i 2017a: 123). Besides
Tifekei, other Turkish scholars highlight other underlying discourses of Eurasianist discourses
in Tirkiye, offering their categorization and classification of Eurasianism. For instance, in
Tanrisever’s categorization, there are a Western-oriented, pan-Turkist, and neo-Ottomanist
Eurasianist discourses in Tirkiye (Tanrisever 2018: 24-25). Ersen suggests that pan-Turkic
and wider Eurasian discourses could be considered types of Eurasianism (Ersen 2022). While
Tanrisever points to the Western oriented and pro-European Eurasianists in Ttrkiye (Tanrisever
2018), in Kiniklioglu’s view, Turkish neo-Eurasianists tend to portray themselves as Kemalist
Eurasianists, exploiting the popular image and name of the founder of the republic (Kiniklioglu
2022: 21). Furthermore, in Kiniklioglu’s observation, Eurasianists in Tiirkiye tend to be mainly
a subgroup of ulusalcis, which refers to leftist secular nationalists who are united in their
opposition to the West and Western orientation, categorizing themselves as anti-Westernists
and anti-imperialists (Kiniklioglu 2022: 6). These leftist secular nationalists ardently advocate
a radical shift in the country’s foreign policy towards greater Eurasia, closer cooperation with
China, Russia and the Turkic world to confront Western and American imperialism as well as
globalism (Giirpinar 2013: 413; Glizel 2021: 33; Kiniklioglu 2022: 6).

According to Dogan Gilrpinar and Siileyman Cagr1 Gtizel, left-wing nationalists such as
Attila IlThan, Soner Yal¢in, Erol Manisali, Yalcin Kii¢iik, Miimtaz Soysal, Dogu Peringek and
others emerged as leading figures in the ‘Ulusalcilik’ movement as a reaction to the advent of
the AKP under the leadership of Recep Tayyip Erdogan in 2000s (Glirpinar 2013: 413; Glizel
2021: 33). These left-wing nationalists grew suspicious of the AKP’s negotiations with the EU
to gain EU membership, of the steps taken by the AKP to further democratize Turkish society
in line with the negotiations with the EU and the European standards. They suspected that
the AKP’s efforts to join the EU and fulfill the EU’s demands to carry out democratic reforms
would eventually lead to the erosion of the nation state and may threaten the very survival
of Tiirkiye as an independent political entity. Promoting numerous conspiracy theories, these
figures pointed out that the United States in conjunction with the EU, Greece, Israel, Armenia,
and with the assistance of certain ethnic groups like Armenians, Arabs and Greeks harbored
an evil intention to destroy Tirkiye (Giirpinar 2013: 413-414). In their view, liberalism, anti-
nationalist leftism, and Islamism as other hostile ideologies are complicit in conspiring against
Turkey. As the adherents of belligerent hardline Kemalist, ultra-nationalistic and xenophobic
views, these left-wing nationalists claimed that there is the plot to destroy Tiirkiye, in which
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the United States, the EU and other foreign actors were allegedly conspiring with the ruling
AKP (Giirpinar 2013: 413). In this case, Bugra Sar1 draws attention to Tiirkiye’s historic “Sevres
Syndrome”, in accordance with which great powers such as the United States, European nations,
other foreign and domestic enemies are always conspiring to weaken, fragment and destroy
Tirkiye (Sar1 2021: 138). Exploiting the traditional “Sevres syndrome”, Dogu Perincek, Atilla
[lhan, Miimtaz Soysal and other left-wing nationalists suspected that the US and the EU would
fragment Tirkiye into pieces, carving up areas for Kurds, Armenians, and as a consequence, the
Turkish nation would lose its independence (Giizel 2021: 33).

Studies focus on neo-Ottomanism, Islamism, pan-Turanism and pan-Turkism as the major
ideologies of Turkish Eurasianism. Up to the mid-1980s, these ideologies had been suppressed
and marginalized by the hegemonic state-backed Kemalist discourse, yet alternative discourses
made a comeback under the leadership of Turgut Ozal in the 1980s and beginning of the 1990s.
In addition to the hegemonic Kemalism, Turgut Ozal increasingly referred to the Ottoman past
as a pivotal source of a vibrant multicultural plural tolerant society premised upon the tolerant
Ottoman [slam. Although Kemalism objects to the Ottoman legacy, opting for a European Western
path of development, unlike his predecessors, Turgut Ozal came to instrumentalize the Ottoman
past to articulate its domestic and external policy course. In this sense, what had been severely
suppressed by the Kemalist discourse for a long time, was resurrected by Turgut Ozal who sought
to reconcile Kemalism with alternative ideologies and ensure a new national consensus in which
a variety of discourses and identities in the country could coexist. Highlighting how Turks ruled
once a great multinational empire that encompassed the Balkans, some areas of Central Europe,
the Middle East and North Africa under Turkish sultans, Turgut Ozal and his proponents focused
on balancing and expanding the scope of Kemalism and mitigating its excessive obsession with
the nation’s Western identity and orientation by shifting Turkiye’s attention to other regions in
the Middle East and greater Eurasia (Taspinar 2008: 14).

Along with neo-Ottomanism ideology, the discourse of pan-Islamism or Islamism had faded
into the background under the powerful pressure from Kemalism and its secularist discourse.
Yet like the Ottoman legacy, Islamism experienced its revival during the Turgut Ozal’s era.
Tiifekgi calls attention to Turgut Ozal’s neo-Ottomanist discourse as an amalgamation of Turkish
nationalism, Turkism and Islamism (Tiifek¢i 2017a: 102). Turgut Ozal and other Turkish leaders
emphasized the specific Turkish version of Islam that stands apart from Persian Islam and
Wahhabi Islam due to its more tolerant and liberal features. This character of Turkish Islam was
leveraged by Ozal as the precondition for forging cooperation with Muslims and Muslim states
around the world. On the one hand, promoting Islam did not imply confronting secularism and
Kemalism as well as did not mean Islamization of Turkish society. On the other hand, embracing
Turkish Islam did not suggest eroding the Western identity and orientation of the nation. Quite
the contrary, in Ozal’s view, the resurgence of Islam in Turkish society should be in line with
secularism and Tiirkiye’s Western vocation. Moreover, Turgut Ozal drew attention to the fact
that Islam was an integral part of not only Turkish society, but also the Western civilization
as the synthesis and harmony between Islam and the West had become the reality. From this
standpoint, between the Christian European and the Muslim Turk no difference exists and
thereby both are part of the Western civilization (Ttifek¢i 2017a: 103).

[slam was also central to Necmettin Erbakan and his Refah (the Welfare Party) during the
second half of the 1990s, when the Islamist discourse dominated the country’s domestic and
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foreign policy. During Erbakan’s rule, while Tiirkiye’s engagement with the Islamic world
exponentially grew, its cooperation with Europe and the West lost momentum. Erbakan’s tacit
distrust towards the West and his rather limited relations with Western countries caused the
US suspicion of Tiirkiye’s probable drift towards religious radicalization. As a result, Necmettin
Erbakan’s Islamic discourse came to an end when the Turkish military intervened in 1997,
deposing Erbakan and banning his party. Yet the Islamist discourse took the central stage again
in 2002 with the AKP’s ascension to power, which is considered to be the Refah’s offshoot.
In addition to the neo-Ottomanist and Islamist discourses, pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism
buttressed and reinforced Turkish Eurasianism (Colakoglu 2019; Ersen 2022; Gurcan 2017;
Kinikhioglu 2022; Sevimlisoy 2023).

As key ideologies of Turkish Eurasianism, pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism came into being in
the late 19th century among the Turkic peoples under the Russian colonial rule as a response
to aggressive Russification and Christianization policies of Russia. Although pan-Turkism and
pan-Turanism are often considered to be synonymous, there is a noticeable difference between
them in a sense that while the former aims at uniting all Turkic peoples under a single political
entity, the latter suggests the unity between Turkic peoples and the Finno-Ugric peoples. In
Tirkiye, pan-Turkism was represented, advocated and promoted by Alparslan Tiirkes, the
founder and leader of the Nationalist Movement Party (Milliyet¢i Hareket Partisi, MHP) and
the Grey Wolves (Ulkii Ocaklar). Ersen claims that pan-Turkism is one of the key discourses of
Turkish Eurasianism (Ersen 2022). Although Alparslan Tiirkes and his nationalist movement
experienced persecution by the government during the 1970s-1980s, with the emergence of
independent Turkic speaking nations in Central Asia, pan-Turkism gained momentum. In the
early 1990s, Turkish nationalist and pan-Turkist strongly advocated Turkic integration and
establishment of a union between Tiirkiye and other Turkic republics, prioritizing common
ethnic, cultural, linguistic and historic origins and affinities with Turks of Central Asia and the
Caucasus. In Ersen’s view, pan-Turkic Eurasianism was essential in forging close cooperation
with Turkic republics and instituting intergovernmental supranational bodies such as the
Parliamentary Assembly of Turkic States (TurkPA), the Turkic Council (the Organization of
Turkic States) and others (Ersen 2022). Devlet Bahgeli, the successor of Alparslan Tiirkes,
increasingly highlights the strategic importance of not only integration between Tiirkiye and
Turkic states, but also the unification of Turkic nations with the Finno-Ugric peoples. However,
unlike pan-Turkism, pan-Turanism is seen as less feasible and a prospective union between
Turks and the Finno-Ugric peoples is widely disputed and questioned (Ttfekci 2017b).

Besides the mainstream ideologies of Turkish Eusrasianism, scholars point to other
Eurasianist discourses in Tiirkiye such as nationalist, multicultural and western Eurasianism.
Prominent theoreticians and leading figures of these Eurasianist discourses are key scholars,
academics, researchers, journalists, former ministers, former military and intelligence officials,
poets, writers, leaders of political movements and parties. The adherents of nationalist
Eurasianism such as Anil Cegen, Sener Usiimezsoy, Ozcan Yenigeri, Umit Ozdag, Namik Kemal
Zeybek, Suat [lhan, Ali Kiilebi, Arslan Bulut, {hsan Comakand others advocate a drastic shiftin the
country’s foreign policy towards the East and Eurasia, as well as building alliances with leading
powers of greater Eurasia (Tiifekci 2017b: 24). Drawing upon pan-Turkism, pan-Turanism,
[slamism and neo-Ottomanism, nationalist Eurasianism places a greater emphasis upon ethnic
affiliations with other Turkic speaking peoples and Turkish identity. Moreover, the proponents
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of nationalist Eurasianism call for the establishment of a Eurasian Union to confront and halt
American imperialism and imperial expansion. They believe that Eurasianism is the powerful
and relevant response to Western imperialism, and Tiirkiye’s excessive integration with the
West, which would strip the country of its peculiar national identity and thereby Eurasia is a key
to Turkish identity and sovereignty.

Unlike nationalist Eurasianism that puts an emphasis on Turkic identity and ethnic
commonalities with other Turkic speaking states and peoples, multiculturalist Eurasianism
represented by Attila Ilhan, Dogu Peringek, Mehmet Peringek and others tends to be more
accommodative, going beyond the scope of ethnic dimension. Therefore, this discourse is defined
as multiculturalist whose vision is not confined to ethnicity and primordial ethnic identity.
For this reason, multiculturalist Eurasianism advocates forging an alliance with countries of
greater Eurasia such as Turkic speaking states, Russia, Iran, and even India and Pakistan as
an alternative to the European Union and the US imperialism. One of the prominent leaders
of multicultural Eurasianism Attila Ilhan, a well-known author, poet, socialist, Kemalist, anti-
Westerner and anti-imperialist, called for building strategic ties with Russia and Iran. In Attila
[lhan’s view, to get rid of the Western dominance and to gain independence from American
imperialism, Turkiye ought to institute a Eurasian Union in cooperation with Iran, Russia and
other nation states of Eurasia (Tiifek¢i 2017a: 119). Echoing Attila Ilhan, Dogu Peringek and
his son Mehmet Perincek further articulated theoretical underpinnings of multiculturalist
Eurasianism, focusing on the US efforts to forge a unipolar global order under its domination
and on how Tiirkiye in collaboration with other states in Eurasia ought to build an alliance
to confront the US imperialism. According to Dogu Peringek, although greater Eurasia hosts
numerous nation states, only few of them are in fact the key powerhouses of the continent such
as Russia, Iran, China, India and Tiirkiye, who ought to get united to defend their motherland
against the US imperialism and colonial expansion.

As opposed to nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianism, Westernist Eurasianism tends
to be within the line of the state-backed hegemonic Kemalist discourse, maintaining loyalty to
the nation’s pro-Western identity and orientation. Distinguished theoreticians and leaders of
Westernist Eurasianism such as Erel Tellal, Sami Gii¢lii, Nabi Avcu, Akkan Siiver, Hakan Fidan
and others ardently advocate Tiirkiye’s pro-Western and pro-European course. Yet unlike the
traditional unidimensional Kemalist discourse, they highlight the importance of diversification
of foreign policy orientation by adding to the Western course an Eastern or Eurasian dimension.
This is rooted in their belief that both the West and the East are part of Eurasia, and thereby
Ankara ought to prioritize building long-term cooperation with both the West and the East. In
this case, stressing the strategic importance of abolishing all discriminations between peoples
and nation states, they emphasized that by doing so all countries in Eurasia would be able to
live peacefully and would reach a ‘brighter future’ (Tiifek¢i 2017a: 122). The supporters of
Western Eurasianism argue that Tiirkiye’s acceptance into the EU as a member state would
allow Ankara to play a synthesizing role between the West and the East. Due to its mild, liberal,
soft and accommodating character, Westernist Eurasianism came to be accepted and embraced
by Turkish policy makers and public opinion as they believe that this discourse of Turkish
Eurasianism may pave the way for the development of the nation’s independent foreign policy
action and course.
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Discussion

Tiirkiye has traditionally been a fertile milieu for political discussions and debates among
proponents and theoreticians of various political ideologies despite the conventional hegemonic
role of Kemalism in Turkish society and politics (Colakoglu 2019; Ersen 2019, 2022; Kiniklioglu
2022; Peringek and Akgali 2009). In this case, studies point out that Eurasianism has always
been at the heart of Turkish political life, specifically Turkish Eurasianism has been shaped
and guided by Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’s political ideas throughout the republican era, known as
Kemalism. Up to the mid-1980s, Turkish politics had been dominated by Kemalism, yet at the
end of the 1980s with the ascension of alternative political parties and leaders with different
political visions, there has been a deep paradigm shift in Turkish society. Although Kemalism
has remained the hegemonic ideology of the state and alternative political forces have remained
loyal to the Kemalist discourse, these newly emerged political discourses have offered different
paths of development and foreign policy course (Kiniklioglu 2022; Peringek 2012; Tanrisever
2018; Tiifekei 2017a, 2017b; Tiiystizoglu 2014, 2021, 2023; Yavuz 2022). From this standpoint,
there is the rich scholarly tradition in Tiirkiye, which has greatly contributed to understanding
the peculiarities of Turkish Eurasianism, its ideological underpinnings, and how a variety of
Eurasianist ideas have affected the nation’s domestic and foreign policy.

Studies call attention to how the spread of Eurasianist ideas and concepts in Tiirkiye have
induced and activated a profound foreign policy shift from traditional pro-Western orientation
to a pivot to greater Eurasia. The advent and development of Turkish Eurasianism and its
various discourses have been shaped not only by Kemalism, but also by nationalist ideas, the
Ottoman history and legacy, Islam, pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism (Tanrisever 2018; Ttifekgi
2017a, 2017Db). In this regard, scholars emphasize the conceptual and theoretical richness and
diversity of Turkish Eurasianism (Peringek 2012; Tanrisever 2018; Tiiystizoglu 2023; Yavuz
2022). Literature on Turkish Eurasianism highlights that Eurasianist ideas in Ttirkiye are in fact
not a rigid, homogeneous and monolithic paradigm, rather they tend to be fluid and diverse,
comprising a multitude of overlapping and divergent traditions and discourses (Colakoglu
2019; Ersen 2019; Peringcek and Akcali 2009). Since the mid-1980s, with the ascension of a
new generation of Turkish leaders and policy makers led by Turgut Ozal, Tiirkiye has redefined
and reconsidered its role and place in regional and global affairs, constructing its new role as
a ‘middle power’ or a ‘bridge’ linking the West with the rest of Eurasia (Colakoglu 2019; Ege
2022; Evrensel, Goneng, and Unlusoy 2024; Tanrisever 2018; Tiystizoglu 2023).

Although certain discourses of Turkish Eurasianism, such as nationalist and multiculturalist
Eurasianists, have highlighted the need to abandon the nation’s commitment to the West,
nurturing a more hostile attitude towards the West and the United States, they have failed to gain
the upper hand in policy making in Turkiye (Gtlircan 2013, 2021; Ttifek¢i 2017a, 2017b). Studies
point out that nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianists ardently demand the disengagement
from the Western political and strategic system as the country’s Western commitment undermines
the Turkish national identity and threatens the nation’s independence (Peringcek and Akcali
2009). As nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianists believe that the Western orientation is
detrimental to the nation’s core national interests and its strategic autonomy, they argue that
Tiirkiye ought to belong to Eurasia (Peringcek 2012). In this case, Brzezinski believes that Eurasia
encompasses the Middle East, Central Asia and Tiirkiye, which he refers to as the ‘the Eurasian
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Balkans’ (Brzezinski 1997). Ahmet Davutoglu links his “Strategic Depth” to the Ottoman past and
Turkishness (Davutoglu 2001). With regard to Davutoglu’s “Strategic Depth”, Tiiysiizoglu claims
that it is in fact a theoretical synthesis of neo-Ottomanist and nationalist Eurasianism as well as
an endeavor to revitalize the Ottoman geography, linking it to the Eurasianist thought in Tirkiye
(Ttystizoglu 2014).

Conclusion

Thus, the study has explored Turkish Eurasianism and identified its diverse discourses
and traditions. The results of the study have shown that despite the substantial influence of
Russian Eurasianism on policy debates and discussions about Eurasianism among Turkish
policy makers, experts and intellectuals, especially Alexander Duging’s neo-Eurasianist ideas,
Eurasianist discourses stand apart from Russian Eurasianist concepts in terms of their reliance
on history, culture, religion and political system specific to Tiirkiye. To be precise, if Russian neo-
Eurasianism heavily drew from Russian history, Orthodox Christianity, imperialist traditions
and Russian nationalism, Turkish Eurasianism has been shaped by the Ottoman legacy, Islam,
Turkishness, pan-Turkism, pan-Turanism as well as the current pro-Western orientation of
Tiirkiye. The need for intellectual, conceptual and theoretical reset and update in Turkish politics
in the 1980s and 1990s was induced by the rise of a new generation of Turkish leadership with
the new domestic and foreign policy visions drawn upon the Ottoman history, Islam, Turkish
nationalism manifested in pan-Turkism and pan-Turanism.

The results of the study have also highlighted that despite these new political leaders of
the nation, such as Turgut Ozal, Siileyman Demirel, Abdullah Giil, Recep Tayyip Erdogan and
Ahmet Davutoglu, have advocated and implemented a new internal and external policy course,
pivoting the country towards the Middle East, the Balkans, North Africa, the Turkic World and
greater Eurasia, they have remained loyal to Kemalism and its traditional pro-Western approach
and orientation. From this perspective, except Necmettin Erbakan who openly challenged
the hegemonic Kemalist discourse, marginalizing the country’s pro-Western orientation
and engaging Tiirkiye closely with the Islamic world, other prominent Turkish leaders have
remained steadfast in their commitment to the West and to the European Union. In this case, the
specific feature of the dominant discourses of Turkish Eurasianism lies in their allegiance to the
hegemonic Kemalistdiscourse and to pro-Western course. Yet at the same time, they have focused
on altering Tirkiye’s conventional unidimensional pro-Western and pro-European orientation,
by cultivating a multidimensional and multidirectional approach, engaging the country with
nation states of greater Eurasia. In this regard, Turkish policy makers and governments since
the mid-1980s have adhered to the tenets of Westernist Eurasianism, which is in favor of closer
engagement and cooperation with the Western world and countries of greater Eurasia.

In contrast to the hegemonic Eurasianist discourses manifested in Westernist Eurasianism,
nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianists have nurtured anti-Western and anti-imperialist
attitudes, prioritizing Tiirkiye’s greater rapprochement, collaboration and strategic alliance with
Russia, Turkic states, Iran, China, India, and other Eurasian nation states. The proponents of
nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianism have constructed the image of the West and the
United States as historic foes of the East and Eurasia. From this perspective, they have called
for the rapprochement and unification of Eurasian state nations in the form of a Eurasian Union
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to confront Western imperialism and build a new status quo in Eurasia based on peaceful
coexistence and cooperation among states in Eurasia. Whereas nationalist Eurasianists tend
to place a greater emphasis on Turkishness, common ethnic, cultural and historical ties with
the Turkic world, integration between Turkic states, multiculturalist Eurasianists go beyond
ethnic dimension, advocating the departure from the Western camp and Tiirkiye’s full shift to
Eurasia, by building a strategic alliance with Eurasian powers (Tanrisever 2018). Nationalist
and multiculturalist Eurasianists argue that the full disengagement from the West and pivot to
Eurasia will pave the way for strategic autonomy in Tiirkiye’s foreign policy. To achieve that goal,
the supporters of nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianists tend to display their readiness and
eagerness to forge a strategic alliance with Russia, Tiirkiye’s historic foe. Despite such ambitious
advocacy and objectives pursued by nationalist and multiculturalist Eurasianists, these discourses
of Turkish Eurasianism have remained marginal in Turkish politics.
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Abstract. The paper is devoted to the Soviet monetary reform of 1947 in the context of
analyzing its consequences for foreign citizens and diplomatic missions. On December
14, 1947, the Council of Ministers of the USSR and the Central Committee of the All-
Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) adopted a resolution on the implementation of
the monetary reform and the abolition of ration cards for food and industrial goods.
The reform was aimed at eliminating the disproportion between the excess money
supply generated by the emission for military expenses and the supply of goods, largely
by confiscating savings from the population by establishing an unfavorable exchange
rate. The purpose of the article is to show the impact of the monetary reform of 1947 on
foreign diplomatic missions accredited in the USSR using the example of the interaction
of the Consulate General of China in Novosibirsk with the Soviet authorities. The article
examines a conflict situation between a branch of the State Bank and the Chinese
consulate regarding the revaluation of a ruble deposit following the reform. The choice
by the Soviet side of the countries for which exceptions were made, in the opinion of the
Chinese side, was unjustified; moreover, the USSR and the Republic of China positioned
each other as friendly countries. This circumstance was presented by the Chinese
side as a political argument allowing them to count on privileged conditions for the
conversion of the ruble account. The article publishes the correspondence between the
Consulate and the head of the Novosibirsk executive authority and the decree of the
USSR government “On the procedure for exchanging money for diplomatic missions in
the USSR in connection with the ongoing monetary reform and the abolition of the card
system” dated December 14, 1947, which is being introduced into scientific community
for the first time. The documents were deposited in the State Archives of Novosibirsk in
the fund of the Novosibirsk City Council. It is concluded that the strategies and practices
of foreign diplomatic representatives in the context of confiscatory reform turned out
to be similar to the financial attitudes and behavior of part of the country's population
and party-Soviet elites aimed at preserving savings.

Introduction

On December 14, 1947, the Council of Ministers of the USSR and the Central Committee of
the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) adopted a resolution on conducting a monetary
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reform and abolishing ration cards for food and industrial goods. The official objectives of the
reform were to strengthen the ruble and transition to a unified price system for goods (Decisions
of the Party and Government on Economic Issues..., 1968: 460-467). Facing the task of funding
economic recovery, financial authorities proposed to curb inflation through denomination and
a disproportionate currency exchange in order to reduce household spending and decrease the
domestic debt caused by wartime loans.

The reform was aimed at eliminating the imbalance between the excessive money supply
- generated by wartime emissions - and the limited supply of goods, largely by confiscating
personal savings through the imposition of an unfavorable exchange rate. Once again, the
authorities reassured the population that they would have to make certain sacrifices, but that
"this would be the last one." However, the goals and strategies of the state and the population
diverged: the state aimed to withdraw money, while the population tried to preserve it. The
main challenge was to ensure that the economic rationale of the reform would not undermine
the population’s trust in the government.

Methods and Materials

In modern scholarship, studies of the 1947 monetary reform have primarily focused on its
internal socio-economic and political aspects. However, its implementation was also influenced
by the foreign policy context, particularly the formation of the financial system within the
socialist bloc. In this regard, it is justified to approach the 1947 monetary reform as a model
case of a confiscatory reform in a mobilization-type economy.

The documentary section of this article presents the USSR government resolution on the
procedure for currency exchange for diplomatic missions in the USSR, dated December 14,1947,
which has not previously been introduced into academic circulation, along with correspondence
between the Chinese consulate and the head of the executive authority of the city of Novosibirsk
regarding the currency exchange. These documents are preserved in the State Archive of the
city of Novosibirsk in the collection of the Novosibirsk City Council.

Results

On December 13,1947, the Politburo approved the draft resolution of the Council of Ministers
of the USSR “On the Procedure for Exchanging Money for Diplomatic Representatives in the USSR
in Connection with the Ongoing Monetary Reform,” dated December 14, 1947. The resolution
of the Council of Ministers dated December 14 outlined the revaluation of ruble accounts in the
State Bank and the Foreign Trade Bank, limits on the purchase of rubles for foreign currency, and
the procedure for exchanging cash. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the USSR was instructed to
notify foreign diplomatic missions of the content of the resolution on December 15, 1947.

According to the resolution of the Council of Ministers of the USSR on the monetary reform
and the abolition of the rationing system, the exchange of cash, conversion of government
bonds, and recalculation of deposits were to be completed within one week, or within two
weeks in remote areas of the country. Deposits up to 3,000 rubles were revalued at a rate of
1:1, deposits from 3,000 to 10,000 rubles at 1.5:1, and those over 10,000 rubles at 2:1. Funds in
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settlement and current accounts of cooperative enterprises, organizations, and collective farms
were revalued at a rate of “four new rubles” for “five old rubles.”

One of the widespread behavioral strategies to “save money” was the attempt to deposit
funds into savings banks by any means. On the eve of the monetary reform, operations involving
the acceptance and issuance of deposits significantly intensified. Alongside an inflow of new
deposits, some old deposits were withdrawn, and certain large deposits were broken down
into smaller amounts. Increased activity related to deposits had already been observed since
November. A proposal was considered to exchange "new" deposits at a 10:1 rate, but it was
abandoned due to fears of public discontent. Numerous reports indicate that members of the
party-Soviet elite and senior economic officials actively conducted deposit operations using
administrative resources. For example, a report by the Department for the Inspection of Party
Organs of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) dated March
30, 1948, stated that 145 district and city party committee secretaries had been found to have
violated the monetary reform law (Boldovsky 2013: 183). Subsequent investigations by the
Ministry of Internal Affairs of the USSR revealed a sharp increase in cash deposits to banks
from organizations on December 15. It was found that the total amount of financial operations
detected in savings banks and State Bank branches exceeded 101 million rubles, and the value
of concealed or embezzled goods was estimated at nearly 32 million rubles. The behavioral
strategies of the general population were similar. Nevertheless, the outcome of the reform
showed that while the population previously held 59 billion rubles in savings, only 4 billion
rubles remained after the reform (Monetary Reform of 1947 in Documents 2007: 107).

The situation regarding the deposits of foreign missions turned out to be far from
straightforward and led to lengthy disputes. A conflict arose between a State Bank branch and
the Chinese Consulate in Novosibirsk. The dispute lasted six months. Complaints were filed by
Chinese Consul Li Tung-lun against the representative of the Novosibirsk State Bank office,
Strekozov, and V.I. Blagirev, who served as the chairman of the Novosibirsk Executive Committee
from 1947 to 1951. Due to the presence of a foreign consulate in the city, Blagirev also acted as
the regional diplomatic representative of the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

The Chinese consulate was opened in Novosibirsk in 1924. It held the status of a general
consulate (Datsyshen 2012: 153). Diplomatic missions of the Republic of China and its consulates
also operated in Semipalatinsk, Vladivostok, Blagoveshchensk, Chita, Nikolsk-Ussuriysk, and
Khabarovsk. The activities of the consulate were interrupted twice. The Novosibirsk consulate
ceased functioning at the end of December 1932 due to the severance of diplomatic relations but
was reopened in 1934 after those relations were restored. The consulate served the territory of
Western Siberia. It was closed again in July 1939. During the war years, the consulate resumed
its work and operated until 1949. After the establishment of the People’s Republic of China, the
Chinese side decided to discontinue its representation in Novosibirsk.

In Novosibirsk, currency exchange was carried out by the State Bank (Gosbank) and special
exchange offices it had organized. Savings banks and post-telegraph offices also conducted
exchanges. Moreover, on the eve of the monetary reform, the largest storage facility for the new
currency notes was established in Novosibirsk (one of only 13 across the country) (Monetary
Reform of 1947 in Documents... 2007: 78, 96; Khodyakov 2011: 54), which was designated
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to supply the entire Western Siberia with the new banknotes. It was also planned that old
currency notes would be destroyed there. On the eve of the exchange, classified instructions on
the currency exchange procedure were sent to the regions.

Although the government decree “On the Procedure for Currency Exchange for Diplomatic
Representatives in the USSR in Connection with the Ongoing Monetary Reform,” dated December
14, 1947, was only received by the Chinese consulate on December 28, it had already been
informed about the reform through other sources. On December 15, it was able to replenish its
ruble account at the Novosibirsk branch of Gosbank. The exchange of old cash for new currency
became possible only on the morning of December 16, 1947. Despite the long queues at exchange
points during the first few days, the consulate was able to exchange its cash holdings on December
16 at the official rate of 10 old rubles for 1 new ruble.

The situation with the account funds turned out to be more complex. The Chinese side claimed
that a second revaluation had been applied to the funds in its account, which contradicted the USSR
Council of Ministers Resolution No. 4005 of December 14, 1947. Their argument was based on the fact
that funds deposited before December 16 should not have been subject to a second revaluation.

The Novosibirsk branch of the State Bank claimed that the account revaluation had been
carried out on December 19 at an exchange rate of 10 to 1, and that the consulate had received
"as much money as was due for the exchange of old currency for the new one," in accordance
with the government resolution. Nevertheless, a request was sent to Moscow. One telegram stated
that the revaluation of the Chinese consulate’s funds was conducted in the same manner as for
Soviet citizens. Another telegram pointed out that, according to the resolution of the Council of
Ministers of the USSR dated December 14, 1947, "On the Implementation of the Monetary Reform,"
State Bank institutions had no right to carry out deposit operations for diplomatic missions
and consulates on December 15, 16, and 17, 1947, as such actions were not provided for in the
government resolution. Therefore, the transaction dated December 15 was considered invalid.

In the response to the Chinese side, it was stated that the revaluation of the deposit had been
carried out on December 19, and the recalculation of the funds deposited on December 15 was
correct, as the cash had been handed over to the bank after the announcement was broadcast
on the radio on the evening of December 14. In addition, the State Bank noted that ultimately,
after the recalculation, the consulate had received no less than the amount that would have been
due under the official exchange terms for replacing old banknotes with the new 1947 currency.
Despite this, the consulate continued to insist that a second revaluation of its funds had occurred
and demanded a lawful and fair recalculation. Judging by subsequent correspondence, the
Chinese consulate began to emphasize that the funds were accepted by the State Bank branch on
December 15 and that this constituted a violation of the exchange regulations by the Soviet side.

Decree of the Council of Ministers of the USSR "On the Procedure for Exchanging Money
for Diplomatic Missions in the USSR in Connection with the Ongoing Monetary Reform
and the Abolition of the Rationing System".

[Moscow] December 14, 1947
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From the Resolution of the Council of Ministers of the USSR
On the Procedure for Currency Exchange for Diplomatic Missions in the USSR in
Connection with the Ongoing Monetary Reform and the Abolition of the Rationing
System

In connection with the Resolution of the Government of the USSR dated December 14, 1947,
on the implementation of a monetary reform, the abolition of the rationing system for food and
industrial goods, the cancellation of high commercial prices, and the introduction of unified
reduced state retail prices for goods, the Council of Ministers of the USSR hereby decrees:

To establish the following procedure for the exchange of money for diplomatic missions, as
well as for foreign private individuals in the USSR:

1. Funds held by foreign diplomatic missions in the USSR in ruble current accounts in the State
Bank (Gosbank) and the Foreign Trade Bank (Vneshtorgbank) as of December 16, 1947, shall
be revalued at a rate of one ruble for one ruble, i.e., remain unchanged, within the established
average monthly limit of ruble purchases for foreign currency. For diplomatic missions without
an established limit, funds shall be revalued within the amount equal to the average monthly
withdrawals from their Vneshtorgbank accounts during 1947.

2. In accordance with Clause 12, Section I of the Resolution of the Council of Ministers of
the USSR and the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) No. 4004
dated December 14, 1947, "On the Implementation of the Monetary Reform and the Abolition
of Ration Cards for Food and Industrial Goods," the funds held in ruble current accounts in the
Gosbank and Vneshtorgbank by the diplomatic missions in the USSR of the following countries
remain unchanged and are revalued at one ruble for one ruble: the Polish Republic, the People's
Republic of Bulgaria, the Czechoslovak Republic, the Federal People's Republic of Yugoslavia,
Romania, and the Mongolian People's Republic, provided that these funds were received from
the USSR as part of credit arrangements.

3. Funds in ruble current accounts of foreign diplomatic missions in the USSR, exceeding the
amounts specified in Items 1 and 2, as well as the balances in ruble current accounts in credit
institutions of the USSR belonging to foreign private individuals, shall be revalued in the same
manner as deposits of Soviet citizens, namely:

a) Account balances up to and including 3,000 rubles shall remain unchanged in nominal
value (revalued one ruble for one ruble);

b) Account balances up to and including 10,000 rubles shall be credited as follows: the first
3,000 rubles at full nominal value, and the remaining amount at a rate of three old rubles for
two new rubles;

c) Account balances exceeding 10,000 rubles shall be credited as follows: the first 10,000
rubles in accordance with the procedure in point "b," and the remaining amount at a rate of two
old rubles for one new ruble.

4. 01d cash rubles held by foreign diplomatic missions in the USSR, as well as by foreign private
individuals, shall be exchanged on the same terms as for Soviet citizens, within the period from
December 16 to 22, 1947, at the rate of ten rubles of the old currency for one ruble of the 1947 issue.

5. Temporarily retain, as an exception, the procedure allowing foreign diplomatic missions
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in the USSR to purchase rubles with foreign currency at a preferential exchange rate within the
established limit.

In connection with the increase in the purchasing power of the ruble resulting from the
monetary reform and the abolition of the rationing system, revise the existing preferential
exchange rate and introduce a new temporary preferential rate as follows: 8 rubles per 1 US
dollar, or 32 rubles 24 kopecks per 1 pound sterling, or 185 rubles 49 kopecks per 100 Swiss
francs, or 222 rubles 20 kopecks per 100 Swedish kronor.

6. In connection with the abolition of the rationing system for food and industrial goods,
cancel, as of December 16,1947, the existing procedure of regulated supply of food and industrial
goods to employees of foreign diplomatic missions in the USSR, foreign correspondents, and
their family members. Henceforth, the sale of goods to these individuals shall be carried out
through general retail networks, on the same basis as for citizens of the USSR.

To the Chairman of the Executive Committee of the Novosibirsk City Council of Workers’
Deputies, Mr. Blagirev.

The Consulate General of the Republic of China in the city of Novosibirsk has been informed
by the local branch of the State Bank that the funds of our Consulate held in account No. 161001
have been revalued, due to the currency reform, in the same manner as the deposits of Soviet
citizens - that is, the devaluation amounted to nearly 50% of the total sum.

The Chinese Consulate General cannot accept such a devaluation, for the following reasons:

First, account No. 161001 was opened by the Chinese Consulate General - a legal entity
representing a friendly foreign country - on equal footing with local Soviet institutions, and,
undoubtedly, it cannot be considered equivalent to the private deposits of individual Soviet
citizens.
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Second, the funds in account No. 161001 are the property of the State Treasury of the
Republic of China and, according to the Instruction of the Ministry of Finance of the USSR
concerning the procedure for conducting the currency reform (Section VII, § 32), which
stipulates that contractual obligations between the USSR and foreign states remain unchanged
after the issuance of the new currency and are not subject to revaluation, the revaluation of
funds belonging to the Chinese state and stored in the State Bank clearly contradicts the spirit of
the aforementioned paragraph. Deposits in a bank are normally associated with legal activities
and are to be regarded as contractual obligations.

Furthermore, the revaluation of the funds held in the Novosibirsk branch of the State Bank
under account No. 161001 contradicts § 21, paragraph 2, Section IV of the Instruction of the
Ministry of Finance of the USSR, which states: “Funds in the accounts of other legal entities and
religious organizations are not subject to revaluation.” At the very least, the Chinese Consulate
General should not be placed in a worse position than other Soviet economic entities listed in §
21, paragraph 1, whose funds were revalued at the rate of four rubles in new currency for every
five rubles in old currency.

The revaluation of the funds of the Chinese Consulate General on the same basis as deposits
of individual Soviet citizens places the Chinese Consulate General in a more disadvantageous
position than any Soviet legal entity or institution. Such action is not only unfair but also
discriminatory toward the Consulate General, particularly in light of the legally unfounded
reduction of a foreign state's treasury funds held in the State Bank of another state.

On behalf of my Government, | am compelled to express an objection to the unjust revaluation
of the funds of the Chinese Consulate General held in the Novosibirsk State Bank. [ have the
honor to request that you, Mr. Diplomatic Agent, petition the relevant authorities of the Soviet
Government on this matter.

Letter from the Consul General of the Republic of China in Novosibirsk, Lii Tung-lun,
requesting a favorable resolution regarding the restoration of the Consulate’s funds in
its State Bank account

[Novosibirsk] January 7, 1948

Acting Diplomatic Agent of the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs
To the Chairman of the Executive Committee
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of the Novosibirsk City Council of Workers' Deputies
Mr. Blagirev

The Consulate General of the Republic of China in the city of Novosibirsk, in its letter dated
December 27,1947 (No. 40), has already informed you, Mr. Diplomatic Agent, that the Branch of
the State Bank in Novosibirsk, on December 17, 1947, devalued the funds of our Consulate held
in account No. 161001, along with the deposits of Soviet citizens as of December 16, 1947. This
devaluation amounted to 77,159 rubles 71 kopecks.

On January 6 of this year, our Consulate learned by chance that the Branch of the State Bank
in Novosibirsk had, on December 19, 1947, carried out a second revaluation (devaluation) of
the funds credited to account No. 161001 on December 15, 1947 (the date the transaction was
made by the Novosibirsk State Bank), at the rate of 10 old rubles to 1 new ruble. This second
devaluation amounted to 35,674 rubles 80 kopecks. However, in Resolution No. 4005 of the
Council of Ministers of the USSR dated December 14, 1947, “On the Procedure for Currency
Exchange for Diplomatic Missions in the USSR in Connection with the Ongoing Currency Reform
and the Abolition of the Ration Card System,” point 1 clearly states that the funds of foreign
diplomatic missions held in ruble accounts are to be revalued as of December 16, 1947.

Guided by Resolution No. 4005 of the Council of Ministers of the USSR dated December 14,
1947 (copy enclosed), and considering the fact that the funds were credited to account No.
161001 on December 15, 1947 - that is, on the very day the transaction was carried out by the
Novosibirsk State Bank, and therefore before December 16, 1947 - we believe that these funds
are not, under any circumstances, subject to a second revaluation. Naturally, such a second
devaluation is absolutely without legal justification.

Moreover, we find it necessary to note, firstly, that the Consulate was not duly notified of the
second devaluation carried out by the Branch of the State Bank in Novosibirsk, but instead only
learned of it after the close of the fiscal year, on January 6, and by chance. This situation is clearly
irregular and has placed the Consulate in a particularly difficult position with regard to its annual
report. The second devaluation, being unjustified by law, has inflicted unexpected damage to the
Consulate’s financial reporting, which under no circumstances will be accepted by the Ministry,
as by December 17, 1947, according to the notification from the State Bank, the Consulate had
already finalized all settlements and submitted the report to the Ministry. Responsibility for this
second devaluation rests entirely with the party responsible for its occurrence.

Secondly, as stated in the above-mentioned Resolution No. 4005, funds held in ruble accounts
are to be revalued as of December 16, 1947. Therefore, all funds deposited before December
16, 1947 (including those deposited on December 15, 1947) are in no case subject to a second
devaluation.

And, of course, any reservation regarding the secondary devaluation, such as the Bank’s
justification referring to the deposit of December 15, 1947, as incorrectly accepted - despite
the fact that the deposit was formally and legally processed - cannot in any way serve as a
legitimate basis for secondary devaluation. In simple terms, if the Bank later had any doubts
concerning the acceptance of the deposits dated 15/X1I-47, it should have refused them at the
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time. Since the deposit was accepted in full accordance with the law, the consequences must be
borne by those responsible. Especially considering that the Consulate was not informed about
the secondary devaluation in due time and only learned of it after the close of the financial year
- thatis, on January 7 of the current year. Naturally, the Consulate categorically refuses to accept
such a devaluation.

Thirdly, in connection with your response No. <...> dated 17 /XII-47 regarding the exchange
of personal funds held by Consulate staff, those funds were exchanged at the official rate of 10
old rubles to 1 new ruble at the exchange office in accordance with the law. However, the matter
here concerns the deposit on the Consulate’s account No. 161001 at the branch of the State
Bank in Novosibirsk, which in no way can be considered as cash subject to a second devaluation
by the Bank - a devaluation which, as stated above, lacks legal justification. The Consulate is
deeply surprised by such an unfair <...>.

Based on the foregoing, I have the honor to request, Mr. Diplomatic Agent, that you
communicate with the appropriate bodies of the Soviet Government regarding the urgent and
positive resolution of the issue in question. I kindly ask that you take into account the extremely
difficult position in which the Consulate finds itself due to the unlawful financial loss that
threatens its continued operation until the matter is fully resolved - namely, until the restoration
of the funds to the account.

Awaiting your prompt reply to the letters of December 27 and January 7 of this year, please
accept the assurances of my highest consideration.

Letter from the Consul General of the Republic of China in Novosibirsk, Lii Tung-lun,
requesting a review of the revaluation of funds deposited by the Novosibirsk branch
of the State Bank in the interests of the Consulate General.

[Novosibirsk] May 14, 1948

Here is the English translation:
Acting Diplomatic Agent of the USSR Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
To the Chairman of the Executive Committee
of the Novosibirsk City Council of Workers’ Deputies
Mr. Blagirev.

The clarifications provided in your letter No. 109 dated May 7, 1948, regarding the issue
of the unlawful and unsubstantiated revaluation of funds deposited by the General Consulate
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with the Novosibirsk branch of the State Bank on December 15, 1947, completely overlook the
special resolution of the Council of Ministers of the USSR No. 4005 dated the same December
14,1947, concerning the procedure for the currency exchange of funds belonging to diplomatic
missions in the USSR. Clause 1 of this resolution clearly states that “..the funds of foreign
diplomatic missions in the USSR held in ruble current accounts in the State Bank shall be
revalued as of December 16, 1947,” which must serve as the primary legal basis for regulating
the operations carried out by the aforementioned branch of the State Bank with the General
Consulate. According to this resolution, the branch of the State Bank could revalue the funds
deposited on December 15, 1947, only once, and strictly as of December 16, 1947. Therefore,
any subsequent devaluation constitutes a clear violation of Resolution No. 4005 of the Council
of Ministers of the USSR dated December 14, 1947.

Moreover, your letter No. 231 dated December 17, 1947, regarding the procedure for
exchanging old-format cash, emphasized that only the cash funds not deposited with the State
Bank or the Savings Bank before December 16, 1947, were subject to exchange under the
Council of Ministers’ resolution, and only as physical cash.

The acceptance of funds by the Novosibirsk branch of the State Bank on the date of the
transaction without any indication of refusal from the General Consulate and accompanied by
the legally valid official document confirming the crediting to the current account constitutes a
legal act.

The interpretation of the clarifications in your letter, which appear to justify the Bank's
operations, is not entirely solid or convincing and essentially disregards the established legal
facts, leading to the following questions:

How is it possible to claim that the Bank had no right to credit the funds? After all, the branch
of the State Bank credited the deposit in full legal compliance, issued an official document
confirming the deposit, and reiterated this on December 19, 1947, by issuing a current account
statement reflecting the revaluation of funds as of December 16, 1947. All of this constitutes
undeniable fact, supported by legally binding documents.

[s it truly lawful, legal, just, or appropriate to attempt, after a considerable period of time, to
unilaterally nullify a legally valid document — grounded in Resolution No. 4005 of the Council
of Ministers of the USSR dated December 14, 1947 — on the dubious pretext that “operations
on December 15, 1947, were not authorized”? Who, then, is to be held responsible for the
consequences of this situation? The Novosibirsk branch of the State Bank never indicated to the
General Consulate that it lacked the authority to accept funds for deposit on December 15,1947,
nor did it, of course, ever suggest returning the funds. Therefore, the explanations provided in
your letter cannot serve as justification or excuse for the unlawful operations carried out by
the Gosbank office, which, contrary to your assertion that they were made in the interests of
the Consulate, in fact caused unlawful and unjust harm to the General Consulate — harm with
which it cannot, under any circumstances, agree.

[t should be particularly emphasized that the Consulate only accidentally learned on January
8 of this year — after the end of the reporting year — that the Gosbank office had debited a sum
from the Consulate’s savings in the form of an entirely unlawful secondary devaluation. I have
already provided you with details of this incident in previous letters.
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The result of such “deliberate silence” on the part of the Gosbank office is undoubtedly a
violation of commonly accepted rules for conducting business transactions between a client
and a bank — a violation which, from a legal standpoint, entails consequences for which the
Gosbank office itself must be held responsible.

One must ask: what, then, is the status of the law, such as Resolution No. 4005 of the Council
of Ministers of the USSR dated December 14, 19477 After all, the operation in the form of a
secondary revaluation contradicts and violates this law. If the bank office is indeed entitled —
as suggested by the explanations in your letter — to carry out such a deduction, i.e., to divide the
balance as of December 15 and 16 (December 15 as deposit, and December 16 as cash), then
why did Resolution No. 4005 of the Council of Ministers of the USSR exist at all, and why does it
so clearly state in Paragraph 1 — “as of December 15”7

This inevitably raises the question: is the law of the Soviet state itself being disregarded?

All these involuntarily raised questions logically speak for themselves and further underline
the unconvincing nature of the explanations given in your letter in defense of the actions taken
by the Novosibirsk office of Gosbank.

There are certain truths:

1. It is an indisputable fact that the deposit of funds into an account, certified by a bank
document, is legally valid and cannot be disregarded unless it is challenged in due time on
lawful grounds.

2. There exists a law - a decree - that governs such transactions, and it must be observed
without exception or circumvention.

Thus, the operation carried out by the State Bank office - a secondary unlawful revaluation
-is neither procedurally nor legally just or lawful. It follows that, with a fair and lawful approach
to the matter, a correct resolution of the issue should not be difficult to reach. However, the
apparent inclination to merely impose an unlawful financial loss on the Consulate - a measure
seemingly incompatible with standard practices in dealings with a foreign consular mission -
cannot be considered a fair or appropriate outcome.

In view of the above, | have the honor to respectfully request, Mr. Diplomatic Agent, that this
matter be re-submitted for more thorough consideration in accordance with the aforementioned
decree, and that a lawful and fair resolution be reached in the interests of the Consulate General.

Discussion

The first significant publication based on materials from Stalin’s “special files,” reflecting
the confiscatory nature of the reform and public reactions, appeared in 1997 (The Monetary
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Reform of 1947... 1997, pp. 460-467). A major step forward in the study of the 1947 monetary
reform was the publication of expert materials from the USSR State Bank and the USSR People’s
Commissariat of Finance, preserved in the collection of the Ministry of Finance at the Russian
State Archive of the Economy (The 1947 Monetary Reform in Documents... 2007; The Monetary
Reform in the USSR of 1947: Documents and Materials... 2010).

Historiography includes several works devoted to the 1947 reform, among them a collective
monograph (The 1947 Monetary Reform and Its Role in the Restoration of the National Economy
of the USSR, 2023). However, many aspects of the reform - particularly those related to public
reaction and behavioral practices - remain understudied.

One topic that has not yet been explored is the impact of the reform on foreign nationals
residing in the USSR and on the diplomatic missions of foreign countries.

The authors aimed to demonstrate, using materials from the Consulate General of the
Republic of China in Novosibirsk, the impact of the 1947 monetary reform on foreign diplomatic
missions accredited in the USSR.

Conclusion

From the Chinese perspective, the Soviet government's selection of countries granted
favorable financial exchange conditions lacked justification. Moreover, the USSR and the Republic
of China had positioned themselves as friendly states on the basis of the Soviet-Chinese Treaty
of Friendship and Alliance signed on August 14, 1945.

This argument was presented by the Chinese side as a political rationale for expecting
preferential conditions for the conversion of ruble accounts.

Chinese diplomatic missions in the USSR suffered significant financial losses as a result of
currency revaluation. In an attempt to mitigate the loss of cash holdings, the diplomats tried to
place funds in bank deposits - a practice common among both Soviet organizations and the
general population.

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Abstract: The processes of globalization that began in the 19th century brought the issue of shortening
transportation routes to the forefront. As the continents converged, the idea of shortening sea routes
through the creation of artificial canals gained significant attention. The Suez Canal is one of these
geostrategic nodes. It is a crossroads of regional, national and international political and economic
interests. It can be seen not just as a trade artery, but as a symbol connecting East and West. This article,
within the framework of the paradigm of geo-history, analyzes the geopolitical factors and historical
processes that determined the military-strategic importance of the Suez Canal in the 19th and 20th
centuries. Based on archival documents, the study examines the historical events that served as
prerequisites for the formation of the international legal regime of the Suez Canal. The construction
of the canal is seen as an example of one of the first transnational projects implemented not by nation-
states but by a private corporation founded by Ferdinand de Lesseps. This approach makes it possible
to analyze the creation of the Suez Canal from the perspective of modern economic trends, where
the primary influence comes not from individual states but from the financial power of transnational
corporations.

The study identifies the
key motives and actions of the United Kingdom in the 1940s and 1950s aimed at preserving its positions
in the Suez Canal region. The Suez Canal, which served as a vital communication route for the British
Empire in the 19th century, continued to fulfill its function during the world wars, facilitating the passage
of ships despite numerous threats and aerial bombardments. At the same time, the canal zone functioned
as a defensive area and a crucial military base where Allied troops were trained. The construction of
the canal was a significant factor in Egypt’s modernization along European lines. From the outset, the
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Suez Canal possessed enormous modernization potential, which was fully realized through military,
educational, cultural, and economic reforms. Its construction played a crucial role in the development
of global trade and economic relations and served as a key mechanism for geopolitical transformations.

Periodical press of the Turkestan region as a source for studying
the history of Kazakhstan at the beginning of the XX century

Abstract: The purpose of our article is to present a historical reconstruction of the change in the lifestyle
of Kazakhs in the frontier space of Kazakhstan at the beginning of the XX century based on materials
from the periodical press of the Turkestan region. The spatial phenomenon of the frontier implies a
borderline mobile space that is unstable, and the imperial power is not yet influential enough. The first
stage of the research involved studying the history of periodicals. The study took into account: outdated
terminology; the presence of headings with a different semantic load.

In the process of work, all publications were grouped into thematic sections that were most relevant for
the research: reforms, the resettlement issue, the land crisis; the electoral system; education; events in
Semirechye in 1916.

Results: The periodical press is most closely connected with the problems of Kazakh society, because it
is close to current events. Newspaper articles have an unconventional view of the problem, sometimes
different from public opinion, which causes harsh criticism. Newspaper materials can be conditionally
divided into publications that are informational or analytical in nature. The newspapers record the most
interesting facts and topical events of Kazakh society. The analysis of the periodical press deserves a full
review, rather than a selective one, due to the fact that the information of interest was not distributed
evenly across the newspapers. Newspaper publications require critical analysis, due to the fact that
correspondence has always carried a certain subjective assessment of events by the author. In the
frontier space, a process of mutual influence of cultures, economic and trade relations of the Kazakh
population, settlers and representatives of the administration of the Turkestan region takes place. There
is a forced adaptation of the Kazakh population to the new conditions that have arisen and the integration
of the Kazakh steppe and the Turkestan region into the In Russian Empire. The establishment of new
social institutions of power in the Kazakh steppe is taking place, and the penetration of culture and
law into Kazakh society is similar to those that existed in the In Russian Empire. A wave of protest is
growing against: resettlement, land relations, elections of judges. The number of people dissatisfied
with education in In Russian-Kazakh schools is increasing, where imperial policies were observed so
that students would forget their native language, thereby destroying national individuality.

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The Resistance of the sharuas in the Semipalatinsk region during
the period of forced modernization of aul (1929-1931)

Abstract: The article analyzes the causes, driving forces, and consequences of peasant resistance during
the forced modernization of the village in 1929-1931. The authors examine the political and socio-
economic factors that led to the resistance of peasants, including forced collectivization, dekulakization,
and the repressive measures of the Soviet authorities. The article explores the nature and excesses
of agrarian policies, including the campaigns for the settlement of nomadic and semi-nomadic Kazakh
households, meat and grain procurement campaigns, and the policy of eliminating wealthy farms. It
is noted that the forced modernization of the late 1920s led to the destruction of traditional Kazakh
society and provoked open discontent among peasants in the form of armed uprisings. However, the
Soviet authorities, ignoring the people's grievances, viewed the protests of workers in rural centers and
villages as actions of counter-revolutionary organizations and brutally suppressed them.

Using the examples of the Shyngystau, Tolstoukhov, Abraly, and other uprisings in Eastern Kazakhstan, the
article examines the forms of armed resistance, key participants, and tactics of opposing state structures,
as well as the significance of popular resistance in the context of the socio-economic transformations of
that period. Special attention is given to the authorities’ response, the use of punitive measures, and the
consequences of suppressing the uprisings. The study concludes that peasant resistance was a reaction
to radical transformations that disrupted the traditional way of life of the nomadic and semi-nomadic
population.

The research is based on archival sources stored in Kazakhstan’s state archives, including the State Archive
of the Abai Region, the State Archive of the East Kazakhstan Region, the Archive of the President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, and the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Additionally, the
article utilizes published documentary materials from the State Commission for the Full Rehabilitation of
Victims of Political Repressions.

Manash Kozybayev - «Columbus of the Kazakh history»

Abstract: This article is dedicated to the academician Manash Kozybayev, a distinguished historian and
scholar whose works laid the foundation for the study of the history of independent Kazakhstan. He was

honored with the title of "Columbus of Kazakh history" among the professional community. The paper
provides a comprehensive analysis of the scientific legacy of Manash Kabashuly, which is particularly
relevant in light of contemporary discussions on the state and prospects of historical science in
Kazakhstan. Specifically, attention is drawn to the fact that in the context of nation-state building,
situated at the intersection of historical past and future, questions arise regarding the insufficient
development of Kazakh history and the influence of subjective factors on its interpretation. This article
explores the reasons behind such debates and offers answers based on the works of Manash Kabashuly
Kozybayev, who emerged as a phenomenon in the field of scientific and cultural understanding of the
Kazakh steppe in the 20th century. One of the key issues examined by Manash Kabashuly was the
analysis of the causes of the crisis in historical science in Kazakhstan during the 1990s. On the one hand,
historians gained the opportunity to apply new methodological approaches to their research. Access
to previously classified archival materials, which had been under strict communist party control, was
opened. However, as noted by academician M.K. Kozybayeyv, this also led to new challenges: “Today,
we are rethinking our history, exposing imperial concepts, and striving to establish a new scientific
approach... History is not only about writing but also about teaching. At the same time, there is an
increase in the number of those who engage in compiling genealogies and glorifying individual tribes”.
The scholar emphasizes that history as a scientific discipline carries immense responsibility, as it can
both contribute to the consolidation of society and become a tool for its division. In this regard, he
calls on professional historians to adopt a clear and balanced stance in addressing these issues. The
present article is not dedicated to provide a comprehensive representation of the multifaceted figure
of Manash Kabashevich Kozybayev, professional historian, Doctor of Historical Sciences, Professor,
and Academician of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Kazakhstan. But we are sure that the
time has come to enrich the pages of the Modern History of Kazakhstan, relying on the thoughts and
ideas that were presented in the magnificent works of the discoverer of modern Kazakh history -
Academician M.K. Kozybayev.
