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Comprehensive analysis of the design features of the burial mounds
of the early Iron Age in the Alakol valley

Abstract. The migration routes of the Early Iron Age in the territory of Alakol, due to natural and
climatic factors, passed mainly through the foothill southern part of the region. The concentration of
archaeological sites well confirms this circumstance. Horse-nomadic routes accessible for movement
play a special role in the foothill areas. One of the most famous sites is the “Zhongar Gate”, the burial
culture monuments of which are the subject of the work. The region's archaeological sites are of
interest not only in the context of regional archeology, but also provide information for broader
historical reconstructions. The article examines new data on thirteen mounds studied in 2020. For a
more complete and objective analysis, additional materials are used in the form of statistical data on
thirty-three mounds studied during stationary archaeological work in the 1960s, directly related to the
locations under consideration. It should be taken into account that the names of the burial grounds given
by the authors of the excavations, as well as their conventional divisions, do not reflect the topographic
or chronological gradation and were named by the authors of their discovery regarding the nearest
toponym. The close geographical location of a number of the listed burial mounds allows us to link
them to three locations near the villages of Usharal, Koktuma, and Zhalanashkol. At the same time, the
previously studied Alakol burial grounds are attributed to the Koktuma location. Considerable attention
is paid to the description of the planigraphic device and the visually detectable features of the published
burial mounds. The observations carried out, in combination with the description of various building
materials, allow us to discuss the different times and cultural diversity of burial traditions within one
burial mound field, even at the first stage of the research. The elements of the burials subject to study and
the types of grave structures are separately systematized, which made it possible to identify new design
features of the burial complexes of the region. As a result of the analysis, the authors concluded about the
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variability of the architecture of the burial mounds, which indicates a complex ethnocultural situation
in the region at the end of the 1st millennium BC. Their interdisciplinary approach, including statistical
analysis, especially without dating accompanying inventory, is an urgent task in the development of the
archaeology of the early Iron Age. In addition, the materials of archaeological excavations allow us to talk
about the important role of the Alakol Lake basin as a connecting center between Eastern Kazakhstan
and Zhetysu and, more broadly, between the East and West of Central Asia in ancient times.

Medieval warrior's burial in the Pavlodar Priirtyshye

Abstract. The article presents the results of archaeological research conducted in 2005 at the Pavlodar
Priirtyshye emergency site. The site was located on the territory of the Mayskoye district of Pavlodar
region near the village of Mayskoye. The object of the study is an accidental find of a researcher-
paleontologist, who surveyed the coastal Irtysh River shoreline to find paleontological material. The
burial site has been subjected to considerable destruction under the influence of spring floods and
the overflow of the river. The present article is devoted to the introduction of scientific turnover to the
results of the archaeological research of the Mayskoye emergency site. Despite significant destruction of
the object, the conducted research allowed to reveal valuable archaeological materials, which are highly
informative and contribute to an in-depth study of the medieval history of the region and neighboring
territories. The article is aimed at the analysis of archaeological data obtained as a result of excavations
at this site to reconstruct burial rites and military culture of medieval nomads of the Upper and Middle
Priirtyshye. The data obtained in the process of archaeological excavations allows to analyse the burial
rites, accompanying inventory, and also determines the cultural and chronological belonging of the given
site of historical and cultural heritage. The archaeological study of the site revealed the peculiarities of
the burial, which makes it possible to reconstruct the customs and traditions of the region in the early
medieval period. Particular attention was paid to military equipment, which allows us to conclude the
social status of the buried person and their role in society. The results of the work provide insights into
funerary practices and military culture of the medieval nomads of the Irtysh region, and may also be
useful for further research of the archaeological heritage of the country. The archaeological materials
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revealed in the course of the study make a significant contribution to the existing scientific data on the
nomadic societies of Eurasia, expanding the understanding of their socio-economic structure, cultural
practices, and adaptation strategies. The analysis of the obtained data contributes to an in-depth study
of the dynamics of historical processes in the region, making it possible to trace the transformation of
funerary rituals, changes in the system of armour and material culture, as well as to identify the specifics
of interaction between different ethno-cultural groups in the medieval period. These materials may
become the basis for broader comparative studies and a deeper understanding of the country's cultural
processes. The study also creates new opportunities for further archaeological and interdisciplinary
work, contributing to a deeper understanding of the socio-cultural processes of the region.

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AnHoTanus. European scholarly research has been instrumental in enhancing our
comprehension of Kazakhstan's and Central Asia's historical development. This article
analyzes the contributions of contemporary French, German, and Italian scholars to
the study of the historiography of Kazakhstan's history while also providing a broader
context for the academic activities of European researchers. The focus on French,
German, and Italian scholars is due to their strong academic traditions in studying
imperial and Soviet history.

The article briefly outlines the development of national historiographical schools in
these European countries. Particular attention is given to the second half of the 20th
century, when, alongside academic Oriental Studies, a politicized and ideologically
driven field known as Sovietology emerged, influencing the study of Kazakhstan's
history. Following the collapse of the USSR, regional studies developed, and Kazakhstan
ceased to be viewed solely as part of a larger structure, whether imperial or Soviet,
and became an independent research subject. This shift significantly impacted both
research topics and methodological approaches, shaping contemporary European
historical scholarship. The article primarily focuses on the works of contemporary
authors who have been particularly active in recent years in publishing on the history
of Kazakhstan, frequently conducting extensive research in Kazakhstani archives,
teaching at local universities, and engaging in sustained academic collaboration with
Kazakhstani colleagues.

The research consists of three main sections, each dedicated to analyzing modern
historiography in France, Germany, and Italy. Using historiographical analysis, each
section examines the formation of national historiographical schools, disciplinary
approaches, key scholars, established narratives, interpretative frameworks, and
dominant research themes. French scholars such as Marléne Laruelle and Thierry
Zarcone have studied Kazakhstan's religious traditions and socio-cultural evolution,
while Isabelle Ohayon has explored its Soviet-era transformations. German scholar
Robert Kindler has made a significant contribution to the study of the 1930s famine in
Kazakhstan. Additionally, Kindler and Sophie Roche have analyzed migration processes
and the personal histories of ethnic Germans, thereby examining Germany’s historical
ties with Kazakhstan. Italian scholars such as Niccolo Pianciola and Beatrice Penati have
significantly contributed to economic and environmental history research in the region.
This study also evaluates the role of key academic institutions, such as INALCO in France
and Humboldt University in Germany, in shaping European research on Kazakhstan. By
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analyzing recent publications and historiographical trends, the authors highlight the shift
from Soviet-centered narratives to interdisciplinary and locally oriented approaches.,

The authors conclude that European historiography offers a comprehensive and
multifaceted understanding of Kazakhstan'’s history, contributing to global discussions
onimperial and Sovietlegacies, as well as regional transformations, ultimately enriching
the broader academic discourse.

Introduction
Throughout the late 20th century and in recent decades, scholars have had a consistent

research interest in Central Asia. The region’s rich history, relationship with Russia and the
Soviet Union, and its rich cultural landscape have all drawn the attention of scholars from
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around the world. Due to its important role within the region, Kazakhstan often features within
this research, either being mentioned in more general discussions of the region and studies on
other Central Asian countries or as the focal point, with particular focus on its dynamic ethno-
demography. While much of the research into Kazakh history and culture has, of course, been
carried out by Kazakhs and Kazakhstani themselves, it is also important to examine research
that has been carried out by those outside of the country as well, whose studies offer special
insights, perspectives, and methodologies that might not be found in local research.

Much of the foreign research that touches on Kazakhstan’'s ethno-demography has been
carried out by Western historians from the United States and Europe. The United States, as
a result of its position as one of the major powers during the Cold War, has mostly examined
Kazakhstan about the Soviet Union, either as a pre-Soviet entity or as a Soviet or post-Soviet
republic. Although a similar trend can be found in European research on Kazakhstan as well,
the body of research published on Central Asia by European researchers has explored a wider
range of historical and cultural topics, and it can be argued that this diversity of topics presents
a more authentic and dynamic picture of Kazakhstan and its role in the region.

In the study and classification of foreign historiography, language has traditionally served as
the primary criterion for distinguishing between different scholarly traditions. Consequently,
historiographical literature is often categorized into English-, French-, German-, and other
language-based schools. Among these, the four major English-speaking countries - the United
Kingdom, the United States, Canada, and Australia - are frequently regarded as representing
variations of a shared cultural and academic model, commonly referred to as Anglo-American
or English-language historiography.

At the same time, a significant body of historiographical work has been produced by scholars
residing outside the so-called "Anglo-American world." These authors often write directly in
English or have their research translated into English, subsequently gaining recognition within
the international academic community.

Many of the scholars whose works are analyzed in this study have earned academic degrees
from British or American institutions. A substantial number of researchers from various regions
now teach and conduct research at universities and academic centers across Europe, North
America, and Asia. Their publications frequently reflect the methodological standards and
scholarly traditions of British or American research schools, where their work is often published.

This article also draws upon works by French, German, and Italian scholars that have been
published in English.

With this in mind, the present paper seeks to discuss and analyze European research on
Central Asia, focusing on those studies that are either specifically focused on Kazakhstan or
reference Kazakhstan within broader discussions on the region or specific regional contexts.
Given the vast scope of such a historiographical investigation, this article prioritizes modern
contributions to provide a more focused analysis. As an examination of the research of every
European country would be much too extensive and thus beyond the scope of the present study,
this paper focuses on three national contexts that have contributed extensive research in this
area: France, Germany, and Italy. In the interest of examining publications that have received
greater international attention, this article mainly examines research that was either published
in English or translated. In addition to examining some of the foundational publications from
the second half of the 20th century, the study places particular interest in more recent research,
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which provides fresh perspectives and new lines of inquiry into Kazakhstan and the region
in general, as well as its relation to the rest of the world. Supplementary perspectives from
journalists and political scientists are also briefly mentioned to provide further context on
European interest in Kazakhstan and Central Asia.

The focus on French, German, and Italian scholars' studies of Kazakhstan is rooted in
their well-established traditions of exploring imperial histories, a hallmark of their academic
approaches. As noted by Svetlana Kovalskaya, Western interest in Kazakhstan’s steppes has
spanned centuries, leading to a rich historiographical base in European languages. Within this
tradition, French, German, and Italian scholars have distinguished themselves through their
in-depth examinations of Central Asia's imperial and colonial dimensions. These studies align
with the broader historical focus of their respective academic cultures, prioritizing the analysis
of empires and their societal, cultural, and political impacts (Kovalskaya 2013).

French scholars have extensively analyzed Kazakhstan’s integration into the Russian
Empire and its subsequent Soviet experience, particularly concerning religious, cultural, and
political dynamics. Drawing from their country’s unique historical ties to Kazakhstan, German
researchers have contributed significantly to understanding its socio-economic transformations
during the imperial and Soviet periods. Though less prolific, Italian scholars have made valuable
contributions to studying economic and environmental aspects of Kazakhstan'’s history, focusing
on themes like land reforms and resource management under imperial governance.

By centering the analysis on these three traditions, this study highlights the depth and
richness of their contributions, which offer critical perspectives on Kazakhstan’s historical
trajectory. These academic traditions, emphasizing imperial frameworks, provide a complex
understanding of Kazakhstan'’s role within larger geopolitical and historical contexts, enriching
the global discourse on Central Asia.

Methodology, methods, and materials

This study employs a rigorous historiographical approach to examine how Kazakhstan’s history
has been represented in European scholarship. Drawing on scholarly articles, monographs,
and institutional publications, it evaluates thematic continuities, methodological shifts, and
historiographical biases in French, German, and Italian works, alongside contributions from
Kazakhstani historians.

A comparative historiographical analysis traces evolving narratives, interpretative
frameworks, and divergent perspectives on Kazakhstan’s political, economic, and cultural
transformations. Additionally, textual and discourse analysis critically engage with academic
discourse, ideological influences, and interdisciplinary methodologies that shape the field.

The study adopts a historical-comparative and interdisciplinary approach to explore the
contributions of contemporary European scholars within the broader context of Central Asian
studies. Reviewing primary and secondary sources establishes the historical foundations of
European engagement with Kazakhstan, providing a deeper understanding of shifting research
paradigms and historiographical trends. Prioritizing contextual interpretation over quantitative
analysis, this approach highlights the evolving conceptualization of Kazakhstan’s history within
European scholarship. To build a comprehensive understanding of their role, the research begins
with a review of primary and secondary sources that provide historical context for European
engagement with the region.
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At the heart of this research is an examination of recent scholarly contributions from
[talian, German, and French researchers, each of whom approaches the study of Kazakhstan
from different disciplinary perspectives. Studies in historical geography by scholars like Josef
Markwart (Markwart 1930) have provided foundational insights into Kazakhstan's spatial and
territorial dynamics, establishing a framework that continues to inform contemporary research.
Building upon this tradition, archaeological investigations, such as the work of Gian Luca Bonora
(Bonora 2020), offer crucial material evidence that enriches our understanding of Kazakhstan's
historical landscape. Migration and demographic studies are also significant, with researchers
such as Robert Kindler (Kindler 2018) focusing on population movements and socio-political
transformations. Additionally, the scholarship of I. Ohayon (Ohayon 2016) and N. Pianciola
(Pianciola 2001; Pianciola 2020) offer crucial insights into Kazakhstan’s Soviet past, particularly
about forced collectivization, famine, and state policies.

This study also adopts a comparative perspective, examining common themes and
methodological trends across these three groups of scholars. A key focus is how French, German,
and Italian researchers frame their analyses within imperial, colonial, and post-colonial
narratives and how their academic traditions influence their approaches to Central Asian
studies. Furthermore, the research explores discussions surrounding Kazakhstan’s evolving
cultural identity, migration patterns, and international academic collaboration, as reflected in
the works of Pianciola and Zharassov (Pianciola et al. 2020).

The materials used in this study reflect a wide range of sources, from historical travel
accounts and Soviet-era research to contemporary academic studies and online publications.
Alongside historical interpretation, empirical data from sources such as Harvard Ukrainian
Studies (Pianciola 2001) and Central Asian Affairs (Ohayon 2016) offer valuable perspectives
on the long-term effects of political and social transformations in Kazakhstan. By synthesizing
these diverse materials and integrating historical, thematic, and contemporary academic
perspectives, this study aims to provide a comprehensive understanding of how European
scholarship on Kazakhstan has evolved. In doing so, it highlights the broader significance of
cross-cultural academic exchanges and the role of interdisciplinary approaches in advancing
Central Asian studies.

After the collection and analysis of materials, and during the final stages of drafting, Grammarly
was employed to support paraphrasing and improve linguistic clarity. It is important to note that
the initial version of the manuscript was developed independently, without the use of Al tools.

Literature review

The study of historiography - particularly foreign historiography - haslongbeen animportant
and established field within historical scholarship. The analysis of how Kazakhstan has been
represented in foreign academic traditions is not a new concern; rather, it has developed over
severaldecadesandissupported by asignificantbody ofliterature, especially in English-language
scholarship. This body of work reflects the diversity and specificity of national historiographical
schools, each shaped by its intellectual traditions, political context, and cultural frameworks.

As noted earlier, language has often served as a primary marker in the classification of
historiographical traditions. In addition to this linguistic dimension, many of the countries
central to this study - namely, Italy, Germany, and France - possess long-standing traditions of
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researching the histories of empires, including their colonial legacies and comparative imperial
experiences. This provides a valuable context for examining how these academic cultures have
approached the history of Kazakhstan and Central Asia more broadly.

A substantial body of research by Kazakh scholars has been devoted to analyzing how
Kazakhstan is represented in foreign historiography. While it is beyond the scope of this section
to cover all contributions exhaustively, it is essential to highlight several foundational works
that have significantly shaped the field. The discussion that follows focuses on key scholars
whose research has helped clarify how Kazakhstan’s past has been interpreted through various
external academic traditions and how local researchers have critically responded to these
perspectives.

K.L. Esmagambetov, in What Was Written About Us in the West? (Esmagambetov 1992),
was among the first to systematically document and analyze how Kazakhstan was depicted
in Western scholarship. He underscored the importance of applying rigorous methods when
interpreting external narratives, while challenging the lingering colonial assumptions inherited
from Soviet historiography.

B.M.Suzhikovwas one ofthe firsttoreassess Western Sovietology notas an objectofideological
rejection, but as a legitimate academic field (Suzhikov 1991; Suzhikov 1993; Suzhikov 1997).

M.T. Laumulin has also made notable contributions by examining how Kazakhstan has been
portrayed in Western political science and historical research. The bibliographic guide co-
authored with T. Beysembayev (Laumulin et al. 1994) remain important reference points in
the field. His later volume Central Asia and Kazakhstan in Foreign Political Science and Global
Geopolitics (Laumulin 2005) consolidates a wide range of Western perspectives on the region,
spanning geopolitical, economic, and academic contexts.

R.M. Tashtemkhanova has focused on the German academic tradition, a relatively
underexplored area within Kazakh historiography. Her doctoral research (Tashtemkhanova
2005) and textbook “The German School of Central Asian Studies and Kazakhstan Studies”
(Tashtemkhanova 2005) examine German perspectives on modernization, ethnographic
research, and the Ostforschung legacy. Beyond her academic publications, her participation in
international programs has fostered stronger institutional links between Kazakh and European
scholarship.

Z.Shaimardanova, in her monograph “Two Centuries of French Historiography of Kazakhstan”
(Shaimardanova 2015), studies how French Sovietology and post-Soviet scholarship have
interpreted themes such as colonization, national movements, and socio-economic development.
Her comparative approach highlights the evolving relationship between Kazakh and French
academic traditions.

G.B.Byrbayeva, in her monograph Central Asia and Sovietism and related research (Byrbayeva
2005), traces the conceptual shifts in Euro-American Sovietology from totalitarian frameworks
toward more historically grounded analyses. Her work addresses identity, political history, and
religion in Central Asia, situating these themes within broader theoretical debates.

These scholars have established a foundation for studying how Kazakhstan has been
interpreted in Western academic traditions. Their work has opened the way for further inquiry
into how these narratives have been received, adapted, and re-evaluated in contemporary
European historiography (Kovalskaya 2007).

Reframing Kazakhstan’s History in European Historiography: Perspectives from French, German, and Italian Traditions

Results and Discussion

The findings of this study demonstrate the distinct but complementary contributions of
French, German, and Italian scholars to the study of Kazakhstan within the broader context of
Central Asia. Each research tradition brings unique perspectives and methodologies, collectively
enriching the understanding of Kazakhstan’s historical, cultural, religious, and geopolitical
evolution.

History, Religion, and Culture: Insights from French Research

France has long held a prominent position in the development of Western scholarship on
Kazakhstan and Central Asia, particularly during the Cold War era. Influenced by broader
transatlanticacademic trends, many French scholars approached the region through the prism of
Soviet studies, often emphasizing questions of ideology, governance, and religion. Foundational
figures such as Alexandre Bennigsen, René Grousset, and Héléne Carrere d’Encausse played
a crucial role in shaping early interpretations of the region. Bennigsen'’s collaboration with
Lemercier-Quelquejay in Islam in the Soviet Union (Bennigsen 1967), though based on valuable
Soviet archival material, reflected certain limitations of its time, most notably in its assertion
that Kazakh nomads were “only superficially Islamicised.” His later works (Bennigsen 1980),
however, adopted a more critical lens, addressing both Western misconceptions and the
operational realities of Soviet religious institutions.

Carrere d’Encausse’s influential book Decline of an Empire (d’Encausse 1979) offered an
incisive comparison between Russian imperial expansion and Soviet control, placing particular
emphasis on Kazakh resistance under leaders like Kenesary Khan. Her fluency in Russian and
access to internal Soviet documents gave her research a strong empirical foundation, although
her broader conclusions were still shaped by Cold War-era ideological perspectives. Similarly,
Grousset’s Empire of the Steppes (Grousset 1970) remains notable for its comprehensive historical
sweep and rich archaeological insight, even as it reflects orientalist frameworks typical of its time.

Like their German and Italian counterparts, French scholars have moved beyond Sovietological
frameworks and totalitarian theory, increasingly grounding their analyses in post-Soviet
scholarship and contemporary historiographical approaches.

While these classic works remain influential, contemporary French scholarship has moved
toward more nuanced, interdisciplinary approaches - grounded in fieldwork, new archival
discoveries, and local engagement - which now form the core of current academic discourse on
Kazakhstan.

Vincent Fourniau, historian and director of studies at Ecole des Hautes Etudes en Sciences
Sociales (EHESS), is a leading scholar on Central Asian history, including Kazakhstan. His
research spans the 16th to 20th centuries, focusing on social history and collective identities.
In De l'indigénisation a l'indépendance, he examines how Soviet policies shaped national
identities, using history, ethnology, and archaeology to construct collective memory (Fourniau
2019). Challenging conventional narratives on Sovietization, he offers a fresh perspective on
identity formation in the 18th and 19th centuries. As former director of the French Institute
for Central Asian Studies (IFEAC) in Tashkent, his tenure fostered academic collaboration and
strengthened global scholarly networks. (Fourniau 2019).
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Much of the academicresearch on Central Asia in France can be linked to the National Institute
for Oriental Languages and Civilizations. Known for its extensive research on the region, INALCO
is important in fostering academic connections and advancing Central Asian studies.

Catherine Poujol, one of the most influential French historians specializing in Kazakhstan
and Central Asia, has been key in advancing INALCO’s contributions to the field. Her research
covers Kazakhstan’s nomadic heritage, Soviet-era experiences, and post-Soviet transformation,
providing a comprehensive historical perspective. Emphasizing Kazakhstan’s role as a cultural
and geopolitical crossroads, she highlights its regional and global significance. Through
her academic work and efforts to strengthen France-Central Asia scholarly ties, Poujol has
significantly contributed to Kazakhstan’s historiography and reinforced INALCO’s position as a
leading center for Central Asian studies (Poujol 2022).

While the previously mentioned French scholars examined religion in their works, none have
gone quite as deep into the topicas Thierry Zarcone, who has carried out extensive investigations
and fieldwork into the religious landscape of Central Asia, with many of his studies focusing on
or mentioning the unique religious traditions and landscape of Kazakhstan, many of which he
witnessed first-hand during his time in the region. In the volume that he edited with Alexandre
Papas and Thomas Welsford entitled Central Asian Pilgrims, he includes his chapter, which
highlights a particularly striking phenomenon of “second Meccas” or “Ka’bas”, holy sites that
complement or even substitute the originals in the eyes of locals, including in this list the shrine
of Ahmad Yasawi in Turkistan. In his chapter, Zarcone highlights how unorthodox practices
such as these are at odds with the Spiritual Board of Kazakhstan, underscoring the complicated
religious dynamics in the country and the broader region.

While the work of the previously-mentioned modern French scholars in this area aims to
explore new frontiers in research into Kazakhstan, the work of Isabelle Ohayon, a critical figure
in French historiography on Kazakhstan, revisits some of the more traditional themes, albeit
with a fresh set of interpretations and insights drawn from emerging historical documents.
This can be seen in one of her articles examining the role of lineage societies in Kazakhstan
during the Soviet period. The article examines newly discovered reports highlighting how the
authorities viewed Kazakh kinship values at the time while underscoring how these views
influenced policy decisions (Ohayon 2016).

Unlike their predecessors, Isabelle Ohayon, Marc Elie, and others were granted a unique
opportunity to work in the archives of Kazakhstan. This access enabled the publication of new
works that have made a significant contribution to the study of the subject matter. Isabelle
Ohayon is a recognized expert on collectivization and famine in Kazakhstan (Ohayon 2009).
Marc Elie currently serves as Deputy Director of the Centre for Russian, Caucasian, Central
European, and Central Asian Studies in Paris. The two scholars have collaborated productively,
and among their joint publications are works dedicated to the Brezhnev era of Soviet history
(Ohayon et al. 2013).

Svetlana Kovalskaya highlights that French scholarship offers a multidimensional
perspective on Kazakhstan'’s historical and cultural development. It bridges historical analyses
of imperial and Soviet legacies with contemporary migration, geopolitics, and religion studies.
Furthermore, it enriches the global academic dialogue by integrating Kazakh history into
broader discussions of Central Asia’s role in world history. This integration fosters greater
understanding and recognition of Kazakhstan’s unique trajectory as a cultural, historical, and
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geopolitical crossroads. By continuing to build on these scholarly traditions, French researchers
contribute significantly to the refined understanding of Kazakhstan both within and beyond the
region (Kovalskaya 2013).

French historiography on Kazakhstan demonstrates both historical continuity and
methodological evolution. From Cold War-era political readings of Islam and Soviet governance
by Bennigsen and d’Encausse to more recent studies by Zarcone, Ohayon, Fourniau, and
Poujol, French scholars have offered nuanced, multi-layered analyses that combine archival
research, fieldwork, and interdisciplinary approaches. While early works often reflected the
geopolitical context of their time, contemporary French research moves toward a deeper
understanding of identity, memory, and religious complexity in Kazakhstan. The emphasis on
cultural hybridity, localized practices, and historical legacies reveals a clear progression from
ideological interpretations to empirically grounded scholarship. This dynamic development not
only enhances Kazakhstan’s visibility in European historiography but also affirms France’s role
as a key contributor to Central Asian studies.

Contributions of German Researchers and Institutions

Historical, geopolitical, and scientific factors have shaped German interest in Kazakhstan and
Central Asia. As part of the Russian Empire and later the Soviet Union, Kazakhstan’s strategic
significance grew, particularly during the Cold War, when German scholars, like their American
counterparts, studied Soviet republics to understand the global superpower better. The
Baikonur Cosmodrome, the world’s first and largest operational space launch facility, further
underscored Kazakhstan’'s importance, symbolizing Soviet technological advancements and
attracting geopolitical interest, including from Germany. Additionally, historical ties, such as
the settlement of ethnic Germans in Kazakhstan and strong trade relations, have reinforced
Germany’s academic engagement with the region.

The interest of German scholars in Kazakhstan and Central Asia significantly increased
after the dissolution of the Soviet Union. Although earlier studies by German orientalists and
ethnographers date back to the 19th century, contemporary research shifted its focus toward
political transitions, regional security,and identity formation in the newly independentrepublics.
While German engagement with Central Asia began with classic Orientalist and philological
approaches, contemporary German Turkology has evolved into a dynamic, interdisciplinary
field that significantly contributes to historiographical scholarship on Kazakhstan. Today,
research in this area goes beyond linguistic study to examine identity, cultural transmission,
and memory politics within Turkic societies. Institutions such as the University of Gottingen,
Freie Universitdt Berlin, and Tiibingen University remain influential centers for Turkological
research.

Eminent scholars like Lars Johanson and Jens Peter Laut have contributed to a deeper
understanding of Kazakh and broader Turkic linguistic developments, while also linking them
to questions of nation-building and post-imperial legacies (Johanson et al. 1998; Laut 2001).
Their work explores how Turkic languages serve as carriers of cultural continuity and socio-
political meaning, especially in post-Soviet spaces (Johanson 2010).

This modern branch of German Turkology has increasingly intersected with ethnohistorical,
religious, and sociolinguistic studies, reflecting broader concerns in historical and cultural
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scholarship (Johanson etal. 2006). By tracing the evolution of Kazakh identity through language,
oral traditions, and shifting symbolic systems, contemporary German scholars help illuminate
how historical narratives are produced, transmitted, and reinterpreted.

As such, Turkology remains a vital component of German historiography on Kazakhstan,
reinforcing the country’s role not only as a post-Soviet state but as part of the broader Turkic
world (Schamiloglu 2004).

Scholars such as Uwe Halbach, Gudrun Wacker, Paul Geiss, Waldemar Schmidt, and Andrea
Schmitz have made meaningful contributions in this regard, analyzing Kazakhstan through the
lens of post-socialist transformation and geopolitical realignment.

Halbach’s writings, particularly in the late 1990s and early 2000s, reflect a critical view of
Kazakhstan’s economic reforms, social inequality, and the contradictions of foreign investment
policies. His assessments of privatization, elite consolidation, and rising public dissatisfaction
illustrate the tensions between economic liberalization and political centralization. At the same
time, Halbach pays attention to external threats, such as religious extremism and instability in
Afghanistan, and how these have shaped Kazakhstan’s security strategies (Halbach 2004).

In the broader landscape of German historiography on Kazakhstan and Central Asia, the
contribution of Paul Georg Geiss is particularly significant for its analytical engagement with
Soviet and post-Soviet political structures. In his project “Communal Commitment and Political
Order in Change: The Soviet and Independent Central Asia” (Geiss 2003), Geiss examined how
the Soviet system restructured communal and tribal political orders by subordinating ethnic
identities to ideological imperatives. His analysis of the Soviet national delimitation of 1924
and the subsequent transformation of Kazakh political life offers a foundational understanding
of how institutional mechanisms like collectivization and indigenous cadres served both
modernization and control.

Complementing this, Gudrun Wacker has investigated Kazakhstan’s international positioning
in relation to China and Europe. As a senior fellow at the German Institute for International
and Security Affairs (SWP), Wacker’s work (Wacker 2010) reflects on Kazakhstan’s strategic
balance between major powers, with particular attention to security cooperation and regional
institutions such as the Shanghai Cooperation Organization. Together, Geiss and Wacker
contribute a comprehensive view that integrates historical, institutional, and geopolitical
dimensions of Kazakhstan’s development. These studies show that German researchers are
interested not only in the formal side of state-building, but also in how everyday political
processes unfold in practice. Despite their critical insights, some of their interpretations reflect
a distinctly European perspective, which occasionally simplifies the complexity of local realities.
Nevertheless, the body of German research provides an important analytical framework for
understanding Kazakhstan’s position in the region and its evolving role in global affairs.

[tisimportantto emphasize thatthe study of the deportation of ethnic Germans from the USSR
has developed into a distinct and well-established field of historical research, characterized by
its methodology, scholarly debates, and extensive body of literature. This specialization reflects
the depth and complexity of forced migration as both a historical process and a political tool
of the Soviet regime. One of them, ]. Otto Pohl's study reveals that the Soviet Union's forced
conscription of over 300,000 ethnic Germans - primarily from Kazakhstan and Central Asia
- into the labor army from 1941 to 1957 was a politically motivated act of ethnic repression,
carried out under inhumane conditions akin to those in the GULAG, and marked by widespread
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suffering, gendered injustices, and long-term social consequences for the German minority
(Pohl 2017).

One must recognize that in the late 1980s and early 1990s, the migration of ethnic Germans
from the former Soviet Union, including from Kazakhstan, increased rapidly. Among those who
left were several historians, some of whom continued their academic work in Germany. Waldemar
Schmidt was actively engaged in academic work at the Tselinograd Pedagogical Institute named
after S. Seifullin (now L.N. Gymilyov Eurasian National University). Following this period, he
relocated permanently with his family to Germany, where he continued his scholarly research
on the history of ethnic Germans in Kazakhstan. His most recent publications remain focused on
the historical presence of Germans in Northern Kazakhstan, particularly in the Akmola region.
In one of his notable studies, Schmidt draws on archival materials of the Akmolinsk Regional
Government to examine the religious life of German communities in the pre-revolutionary period.
His analysis of petitions, correspondence, and administrative reports reveals how imperial and
local authorities interacted with non-Orthodox confessions and reflects the broader dynamics of
religious, social, and legal frameworks that shaped the everyday experiences of German settlers
on the Kazakh steppe (Schmidt 2018). He is also a co-author of the Memorial Book of Kazakhstan,
which analyzes the scale of state terror during the Stalinist period directed against the German
minority in Kazakhstan (Wanner et al. 2023). Similarly, to scholars in the French context, much of
the research carried out by German researchers in the second half of the 20th century was focused
on examining Kazakhstan about the Soviet Union, often with a Soviet-critical perspective. While
this research scope diversified in more recent scholarship, German researchers continue this
trend, such as Robert Kindler, whose work, Stalin’s Nomads: Power and Famine in Kazakhstan, was
influential enough to be translated into English. The text provides a fresh look at the demographic
and historical dynamics that the country underwent during the Soviet period and pays special
attention to the impacts that these dynamics had on the lives of individuals through biographies
and personal stories from native Kazakhs and other figures that offer a window into authentic
experiences that characterize the period. A vivid example of this is the story of Zeineb Mametova
(Kindler 2018: 84). His modern approach to the topic highlights the complexities of the period
and the contradictions present in earlier European historiography of the region.

One of the remarkable German scholars in Central Asia from the past decades who expanded
her scholarship beyond the scope of the Soviet period is Sophie Roche, who has published a
wealth of publications examining the region. Like much of the modern German and French
research on Kazakhstan, her research focuses on religion in the region. This theme is present
throughout a volume she edited entitled Central Asian Intellectuals on Islam, where she and
other authors explore the intricate relationships between academia, identity, and politics. Her
contribution to the volume uses Kazakhstan as an example of religion's role in the modern
Central Asian state, where it is often viewed as a means of self-identification and a solution
to local social problems, a conclusion she reaches through examining statements made by
contemporary Kazakh officials. Her investigations are not limited to religious studies, as seen in
her volume The Family in Central Asia, focusing on family dynamics in a number of Central Asian
contexts, with Kazakhstan featured in several of the book's chapters. As with many other similar
publications, it was funded and supported by the German Ministry of Education, highlighting
the importance that German scholars and the German state place on scholarly efforts exploring
Kazakhstan and its neighbors in the region (Roche 2014).
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Similarly, to France, German academia comprises individuals representing a wide range
of national and ethnic backgrounds. This diversity of scholars produces a multitude of rich
perspectives, which are reflected in the research taking place in the country’s prestigious
universities. Among these scholars, one can also find researchers representing different Central
Asian nations, whose national backgrounds allow for a synthesis of insider knowledge (both
linguistic and cultural) and the historiographical approaches taught and practiced at German
universities. Among these is Rano Turaeva, an Uzbek scholar affiliated with the Max Planck
Institute of Social Anthropology. One of her most famous works, Migration and Identity in Central
Asia, despite focusing mainly on her native country of Uzbekistan, also includes discussions
about migration trends that impacted Kazakhstan. She highlights notable cases of migration
that occurred during the early Soviet period, such as the settlement of almost 100,000 Koreans
to Kazakhstan (Turaeva 2016).

German historiography on Kazakhstan stands out for its multidimensional approach,
shaped by both historical legacies and contemporary geopolitical interests. While early post-
Soviet scholarship focused on political transitions, economic reforms, and security concerns,
modern German research has evolved to embrace broader socio-cultural themes such as
religion, migration, and identity formation. Scholars like Halbach, Wacker, Schmitz, and Geiss
have examined institutional development and governance from a realist perspective, while
Kindler and Roche contribute complex, human-centered analyses grounded in personal
narratives and cultural frameworks. Notably, the increasing presence of scholars with Central
Asian backgrounds, such as Turaeva, adds depth through insider perspectives and hybrid
methodologies. Although some German works retain Eurocentric framing, the growing emphasis
on field-based research, interdisciplinarity, and collaborative initiatives demonstrates a clear
shift toward more balanced and context-sensitive interpretations of Kazakhstan’s historical
trajectory and current challenges.

Italian research on Kazakhstan and Central Asia

While research into Central Asia by Italian scholars and institutions may not be as
widespread as in the previous two countries, a significant body of impactful work remains to be
explored. The most well-known Italian scholar is Niccol6 Pianciola, who has written extensively
on Kazakhstan. Pianciola’s research represents similar themes explored in mainstream,
traditional scholarship on Central Asia, with a particular focus on Kazakhstan during the
Soviet period, exploring issues such as the Kazakh Famine (Pianciola 2001), nomadic life
(Pianciola 2019), the rebellions during the early Soviet period (Pianciola et al. 2020), as well
as the historical developments surrounding the Aral Sea (Pianciola 2019). His works reflect a
thorough approach to historiography, including the use of historical documents and in-depth
analysis of the accounts from the periods in question. It is worth noting that N. Pianciola's
works on the Kazakh famine of 1931-1933 provides a profound analysis of the devastating
famine in Kazakhstan, which is examined primarily on the basis of a thorough analysis of
regional archival documents. Pianciola examines the forced collectivization of agriculture and
the dismantling of traditional lifestyles as central causes of the famine. He contextualizes these
events within broader Soviet imperial ambitions, highlighting how state-driven economic
and social restructuring disregarded local conditions, leading to widespread suffering and
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demographic collapse. The study is a critical contribution to understanding the intersection of
Soviet policies and colonial practices, offering a comprehensive perspective on these historical
events lasting impacts on Kazakh society. Dr. Niccold Pianciola, while serving as a faculty
member at Nazarbayev University, made significant contributions to the study of Kazakhstan’s
social and economic history, particularly in the contexts of Soviet agrarian policies, migration,
and environmental transformations, enriching the broader field of Central Asian historiography.

While Pianciola’s research represents a continuation of previous decades' Soviet-framed
research tradition, other research from Italian scholarly institutions has explored new avenues.
One researcher who should be noted in this regard is Richard Pomfret, affiliated with the Johns
Hopkins Center for International Studies in Bologna. His book entitled The Economies of Central
Asia (Pomfret 1995) is written based on his personal experiences as a UN regional advisor in
Central Asia, which he relied on due to the lack and unreliability of the available secondary
sources. His analysis examines Central Asia in its narrower sense, encompassing only the
five Central Asian countries that were part of the Soviet Union (i.e., Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan,
Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and Uzbekistan), and provides a wealth of raw data regarding the
economic and demographic landscape of these countries at the time the book was written. He
has also published studies that focus specifically on Kazakhstan, with particular interest in the
economic aspects of the country. Pomfret has also published studies focusing specifically on
Kazakhstan, examining its historical economic transformations. His work provides a valuable
context for understanding the region’s economic evolution (Pomfret 2009).

One of the key contributors from Italian scholarship to the history of Central Asia, including
Kazakhstan, is Dr. Beatrice Penati, who is currently teaching in the United Kingdom (University of
Liverpool). Her extensive research focuses on the region's economic, environmental, and social
transformations during the late Imperial Russian and early Soviet periods. Dr. Penati's works,
such as Rural History of Soviet Central Asia: Land Reform and Agricultural Change in Early
Soviet Uzbekistan and The Cotton Boom and the Land Tax in Russian Turkestan (1880s-1915),
explore critical issues such as land reform, taxation, and the industrialization of agriculture.
By examining the impact of colonial and Soviet policies on Central Asian societies and their
natural environments, her scholarship provides valuable insights into the historical dynamics
of Kazakhstan and its neighboring regions. Dr. Beatrice Penati made significant contributions
to studying Kazakhstan’s history while serving as a faculty member at Nazarbayev University,
highlighting the role of international scholars in advancing Central Asian historiography through
institutional collaboration and research.

In contrast to the contemporary topics explored by more recent research, Italian researcher
Gian Luca Bonora has focused on exploring ancient Kazakh history. His research analyzes
artifacts from various archeological sites in the country to determine how the prehistoric
inhabitants of the region lived. An example of these research efforts is his chapter on a stone
artifact found in Western Kazakhstan (Bonora 2020).

Beyond research, Bonora spent four years teaching archaeology at the Faculty of History at
L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University (ENU), where he worked with doctoral, master's, and
undergraduate students and contributed to the development of Kazakhstan’s archaeological studies.

His expertise is also reflected in the collective monograph, "The Sacred Landscape of
Saryarka" (Khabdulina et al. 2020), which explores ancient and medieval sacred sites in
Northern Kazakhstan. Bonora’s work has helped bridge Kazakhstani and international
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archaeology, providing valuable perspectives on the country’s early history and enriching the
study of Central Asian civilizations.

Contemporary Italian scholars continue the legacy of the earliest pioneers who first
laid the foundations for studying Kazakhstan’s history as early as the Middle Ages. Their
work has deepened the understanding of the region's economic, environmental, and social
transformations, shedding light on complex historical processes. They have contributed to a
more comprehensive perspective on Kazakhstan’s past through dedicated research, reflecting a
growing engagement with Central Asian studies within Italian academia. This ongoing scholarly
effort builds on historical foundations and embraces modern interdisciplinary approaches,
fostering a richer and more dynamic exploration of the region’s history.

While notas extensive in scale, Italian scholarship on Kazakhstan is marked by depth, thematic
breadth, and academic precision. Niccolo Pianciola’s archival work critically reinterprets
collectivization, famine, and nomadism as colonial processes. Scholars like Richard Pomfret and
Beatrice Penati have expanded the field into economic and environmental history, while Gian
Luca Bonora’s archaeological research connects ancient Kazakh culture with broader Central
Asian narratives. Their active collaboration with Kazakhstani institutions reflects a sustained
academic dialogue. Collectively, Italian contributions showcase a rigorous interdisciplinary
approach and a nuanced understanding of Kazakhstan'’s historical development.

Conclusion

European scholarship has helped us understand Kazakhstan's historical, cultural, and political
evolution. Scholars across Europe have made a meaningful contribution to how we understand
Kazakhstan'’s history, culture, and political journey, helping to shed light on its rich and complex
evolution. By exploring the contributions of French, German, and Italian scholars, we see how
different academic traditions have shaped Kazakhstan’s place in global historiography, moving
beyond Soviet-centric narratives toward more localized and interdisciplinary perspectives.

It's important to note that over time, the field has gradually shifted away from traditional
Sovietological approaches - once dominated largely by political scientists - toward a new
generation of historians who are free from the ideological legacy or “genre memory” of
Sovietology. This transition marked a significant change in research paradigms. The totalitarian
theory, which had previously shaped much of the discourse, could no longer adequately address
emerging questions. In its place, revisionist scholars introduced new perspectives rooted in
the analysis of social history. The focus of research moved from a top-down approach (“history
from above”) to one that centers on the experiences of ordinary people (“history from below”).

Many European scholars, beyond their fluency in Russian, have also dedicated themselves to
learning and mastering the languages of Central Asian communities, which they actively use in
their academic work. They often spend extended periods living and conducting research in the
region. In addition to working in archives, many Western academics have experience teaching at
universities in Kazakhstan. They maintain close professional and personal relationships with local
scholars and frequently participate in collaborative research projects and academic initiatives.

French scholars have been at the forefront of research on Kazakhstan’s cultural identity,
religious traditions, and its experience under Soviet rule. Institutions such as INALCO and
researchers like Vincent Fourniau and Catherine Poujol have further contributed to this field by
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exploring Kazakhstan’s shifting social and political landscape. Their work highlights how Soviet
policies shaped local identities and how Kazakhstan’s history fits into the broader imperial and
post-colonial discourse. Historians like Marlene Laruelle, Thierry Zarcone, and Isabelle Ohayon
have critically examined national identity formation, collective memory, and the role of state
narratives. Beyond history, French scholars have also examined Kazakhstan’s geopolitical role
in Central Asia, with figures like Sebastien Peyrouse and Héléne Carrere d'Encausse analyzing
the country’s relationships with Russia, China, and the West in the post-Soviet period.

German researchers have contributed valuable perspectives on Kazakhstan’s Soviet past,
forced migration, and socio-economic transformations. Scholars like Robert Kindler and Sophie
Roche have focused on the human impact of collectivization, famine, and forced resettlements,
often using personal narratives and local testimonies to paint a more detailed picture of these
historical events. Unlike earlier studies that primarily viewed Kazakhstan through a Soviet-
centered lens, contemporary German research emphasizes individual agency and ethnographic
studies, making history more relatable and complex. Additionally, interdisciplinary work by
researchers such as Rano Turaeva has combined history with anthropology and migration
studies, broadening the academic conversation around Kazakhstan’s evolving social structures.
Institutions like the Max Planck Institute for Social Anthropology and Humboldt University
continue to play a major role in fostering Kazakh-German academic collaboration.

[talian research on Kazakhstan has a long-standing historical tradition and has significantly
contributed to economic, environmental, and archaeological studies, providing valuable insights
into the region's historical development. Niccold Pianciola and Beatrice Penati have focused
on Soviet land reforms, the Kazakh famine, and agrarian policies, framing these events within
broader discussions of colonialism and modernization. Their work highlights how economic
policies and environmental changes shaped Kazakhstan’s historical development. In addition to
economic history, Italian scholars have contributed significantly to Kazakhstan’s archaeological
research. Gian Luca Bonora, who taught archaeology for four years at L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian
National University, has played an essential role in studying Kazakhstan’s ancient civilizations.
His work in the collective monograph "The Sacred Landscape of Saryarka" has helped uncover
historical and sacred sites in Northern Kazakhstan, deepening our understanding of the region’s
early societies.

Across all three European traditions, a major shift has taken place, moving away from Soviet-
era frameworks and embracing more localized, interdisciplinary, and comparative approaches.
This evolution has been shaped by the increasing availability of archival materials, collaboration
with Kazakh scholars, and engagement with broader global debates on empire, identity, and
modernization. Moreover, the growing academic partnerships between Kazakh and European
institutions, such as INALCO, Humboldt University, the Max Planck Institute, and various Italian
research centers, have fostered stronger intellectual exchange.

As European research on Kazakhstan continues to evolve, the integration of new sources,
methodologies, and collaborative networks will ensure that Kazakhstan’s history remains an
essential part of global historical discussions. With its unique position as a geopolitical and
cultural crossroads, Kazakhstan’s past will continue to offer valuable insights into the broader
narratives of empire, migration, and modernization, shaping the future of Central Asian
historiography.
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Soviet migration in the context of passportization in the early 1930s.
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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the traditional phenomenon of
seasonal migration from the Russian villages, namely the temporary departure of
rural residents from their permanent homes for work. In the 1920s and the first half
of the 1930s, it underwent transformation aimed at establishing state control over
labor migration, particularly from the village, and organizing the supply of workers to
industry. The study shows that throughout the 1920s, the Soviet government attempted
to limit the spontaneous movement of the rural population, seeing it as a reason for
rising unemployment and worsening socio-economic conditions in cities. To combat
unregulated movements within the country and to evenly provide the industry with
labor, the state implemented a system of economic recruitment. However, by the late
1920s to 1930s, unemployment was replaced by a “staff shortage”, and the demand
for labor first exceeded supply. This shift required the authorities to introduce new
measures to ensure the growing industry had enough workforce. Therefore, before the
beginning of the passportization campaign, two channels for hiring workforce from the
village remained economic recruitment and seasonal migration, but for peasants who
signed contracts with economic authorities, agricultural benefits were introduced to
attract them to participate in the seasonal migration. Concurrently, due to the policy
pursued by the Bolsheviks in the villages and the onset of famine, the problem of mass
outflow of population from the villages worsened. This led to disruptions in commodity
supply, intensifying the housing crisis, and leading to an increase in criminal activity
in cities. Administrative documentation often classified such migrants were also
referred to as seasonal migrants, although they were not related to labor migration. In
the context of the flight of peasants, the government took measures aimed at keeping
village residents in the villages and socially cleansing cities by introducing passports
- a kind of filter whose possession granted the right to reside in cities, especially in
restricted areas. New documents were not issued to rural residents, which limited
their mobility across the country. Now, to leave the village, a peasant was required to
provide documents confirming their intention to engage in “socially useful labor” in
production, institutions, schools; documents of this kind included a job invitation, a
recruitment contract, a certificate from the collective farm's administration about
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the departure, etc. The introduction of the passport system effectively transformed
seasonal migration from a spontaneous labor migration into a system of organized
supply for the industrial sector, while mass movement from the village was prohibited
under the threat of administrative and repressive measures against violators of the

Introduction

In the USSR during 1932-1933, a series of decrees were issued to regulate the national
passportization campaign. According to governmental documents, the population was divided
into those who were entitled to receive a Soviet identity document and those for whom passport
issuance was not intended; the latter category included rural residents. Passportization began
during the period of industrialization and collectivization, which generated several problems
that the state needed to address. On the one hand, amid the rapidly growing industrial sector,
the Bolshevik government was interested in attracting additional labor from the countryside.
Therefore, throughout the first half of the 1930s, it used incentive-based methods to bring
peasants into industrial work. For this group, the introduction of the passport system did not
serve as a major restrictive measure, since employment at an enterprise provided grounds for
obtaining a passport.

On the other hand, the passport was intended to restrict the mass migration of peasants
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to the cities, which was driven by the repressive policies implemented in rural areas. Thus,
it served to tie part of the rural population to a fixed place of residence. From 1932 onward,
the passport effectively became a means of controlling population movement. In addition, the
passport system allowed the state to address issues such as crime control, public security, and,
under certain conditions, economic and fiscal interests.

Materials and Methods

The research is based on both published and unpublished sources. Among the published
materials are legislative acts and documents found in The National Economy of the USSR over
70 Years, The Famine in the USSR, The History of Industrialization of the USSR 1926-1941, and
The Soviet Village through the Eyes of the Cheka-OGPU-NKVD. 1918-1939, The Siberian Region.
Statistical Handbook, and The Collection of Laws and Decrees of the Workers' and Peasants'
Government of the USSR. The study also utilizes archival materials held in the State Archive of
the Russian Federation (GARF) and the State Archive of the Novosibirsk Region (GANO), some
of which are introduced into scholarly circulation for the first time.

The methodological foundation of the study is the dialectical-materialist approach to
understanding socio-legal phenomena. The research is guided by the principle of historicism,
which involves presenting events in their chronological sequence and interconnection, in strict
accordance with the actual historical context. Within this methodological framework, specific
scientific methods were also employed.

Literature Review

In contemporary historiography, there are works by both domestic (Popov 1996, 1997;
Chernolutskaya 2011; Baiburin 2017) and foreign researchers (Fitzpatrick 2003; Kessler 2003;
Shearer 2014) that focus on the passportization process in the USSR during the 1930s, primarily
concerning the urban population. These studies cover various aspects of the passportization
campaign, such as the conditions of different social groups restricted by passport regulations,
the issue of stigmatization and labeling of the population, the repressive aspects, and pay special
attention to the categories of people who were denied passports, the reasons for such denials,
and other related issues. Some researchers, such as Russian scholar Moiseenko M.V. (Moiseenko
2017), have focused specifically on the problem of otkhodnichestvo (seasonal labor migration).

Scholars studying passportization cannot ignore the aspects related to the issuance of
identity documents and the regulation of otkhod (seasonal migration), which was traditional
for the Russian countryside, under the newly introduced passport regime. However, to date,
there is no comprehensive study specifically dedicated to the regulation of otkhodnichestvo
under the conditions of passportization during the 1930s.

Results
State Regulation of Otkhodnichestvo in the 1920s

In pre-revolutionary Russia, peasants who practiced temporary seasonal migration from
rural areas to industrial centers for additional income were called otkhodniki, and the
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phenomenon itself was referred to as otkhodnichestvo. At the turn of the 19th and 20th
centuries, one-third of the rural population, and in some regions up to half of the peasants,
were engaged in seasonal work (Potapova 2023: 180). The military and revolutionary events,
as well as the first government initiatives of the Bolsheviks in the early 20th century, led to
a temporary decline in rural migration. However, by the second half of 1921, the Bolsheviks
faced a growing number of otkhodniki, largely due to the harsh postwar conditions, rising
taxes, and the overall rural policy of the Bolshevik regime.

The increasing migration worsened the already difficult employment situation in the cities,
where the number of unemployed continued to rise. Cities were unable to absorb the mass
influx of labor due to the underdevelopment of the industrial sector. Between 1921 and 1929,
the number of unemployed increased 17-fold—from 100,000 people in 1921 to 1.7 million in
1929 (Narodnoe 1987).

The existence of unregulated otkhod was seen by the Party leadership as one of the main
sources of growing and persistent unemployment in the country. Indeed, rural migrants swelled
the ranks of the largely unskilled urban labor force, which reduced their chances of finding
employment®. Over six years, the number of otkhodniki increased from 1.7 million in 1923
to 4.3 million in 1929, peaking at 5.5 million in 1928 (Vdovin, Drobizhev 1976: 120). These
migrants worked in agriculture, construction, factories and plants, logging and rafting, and peat
extraction—that is, in seasonal sectors of the economy. The peak of the peasant movement
occurred during the spring months from March to May, while a decline in rural migration was
observed from July to December (Moiseenko 2017: 53-54). The concentration of population
in cities, especially large ones, often consisted of people who had no means of subsistence and
were unable to find employment, which led to extremely negative social consequences such as
rising crime rates, worsening housing and food crises, and so on.

To address this situation, even before the onset of industrialization, the country’s leadership
undertook a number of measures aimed at overcoming unemployment, creating a regulated
labor market for migrant workers, restricting entry into certain industrial centers, ensuring
the organized supply of labor to Soviet industry, and redistributing the workforce to regions
experiencing a shortage of both skilled and unskilled workers.

In the mid-1920s, the leadership intensified efforts to develop the so-called recruitment
system to supply labor for the main seasonal sectors of the economy. To this end, a network of
correspondent and information centers was also established. At the same time, labor exchanges
were tasked with conducting campaigns for the organized recruitment of migrant workers.

With the transition to industrialization, the launch of the first Five-Year Plan, and the shift
to a strict command-administrative system of managing the national economy, subsequent
government measures aimed at further reducing unorganized labor migration. In addition to
the existing methods used by the People’s Commissariat of Labor of the USSR, new practices
were introduced, such as assigning specific groups of rural workers to particular enterprises
and regions.

The practice of imposing entry bans on certain cities and industrial centers—such as
Moscow, Leningrad, Baku, Kharkiv, Minsk, Kyiv, Kzyl-Orda, and others—was introduced to ease
congestion and improve the unemployment situation in these areas, where the problem was
especially acute?.

Bythe end ofthe decade, the state had achieved some successinregulatinglabor.In 1927, about
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1.7 million people secured jobs through formal contract agreements. However, approximately
half of all migrant workers were still not covered by the organized labor recruitment system
(History of Industrialization, 1969).

By the turn of the 1920s-1930s, the government's socio-economic tasks—related to ensuring
planned regulation of the labor market, organized supply of labor reserves to the industrial
sector, redistribution of the workforce, removal of those already employed from labor exchanges,
urban population relief, and so on-had not been fully resolved. The onset of industrialization,
collectivization, and dekulakization once again changed the socio-economic situation in the
USSR and created new realities that required government measures to address them.

On one hand, the Bolsheviks' rural policies in the late 1920s and early 1930s aggravated the
situation with rural migration, leading to a renewed mass exodus of peasants from villages.
Under these conditions, the state tried by various means—including repressive methods—to
stop unauthorized movements due to the worsening social and economic situation in the cities.

On the other hand, Soviet industry faced an acute shortage of workers, as the previous
surplus of labor resources gave way to a “personnel deficit.” For example, in the Siberian region,
as early as 1927, demand for labor exceeded supply for the first time. In 1927-1928, labor
supply amounted to around 118,000 people, while demand reached approximately 150,000,
leaving about 30,000 positions unfilled. In 1928-1929, this gap grew to 85,000 people (around
124,000 and 209,000, respectively3). In the first half of the 1930s, this discrepancy continued
to increase. This trend was observed across the entire Soviet Union. Some regions felt the labor
shortage especially acutely, for example, Kazakhstan.

To solve the labor shortage during industrialization, local authorities were highly interested
in attracting rural residents to industrial projects. These included the construction of the
Turkestan-Siberian Railway, the Ust-Kamenogorsk lead-zinc plant, the Shymkent lead plant, the
Balkhash and Zhezkazgan copper smelting plants, as well as work at the Karaganda coal mines
and others.

One of the characteristics of the labor market in this region was the recruitment of not
only local peasants but also rural residents from other parts of the USSR, including Siberia,
for construction projects during the first and second five-year plans. In the context of an acute
labor shortage, it was not feasible to exclude peasant migrant workers from industrial labor.
However, the system of collective farming being established in the countryside required local
authorities to meet production plans, which compelled them to prevent peasants from leaving
for temporary jobs and seasonal work. This, in turn, further exacerbated the shortage of
unskilled labor in industry, including construction, logging, timber rafting, and other sectors.

Transformations of Temporary Labor Migration at the Turn of the 1920s-1930s

In the context of the 1930s, the very concept of otkhodnichestvo (temporary labor migration)
transformed. The Soviet authorities interpreted otkhodnichestvo not only as a traditional
phenomenon of the Russian countryside-characteristic since the imperial period-whereby
peasants temporarily left for industrial centers to earn money, but also used this term to mask
the massive departure of rural populations to cities for permanent residence. This migration
was a consequence of the Bolshevik reforms of the late 1920s-early 1930s and the famine of
1932-1933. This trend is evident in the administrative documents of the 1930s: the established
phenomenon of otkhodnichestvo was redefined. In fact, during this period, two distinct
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categories of peasants were grouped under the same term in official records, although they had
different motivations for moving to cities. The first group consisted of temporary migrants—the
traditional otkhodniki — who sought employment in cities or industrial centers to improve their
material well-being. The second group was peasant resettlers, who fled famine, collectivization,
and "dekulakization" in search of a permanent place to live.

This article will discuss both categories, as the Soviet government implemented different
policies toward each of them during the passportization campaign aimed at integrating them
into Soviet society.

Prioritizing the country’s industrial development, the central government adopted a number
of laws in the early 1930s regulating peasant migration. The first step in this direction was
the decree issued in March 1930 by the Council of People's Commissars of the USSR titled
"On the Elimination of Obstacles to the Free Movement of Peasants for Temporary Trades and
Seasonal Work." This document not only prohibited any obstruction of such movement but
also introduced criminal liability for anyone attempting to violate the directive. Responsibility
for its implementation was assigned to the chairpersons of the district and regional executive
committees®.

Effectively, this measure legitimized the escape of peasants from collectivization and
dekulakization under the guise of seeking industrial employment. As a result, a year later, a
new policy was adopted to amend the spring 1930 decree.

At the beginning of the summer of 1931, at one of the meetings of economic managers,
J.V. Stalin emphasized that “.. it is no longer possible to rely on the spontaneous flow of labor.
Therefore, we must move from the ‘policy’ of spontaneity to a policy of organized recruitment
of workers for industry. And there is only one path for this — the path of agreements between
economic organizations and collective farms (kolkhozes) and their members®”

Aweek after this speech, ajoint Resolution of the Central Executive Committee and the Council
of People's Commissars of the USSR No. 10/458 “On Seasonal Labor Migration” was issued
on June 30, 1931°. Once again, the state declared its intention to combat uncontrolled rural
migration, both for employment purposes and for relocation. The Party offered an alternative
in the form of a controlled and managed system — the system of organized recruitment,
participation in which was encouraged by various incentive benefits.

Peasants who did not sign contracts with economic bodies were not eligible for these
benefits, and any breach of contractual obligations could serve as grounds for the withdrawal of
government subsidies. These subsidies included exemption from monetary contributions and
agricultural taxes. The resolution also guaranteed employment in the collective farm after the
expiration of the contract with economic organizations, and the right to sell a portion of the
harvest at fixed prices.

Moreover, the families of seasonal workers were entitled to certain privileges. For example,
the local administration was required to provide them with food in the same quantity as other
kolkhoz members, and the children of seasonal workers received preferential treatment when
enrolling in schools, courses, etc. Individual farmers also received some benefits, though to a
lesser extent — for instance, their agricultural tax on non-farming income was cut in half.

The June 1931 resolution also provided privileges for collective farms that supported labor
migration. Enterprises and republican authorities were obligated to create favorable conditions
for the cultural and economic development of those areas that honored their recruitment
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agreements, promoted labor migration,and sentthe largestnumber of people to workin industry.
Incentives for collective farms included the construction of schools, clubs, and kindergartens,
preferential supply of agricultural machinery, and the establishment of canteens, among others.

The decision was intended to attract peasants to participate in labor migration in conditions
of a “personnel shortage” in the industrial sector, and also to halt the mass exodus of the rural
population from villages by redirecting the uncontrolled flow of migrants into an organized
labor supply system — essentially transforming traditional seasonal migration into a managed
process.

To support and encourage labor migration, economic organizations were made responsible
for providing daily maintenance, covering expenses for lodging, food, and transportation. A
separate provision required the allocation of housing for migrant workers, which, under the
conditions of urban housing shortages, could protect them from becoming homeless.

The administrative side of the process was also regulated: upon departure for work, the
kolkhoz administration issued a special certificate to the rural resident confirming their
membership in the kolkhoz and granting permission to reside in the city for the duration of the
employment contract. This certificate legalized entry even into locations where relocation had
been restricted by the 1927 decision of the USSR People’s Commissariat of Labor.

Nevertheless, the 1931 Resolution had a number of limitations. Its implementation did
not cover all sectors of the industrial economy, but only those experiencing labor shortages
and in demand during the period of industrialization. These included logging, timber rafting,
peat extraction, construction, transportation, and others. In October and December 1931, new
decrees from the Council of People’s Commissars extended the applicability of the June 30,1931,
Resolution to seasonal workers such as hunters employed by fur raw material procurement
agencies’, as well as to communication enterprises®. These areas did not require highly skilled
labor and could be staffed with workers from rural areas.

In addition, special conditions were created for workers with skills such as coal mining, peat
harvesting, carpentry, woodworking, masonry, and similar trades, as these professions were in
high demand by Soviet industry. These workers were essentially exempted from agricultural
labor, as collective farm administrations were instructed to leave only the most essential duties
in the village to those who possessed in-demand skills.

On the one hand, the resolution achieved some success. In 1931, the number of seasonal
workers, including those who signed contracts with economic organizations, reached 5.454
million people. However, the following year, this number decreased by nearly 1.5 times (Vdovin,
Drobizhev 1976: 120). Throughout the remainder of the 1930s, the number never reached the
1931 level again, and from the second half of the decade onward, it steadily declined. On the
other hand, the resolution failed to halt the mass migration of peasants to cities, as confirmed
by the 1926 and 1939 censuses. During this period, the proportion of the urban population rose
from 17.9% to 29.2%, respectively (Kessler 2003: 77-79).

Despite the Soviet government’s efforts, the peak of rural migration under conditions of
repression in the countryside occurred in 1931, reaching around 1.5 million people (Golod
2011). Thus, the forced industrialization and mass repression in the countryside intensified
social problems, including the emergence of migration flows to cities, an increase in the
urban population due to the influx of peasants, interruptions in goods supply that led to the
introduction of the rationing system, a worsening housing crisis, and rising criminal activity.
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Overall, in this situation, the state implemented measures aimed at restraining peasants in rural
areas and conducting a social purge of urban populations.

The Introduction of the Passport System in the USSR and New Regulations for Seasonal
Workers

In 1932, anationwide campaign for the passportization of the Soviet population was launched.
In mid-November 1932, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the All-Union Communist
Party (Bolsheviks) issued a resolution “On the Passport System and the Unloading of Cities
from Superfluous Elements,” which was followed by a joint resolution of the Central Executive
Committee and the Council of People’s Commissars of the USSR titled “On the Establishment
of a Unified Passport System within the USSR and Mandatory Passport Registration,” dated
December 27, 1932, accompanied by the “Passport Regulations.”

Subsequently, Resolution No. 43 of the USSR Council of People’s Commissars from January
14, 1933, titled “On the Approval of the Instruction on the Issuance of Passports,” clarified the
existing documents. This was followed by Resolution No. 861 of the USSR Council of People’s
Commissars from April 28, 1933, “On the Issuance of Passports to Citizens of the USSR on the
Territory of the USSR,” which was approved by a Politburo decision of the Central Committee of
the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) on April 23, 1933.

According to these documents, the campaign that had begun divided all citizens of the
country into two categories: those who had been issued passports and those who had not
(Chernolutskaya 2011: 180-181). The first group had broader rights regarding residence,
movement, and employment within the country. It included citizens aged 16 and older who
permanently resided in cities, district centers, workers' settlements, rural localities with
machine and tractor stations (MTS), in the railway exclusion zone, the 100-kilometer border
zone, as well as workers at new construction sites, state farms, industrial enterprises, and in
the transportation sector. The second group consisted of rural residents, except in the cases
mentioned above. Passports were not intended to be issued to peasants permanently living
in villages; as a result, part of the population lost the ability to freely travel to cities and other
regions. Theirregistration was carried outaccording to "settlementlists" by rural and settlement
councils under the supervision of district NKVD (People’s Commissariat for Internal Affairs)
police departments.

In addition to the introduction of population registration, the new regime also divided
passport-controlled territories into ordinary and special-regime zones (Baiburin 2019: 137).
The latter included cities such as Kyiv, Odessa, Minsk, Stalingrad, Grozny, Sevastopol, Perm,
Dnipropetrovsk, Sverdlovsk, Vladivostok, Khabarovsk, Blagoveshchensk, Leninsk, and many
other Soviet cities, as well as the 100- and 50-kilometer zones around them, border areas, and
territories between military installations or fortified objects and major population centers.
Residency in these areas was not permitted for individuals whom Soviet authorities categorized
as “unreliable” and “socially dangerous elements.” These included individuals not engaged in
socially useful labor ("parasites"), those who frequently changed jobs ("job-hoppers," seen as
disruptors of production), people deprived of voting rights (“lishentsy”), illegal border crossers
(“defectors”), kulaks who had fled from villages, former prisoners and exiles, industrial workers
engaged in labor without formal contracts, and various other social groups®.

The passport became the sole document identifying its holder. It was required for residence
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registration, employment, and had to be presented upon request by the police and other
administrative authorities. A fine of 100 rubles was imposed for violating the passport regime,
and repeated violations led to criminal liability. The same penalties applied for document
forgery. The resolution “On the Approval of the Passport Regulations” dated December 27,1932,
classified the falsification of passport forms as a state crime’. In addition to imposing strict
sanctions for violations, the implementation of the new law was supported by a reform of the
police, whose duties now included not only issuing passports but also monitoring compliance
with the new administrative-police registration and surveillance system. The regulation "On the
Establishment of the Main Directorate of the Workers' and Peasants' Militia under the OGPU of
the USSR," adopted at the end of December 1932, effectively turned the police into a division of
the OGPU. Subsequent departmental orders, including OGPU Order No. 009 of January 5, 1933,
“On Chekist Measures for the Introduction of the Passport System in the USSR''” and Directive
No.96 of August 13, 1933, regarding the application of extrajudicial repressive measures against
citizens violating the passport law, further tightened punishments for violators of the passport
regime'?,

In particular, the introduction of punitive measures was prompted by the renewed migration
of rural residents from villages - a process that had temporarily declined in the first half of
1933 due to the passportization campaign but returned to 1931 levels by the second half of
the 1930s (Kessler 2003: 77-79). This view is confirmed by official documentation from the
state security agencies. For example, in an OGPU report prepared in October 1933 for J.V. Stalin,
Central Committee Secretary of the All-Union Communist Party (Bolsheviks) L.M. Kaganovich,
and Chairman of the Council of People's Commissars of the USSR V.M. Molotov, the mass
flight of individual farmers and collective farmers across the country was reported. Peasants
were heading to cities, other regions, and even abroad. According to incomplete data, 24,000
households left 24 districts of the Middle Volga region in August-September 1933 alone. From
the Zaamin and Kzyl-Mazar districts of Central Asia, 1,260 households fled; from the Mumin-
Abad district, 1,000; from five village councils in the Shchigrovsky district of the Central Black
Earth Region, 240; and so on.

The report also mentioned cases of emigration from the USSR. For instance, in the first ten
days of September 1933, 1,500 peasant households were detained in the border zone of Georgia
while attempting to cross into Afghanistan. Another 126 householdsand 35 individuals managed
to emigrate successfully. According to OGPU operatives, 1,300 households were preparing to
head to Turkey, and 90 people had already left Armenia for Turkey. Moreover, 139 households
from the Astrakhan-Bazar district of Azerbaijan resettled in Persia (Soviet Village 2005).

The issue of mass peasant migration was particularly acute in Ukraine and the North Caucasus
region, where thousands and tens of thousands of rural residents abandoned their homes to
escape famine and the Bolshevik reforms (Kondrashin, Mozokhin 2017).

In this new reality, rural residents were severely restricted in their right to reside in urban
areas, especially in special-regime zones where possession of a passport was a mandatory
requirement. The passport not only allowed permanent residence in cities but also served as
the legal basis for employment, alongside a temporary permit*3. In these official documents,
employers were required to record dates of hiring and dismissal, which functioned as a filter
for the police during social cleansing operations. In practice, one of the few remaining legal
channels for rural residents to move into passport-controlled territories, including special-
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regime zones, was seasonal or temporary labor migration (known as otkhodnichestvo). In the
1930s, Soviet industry still required labor, making a total ban on rural residents entering cities
for permanent or temporary work infeasible.

In this context, the decisions adopted in 1932-1933 also regulated, in particular, the
procedure for temporary labor migration of rural residents under the passportization regime.

The April 1933 resolution established rules for the stay of rural residents in cities. To leave
the village, a peasant was required to provide documents confirming the purpose of their visit.
Such documents included a job invitation, a recruitment contract, a certificate from the kolkhoz
administration authorizing temporary work away from the village, and so on. In other words,
rural residents had to present documentary proof that their departure to the city was justified
by the intent to engage in “socially useful labor” in industry, institutions, or education. Based on
these official documents, the district or city NKVD police departments at the place of residence
issued passports valid for one year. After this period, peasants could apply for a regular identity
document on general grounds™*.

Separate regulations governed seasonal labor migration, a significant channel for supplying
labor to the industrial sector. The January 1933 instruction issued by the Council of People's
Commissars (Sovnarkom) required individuals engaged in seasonal work to obtain temporary
certificates (passports) at their place of residencet®®. These could be extended by regional
police departments, but only upon the submission of a request from the administration of the
relevant economic institution. Based on such a request, the residence registration (propiska)
was issued, which was a mandatory registration at the place of residence. In the absence of the
required documents from the workplace, registration was denied.

Another measure, which repealed the earlier resolution “On Temporary Labor Migration”
of June 30, 1931, and introduced new rules for regulating temporary rural labor migration
during the passportization period, was the Resolution of the Central Executive Committee and
the Council of People’s Commissars of the USSR “On the Procedure for Labor Migration from
Kolkhozes,” adopted on March 17, 1933€. This document officially established the system of
state-organized labor recruitment (khoznabory) as the only permitted method for peasants
to obtain employment at industrial sites. It introduced a number of bureaucratic procedures
designed to create additional barriers to uncontrolled migration. Violating these regulations
could result in expulsion from the kolkhoz.

According to the new instructions, to be hired for seasonal work, it was no longer sufficient to
simply sign a contract with an enterprise; the contract also had to be registered with the kolkhoz.
Only in such cases could seasonal workers and their families qualify for benefits previously
granted by law. The March resolution was accompanied by a clarifying instruction from the
People’s Commissariat of Labor and the People’s Commissariat of Agriculture. It stated that
any peasant who had left for temporary work before March 17, 1933, had to send a certificate
from their place of employment via registered mail to the kolkhoz administration by mid-June
1933. This certificate had to include personal data, workplace, position, and the duration of the
employment contract.

Going forward, the Resolution and its accompanying instructions required rural residents
to present both a certificate and a contract from the enterprise to the village administration.
The information from these documents was recorded in a special notebook or register, and the
documents themselves were marked with the inscription “registered at the administration of

[name] kolkhoz on [date],” verified by the signature of the kolkhoz chairman and the kolkhoz
or village soviet seal. At the same time, only a short three-day period was allocated for this
procedure. Local authorities still had no right to prevent a kolkhoz (collective farm) worker from
leaving or to recall them from their job at an enterprise. There were no limits on the number
of contracts with enterprises or their duration. Upon the expiration of a contract, the kolkhoz
worker could renew it for a new term, and a certificate confirming this had to be submitted to
the kolkhoz administration®”’.

Discussion

Thus, under the passportization system and the introduced residential restrictions in several
areas, otkhodniki (seasonal or temporary rural workers) were allowed to receive temporary
identity documents or one-year passports and permits for short-term stays in cities, provided
they had documents signed by the kolkhoz administration authorizing their departure from
the village. After a year, peasants had the opportunity to exchange their temporary passport
for a full three-year one, according to their new place of residence. Otkhodniki passports
had to be registered for three months, after which registration needed to be renewed at the
police departments, enabling the authorities to monitor this population group. In effect,
otkhodnichestvo became a legal and almost the only channel for urbanization during the first
half of the 1930s.

According to official statistics, the scale of otkhodnichestvo remained significant throughout
the decade, despite the fact that only organized recruitment was recorded starting in 1933:

e 1933 —1,887,000 people

e 1934 — 3,247,000

e 1935—3,124,000

e 1936 — 3,104,000

e 1938—2,011,000

e 1939 — 2,315,000 (Vdovin, Drobizhev, 1976: 120)

Nevertheless, Soviet industry continued to suffer from a shortage of labor, especially in
seasonal sectors. This was partly due to the newly implemented measures and restrictions, as
enterprises could not hire rural residents without official documentation from kolkhozes or
village councils granting permission to leave. According to a report by the VTsIK commission
on passportization in the Leningrad region, in 1934, there was a high demand for labor that
was not even 50% fulfilled due to a shortage of workers. It was reported that the situation was
especially dire at Dorvodmost (the Directorate of Water, Road, Bridge, and Gas Utilities), which
required 5,000 workers but, at the time of the report, had not recruited a single one. Other
sectors also faced labor shortages: the construction sector needed about 200,000 workers but
had recruited only 100,000; water transport needed 6,000 workers but had hired only 800;
peat extraction required over 27,000 workers but had secured only 15,000*.

Clearly, under such conditions, fearing failure to meet state plans and targets, enterprise
and institution directors resorted to hiring passportless peasants who had fled villages due to
famine and mass repressions, despite bans reiterated by both central and regional authorities.
For example, at a meeting of the Presidium of the Semipalatinsk City Council in January 1934, it
was once again emphasized thatall organization and institution leaders must check the passport
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records of workers and employees, and in cases of missing passports, either terminate their
employment or ensure the proper documents were issued. It was stressed that employment
without a passport was prohibited, except for contracted kolkhoz workers who had arrived as
part of the organized otkhodniki system.

However, the hiring of passportless individuals continued. Directors knowingly took
this risk, fully aware of the administrative and criminal liability associated with employing
undocumented persons. An example of this can be seen in an investigation that took place
in the workers' settlement of Alga in the Aktobe region of Kazakhstan in May 1934. At the
"Aktyubkhimstroy" enterprise, a check was carried out to verify whether workers had passports
and were properly registered. Numerous violations were uncovered, including a large number
of passportless workers, who were fined up to 100 rubles, which in turn triggered mass flight
from the enterprise. Similar cases were recorded throughout the country.

In this context, new restrictive measures were adopted — Resolution No. 193 "On the
Registration of Passports of Seasonal Kolkhoz Workers Entering Employment at Enterprises
Without Contracts with Economic Agencies", dated September 19, 1934*°, and the subsequent
circular from the Main Directorate of the Workers' and Peasants' Militia of the NKVD of the USSR
"On the Procedure for Registering Seasonal Kolkhoz Workers in Special-Regime Areas"”, dated
September 27, 1934%°. These documents applied to peasant migrants seeking to move to cities
for permanent residence. According to the 1934 rules, rural residents from non-passportized
areas who left their place of residence without authorization could not be employed in special-
regime zones. However, if they had passports issued at their place of residence along with a
certificate from the local rural administration authorizing the move, they could be officially
hired by enterprises and institutions.

Nevertheless, this category was placed under strict police control. Their passport registration
was permitted once every three months, and re-registration after this period required a formal
request from the enterprise’s administration. In the event of job abandonment or dismissal,
individuals were prohibited from residing in special-regime areas and were subject to immediate
administrative expulsion.

By 1935, the rules for entering and residing in non-regime areas were established (Popov
1996). According to the passport work instructions prepared in the spring of 1935, in addition to
three-year and one-year passports, there were temporary permits valid for up to three months.
These were issued to rural residents for the duration of their travel to passportized areas for
work. This document served as the legal basis for residing in regular (non-regime) regions.

Conclusion

Thus, by 1935, formal rules were developed for the entry of rural residents into both special-
regime and non-regime areas. Under the Soviet Union’s passport regime, temporary migration
of peasants to cities for employment remained one of the few available migration pathways. On
the one hand, the state actively encouraged this through agricultural incentives, as the leadership
was interested in attracting rural labor to urban industries due to the labor shortages caused by
rapid industrialization. On the other hand, to combat the mass exodus of peasants triggered by
Bolshevik policies in the countryside during the late 1920s and early 1930s, seasonal migration
was severely restricted by the passport system. Migrants were now required to present a set of
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authorizing documents, including a contract with an economic agency and a certificate from the
kolkhoz administration permitting them to leave.

Based on these documents, the police could issue passports granting the right to reside in both
special-regime and non-regime zones. However, enterprises were required to record the dates
of hiring and dismissal in the passport. This measure allowed the state to regulate migration
flows-particularly from rural areas—and meet the labor needs of the national economy while
maintaining strict surveillance of individuals through the police. Job termination and the
corresponding entry in the passport served as grounds for administrative penalties.

By the mid-1930s, traditional Russian seasonal labor migration (otkhodnichestvo) had been
transformed under state pressure into a system of officially sanctioned labor recruitment. The
passport or temporary permit became essential documentation for employment. Whereas
spontaneous rural labor migration had been tolerated prior to the passportization campaign,
by 1933 it had been entirely prohibited. Nevertheless, the introduction of the passport system
did not resolve the problem of mass peasant flight from villages, prompting the state to continue
reforming the passport regime established in 1932-1933.

Abstract. This article examines and analyzes certain aspects of the socio-demographic development
of cities in Central Kazakhstan over the period 1999-2021. The purpose of the article was to analyze
the dynamics of the urban population of Central Kazakhstan and individual qualitative parameters of
the population. The main emphasis is placed on the factors of natural movement that are important
components of socio-demographic characteristics, such as fertility, mortality, as well as marriage and
divorce. The national structure of the region's citizens is analyzed and the reasons for its change are
determined. There are also fluctuations in the gender and age composition caused by general socio-
economic changes in the country and the region. The study was carried out on the basis of a collaboration
of methods for using current statistical data and the results of the national population censuses of
1999, 2009, and 2021, which together gave real figures. Socio-demographic processes in the cities
of Central Kazakhstan in the modern period have not become the subject of special study in Russian
science. Some aspects of population studies are devoted to the general problems of the Republic, its
regions, small towns, as well as socio-economic prospects for the country's development. Taking into
account the importance and urbanization of Central Kazakhstan in the context of the economic growth
of the republic and its industrial base, the study of socio-demographic aspects will make it possible to
predict the further development of cities and prepare appropriate strategies to ensure sustainable and
balanced growth of the region. The scientific conclusions in the article show that the socio-demographic
development of the urban population of Central Kazakhstan in 1999-2021 It demonstrates the complex
influence of both internal and external factors on the structure and dynamics of the republic's population.
The scientific novelty of the relevant topic lies in the fact that the trend of the risk of social problems
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and lagging infrastructure development due to uncontrolled urbanization is justified. Negative trends in
urban demographic development also include a decrease in marriage rates and an increase in divorce
rates. [t is worrisome that in 2019, the Karaganda region had a breeding rate above the national average.
The COVID-19 pandemic has had a definite impact on demographic processes in the region, which may
worsen in the future.

Abstract. The history and fate of Kazakhstan during the Soviet era are full of "blank spots" and
contradictions. A full and courageous discussion of these pages of history began during the years of
Perestroika. In the period of independence, research activities and their scope expanded significantly. A
major turning pointin this direction was the rehabilitation of Akhmet Baitursynuly, Zhusipbek Aimauytov,
and Mirzhakyp Dulatuly in 1989. Another important step was the launch of the full rehabilitation process
for victims of repression, initiated by the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, K. Tokayev.

The relevance of this topic lies in the need to fill in the "blank spots" of national history. The value of
historical science is its ability to tell the truth. Over the past five years, 311,000 citizens of Kazakhstan
have been fully rehabilitated. This means that millions of families have been allowed to learn where, when,
and why their relatives' lives came to an end, contributing to the formation of historical consciousness
and the strengthening of patriotic feelings.

This topic attracts significant interest from both the public and researchers. The main reason is that
materials related to political repression remained classified and inaccessible for many years. Many
victims of repression and their descendants have never been able to discover the truth or tell their own
stories. In our view, the declassification of materials on political repression - stored under the labels
“secret” and “top secret” in the special state archives of the Committee for National Security, the Ministry
of Internal Affairs, and the General Prosecutor’s Office - has provided the foundation for keeping this
issue on the national agenda.

The goal of this research, based on archival documents, is to study the tragic fates of women who were
repressed during the years of the "Great Terror" (1937-1938), accused of being "family members of
traitors to the Motherland".

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The source base of this research consists of archival criminal investigation files transferred in 2022-
2023 from the special state archives of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the National Security Committee,
and the General Prosecutor’s Office to the Archive of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan. It
also includes personal files of women who served sentences in the Karlag labor camp. Most of these
documents have been introduced into scholarly circulation for the first time.

Based on archival documents, the study provides a comprehensive examination of the fates of women
who found themselves in a state of powerlessness. These include A. Kulumbetova, K. Mailina, F. Diveyeva,
and K. Tolebayeva-Zhunisbaeva. All of them were unjustly exiled to correctional labor camps for terms
ranging from 5 to 8 years on charges of being family members of "enemies of the people". The story of B.
Mailin’s children illustrates how the repressive policies tore mothers away from their children, inflicting
deep suffering.

The research established that the archival criminal investigation files consist of standardized documents.
Nevertheless, they serve as crucial evidence of the tragedies endured by specific families, forming the
basis for studying family and clan histories. A critical analysis of these documents leads to the conclusion
that all the accused women were falsely charged and sentenced unjustly. It was also determined that
political repressions were carried out in a systematic and organized manner.

Abstract. Social and political illusions generated during the “Khrushchev decade” by the exposure of
the “personality cult” of I.V. Stalin, the thaw in socio-political life, which was enthusiastically accepted by
Soviet society. This shift contributed to a surge of creative and socio-political activity, including among
young people. Kazakh society was no exception. In the 1960s-80s, youth organizations emerged. They
set various goals: from the struggle for freedom and democratization of the country to the national and
cultural revival of the Kazakhs. Open and latent dissent became a certain marker of social development
during the Khrushchev and Brezhnev periods. In the historiographical review, the authors examine the
history of the study of dissent in the USSR. It is noted that dissenting youth of the Brezhnev period sought to
introduce a new dimension into socio-political life, advocating for the harmonization of national traditions
and a system of democratic values, and the promotion of universal human rights and freedoms.

The relevance of the study is associated with the need to turn to fragments of microhistory, allowing
us to understand how and why protest movements arose and manifested themselves, dissent, as a
phenomenon that accumulated and formed a crisis background in the socio-political life of Soviet society
in general and Kazakhstani society in particular. The article sets the goal: to study the history of the
creation and functioning of the underground youth group “Dvizhenie Kommunary”, which arose at the
Karaganda State University in 1978-1980.

Based on archival documents (State Archives of the Karaganda Region, archives of the Karaganda
University of the name of E.A. Buketov, etc.), interview materials with former members of the “Dvizhenie
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1978-1980 scvindapst Kaparandsl memaekemmik yHusepcumeminde e3zeule olaaraH

Kommunary”, the circumstances of the group's emergence, the leaders' positions, and its composition
are revealed. The attempt of young people to fight against the negative manifestations (blat, shadow
economy, corruption) that flourished during this period failed. The reasons for the emergence of this
youth group in Central Kazakhstan were identified: regional characteristics of the environment, where
many former political prisoners lived after the closure of the GULAG; the history of the family of the leader
and members of the movement, whose parents survived political repression; students found themselves
in the movement as representatives of the most educated and active youth group, dissatisfied with the
contrast between the slogans proclaimed by the party and the realities of “developed socialism” (total
deficit, theft and embezzlement, social injustice, privileges of the ruling nomenklatura, etc. began to
actively manifest themselves in society). The circumstances of the confrontation between young people
and the pressure from the authorities and security forces on the leaders and members of the group have
been studied in sufficient detail, and the fates of the main figures in the “Dvizhenie Kommunary” have
been tracked.

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Comparative analysis of the consequences of famine in Kazakhstan
in the 20-30 years of the 20th century: demographic aspect

Abstract. This article is devoted to the study of historical and demographic aspects of famine in Kazakhstan
at the beginning of the 20th century. During this period, there were two major famines in Kazakhstan in
1921-1923 and 1931-1933. In both cases, the victims of famine number in the millions. The aim of the work
is a historical and comparative analysis of the demographic consequences of two famines with a difference
of ten years. The comparative analysis of hunger with the use of archival documents, census materials and
statistical data, as well as the application of the method of demographic analysis of the consequences of
famines, the scale of damage, and their impact on the lives of the indigenous population of the republic, are
defined as research tasks. In particular, the objectives of the study included the systematization of statistical
data by measurement, by period, by age, by location, by quantitative and percentage ratios, the use of a
comparative method of analyzing numbers and data, drawing up a picture of the demographic situation
after the two famines of the 20th century, the analysis of numerical data presented in tables and statistical
schemes. A feature of the research methodology is the systematization of statistical data for both cities in
various dimensions and modules. The results of the study show that the use of a comparative method to
study the demographic consequences of hunger contributes to an even deeper study of this topic. However,
there were a number of difficulties in writing this article. These include the fact that the population of
several regions and districts is not indicated, as well as general figures in censuses conducted several years
after the famine years. There are some difficulties in the data designated as human losses, such as the
ratio of their share in internal and external migration, the contradiction of information provided by local
authorities with official statistical authorities, the identification of unregistered cases of morbidity (death
from illness or starvation), and mortality. The results of the study consist of three parts. The first and
second parts consider the historical, political, and demographic aspects of the famines of 1921-1923 and
1931-1933. The third part presents a comparative analysis of the demographic losses of the two famines.
According to the results obtained, it turned out that during the famine years, Kazakhs showed the highest
rate of human casualties in the republic. The results obtained through qualitative analysis using statistical
data served as an empirical basis for compiling a more complete demographic picture of mass famine in
the 20s-30s of the 20th century in Kazakhstan.

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Kazakhs customary law and sharia by bureaucrats, officials, and orientalists of the Russian
Empire from the end of the 18th century up to the mid-1860s. The study consists of an
introduction, four chapters, a conclusion, appendices, an extensive list of archival data, historical
accounts, and relevant studies on the research problem. At the core of the study lies the issue
of the subjectivity of knowledge and the knowledge production process, which implies that
the Russian Empire constructed new forms of knowledge and even borrowed the experiences
of other colonial empires. The study encompasses a variety of overlapping themes, with the
concept of construction of imperial knowledge being at the center of the authors’ attention,
focusing on knowledge production in the backdrop of the massive, profound cultural, political,
and social changes in the Kazakh steppe. The study focuses on Orenburg and its adjacent
neighborhoods, where debates on adat and sharia were more dramatic. The study then shifts
its attention to another “imperial situation”, namely the Syr-Darya region, where discussions
around adat and sharia were less severe. Along with Russian colonial officials and orientalists at
various levels, local Kazakhs were engaged in the knowledge production process. The authors
consider the codification of adat in the Kazakh steppe as one of the manifestations of imperial
knowledge production. The understanding of local informants about customary law and sharia
stood apart from the views of colonial officials. Russian authorities constructed the biys as the
chief judge and custodian of customary law and legal knowledge. Yet Sartori and Shabley call
attention to the oversimplification of the reality by Russian officials, emphasizing that the biys
also acted as mullahs and gadis (a Muslim judge), which hinted at the syncretism of legal culture
and intricacy of indigenous Kazakh judicial practices (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 7).

The book sstarts with the outright objection by Vasily Grigoriev,a prominent Russian orientalist
and the chairman of the Orenburg Border Commission in 1854-1859, to the “Compendium of
Kazakh customary law” penned by losif Osmolovsky, another well-known Russian orientalist
and an official of the Asian Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. Grigoriev spoke out
against the compendium on Kazakh customary law because Osmolovsky had failed to draw the
line and a strict distinction between Kazakh customary law and sharia (Sartori and Shabley
2024: 5). Quite the contrary, in Grigoriev’s view, Osmolovsky had regarded Kazakh customary
law as an integral part of the extensive Islamic legal system. In this regard, Grigoriev became
increasingly convinced that the compendium and its conclusions about adat being an essential
part of the Islamic law directly threatened the policy of the Russian Empire in the steppe
(Sartori and Shabley 2024: 5). Grigoriev’s hostility to the Osmolovsky’s compendium was the
manifestation of the wider shift in the Russian empire’s policy from the state-patronage of
[slam and [slamization of the Kazakhs, initiated by Catherine II, to the reversal of this policy and
instead focusing on Russification and Christianization of the nomads.

Vasily Grigoriev’s antagonism towards Islam, as well as the Tatar cultural presence in the
Kazakh steppe, was not an accident; rather, it was the reflection of a deep paradigm shift from
Islamization of the Kazakhs to their Christianization and cultural assimilation. A widespread
conviction among Russian officials and orientalists was that Islam had not only failed to bring
the Kazakhs under Russian rule, but the unchecked spread of Islam by Tatar mullahs alienated
the nomads from Russia and made the Russian civilizing mission fruitless. Hence, the removal
of Islam and the Tatar cultural influence in the steppe became essential for Russian authorities.
Attempts to divorce adat from sharia by Russian officials and orientalists were part and parcel
of these anti-Islam and anti-Tatar discourses and a broader shift to the direct governance of
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the Kazakhs through the policy of Christianization and Russification. Yet the authors draw
attention to the lack of a unified attitude to adat and the contradictions in the perception of
Kazakh customary law among Russian officials (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 5).

The first chapter, “The Russian Empire and the Kazakh Steppe in the 18th-19th Centuries:
History, Colonialism and Law,” discusses the policy of the Russian Empire against the backdrop
of history, colonialism, and law. The Russian Empire increasingly encountered a variety of
challenges in the control of newly integrated territories. In the authors’ view, a pivotal role
in addressing such challenges played the process of construction of colonial knowledge about
the new colonial subjects (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 35). Ethnographic descriptions of the
local ethnic groups, examining their political and legal institutions and practices, the systems
of economic and social relations, religious beliefs, norms, customs and rules are regarded as
essential attributes of colonial knowledge, which were useful for the empire to devise pertinent
approaches for implementing reforms. The authors mention that widespread Islamophobia and
Russian bureaucrats’ unwillingness to distance themselves from certain political and ideological
stereotypes eventually undermined the knowledge production process and the efficient
implementation of political and legal reforms. A perceptible illustration of this pattern was an
endeavor to codify Kazakh customary law, which ultimately remained a project, despite the
compilation of various compendiums with active engagement of prominent orientalist experts
(Sartori and Shabley 2024: 43). Yet it was evident that the efficiency of top-down reforms in the
Kazakh steppe hinged upon knowledge production and resources, which could be utilized by
Russian authorities.

“Local knowledge” or “indigenous knowledge” was essential in imperial knowledge produc-
tion, yet Russian authorities invested little in training indigenous officials who would benefit
from privileges provided by the empire and, at the same time, would serve the Russians in the
steppe. Since the share of Kazakhs in colonial administration was meager and could not meet the
demands for colonial governance, this gap was filled by the Tatar translators and interpreters,
who were essential intermediaries between the Russian colonial administration and the
nomadic Kazakh society. Despite a dramatic growth of Islamophobia and anti-Tatar sentiment, as
intermediaries and cultural rivals of Russians, even Grigoriev had to acknowledge the strategic
role these Tatar intermediaries and interpreters played, who conducted all contacts with the
Kazakhs (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 46). In terms of legal history of the Kazakhs, which included
the process of codification of Kazakh customary law, activities of certain imperial officials,
discussions around adat and sharia and other details cannot be reduced to only imperial policy
or some kind of rivalry between the ideology of imperial elites and local traditions. An overview
of so-called colonial and “indigenous knowledge” as well as a description of the activities of
imperial bodies has pointed to the absence of an all-embracing and comprehensive approach
and view about codification of adat (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 50).

The second chapter, “Poor Codification: Adat and Sharia in the Kazakh Steppe,” highlights
how diverse constructions of imperial knowledge could be mutually inclusive under certain
circumstances, and in other cases, they could contradict one another, being mutually exclusive.
Certain divergences came to light due to the attempts to pit adat against sharia, which directly
affected imperial reforms. Moreover, the discord and a lack of unity among imperial officials
undermined and obstructed the process of codification of Kazakh customary law, which,
because of employing a variety of approaches and language of descriptions, turned into a
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complex bureaucratic procedure. The authors highlight that, as the Kazakhs lacked a writing
system at that time and customary law was traditionally conveyed orally, Russian officials and
orientalists had to engage in the codification of adat. Yet the authors draw attention to the
ways of how Russian authorities undertook the codification process, specifically in the process
of codification of Kazakh customary law, Russian orientalist officials ‘cleansed’ adat of those
elements that were deemed ‘wild customs’ and ‘eliminate’ those aspects closely interwoven
with sharia, which were regarded as a threat to the interests of the empire (Sartori and Shabley
2024:51). Alack of meticulously developed programs and experts with deep oriental expertise,
bureaucratic collisions and other underlying factors hindered the codification process. The
compilers of legal codes lacked knowledge of the peculiarities of adat and sharia, rendering
them incapable of separating modern legal norms from those that had already become obsolete.
As such, blunders and miscalculations were recurrent, and the empire was unable to address
them effectively. Thus, every step towards the codification of adat was doomed to failure.

The third chapter “Conflict of Interpretations: LY. Osmolovsky, Empire and Kazakh Legal
Culture” draws attention to the compendium of Kazakh customary law compiled by Osmolovsky
in 1849-1853 and how it became the victim of the Orenburg officials (Sartori and Shabley 2024
87). Prioritizing the fight against Islam and the Tatar cultural influence, officials in Orenburg
colonial administration demanded that adat ought to be divorced from sharia. Iosif Osmolovsky,
a prominent Russian orientalist with deep knowledge of the indigenous legal system, argued
that Kazakh customary law was an integral part of the Islamic legal system and, thereby they
could not be detached from one another. An extensive reference to the texts of the Hanafi
school of Islamic jurisprudence and reliance on the testimonies of the biys and mullahs with
profound knowledge of sharia allowed Osmolovsky to reconsider the extent of entrenchment of
[slamic legal norms in the Kazakh society and overcome the limitations of previous records of
Kazakh customary law. Osmolovsky’s compendium was relevant and timely. Yet its appearance
coincided with the politicization of Islam and the rise of powerful Islamophobic and anti-Tatar
discourses. Russian authorities engaged in discussions about reducing the influence of the
Orenburg Muslim Spiritual Assembly and Tatar mullahs in the Kazakh steppe, which eventually
impeded the publication of Osmolovsky’s compendium. The authors touch upon the genesis
and the stages of development of Orientalism in the Russian Empire. Osmolovsky is depicted
as an orientalist with deep knowledge of Eastern languages and a profound understanding of
oriental cultures. At the same time, the authors indicate that when Osmolovsky felt that his
knowledge was not enough to understand the contextual factors, he resorted to imperial and
Orientalist binary constructs such as “civilized vs barbarism”, “enlightenment vs ignorance”
(Sartori and Shabley 2024: 156). In 1849, the Orenburg Border Commission tasked Osmolovsky
with supplementing, revising, editing, and systematizing materials about Kazakh customary
law (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 104). After conducting meticulous and ethnographic research
among the Kazakhs in different areas of the steppe, Osmolovsky established that the local
Kazakh legal culture was predicated upon the extensive use of norms of both adat and sharia
(Sartori and Shabley 2024: 112).

Although the publication of Osmolovsky’s compendium seems to have been approved by
the Orenburg Border Commission and the Asian Department of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
the appointment of Vasily Grigoriev as the new head of the Orenburg Border Commission
in 1854 determined the fate of the compendium. Subscribed to Slavophile nationalism and
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Islamophobia, Grigoriev’s views on Kazakh legal culture were incompatible with Osmolovsky’s
position. Grigoriev argued that Islam and Russia were mutually exclusive and believed that
the dualistic foundation of Kazakh customary law (which involved both adat and sharia) was
overly politicized. In the spirit of the Grigoriev posited that the Russian civilizing mission would
result in the dissolution of Kazakhs' "brutish and wild" customs, which he theorized would
occur as a result of their exposure to advanced values and civilization under Russian patronage.
Considering the nomadic society through the lens of a Eurocentric model of human progress,
Grigoriev maintained that these “kind savages” may climb to a higher evolutionary level and
in the process of the social evolution, the Kazakhs would certainly embrace Russian culture,
language, religion and legal norms, leaving behind their archaic legacy of adat and their cultural
peculiarities (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 128). From this standpoint, Islam was constructed
by Grigoriev as the major barrier, disrupting the connection of the Kazakhs to their genuine
customs and hindering the civilizing mission of Russia in the steppe. Grigoriev, therefore, called
for safeguarding the nomads from Tatar and Central Asian mullahs. In his view, these mullahs
purportedly corrupted the minds of the nomads, who embraced Islam only superficially.
In this regard, Sartori and Shabley argue that Grigoriev’s views determined the fate of the
compendium compiled by Osmolovsky (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 129). This was because
while Osmolovsky put forth the view that adat and sharia were syncretism and part of Kazakh
customary law, Grigoriev claimed that sharia was alien to the Kazakhs and thereby demanded
the strict division of adat from sharia. Therefore, Grigoriev strongly opposed the publication of
Osmolovsky’s compendium because it posed a grave threat to the government’s policy. For that
reason, Grigoriev warned the government that the publication of Osmolovsky’s compendium
would pave the way for the establishment of absolute domination of Islam in the Kazakh steppe
(Sartori and Shabley 2024: 130).

The fourth chapter, “The Syr Darya Frontier: Empire, Kazakhs and Central Asian Khanates,”
sheds light on the fate of the main protagonists of the book, Osmolovsky and Grigoriev, yet now
in a different imperial situation, notably the Syr-Darya region. The conquest of the lower and
middle reaches of the Syr Darya in the mid-19th century led to the establishment of complex
contact zones defined by the authors as ‘frontiers’, where the interactions of diverse ethnic and
social groups occurred (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 158). The authors illustrate how in this new
setting, Osmolovsky gained an opportunity to put his ideas into practice, specifically, he was
able to apply both adat and sharia in addressing everyday legal issues. They emphasize that
even a hardliner like Grigoriev was forced to reconsider his Islamophobic stance for pragmatic
reasons, bearing in mind that the imperial situation in the Syr-Darya region considerably
differed from that of Orenburg. In the new frontier areas of the Syr-Darya, Osmolovsky tried to
carry out the state patronage of Islam initiated by Catherine II. In 1853, he appealed to Vasily
Perovsky, the governor-general of Orenburg and Samara, to build a mosque in Fort-Perovsky
and appoint a mullah approved by the Orenburg Muslim Spiritual Assembly. The logic behind
Osmolovsky’s plan was that erecting mosques would attract the nomads to Russian forts, which
would allow planting seeds of Russian civilization in the steppe (Sartori and Shabley 2024: 206).
Yet the authors draw attention to another discrepancy between the positions of Osmolovsky
and Grigoriev. Regarding Osmolovsky’s request to build a mosque in Fort-Perovsky, the general-
governor Perovsky forwarded this matter to Grigoriev as the head of the Orenburg Border
Commission. Stressing Islam as the most fanatical religion in the Russian Empire, Grigoriev
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responded to Osmolovsky that a proposal to erect a mosque in the Syr-Darya frontier area was
detrimental to the government’s interests. In this case, the authors argue that although both
Osmolovsky and Grigoriev well understood the significance of the colonial policy of the empire
in Central Asia, their views diverged regarding the approaches of this policy. While the former
advocated implementing the conventional policy of using Islam as a civilizing force to bring the
Kazakhs closer to Russian influence, being unable to overcome his anti-Islam and anti-Tatar
prejudices, Grigoriev judged and acted based on this Islamophobic trend.

It is essential to stress the enormous significance and relevance of the monograph by
Paolo Sartori and Pavel Shabley. To expand knowledge about the topic and fill research gaps,
the authors draw upon extensive archival data and relevant studies as well as employ mixed
methodology and theoretical concepts such as legal hybridity, the concept of Orientalism, the
doctrine of frontier, and other theories. The study helps the readers gain a proper understanding
and in-depth knowledge about tsarist Russia’s attempts to strengthen its rule in the Kazakh
steppe through the codification of adat. Yet all attempts to codify Kazakh customary law were
fraught with contradictions due to the different levels of understanding of adat by Russian
officials. The authors highlight that as those Russian colonial bureaucrats frequently struggled
to tell adat and sharia apart, they tended to artificially detach them from one another (Sartori
and Shabley 2024: 6). This confusion over time became more complicated that artificially
contrasting adat with sharia occurred not only due to the ignorance of certain officials, but also
for politically motivated purposes. Specifically, Islam was seen as a threat to the empire and a
serious impediment to the efficient implementation of reforms in the Kazakh steppe. Eventually,
the Russian Empire could materialize none of the projects designed for the codification of
customary law in the Kazakh steppe. In this regard, the authors call for expanding research on
this problem by conducting a comparative analysis of the colonial policy of tsarist Russia with
the experiences of other European colonial powers in codifying adat in their respective colonial
possessions and in instrumentalizing local customary law for entrenching and solidifying their
colonial domination.

Sartori and Shabley make a great contribution to the understanding of the colonial rule of the
Russian Empire of the Kazakh steppe, gathering rich biographies of prominent Russian officials
and orientalists in the Russian frontiers. They describe the Kazakh steppe as a contested colonial
setting where the worldviews and perceptions of leading Russian bureaucrats clashed over
the issues of the codification of adat and how best to manage and govern recently conquered
Oriental territories inhabited by the nomadic Muslim population. Sartori and Shabley lucidly
demonstrate that although imperial knowledge production was central to expanding and
strengthening Russian rule in the steppe, the constructed knowledge was not always consistent
with the interests of the empire and certain leading Russian orientalist bureaucrats, which led
to the failure of all attempts to codify Kazakh customary law. This impressively researched study
merits wide readership and ought to be a must-read for specialists interested in the colonial
policy of the Russian Empire in the Kazakh steppe and the process of imperial knowledge
production.
