Abstract. The article presents information about the jewelry of the Kazakh people based
on the analysis of the collection of the National Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
Jewelry, being an important component of the material culture of the Kazakhs, reflects
not only aesthetic ideas but also craft traditions, as well as socio-cultural characteristics
of the population. Jewelry, being one of the most stable and conservative elements of a
traditional costume, carries not only valuable, but often "dumb" information. This work
is devoted to the publication and primary analysis of women's metal jewelry of the 19th-
20th centuries. The work is the first stage of a comprehensive study aimed at studying
the regional features of jewelry and identifying parallels between archaeological
materials from the Bronze Age, the Early Iron Age, and the Early Middle Ages with
products dating back to Modern Times. The relevance of the research is due to the
need to preserve and systematize the accumulated information about the traditional
forms of decorative and applied art of the Kazakh people. In the current conditions of
globalization and unification of cultures, the detailed significance of regional variations
is of particular importance. In the course of the research, special attention was paid
to the study of the books of receipts, which are documentary materials documenting
the history of the collection's formation. The use of these data made it possible to
clarify the origin of a number of products, to identify the geography and features of
the acquisition of museum collections. Based on the information collected, the article
provides generalized statistical data, presents a classification of jewelry by category:
head ornaments, neck and chest ornaments, hand ornaments, etc. For each category of
jewelry received from the region we are interested in, one representative example has
been selected, described in detail in terms of technology and ornamentation. Special
attention is paid to the issues of symbolism and the functional purpose of jewelry. It was
found that most of the products had not only a decorative value, butalso carried a magical
function. The jewelry was made of silver, which translates the value of this metal for the
Kazakh people. The methodological basis of the article is semiotic and culturological
approaches, as well as source studies, typological, and comparative historical research
methods. The analysis of the stock collection of the National Museum of the Republic
of Kazakhstan shows the stability of craft traditions and the continuity of artistic forms
reflecting the cultural specifics of the region. The obtained materials can serve as a
basis for further scientific research on the traditional jewelry art of Kazakhstan.

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Chronology and cultural affiliation of the early burials of the Tazhegul burial
ground
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Abstract. This paper introduces materials obtained during scientific research at the
Tazhegul archaeological complex. The complex is located near the village of Abylaykhan
in the Burabay district of the Akmola region. A topographic description of the valley is
provided, which contains numerous sites from various periods - from the Early and Late
Bronze Ages to the modern period. This paper aims to highlight the research findings
on monuments dating back to the initial stage of the complex's formation. The methods
and materials section describes the process and results of the study of two objects:
stone enclosure No. 1 and a small extension to enclosure No. 2. The first site is located
in the lower, northern part of the valley, while the second was discovered in the upper
southern part, in the stratigraphic layer beneath the Kazakh Kystau. Radiocarbon dating
of the sites yielded dates ranging from the 4th to the 3rd millennia BC. The literature
review and discussion section provides a comparative typological analysis of similar
sites studied in other regions of Kazakhstan. This allowed the authors to hypothesize
about the unified processes of cultural genesis that occurred across much of Kazakhstan
during the Early Bronze Age. The article focuses on Early Bronze Age sites in the
Burabay mountain forest massif of Northern Kazakhstan, the materials from which
are important for addressing certain issues concerning the origins of archaeological
cultures of this period. New materials, the first ever discovered in the study area, reveal
evidence of burial structures and a burial rite similar to the Yamnaya culture. The
authors document and analyze cultural layers of different periods within the complex.
Monuments with characteristics of the Yamnaya culture are overlain by a cultural
layer of the Nura-Fyodorovo archaeological culture. This paper presents information
on reliably identified sites of the Nura-Fyodorovo archaeological culture located near
the Tazhygul complex. The discussion section provides a comparative analysis of the
characteristic features of the Yamnaya archaeological culture and the Nura-Fyodorovo
culture sites that succeeded it. In conclusion, the researchers formulate and express the
concept that the formation of regional groups of the Nura-Fyodorovo culture could have
occurred on the basis of the Yamnaya culture monuments.

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Introduction

In 2021, the Burabay Archaeological Team was established at the A.Kh. Margulan Institute
of Archaeology. Its goal is to study Bronze Age sites in Northern Kazakhstan. That same year,
permanent research began at the Kyzyl-Tobe Bronze Age burial ground. The burial rite and the
collection of items accompanying the burial allowed the ancient cemetery to be attributed to
the Nura-Fyodorovo archaeological culture. The first radiocarbon dates were obtained from
samples of human teeth and ribs. During the 2022 field season, a group of Institute specialists
came to a picturesque valley adjacent to the northeastern part of the Burabay mountain-forest
massif. This elongated depression is located 15 km northeast of the village of Burabay and 1.5
km southwest of the village of Abylaykhan (Burabay district, Akmola region). The valley is an
elevated area with a relatively flat surface, its long side running from southwest to northeast, 2.5
km long and 1.5 km wide. This section of the lowland is distinguished by two springs: one flows
around the valley from the northern side, simultaneously serving as a natural boundary, while
the second spring flows from the southern side. The source of the northern spring is a deep
gorge (sai) in the northwestern part of Uytas Hill. It is at this convenient location that a modern
Kazakh winter hut, Tazhygul (in Kazakh: Taxbiry), currently stands and functions. The stream
in the southern part, which the indigenous inhabitants of the village of Abylaykhan call "Kara
Bulaq," begins at the northern foot of the Ornek hill, in the middle of a birch grove. Both springs
are currently functioning, and their waters flow throughout the valley and reach the outskirts
of the modern village of Abylaykhan. The valley is filled with uplands on the southern side. The
landscape is characterized by low hills typical of this natural and geographical zone, and along
the bed of the southern spring, birch groves have been preserved, extending from west to east
and reaching the outer forests of Burabay. The northern part opens up to a flat steppe. This
plain has been a favourite place and a convenient natural landscape niche for human habitation
throughout history, as evidenced by the concentration of alarge number of historical and cultural
monuments. The number of archaeological sites from different periods in a relatively small area
is impressive and requires further practical and theoretical explanation. A preliminary survey
of the site and excavated material revealed the presence of artifacts from a Neolithic site.

Along the springs, dwelling depressions dating to the Bronze Age have been identified,
arranged in a linear system. The entire area, from southwest to northeast, is occupied by
Bronze Age burial structures—enclosures with earthen embankments, and some without
embankments. In the center of the stone enclosures without embankments, inconspicuous
rectangular stone receptacles (boxes) constructed from several granite slabs are found. All these
ancient monuments are overlain by a cultural layer of Kazakh wintering sites dating from the
18th to early 20th centuries (Fig. 1). This area (according to preliminary inspection) contains the
structures of seven winter huts. The largest winter hut, a farmstead-type structure, is located in
the upper part, closer to the Kara Bulaq Spring. It should be noted that a thorough examination
of the cultural layer of the Kazakh winter hut yielded a significant number of Early Iron Age
ceramic fragments. It is possible that a permanent settlement from the Early Iron Age will be
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discovered beneath the Kazakh winter hut structures - a pattern repeatedly documented by the
renowned Kazakh archaeologist A.Z. Beisenov (Beisenov, Loman 2019: 36-45; Beisenov 2019).

The dwellings of other Kazakh winter camps located along the valley line are spaced 100
meters apart. Another winter camp, larger in area, is located right in the middle of a birch grove,
also adjacent to a small spring. The architectural features of the Kazakh winter camps in this area
are characterized by the use of large granite slabs in their construction. Ruins and foundation
remains are clearly visible on the surface, allowing their architectural layout to be clearly seen.

Methods and Materials

The monuments were studied using standard field archaeological excavation methods,
which are the primary form of scientific study of archaeological sites and are necessary for
comprehensive documentation and subsequent scientific analysis of the monuments. Stationary
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archaeological excavations are preceded by a detailed survey and photographic documentation
of the monument in the context of the surrounding area. A detailed visual and instrumental
survey was then conducted, with the sites planned for excavation plotted on a satellite map
using a Garmin Etrex 10 PS336 GPS data collector. Topographical and planigraphic surveys were
then conducted. The sites were divided into sectors, with stratigraphic margins included. To
ensure consistent elevation references throughout all excavations, an absolute elevation system
was used, and benchmarks were selected from which all excavation sites were leveled. During
the survey, the embankments were removed in stages, in 10-cm layers. The survey was carried
out using hand tools.

During the work, the entire subsurface area was explored. Instrumental recording,
photography, and drawing documentation were conducted at all stages. Site plans were drawn
up and their stratigraphy described. The sites and the exploration process were filmed remotely
using a DJI Mini 2 quadcopter. All recovered artifacts were processed in a laboratory, followed
by a comparative historical analysis.

Literature Review

The history of archaeological exploration in the region is linked to the beginning of geological
exploration in Northern Kazakhstan in the 18th and 19th centuries. Geological expeditions
searched for minerals, primarily copper, lead, and gold. They collected information about
mining sites from local populations. As a result, a large number of ancient mines, shafts, and
workings were mapped. Direct examination of the workings and mines in the 19th and early
20th centuries revealed that they were associated with gold mining. Subsequently, geologists
who inspected the workings, based on artifacts discovered near the workings and mines and
comparing them with excavation materials, concluded that the earliest of these belonged to the
Andronovo archaeological culture of the Bronze Age.

Based on the results of geological surveys in the vicinity of Burabay, four groups of placer
mines were identified, which began to be developed in the Bronze Age: 1) to the north of Lake
Maloye Chebachye; 2) to the north of Lake Bolshoe Chebachye; 3) in the basin of Lake Balpash
with the Sarybulak valley; 4) around Lakes Kopalykol and Karasor. Of these, the known workings
are Kokuzek |, II, Bulatshalkar, Zhuantobe, Zhanasu [, I, II], IV, Karasor I, I (Margulan 2001: 13-
14, 39).

The first professional excavations in Burabay are associated with B.N. Zhdanov and P..
Preobrazhensky, who conducted archaeological excavations at the Borovoe burial ground in
1927. The site was located on the northeastern outskirts of the village of the same name, on
the low bank of a lake. The burial ground consisted of 122 stone enclosures of various shapes.
Judging by the ceramic vessels and tools discovered in the burial structures, the burial ground
dated to the Late Bronze Age. In 1954, exploration of the Borovoe burial ground resumed.

An archaeological expedition from the Institute of History, Archaeology, and Ethnography
of the Academy of Sciences of the Kazakh SSR, led by K.A. Akishev and A. Orazbaev, explored
32 enclosures, 30 of which belonged to the Fyodorovo archaeological culture. In addition,
enclosures belonging to the Alakul and Sargary-Alekseyevka archaeological cultures were
investigated at the burial ground. A settlement belonging to the Sargary-Alekseyevka culture
(second half of the 2nd millennium BC) was discovered near the burial ground, and the Buyrek-
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kol burial ground, belonging to the Fyodorovo archaeological culture, was discovered in the
vicinity of the Burabay mountain forest massif (Orazbaev 1958: 216-294).

In the mid-20th century, S.S. Chernikov worked in the region. He focused on the major ancient
nonferrous metal mining center of Mynshukur-Stepnyak, located 50 km southeast of the Burabay
placers. The main center with workings in Mynshukur covers over 20 square kilometers. In the
southwest, the workings extend to Lake Saule, and in the northwest, to Lake Zhukey. Large-scale
ancient workings were located within the town of Stepnyak. They resembled enormous open-
pit mines developed along the strike of ore veins. Thick waste heaps up to several meters high
jutted out from the quarries' sides. The largest ancient quarry on the international vein was 150
meters long, 20 meters wide, with an open-pit depth of 6 meters, and an underground depth
of 18 meters or more. The ancient underground workings on the international vein consisted
of stopes 30 meters vertically deep and were completely exhausted during the Bronze Age.
Numerous mining and ore-crushing tools, hundreds of stone mortars, pestles, and fragments
of hand-molded ceramics have been found near ore crushing, beneficiation, and washing sites.
Traces of ancient miner and metallurgist camps have been discovered within the boundaries
of Stepnyak's main production center in the Kystaukaragay tract, near Lake Ashchikol, near the
Elizavetinsky mine near Lake Chelkar, and in the valley of the Kozhagulbulak Spring, 1.5 km
southwest of the main international vein. Gold panning sites have been identified 4 km east of
Stepnyak. In addition to gold mining, copper mining operations have been discovered in the
Stepnyak area. Oxidized ores such as malachite and azurite were mined. The majority of the
mine workings, based on the accompanying finds of metal tools, are attributed to the Sargara
culture, while a smaller portion belongs to the Fyodorovo culture (Margulan 2001: 41-42;
Chernikov 1948: 13-32).

For several decades thereafter, archaeologists' attention focused on other regions of
Kazakhstan. Only in 1981, following reconnaissance by the North Kazakhstan Archaeological
Expedition between Stepnyak and Burabay in the area of Lake Zhukei, were four groups of
burials discovered, which were identified as separate cemeteries. Two of these, Zhukei I and
Zhukei II, were studied. Based on ceramic material, the Zhukei II cemetery was dated to the
final stage of the Bronze Age and attributed to the Sargara culture. One complex in the Zhukei |
cemetery was associated with the Begazy-Dandybai culture of Central Kazakhstan (Martynyuk,
Zdanovich 1985: 142-152).

This was followed by a two-decade break, which ended with a series of archaeological
explorations. In the early 2000s, 11 new Eneolithic and Bronze Age sites were discovered: the
Blue Bay Eneolithic site; the Akylbay burial ground; the Zhanatalap enclosure; the Zhanatalap
[ burial ground; the Zhanatalap II burial ground; the Kotyrkol II burial ground; the Zhukey III
burial ground; the Zhukey VI burial ground; the Kyzyluyim [ burial ground; the Kyzyluyim Il burial
ground; the Shat VII enclosure. In 2019, the authors of this article monitored archaeological
sites in Burabay and its surrounding area. Two burial grounds were discovered near the village
of Ablaykhan: Kyzyltobe, Tazhegul, and the settlement of Zhumakay. The Kyzyltobe burial
ground and the settlement of Zhumakay were dated to the Bronze Age, while the Tazhegul
burial ground dates from the Bronze Age to the Middle Ages. West of the village of Madaniyat,
a Bronze Age settlement, Akkayin, was discovered, while east of Lake Saule, a Bronze Age
settlement and an ancient mining site were detected. Traces of metallurgy were located near
the Urumkay forestry enterprise. From 2019 to 2022, archaeological research was conducted

on five granite enclosures of the Kyzyl-Tobe burial ground (Nos. 9, 13, 27, 29, and 50). One of
the goals was to identify Bronze Age architectural traditions. Three enclosures - Nos. 9, 13, 27,
and 29 -contained burials according to the Fyodorovo burial rite. Enclosure No. 50 was found
to be a ritual and memorial site, without burials. From 2022 to 2024, research was conducted
on the Taskamal megalithic complex in the Burabay mountain forest. The monument had been
discovered by chance earlier, but its interpretation as a significant ancient cultural site occurred
during this period. The research determined that the Taskamal complex was built on a natural
ridge covered in pine forest, located between two marshy areas. The plan is a zigzag with
nearly right angles, consisting of three main linear sections. The two outer lines of the zigzag
are artificial stone structures made of granite blocks and slabs, oriented northwest-southeast.
On the north side, the northwestern wall is adjoined by an artificially constructed terrace with
a central rectangular platform and a long ramp. The wall is a megalithic masonry structure
consisting of a single row of dressed granite boulders and blocks. The total length of the wall is
304 meters. [t extends along a northwest-southeast axis. It occupies the crest of a natural ridge,
which extends along the same axis and slopes from southeast to northwest. All of the wall's
masonry is dry laid, with large boulders, blocks, and slabs tightly fitted together.

At 130 meters from the observation deck, where the ramp transitions to the open terrace,
a relief image of a bull or cow was found on the outer side of the wall. Based on a combination
of features, the monument was dated to the 3rd or late 3rd-2nd millennia BC (Yarygin et al.,
2024). The upper date quite naturally aligns the site with other monuments of the Fyodorovo,
Alakul, or Sargara-Alekseyevka cultures. Currently, based on all archaeological research in
the region, approximately 46 Late Bronze Age monuments - cemeteries, settlements, mines,
and workings - have been identified in Burabay and its environs, dating to the Bronze Age.
However, a possible reduction in the date to the 3rd millennium BC raised questions regarding
the builders' cultural interpretation.

Results

Preliminary results of a study of an Early Bronze Age enclosure, the materials from which
shed light on some issues concerning the origins of archaeological culture. The site is located 50
meters north of the Kara Bulaq Spring. The stone enclosure was identified by inconspicuous flat
stones that were closely packed together and carefully laid to form a fence. Before excavations,
only the western part was clearly visible, while the opposite side was heavily turfed. Nearby
were the ruins of another structure associated with Kazakh wintering sites. To fully enclose
the stone fence, a 16 x 14 m excavation pit was created; excavations were conducted in sectors,
each measuring 4 x 4 m. After removing the first layer and performing horizontal clearing at
the -0.20 m level, the entire structure was revealed. It was constructed of flat stones laid flat
and tightly fitted together. The architectural features and construction techniques used in the
fence's construction included the use of medium-sized, oblong-shaped natural stones, averaging
0.60 m in length. The stones were laid flat with their long sides facing each other, arranged
radially; when the circle was complete, the fence formed a perfect circle. In places, a second row
of masonry, constructed of flat slabs, was visible. The fence's diameter along the outer walls was
10.4 m. At the -0.30 m level, a second fence line was identified. It was also laid out of stones, but
had a rectangular plan, with its long sides oriented along the west-east axis and measured 4.8
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x 2.8 m. In the central area of the inner, second rectangular fence, a tombstone structure made
of broken stone was cleared. The rectangular tombstone structure measured 2.2 x 1.2 m. Its
long sides were oriented along the west-east axis, and it was constructed of broken stone; the
interior was entirely paved with stones (Fig. 2).

After the grave structure was recorded, it was dismantled. A grave spot measuring 2.8 x
1.55 m was discovered beneath it. Within the grave spot, a rectangular burial chamber with
rounded corners, measuring 2 x 1.1 m, was discovered, with its long axis-oriented northwest
- southeast. During excavation of the gravel pit, a square stone was found at the -0.40 m level
in the northwest corner, along with scattered human bones, bones of a sacrificial animal,
and fragments of ceramic vessel rims. At the -1.2 m level, in the bottom part of the gravel pit,
individual bones of a human skeleton were found. Judging by the undisturbed limb bones, the
deceased was buried in a crouched position on his right side, with his head facing west. Apart
from human bones, nothing else was found in the burial; it was most likely looted in ancient
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times. In the southeastern part, outside the enclosure, a small extension was excavated. It was
made of rectangular stones, oriented with its long axis along the west-east line, and measured
2.6 x 1.4 m.

Historical and cultural affiliation. According to preliminary data and several consistent criteria,
the site displays characteristics of the late Yamnaya archaeological culture. The topography and
arrangement of the burial structures correspond to a linear principle. The following features are
characteristic of this culture: a separate burial structure in the form of a stone enclosure was
constructed for each deceased individual; an individual burial chamber was in the center of the
enclosure. The enclosure was constructed using a wall-laying technique in which the masonry
is laid in horizontal rows, with the stones laid flat. At a later stage, multiple lines of enclosures
were constructed; in this case, the studied site had two stone enclosures: one outer, circular, and
the other, inner, square. Funerary practices included inhumation in a simple earthen pit. Judging
by the position of the human skeleton, the deceased was most likely laid on his back with his
knees raised. A fragment of the rim of a jar-shaped vessel with a high neck and a smooth profile
was discovered. Judging by the rim fragment, the ceramic vessel had thick walls, and the dough
was uneven at the fracture, with coarse-grained impurities clearly visible. The rim's surface is
covered with a single wide band of fluting, a precipitous molded ridge, and a design consisting
of prominent ribbed lines slanted to the right. As evidenced by the enclosure materials of the
Tazhygul burial ground, this monument was left by tribes who performed a post-funeral rite
involving the sacrifice of certain animals, with their bones buried outside the outer enclosure.

Fence No.2 (an extension to the main stone fence). The extension was discovered accidentally
during the exploration of the cultural layer and the structure of a Kazakh wintering hut.
Beneath a 0.70-meter-thick cultural layer, a stone embankment was discovered. The enclosure
is constructed of stone boulders arranged in a single row. The boulders are carefully matched
to each other and arranged in dense rows to form the lines of a rounded enclosure. In terms of
its construction technique, the large enclosure is identical to Mound No.1 (a stone enclosure)
at the Tazhygul burial ground. The stone embankment of the extension is round, 2 meters in
diameter, and 0.4 meters high. The foundation of the extension is composed of large stones,
and the central portion is filled with medium and small jagged stones. The architectural feature
of this embankment is that the outer line of the fence is made of stones installed vertically and
arranged radially, forming a circle along the outer border of the embankment. After clearing the
interior of the stone embankment, only the outer enclosure of the extension was left. Horizontal
clearing was performed in the central section, revealing a burial spot in the northern segment
of the enclosure at a depth of 1.10 m below the present-day ground surface. The rectangular
gravel pit, measuring 2 x 0.90 m, is oriented west to east with its long axis. The pit is filled with
a humus layer of soil. At a depth of 0.6 m below the ancient ground surface, the poorly preserved
skull and bones of a child, five to six years old, were discovered. Based on the surviving bones, it
can be assumed that the skeleton was flexed on its right side, with the head facing west (Fig. 3).
A rib and teeth of the buried child were removed for radiocarbon dating.

Discussions

The earliest site with a radiocarbon date is the settlement of Belkaragay I, located in
northwestern Kazakhstan (Kostanay Region). The site is located in the Belkaragay tract, on the
edge of a forest. The Belkaragay tract contains a sand quarry, in the central part of which a large
amount of excavated material was discovered on a flat surface. Beyond the sand quarry, 60
meters to the northeast, on the southern slope of a terrace, several dwelling pits arranged in a
row were identified. The dwelling pits are clearly visible on the surface; due to their depth in the
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dense forest, they are constructed according to a linear layout using honeycomb structures. The
streets run along a northwest-southeast axis, and a modern dirt road divides the settlement in
the central part. The dwelling pits are circular, measuring 3 x 4 meters; larger ones are also found,
and paired dwelling pits are common. The ceramic assemblage of the settlement is represented
by semi-ovoid vessels with sharp bottoms and straight or inwardly curved upper edges with
ridges on the inner surface. The ornamentation was applied using the techniques of incision,
retreating prick, and "walking” comb. There are fragments of ceramics whose production
technology is based on textiles; also, some fragments show traces of knocking on the vessel
walls, which were made with a spatula wrapped in string. The ornamentation on Belaragay
ceramics is applied with impressions of rope and serrated stamps, and pit indentations are also
common. The lithic inventory is represented primarily by a plate assemblage with a traditional
assortment: retouched blades, corner burins, notched blades, points, occasional geometric
microliths, end-scrapers on blades, scrapers on flakes, and double-sided worked dart and
arrowheads.

In 2023, two radiocarbon dates were obtained in two laboratories: 1) in the Vilnius
Radiocarbon laboratory: the calibration date for sigma 1 is the end of the 32nd - end of the 31st
century BC, for sigma 2 - the end of the 32nd - end of the 30th century BC; 2) in the 14C HRONO
laboratory of the Centre for Climate, Environment and Chronology at Queen's University Belfast:
the calibration date for sigma 1 is the end of the 34th - end of the 33rd century BC, for sigma 2 -
the end of the 34th - end of the 33rd century BC. Overall, it can be concluded that the settlement
was inhabited from the beginning of the 4th - 3rd millennium BC.

In the Turgai Trough, the settlement of Semiozernoe 2, whose materials are interpreted
as Sintashta-Petrovsk, can be considered an early site. The typology and classification of the
ceramic collection from Semiozernoe 2 have been compared with materials from the well-
known Arkaim site, suggesting a contemporaneous settlement and similar cultural traditions
(Evdokimov et al. 2016: 30-40).

To date, the results of new radiocarbon dates obtained from materials at the Kamysty
settlement are known. Based on the combined results of analyses of all established dates, the
site can be dated to the 17th century BC. Calibration radiocarbon dates obtained using the
AMS method from samples of the Khalvay 3 and 5 burial complexes are available, covering
the historical period of the 21st-19th centuries BC (Panyushkina 2015). The Bestamak burial
ground, radiocarbon dates for which were obtained using the OxCal 4.2.4 program using the
Intal_13 calibration curve and taking into account the total interval of all calibration dates,
are dated to the late 21st-15th centuries BC (Logvin 2019: 138). The burial inventory of the
Bestamak burial ground has analogues in the Sintashta burial ground, and the total interval of
the Sintashta calibrated dates covers the period 2010-1770 BC for sigma 1 and 2200-1650 BC
for sigma 2. The dates were obtained from samples from sites located in the Urals and the south
of Western Siberia (Molodin et al. 2014: 140).

To elucidate the historical processes that took place during the Early Bronze Age, sites studied
in northeastern and northern Kazakhstan are compared with archaeological sites in Western
Kazakhstan. Early Bronze Age sites in Western Kazakhstan are represented by Yamnaya culture
burials dating back to the 3rd millennium BC (Kushaev 1993). Yamnaya archaeological sites
were investigated on the left bank of the Ilek River, in the Shoktybay III burial mound (Chingirlau
district, West Kazakhstan region). A burial was discovered with a burial rite characteristic of the
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Yamnaya culture, and the use of ochre was also noted (Drozhevsky 2002: 45-52). A burial rite
using ochre was also recorded at another burial ground, Mamai [, located 7 km south of the
village of Kokterek (Khromtau district, Aktobe region). A human burial was excavated in burial
mound no. 3; the lower limbs, the area beneath them, and the bottom of the burial chamber
were covered with ochre. The grave goods included a pot-shaped vessel, a bronze dagger, and a
white marble mace pommel (Kushaev 1993).

Early Bronze Age burials have been investigated at the Kresty cemetery. Two burial mounds
here contain burials of the Yamnaya culture (Mound No.3, Burial 4; Mound No. 10, Burial 2).
In both cases, the human skeletons show traces of ochre filling; the buried individuals are
accompanied by richly ornamented egg-shaped and jar-shaped pots, bronze ornaments, and
stone tools. At the Ilekshar cemetery, located 2 km east of the village of Ulguli (Chingirlau
district, West Kazakhstan region), metal and bone objects were found in the materials from
Mound No.3, which clearly demonstrate the age, sex, and social structure of the Yamnaya
culture population (Gutsalov 2006). A series of radiocarbon dates was established based on
materials from the Kumsai I burial ground, which contains 168 enclosures. The radiocarbon
date, obtained from human bones and wood remains from the ceiling, was 4290 + 40 years ago
(Bisembayev et al. 2015: 368). Collective and individual burials of the Yamnaya culture were
studied at this site. The combined results of all analyses allow us to date this archaeological site
to the 3rd millennium BC (Bisembayev et al. 2016: 103-109).

Overall, the Early Bronze Age sites studied in Western Kazakhstan span the chronological
range from the 3rd millennium BC to the early 2nd millennium BC (Kushaev 1993). The events
that occurred within a single historical space - from the western to the eastern regions of
Kazakhstan during the 3rd millennium BC - are well illustrated by anthropological materials
from Western Kazakhstan sites. Analysis of craniological collections from the Shoktybay III,
Kumsai, and Zhirenkop burial grounds revealed that the skulls and individual human bones,
possessing distinct morphological characteristics, belonged to representatives of the Yamnaya
and Afanasevo cultures (Khokhlov, Kitov 2012: 70).

The identified and studied Early Bronze Age sites in Kazakhstan are interconnected, on
the one hand, with Eastern European and, on the other, with Southern Siberian complexes.
According to calibrated radiocarbon dating, in the first half of the 3rd millennium BC, the
territories of eastern Kazakhstan, Altai, and southern Siberia were inhabited by tribes of the
Afanasevo archaeological culture (Gorsdorf et al. 1998). From the west, tribes of the Yamnaya
archaeological culture - representatives of the Circumpontic metallurgical province - advanced
and migrated.

Conclusion

Radiocarbon dating was conducted in the 14C HRONO laboratory of the Centre for Climate,
Environment and Chronology at Queen's University Belfast: the calibration date for sigma 1 is
the late 32nd to late 31st centuries BC, and for sigma 2, the late 32nd to late 31st centuries BC.
Overall, the materials from the Tazhygul burial ground can be dated to the second half of the 3rd
millennium BC. According to preliminary data, signs of the ancient Yamnaya culture have been
detected in this area for the first time. In light of new archaeological discoveries in northern
Kazakhstan, the migration routes and eastward expansion of the Yamnaya culture tribes can be
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traced. This is evidenced by sites such as the Belkaragay settlement in the Kostanay region, the
Tazhygul burial ground in the Akmola region, and the Shiderti settlement and burial ground in
the Pavlodar region. The materials and burial rites find parallels in the Yamnaya culture. This
is also consistent with the absolute chronology obtained through radiocarbon dating, which
covers the second half and the end of the 3rd millennium BC. Analysis of metal objects found in
the cultural layers of Afanasievo archaeological sites revealed that the metal contained arsenic,
most likely obtained through alloying during ore smelting. The presence of rare silver jewelry
in the Afanasievo complexes of the Minusinsk Basin is also noteworthy (Grushin et al. 2006:
23). All these data point to the emergence and development of mining and metallurgy in this
area. As noted previously, new evidence indicates the penetration of populations associated
with the ancient Yamnaya archaeological culture and possessing mining and metallurgy skills
into the northern regions of Kazakhstan from the west. In other words, these new tribes arrived
from the Circumpontic metallurgical province. Sites belonging to the Afanasievo archaeological
culture have been identified in the northeast. The comparability of the parameters of Afanasievo
metallurgy with those of the Yamnaya culture allows us to unequivocally assign the Afanasievo
culture to the Early Bronze Age. Accordingly, the sites discovered in northern Kazakhstan, which
have parallels with both archaeological cultures, should be considered within the context of the
general historical processes occurring in the region.

Archaeological materials and radiocarbon dating results currently confirm that the Early
Bronze Age in Northern Kazakhstan spanned the early second half of the 3rd millennium BC to the
turn of the 3rd and 2nd millennia BC. To avoid terminological confusion regarding concepts such
as post-Botai, pre-Andronovo, Vishnevsky, Shiderty, and so on, we propose classifying all sites
dating from the second half of the 3rd millennium BC to the 20th century BC as Early Bronze Age
sites. As mentioned above, the Early Metal Age in Northern Kazakhstan begins in the second half
of the 3rd millennium BC, with the development of copper: copper alloying with arsenic occurred,
and it was during this period that the plate technique of metalworking emerged.

The next important issue is the chronology of Late Bronze Age archaeological sites. Based on
the analysis of new materials, a series of radiocarbon dates has been obtained, with the lower
dating reaching the 18th century BC. The question of determining the upper dating remains
open, and in this regard, the materials from the Tazhygul burial ground are relevant, as they
may shed light on the understanding and solution of this problem.

Thus, materials fromssitesin the Burabay district of Northern Kazakhstan are of key importance
in the study of Early Bronze and Late Bronze Age sites. Continuing comprehensive research
using natural science methods is a priority. At this level of research, typology and classification
of burial structures and artifacts - material culture objects - are being conducted; radiocarbon
dating plays an important role. These practical scientific procedures make it possible to expand
the evidence of the material and spiritual achievements of prehistoric society and determine
the content, level of social development, and internal chronology of archaeological cultures of
the Early and Late Bronze Age.

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Two Chagatai Mausoleums in the Trans-Ili Alatau (Based on Archaeological
Research)

Abstract. The article talks about two medieval mausoleums in Ile Alatau (Trans-Ili
Alatau), the images (drawing of one and photograph of the second) of which, dating
from the beginning of the 20th century, were accidentally published in the book. Until
now, these mausoleums have not attracted the attention of researchers. The article
provides an architectural description of mausoleums, describes their similarity to each
other, and provides a comparative analysis with other mausoleums in neighboring regions,
such as the mausoleum of Tugluk Timur and Kumbez Manas. It has been established that
both mausoleums belong to the same architectural style; the features of their construction
are compared with similar monuments of the Golden Horde era. The medieval Chagatai
mausoleums of Tekturmas and Dauitbek in the city of Taraz are described. The study of
both mausoleums makes a great contribution to the study of the medieval architecture of
the region. These mausoleums not only fill in the gaps in the study of the medieval period of
the region, but at the same time prove the existence of their own traditions in the Chagatai
architectural art. The influence of the Chagatai mausoleums of the region on the Kazakh
funerary architecture has also been established. In particular design of local tomb structures
was influenced by Chagatai mausoleums, leading to the emergence of portal-dome
structures. However, the impact of this phenomenon was not found to be considerable. The
presence of this architectural style was most notable in regions where Chagatai mausoleums
were prevalent, while throughout the Ili Alatau, the tradition of constructing multifaceted
mausoleums prevailed. The article also discusses the local architectural tradition, typology,
and origin of Kazakh tombstones. The grave structures of the Trans-Ili Alatau of the 19th-
early 20th century are very diverse. The most common type is simple — shaped tombstone
mounds consisting of rounded stones mixed with clay. One of the most common types of
burials on the territory of Zhambyl region is large rectangular family fences. With regard
to architectural features, the 19th century witnessed the prevalence of rectangular and
hexagonal (on occasion, octagonal or heptagonal) mausoleums characterised by domes
within the region. A notable example of this architectural style is the prevalence of
dome-on-cube mausoleums in the Zhambyl region, which are characterised by a dome
resting on a rectangular base. There are also mausoleums with portals, which are clearly
visible in photographs from the beginning of the 20th century. Polygonal (or polyhedral)
mausoleums are the most widespread in Kegen and Rayymbek districts. Rectangular
or hexagonal wooden tombstones are also occasionally found. It is known that many
burials built of trees burned down during frequent steppe fires, as information has been
preserved among the local population. The polygonality of the Kazakh graves of the Trans-
[li Alatau indicates that they originally had a wooden base.

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Development of Bilateral Relations Between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan
in 1993-2013
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Abstract. In the period from 1993 to 2013, relations between the Republic of Azerbaijan
and the Republic of Kazakhstan developed steadily based on historical, cultural, and
linguistic commonality, mutual respect, and strategic interests. The states in question,
which became independent after the collapse of the USSR, built their bilateral ties,
simultaneously forming an independent foreign policy identity and strengthening their
positions in the international arena. Cooperation in the energy sector acquired special
significance in bilateral relations. The signing of an agreement on cooperation in the
oil and gas industry in 1996, as well as the 2006 agreement on the transportation of
Kazakh oil through the Caspian Sea and the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan oil pipeline, became
breakthrough steps in bilateral relations. Kazakhstan received a reliable route for the
exportofitshydrocarbons,and Azerbaijanreceivedastrategicpartnerinthe development
of its transit infrastructure. The article analyzes the development of bilateral relations
between the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Kazakhstan in the period from
1993 to 2013. The key stages of cooperation in the political, economic, energy, and
humanitarian spheres are considered. Based on the study of diplomatic initiatives and
economic indicators, the main factors that contributed to the development of mutually
beneficial cooperation and the formation of a solid base for further interaction between
the two countries are identified. The article highlights the main achievements and
significant agreements that laid the foundation for further strategic interaction in the
21st century. The work uses the methods of comparative historical analysis, a systems
approach, as well as elements of content analysis of official documents and speeches. The
analysis of bilateral relations is based on the study of political, economic, and cultural
aspects of cooperation between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan, with the involvement of both
official sources and scientific literature. The work analyzes the key interstate treaties
between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan, which made it possible to identify the legal basis
and institutional mechanisms for cooperation between the two countries. In conclusion,
it is emphasized that relations between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan in the period under
review were characterized by stable growth and deepening of multi-level interaction,
which created a solid foundation for a long-term mutually beneficial alliance. Prospects
for further development of the partnership are associated with the implementation of
joint infrastructure and energy projects, as well as with strengthening coordination on
topical issues of regional security and sustainable development. Thus, Azerbaijan and
Kazakhstan continue to form a model of constructive cooperation based on common
interests, historical and cultural ties.

Introduction

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of
Kazakhstan, which became independent states, began to form bilateral relations on a new
basis. The period 1993-2013 covers two decades, during which the interaction between the two
countries developed in political, economic, cultural, and humanitarian spheres. Both states are
united not only by common historical and cultural roots, but also by strategic interests within
the framework of such international organizations as the Commonwealth of Independent States,
the Organization of the Islamic Conference, the International Organization of Turkic Culture
and others.

At the same time, external factors had a significant impact on the nature and dynamics of
Azerbaijan-Kazakhstan relations. Russia, maintaining the status of the most important player
in the post-Soviet space, sought to keep both Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan in the sphere of its
political and economic influence. Through the mechanisms of the CIS, the CSTO (for Kazakhstan),
and energy cooperation, Moscow influenced the strategic decisions of both countries, especially
in matters of energy exports and regional security.

In the period under review, China gradually increased its presence in Central Asia and
the South Caucasus, promoting initiatives in the transport, logistics and energy sectors. For
Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan, Beijing became an alternative partner interested in developing
transit routes and energy projects, which contributed to the intensification of interaction
between the two states in the sphere of East-West transport corridors.

On the contrary, the European Union showed interest in the South Caucasus and Central Asia
primarily through the prism of energy security and diversification of hydrocarbon supplies. For
Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan, this opened up opportunities to strengthen cooperation within the
framework of the Trans-Caspian Transport Route project, as well as attract investment in the
energy sector. The EU also promoted the development of humanitarian ties and educational
programs, which indirectly stimulated interaction between the two countries. Thus, in 1993-
2013, bilateral relations between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan were formed not only based on
domestic needs and common historical and cultural ties, but also under the influence of external
factors. Russia sought to maintain its dominance, China strengthened its economic presence
and transport initiatives, and the EU acted as a source of investment and a partner in the energy
sector. All this together contributed to the fact that Baku and Astana sought a balance between
the interests of external actors and their own strategic priorities, which gave their interaction a
multi-layered and flexible nature.

The relevance of this topic is due to the need to analyze the dynamics of Azerbaijani-Kazakh
cooperation in the context of post-Soviet transformation and the search for new forms of
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regional interaction. The purpose of the article is a comprehensive review of the key stages and
directions of bilateral relations between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan in 1993-2013.

Materials and methods

The methodological basis of the study is the historical-chronological and comparative-legal
methods, allowing for tracing the evolution of bilateral relations and identifying key stages
of the institutionalization of partnership. The use of content analysis of official sources made
it possible to identify the main vectors of foreign policy interaction between the two states.
Particularly important documents are analyzed in their legal context, taking into account the
political situation of the period under consideration.

Literature Review

The study uses bilateral agreements and official documents reflecting the main stages of
cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Azerbaijan in 1993-2013.
Key sources include the Treaty on Strategic Partnership and Allied Relations (Key sources
include the Treaty on Strategic 2005), which establishes the political basis for interaction, and
the Nakhchivan Agreement (Nakhchivan Agreement 2009), which confirmed the desire to
deepen integration within the Turkic-speaking states.

Considerable attention is paid to energy relations, primarily the Agreement on Oil
Transportation through the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan System (Primarily the Agreement on Oil
Transportation 2006) and the Agreement on Cooperation in the Oil and Gas Industry (the
Agreement on Cooperation in the Oil 1997), which became the basis for energy partnership.
Issues of the legal regime of the Caspian Sea are covered in the agreements on the delimitation
of the Caspian seabed (Caspian Sea are covered 2001, 2003) and the joint statement of the
presidents (1996).

Economic and transport cooperation is analyzed based on the agreements of 1993, as well as
documents regulating scientific, technical, humanitarian and social cooperation - in particular,
agreements in the field of health care, youth policy, science, pension provision and visa-free
travel of citizens. Thus, the analyzed sources and empirical data contribute to the formation of a
holistic and deeply reasoned idea of the process of institutionalization and strengthening of the
legal and political foundations of bilateral cooperation between the Republic of Azerbaijan and
the Republic of Kazakhstan in the considered chronological period.

Results and discussion

Being geostrategically located in the Caucasus region, Azerbaijan maintains multifaceted
and mutually beneficial relations with the Central Asian states, which are manifested in various
areas of interstate interaction - including historical and cultural heritage, economic cooperation,
political dialogue and other forms of interregional partnership. These relations are based not
only on a common Turkic identity, but also on centuries-old traditions of cooperation, similar
mentalities and mutual interests. Azerbaijan has become a key participant in projects aimed
at transporting oil, gas and other goods from Central Asia to Europe. Important international
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corridors, such as the Trans-Caspian route, which connects China, Central Asian countries and
Europe, pass through its territory. This turns Azerbaijan into an important transit country and
a strategic partner for the states of the region.

A common Turkic cultural foundation contributes to the rapprochement of peoples. In this
context, the Organization of Turkic States, of which both Azerbaijan and a number of Central
Asian countries are members, plays an active role. Regular meetings, forums, educational and
cultural exchanges contribute to strengthening mutual understanding and friendship between
peoples.

[t should be noted that the Organization of Turkic States is an international association of
Turkic-speaking countries, the purpose of which is to strengthen cooperation in the political,
economic, cultural and humanitarian spheres. The organization was established on October 3,
2009, by the Nakhichevan Agreement signed between Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and
Turkey in Nakhichevan. The main operational goals and objectives of the Cooperation Council
of Turkic Speaking States are defined by the Nakhichevan Agreement and are as follows:

e strengthening mutual trust between the parties;

e establishing peace in the region and the world;

 developing common positions on foreign policy issues;

e coordinating actions in the fight against international terrorism, separatism, extremism
and transnational crime;

e strengthening regional and bilateral cooperation in all areas of mutual interest;

e creating favorable conditions for trade and investment;

e striving for comprehensive and balanced economic growth, social and cultural development;

 expanding interactions in the fields of science, technology, education and culture;

e encouraging interaction between the media, as well as the exchange of information on a
wider scale;

e strengthening cooperation in the field of law and facilitating the exchange of legal
information (Nakhchivan Agreement on the Establishment of the Cooperation Council of Turkic
Speaking States 2009).

Established based on common historical heritage, linguistic and cultural unity, the
organization plays an increasingly prominent role in the Eurasian space. The organization
includes Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Turkey and Uzbekistan as full members. This
organization plays an importantrole in preserving and popularizing the Turkic cultural heritage.
Forums, festivals, and conferences aimed at developing a common cultural space are regularly
held. Student exchange programs, joint educational projects contribute to the formation of a
new generation that understands the importance of the unity of the Turkic world.

President of the Republic of Azerbaijan [Tham Aliyev has repeatedly emphasized the strategic
importance of the integration of the Turkic countries. After the Second Karabakh War, the
role of Azerbaijan increased significantly: the country strengthened its authority and became
an example of successful defense of territorial integrity, which found support among Turkic
partners.

Kazakhstan is a country in Central Asia, possessing enormous natural resources and
occupying an important geopolitical position between Europe and Asia. As one of the largest
post-Soviet republics, Kazakhstan is actively developing its economy, transport infrastructure
and international cooperation. After gaining state independence in the early 1990s, the Republic
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of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Kazakhstan began to purposefully build sustainable bilateral
relations based on the common historical and cultural heritage and similar strategic interests
in the political, economic and humanitarian areas of interstate interaction. These relations
gradually turned into a strategic partnership, important for the stability and development of
the region.

The foundations of the long-term strategy of bilateral cooperation between the Republic of
Azerbaijan and the Republic of Kazakhstan were formed with the direct participation of the
national leader of Azerbaijan, Heydar Aliyev and the First President of Kazakhstan, Nursultan
Nazarbayev. Possessing strategic political thinking, as well as a deep understanding of the
historical and cultural community of the peoples of the two countries, these statesmen played
a key role in the formation of a sustainable conceptual and institutional basis for Azerbaijan-
Kazakhstan cooperation.

The official establishment of diplomatic relations between the Republic of Azerbaijan
and the Republic of Kazakhstan took place on August 30, 1992, marking the beginning of an
institutionalized interstate dialogue. In January 1993, the Embassy of the Republic of Kazakhstan
began to function in Azerbaijan, and in March 2004, the diplomatic mission of Azerbaijan in
Kazakhstan was opened. A significant step in expanding the bilateral diplomatic presence
was the opening of the Consulate General of the Republic of Azerbaijan in the city of Aktau
in September 2008. After gaining independence, several agreements were signed between
Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan in various areas of activity. Below, we will consider some of them. On
February 24, 1993, the "Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan and
the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan on the Basic Principles of Relations in the Field
of Transport" was signed. The parties agreed to ensure conditions for the unimpeded passage of
vehicles, with the exception of goods prohibited by law, transportation and safety of goods and
products of the parties on their territory, including those in transit to third countries, as well
as for the pumping of gas through transport communications located on their administrative
territories. A similar procedure is established for the use of waterways and airspace by sea and
aircraft of the contracting parties. The procedure for control over transit goods, as well as the
collection of customs duties and other customs issues, is determined by the customs services
of the contracting parties in separate agreements (Agreement between the Government of
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on the Basic
Principles of Relations in the Field of Transport, 1993).

On February 24, 1993, the two republics also signed the “Agreement on the Principles of Trade
and Economic Cooperation.” This was one of the first official documents that laid the foundation
for the formation of bilateral economic ties between the two newly independent states. The
purpose of the agreement was to create a legal basis for sustainable and mutually beneficial
economic cooperation. It defined the general principles of cooperation, such as equality, mutual
benefit, non-interference in internal affairs, and respect for the national legislation of the parties.
The main focus was on issues of developing trade, expanding economic ties, creating favorable
conditions for investment, and ensuring access to each other’s markets (Agreement on the
Principles of Trade and Economic Cooperation between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the
Republic of Azerbaijan for 1993, 1993). During the official visit of the President of the Republic
of Kazakhstan, Nursultan Nazarbayev, to the Republic of Azerbaijan on September 16, 1996, the
Joint Statement of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Kazakhstan on the Caspian
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Sea was signed, reflecting the consolidated position of the parties on key aspects of the Caspian
problem. The document emphasized the priority and urgency of developing the international
legal status of the Caspian Sea. Particular attention was paid to the need to ensure the activities
of the Caspian states in accordance with the norms and principles of the UN Charter, to preserve
the Caspian region as an area of peace, good neighborliness and mutual respect, as well as the
need to delimit the water area. The parties agreed that the right to navigation in the Caspian Sea
should belong exclusively to the coastal states. (Joint Statement on the Caspian Sea, adopted by
the Presidents of Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan, 1996).

On September 16, 1996, the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Government
of the Republic of Kazakhstan signed an intergovernmental agreement regulating interaction in
the field of pension provision, aimed at forming the legal and organizational bases for bilateral
cooperation in the field of social protection of citizens. This document became an important
step in the development of bilateral relations between the two post-Soviet states, striving to
ensure social protection of citizens living or previously working in each other’s territory. The
agreement provided for the coordination of actions in the field of appointment and payment of
pensions to persons with work experience in both countries. The main goal was to preserve the
pension rights of citizens, regardless of the change of residence after the collapse of the Soviet
Union. This meant that the labor achievements of citizens in one country were recognized in the
other, and pension provision was carried out, taking into account their total work experience.
The signing of this agreement reflects the desire of Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan to mutually
respect the rights of their citizens and strengthen social justice. It also became a model for
other countries of the CIS, showing how joint work in the field of social policy is possible in
the context of new state borders and independent social security systems. Thus, the 1996
agreement became an important element in the development of the post-Soviet legal space,
contributing to the protection of workers' rights and the strengthening of friendly relations
between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan (Agreement between the Government of the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on cooperation in the field of
pension provision, 1996).

On September 16, 1996, within the framework of strengthening strategic ties between
the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Kazakhstan, an important intergovernmental
Agreement on Cooperation in the Oil and Gas Industry was signed. This agreement became a key
stage in the development of an energy partnership between the two countries, which have rich
hydrocarbon resources. The purpose of the document was to create favorable conditions for the
joint development, processing and transportation of oil and gas, as well as the development of
the infrastructure necessary for the export of Kazakhstan's resources to international markets.
The agreement was of particular importance for Kazakhstan, which sought to diversify its oil
exportroutes, using the territory of Azerbaijan as a transit corridor. Within the framework of the
agreement, the parties agreed to exchange experience and technology, attract investment and
implement joint projects in the oil and gas sector. This subsequently gave impetus to practical
cooperation, including the use of Baku infrastructure and Kazakhstan's participation in the Baku-
Tbilisi-Ceyhan oil pipeline project, which significantly strengthened the energy integration of
the region. This agreement laid a solid foundation for sustainable energy cooperation between
Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan, opening up new opportunities for their interaction within the
Caspian region and in the global energy market (Agreement between the Government of the
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Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on cooperation in
the oil and gas industry, 1996). On the same day, the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan
and the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan signed the Agreement on Cooperation in the
Field of Youth and Sports. This document became an important element in the development
of humanitarian cooperation between the two fraternal states, which were just beginning to
form their foreign and domestic policies in the post-Soviet period. The agreement provided
for interaction in such key areas as support for youth initiatives, development of mass and
professional sports, exchange of delegations, holding joint events, forums, competitions and
educational programs. The main goal of the agreement was to strengthen ties between the youth
of Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan, foster a sense of mutual understanding, friendship and solidarity
between the younger generations of the two countries. In the sports sphere, the document
opened up opportunities for holding joint training camps, exchanging experience between
coaches, and athletes participating in international tournaments under the auspices of bilateral
cooperation. This, in turn, contributed to the growth of sports skills and the popularization of
a healthy lifestyle among young people (Agreement between the Government of the Republic
of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on cooperation in the field of
youth and sports, 1996).

On October 22, 1999, the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Government of
the Republic of Kazakhstan signed the Agreement on Cooperation in Healthcare and Medical
Science. The Agreement provided for a wide range of areas of cooperation: exchange of
experience in organizing health care, joint scientific research, training and advanced training
of medical personnel, exchange of medical technologies and information. Particular attention
was paid to issues of prevention and control of socially significant diseases, development of
pharmaceuticals,and introduction of modern diagnosticand therapeuticmethods. Thedocument
became a platform for the development of practical interaction between medical institutions,
research institutes and educational organizations of both countries. This contributed not
only to improving the quality of medical care but also to deepening scientific ties, expanding
international cooperation in the field of medicine. (Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on cooperation in
health care and medical science, 1999).

On November 29,2001, the Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan
and the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan on Limiting the Delimitation of the Caspian
Sea Bed was signed in Moscow. This document became an important milestone in the process of
legal regulation of issues related to the use of the natural resources of the Caspian Sea — a unique
inland water body rich in oil, gas and biological resources. The document enshrined the principles
according to which the delimitation of the seabed is carried outalong the "medianline" agreed upon
on the basis of international law and practice. This made it possible to clearly determine which
sections of the seabed belong to each of the parties, which provided a legal basis for the further
development of oil and gas fields such as Kashagan and Kyapaz. The signing of the agreement
became a significant step towards the formation of a stable legal basis for the interaction of the
Caspian states. It also demonstrated the political will of Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan to peacefully
resolve territorial disputes and share natural resources (Agreement between the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the Republic of Azerbaijan on the Delimitation of the Seabed of the Caspian Sea
between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Azerbaijan, 2001).
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On February 27, 2003, in the context of striving to deepen good-neighborly relations and
ensure regional stability in the Caspian Basin, the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of
Kazakhstan signed the "Protocol to the Agreement on the Delimitation of the Seabed of the
Caspian Sea". This document was a significant continuation and specification of the agreement
concluded earlier in 2001, aimed at legally recording the principles of delimitation of the
seabed between the two states. The Protocol established the precise geographic coordinates
and technical parameters of the delimitation line, which was critical for the development and
rational use of the hydrocarbonresources of the region. In the absence of a universal international
legal regime for the Caspian Sea at that time, the bilateral agreements between Azerbaijan and
Kazakhstan served as an example of pragmatic diplomacy based on the principles of mutual
respect and consensus. The document provided legal certainty in matters of jurisdiction over
natural resources, which contributed to attracting foreign investment and developing specific
projects in the oil and gas sector. It also strengthened trust between the two countries and
became part of a broader process to establish a legal regime for the Caspian Sea (Protocol to
the Agreement between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Azerbaijan on the
Delimitation of the Caspian Sea Bed between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of
Azerbaijan, 2003).

The course laid down by the national leader, Heydar Aliyev, was continued and developed
by the current President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, [lham Aliyev, who came to power in
October 2003. He maintained priorities aimed at strengthening the sovereignty of Azerbaijan,
developing international cooperation and expanding economic ties. [lham Aliyev paid special
attention to developing relations with neighboring states, including Kazakhstan, which
contributed to the formation of a strong strategic partnership and strengthened the role of
Azerbaijan in the international arena. Under his leadership, Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan began
to build a strong strategic alliance based on mutual trust, common interests and support in
various areas - from energy and economics to security and culture. On March 1, 2004, during
the official state visit of the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan, [lTham Aliyev, to the Republic
of Kazakhstan, the "Declaration on Friendly Relations and Strategic Partnership" was signed
between the two countries. This document was a fundamental step in the process of deepening
and institutionalizing bilateral relations, accompanied by the signing of a set of related
agreements aimed at expanding cooperation in various areas of interaction.

The main provisions of the declaration are as follows:

e Commitment to expand bilateral and multilateral cooperation, including the fight against
international terrorism, drug trafficking, organized crime, human trafficking and arms
trafficking;

e Confirmation of the same political support for the principles of sovereignty, integrity of
borders and non-use of force, especially within the framework of the Caspian settlement;

e Intention to deepen cooperation in the field of defense, military-technical sphere and
national security;

« Striving to develop transport, economic and energy infrastructure, including participation
in the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan projects and the construction of new export routes;

« Strengthening the role of the Caspian region as a zone of peace and stability;

e Agreements on cooperation in science, technology, culture, government communications
and civil aviation were also concluded
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Asaresult of signing the 2004 declaration, a powerful legal framework and strategic direction
for Azerbaijani-Kazakh cooperation were formed: from security and transport to science and
culture. On March 1, 2004, the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Government
of the Republic of Kazakhstan signed the “Agreement on Scientific and Technical Cooperation”.
This was an important milestone on the path to strengthening cooperation in the field of
science, innovation and technological development.” This document became part of a broader
program of strategic interaction between the two countries aimed at joint progress in high-
tech and knowledge-intensive industries. This document envisaged the institutionalization
and development of cooperative research initiatives, ensuring the exchange of scientific and
technical information, organizing and holding specialized conferences and symposia, as well
as joint training of highly qualified scientific personnel. In addition, emphasis was placed on
integrating the results of scientific developments into economic practice. Particular importance
was attached to applied research in priority areas, including energy, ecology, agriculture,
information technology and medical sciences. (Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan on scientific and
technical cooperation, 2004). On May 24, 2005, the "Agreement on strategic partnership and
allied relations between the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Republic of Kazakhstan" was signed
in Baku, which was a key stage in the evolution of bilateral relations, marking the transition to
a new qualitative level of interaction in the political, economic, military-technical and cultural
areas of cooperation. One of the fundamental articles of the agreement is the article devoted to
strengthening political cooperation. It enshrines the principle of regular exchange of opinions
on issues of regional and international policy, which helps to harmonize the positions of both
countries in the international arena. This significantly increases the effectiveness of their joint
efforts in solving global and regional problems.

An important provision is the article devoted to security and defense issues. The treaty
provides for mutual support in the event of a threat to national security, coordination of actions
in the fight against terrorism, extremism and other challenges. This reflects the high level of
trust between the countries and their desire to ensure peace and stability in the region.

Economic cooperation occupies an equally important place in the treaty. The relevant
articles stipulate the development of trade and economic ties, cooperation in the field of energy,
transport, investment and technology. Participation in joint projects and initiatives is aimed at
achieving sustainable economic growth and improving the standard of living of the population
of both countries.

Particular attention is paid to cultural and humanitarian exchange. The treaty provides for
measures to develop educational programs, scientific cooperation, as well as the preservation of
common historical and cultural traditions. This strengthens mutual understanding and creates
favorable conditions for a long-term partnership.

Finally, the final articles stipulate the mechanisms for implementing the treaty, resolving
possible disputes and ensuring its long-term effectiveness. These norms ensure stability and
predictability of bilateral relations, which is the key to their successful development (Agreement
on Strategic Partnership and Allied Relations between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the
Republic of Azerbaijan 2005).

On June 16, 2006, a significant agreement was concluded between the Republic of Azerbaijan
and the Republic of Kazakhstan aimed at supporting and ensuring the transportation of Kazakh
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oil through the Caspian Sea and the territory of Azerbaijan using the strategic Baku-Thbilisi-
Ceyhan oil pipeline. This document played a key role in deepening the energy partnership and
providing Kazakhstan with access to global oil markets, significantly strengthening the regional
infrastructure for the cross-border transportation of hydrocarbon resources. (Agreement
between the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Republic of Azerbaijan on Support and Facilitation
of Oil Transportation from the Republic of Kazakhstan through the Caspian Sea and the Territory
of the Republic of Azerbaijan to International Markets via the Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan System 2006).

On October 2, 2009, the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Government of
the Republic of Kazakhstan signed the “Agreement on Mutual Visa-Free Travel of Citizens”. The
agreement provided for the possibility for citizens of both countries to visit the territory of the
other party without obtaining a visa for a certain period of time, usually up to 30 or 90 days
(depending on the specific provisions of the agreement). This innovation significantly simplified
the movement of people, contributed to the development of tourism, business contacts,
educational and cultural exchange, as well as the strengthening of ties between families with
roots in both countries.

The visa-free regime also opened up additional opportunities for expanding economic
cooperation, especially in the field of small and medium-sized businesses, since entrepreneurs
received more freedom to travel and establish partnerships (Agreement between the
Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the Republic of Azerbaijan
on Mutual Visa-Free Travel of Citizens 2009).

On October 20, 2011, the two countries signed the “Agreement on the Mutual Provision of
Land Plots for the Construction of Buildings of Diplomatic Missions”. This document became
an important component of the development of official and institutional relations between the
two states, securing a high level of trust and strategic partnership. According to the agreement,
each party committed to providing the other party, on a reciprocal basis, with a land plot on its
territory for the construction of embassy buildings, consulates or other diplomatic institutions
(Agreement between the Government of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the Government of the
Republic of Azerbaijan on the mutual provision of land plots for the construction of diplomatic
missions 2011). This decision created a legal and property basis for the long-term presence of
diplomatic missions and their full-fledged functioning in the capitals of the two countries.

Conclusion

Research shows that there are great prospects for the development of relations between
Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan. Currently, Azerbaijan, whichis one of the key participantsin ensuring
the energy security of the European continent, occupies a strategically important position as a
transit state and a reliable partner in the dialogue between the East and the West, including the
countries of Central Asia. Based on current trends, it is highly probable to predict the further
expansion of international cooperation of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the strengthening of
its significant role in regional and interregional geopolitical and economic processes.

The historical period from 1993 to 2013 became for Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan a time of
formation and strengthening of a multifaceted partnership based on mutual respect, common
interests and historical ties. Joint efforts in various areas allowed both countries not only to
strengthen their positions in the international arena but also to contribute to the development
of stability and prosperity in the region.
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Over twenty years (1993-2013), relations between Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan have
become an example of sustainable, good-neighborly and strategically verified cooperation.
Both countries managed not only to maintain warm historical ties, but also to translate them
into specific economic, political and cultural projects. Their partnership became an important
factor in stability and development in the Caspian region and within the Turkic world. Thus,
bilateral relations during this period laid a solid foundation for further expansion of strategic
cooperation in the 21st century.

After 2013, the prospects of Azerbaijani-Kazakh relations are determined by their common
interests in energy, transport, regional security and the cultural sphere. In the context of the
transformation of the world system and new challenges, both states strive to strengthen the
strategic partnership, which can become a support for the entire Turkic-speaking integration
and development of the Eurasian region.
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Abstract. In the 1920s, the Soviet state faced a very serious socio-economic phenomenon
- mass unemployment, caused by a number of reasons. Throughout the 1920s, the
number of unemployed people grew annually, and by the end of the period under review,
it reached 1.7 million people. In 1929, the situation became even more acute due to
the collectivisation that began in the country and, as a consequence, the aggravation
of the food problem and another massive influx of peasants into the cities. By the end
of the decade, unemployment had become stagnant. In 1927, the state took some
measures that created obstacles for certain categories of the population in their search
for work. The rejection of economic factors in regulating the labour market in favour
of administrative methods, food, material, domestic and other difficulties turned the
multimillion-dollar reserve army of labour into a disloyal group of people, which was
characterised by protest behaviour, which became acute in certain regions of the USSR.
In addition, according to OGPU employees, labour exchanges posed a particular danger,
as they concentrated large crowds of people daily. To prevent various kinds of protests,
the unemployed were under special attention of the OGPU bodies, whose responsibilities
included, among other things, informing about the moods of people without work. For this
purpose, the Chekists monthly compiled memorandums about the moods, statements, and
ideas of this target group. This work introduces for the first time into scientific circulation
an operational summary dated June 15, 1929, stored in the State Archive of the Novosibirsk
Region in the fund of the Labour Department of the Executive Committee of the West Siberian
Regional Council of Workers, Peasants’, and Red Army Deputies. The purpose of the work is
to show the moods and behaviour of the unemployed in the Siberian region in mid-1929, i.e,
during the first five-year plan, when for the first time in the 1920s, the demand for labour
exceeded its supply, but the problem was not overcome. Based on the memorandum, which
provides rich material for study, an attempt is made to identify the spectrum of public moods,
to consider the cumulative factors that influenced the formation of the moods and behaviour
of the unemployed in the Siberian region. Due to the published memorandum, it is possible
to analyse the attitude of the unemployed population towards the country’s leadership,
towards the activities carried out in the country, including collectivisation, models of protest
against the authorities, etc. It is concluded that the unfavourable situation of the unemployed,
including the lack of food, the absence of jobs, earnings, the need for registration by labour
exchanges, and reforms, led to various conflicts with labour exchange employees, clashes
and fights with police officers, and riots. Among the people, ideas about uprisings against the
Soviet authorities were popular, and calls for military struggle against the communists
spread. Such moods in the Siberian region, according to the OGPU, were widespread.

Introduction

As is known, the Soviet government faced a growing army of unemployed population in the
early 1920s. Throughoutthe decade, this figure continued to grow. Ifaccording to official statistics
in 1921 there were about 100 thousand unemployed people in the country (Rogachevskaya
1973: 76-77), then by 1929 this number had increased seventeenfold and reached 1.7 million
people (The National Economy of the USSR 1987: 11). By the end of the 1920s, the number
of unemployed people in the Siberian Territory approached about 80 thousand, which was
approximately 5% of the total number of those who were not employed (Kekalova 1984: 81),
with particularly acute issues manifesting themselves in Irkutsk, Krasnoyarsk, Omsk, Tomsk,
Novosibirsk, Barnaul, Biysk. The proportion of unoccupied population in the region and
throughout the country was roughly equal at 0.9% and 1%, respectively (Kekalova 1984: 87).

Unemployment had a stagnant, chronic character. During the second half of the 1920s, the
duration of stay on labor exchanges (including temporary employment periods) could reach
from six to twelve months, while the average length of unemployment since leaving the last job
before registering at the exchange amounted to 12.2 months. Moreover, this phenomenon had
an all-Union nature rather than being characteristic only of any specific region (Potapova 2021).

Methods and Materials
The issue of the labor market and unemployment in the USSR has been thoroughly studied

within Soviet historiography, but these works are ideologically biased, and specialists’
conclusions often contradict each other, requiring reassessment and modern evaluation.
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Furthermore, this topic is multifaceted and multivariable, encompassing social, economic,
and political spheres of society. Some aspects have not yet been addressed by researchers so
far, specifically the sentiments of the unemployed and their struggle against a lack of jobs and
means of subsistence.

In the documentary part of the article, we publish a report prepared by Deputy Head of the
OGPU Directorate for the Siberian Region, V.N. Garin, and Chief of the Information Department
of OGPU, G.A. Lupekin, dated June 15, 1929. [t was approved by the authorized representative of
OGPU INFO Pavlov. This document is stored in the State Archive of Novosibirsk city in the fund
of the Labor Department of the Executive Committee of the West-Siberian Regional Council of
Workers', Peasants' and Red Army Deputies1 and introduced into scientific circulation for the
first time.

Historiography

The historiographic review of the problem of unemployment in the USSR represents a
complex topic that cannot be covered within one article or even a small study. However, it is
possible to identify the main stages of research development on this issue:

The first stage covers the 1920s. At this time, the first scientific approaches emerged when
Soviet power faced a mass release of the labor force due to civil war and economic devastation.
Research during those years was mainly focused on studying the scale of the phenomenon and
searching for ways to eliminate unemployment. Notably, official ideology denied the existence of
massive unemployment, emphasizing only the temporary difficulties of the transitional period.

The second period includes the 1930s through mid-1950s. During this phase, works appeared
justifying the absence of a large-scale labor market under conditions of a planned economy.
Many researchers believed that centralized distribution of labor resources effectively solved
the employment problems of the population. Nevertheless, there exists a significant body of
archival documents indicating the presence of hidden unemployment and the episodic nature
of forced migrations and deportations as methods for addressing personnel issues.

During the third stage (late 1950s to early 1980s), there was a noticeable reduction in open
unemployment levels thanks to Khrushchev's and Brezhnev's economic reforms. The problem
of hidden forms of unemployment continued to exist. This aspect remains poorly studied by
historians because access to state security materials was restricted until the end of the Soviet
era. The question of how unemployed individuals themselves reacted also remains unresolved
due to a lack of documentary evidence.

The modern stage (from the beginning of the 1990s to the present day) has been marked
by the gradual opening of previously closed archives, including documents from state security
agencies. This allowed deeper exploration into regional specificities of unemployment, its
dynamics, and manifestations. Monographs and dissertations dedicated to individual regions
and groups of people who became victims of structural changes in the Soviet economy have
begun to appear.

Thus, despite considerable achievements made by contemporary researchers, gaps remain
in studying regional peculiarities and the social psychology of Soviet unemployed workers.
These areas require further analysis and systematization of available sources.
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Results

Throughout the 1920s, the state implemented several measures aimed at reducing the
number of unemployed; however, they proved ineffective. Starting from 1927, the USSR began
transitioning to a command-administrative economic system, necessitating significant changes
in mechanisms for regulating the labor market, forming personnel for Soviet industry, and
other related processes. To a significant extent, thanks to this development, the employment
situation underwent a fundamental change because demand for labor exceeded supply during
the first five-year plan. Nevertheless, one shouldn't assume that under conditions of prolonged,
chronic unemployment, labor demand was fully met. For example, during July-September 1927,
employmentservicesin Siberiareceived job applications from enterprises for 28,735 employees,
but only managed to fill 25,672 vacancies, leaving 3,063 positions unfilled, representing 10.6%.
Such a situation can be explained by shortages of skilled personnel, people's refusals to relocate,
low wages, and harsh working conditions, among others. Therefore, despite exceeding labor
demand over supply, the problem of unemployment persisted.

The presence of a reserve labor force throughout the 1920s generated numerous problems,
including material-living, financial, food-related ones, etc. The Soviet government believed that
high unemployment rates were the primary cause of widespread poverty among the population.
Poverty, material and food difficulties, labor market reform, as well as measures carried out by
the Soviet authorities in rural areas at the end of the 1920s, contributed to an increase in public
dissatisfaction, including among the unemployed population, leading to the emergence and
spread of anti-Soviet sentiments. Consequently, state security agencies closely monitored this
particular segment of society. Starting already in the early 1920s, secret reports began to include
special sections where Cheka officers reported on the living conditions, attitudes, beliefs, and
grievances of the unemployed members of the population. Reports consistently mentioned their
«depressed mood» and emphasized that «the growth in numbers of unemployed constitutes a
serious matter because their ranks provide fertile ground for anti-Soviet propaganda» («Top
Secret»: Lubjanka-Stalin on Country's Situation 2001: 866-867). Additionally, OGPU officers
recorded that labor exchanges posed particular danger since they daily attracted large crowds
of angry, unemployed masses. Based on data collected at labor exchanges across the Siberian
region, the memorandum presented in the documentary section of this study was compiled.

Memoranda concerning unemployment and political attitudes of those without jobs start
appearing in Central Security Agency documentation already in the early 1920s. Typically, such
reviews documented total national and regional figures of unemployed, highlighted increases
or decreases in their numbers, described their material-living circumstances and prevailing
moods. These materials were prepared based on memos submitted monthly by territorial
branches of OGPU to Moscow headquarters. Presented herein is one such memo dated June
15, 1929, drafted by the OGPU Branch Office for the Siberian Region. This multi-page overview
is broken down into individual paragraphs. Generally speaking, these types of documents are
uniform, although paragraph count and content might vary. Occasionally, Cheka officials focused
on perceptions of important political events by the unemployed.

Each note commenced with detailed quantitative indicators of unemployment derived
from labor exchange records. Here, figures representing numbers of unemployed were given,
compared between different periods, trends toward increase or decrease were outlined,
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statistics on dismissals from labor exchanges and reasons behind such decisions were included
alongside categories of unemployed. Following this came additional sections. The published
document consists of 12 paragraphs covering: condition of unemployment, political mindset of
the unemployed, aggressive actions, riotous tendencies and counterrevolutionary calls, overall
characteristics of political moods among the unemployed, grievances stemming from material
inadequacy, complaints linked to food difficulties, resentment towards governmental policies
enacted in rural areas, grievances among the unemployed arising from delays in construction
projects commencement, attacks directed at communists, antisemitism, grievances expressed
by the unemployed regarding irregularities in labor exchange operations.

on Unemployment and Political Mood of the Unemployed in the Siberian Region
June 15, 1929

State of Unemployment

The total number of registered unemployed individuals across the seven Regional Labor
Offices (Novosibirsk, Omsk, Irkutsk, Tomsk, Krasnoyarsk, Barnaul, Biysk) as of June 1st this
year amounts to 38,693 people, which represents a decrease compared to the previous period
by 6,737 people.

The reduction in unemployment can be attributed to several factors:

1. Arelatively broader deployment of seasonal and construction work activities.

2.Re-registration campaigns conducted in certain areas that resulted in fewer recorded cases
of unemployment (in Barnaul alone, re-registration revealed 526 «ghost» entries).

3. Removal from records due to repeated refusal of job assignments (in Novosibirsk alone,
over 1,000 people were removed from registers for refusing employment offers during May).

A notable trend during the reporting period is a significant increase in the composition of
new arrivals among the ranks of the unemployed. These include workers arriving from rural
regions seeking temporary employment opportunities tied to seasonal works, as well as those
migrating from Central Russian cities facing food supply difficulties.

According to data provided by Sibtrud, the following cities have seen an influx of newly
arrived migrants from rural areas taken into account in May: Tomsk, Novosibirsk, Biysk, Omsk,
and Krasnoyarsk. Total: 1,253 persons

In terms of the overall structure of the current unemployed population, the predominant
group consists of unskilled laborers and low-level service personnel (over 15 thousand people).

The Mood Among the Unemployed
The mood among the unemployed in May, when compared with previous periods, has been

characterized by particularly heightened tension. This exacerbation is primarily explained by
two key factors:
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Continued Influx of New Workers: There has been a sustained inflow of new recruits at the
Labor Offices who are still awaiting job placements. This situation arises due to the incomplete
implementation of both seasonal and public works projects, leading to delays in assigning these
new entrants to available jobs.

Food Supply Difficulties: Additionally, ongoing challenges related to food supplies have
significantly worsened the conditions faced by the unemployed. These difficulties further
compound their already precarious situation.

Manifestations of Aggressive Actions

On May 17th, at the Barnaul Employment Office, an unemployed individual named
Mikhailovsky I.A. (professionally employed as a clerk, son of a property owner) gathered
around himself a group of other unemployed individuals and began breaking into the office
while shouting:

«Comrades! We won'’t receive any decent work here because there’s only filth sitting inside.
Let’s pull them out, they need a good shaking up so they'll give us jobs faster. Enough of drinking
our blood!»

Under the influence of his agitation, a group of about ten unemployed people attempted to
break down doors but were dispersed thanks to the intervention of law enforcement officers.

At the Novosibirsk Employment Office on May 27th, an unemployed person named Yuliev
caused a commotion and assaulted a police officer who approached him.

Similarly, another unemployed man, Fedyanyin M.E., appeared in the Head of the Employment
Bureau's office on June 13th with complaints regarding long queues during registration
processes. He cursed profusely and struck the bureau head twice with his fist.

Pogrom Sentiments and Counterrevolutionary Calls

Alongside this, existing materials highlight intensified pogrom sentiments and calls for
attacks against Labor Exchanges, instigation of riots, uprisings, etc., originating from some
elements within the hostile and anti-Soviet faction of the unemployed in various cities such as
Omsk, Barnaul, Kuznetsk, and Novosibirsk.

Although manifestations of this nature do not characterize the general sentiment among the
observed mass of unemployed, they nevertheless remain indicative.

On May 9th, in the city of Kuznetsk, during a specially convened meeting of the unemployed
concerning hooligan behavior - including window smashing, threats towards employees of the
Labor Exchange, etc. - an unemployed worker named Aksenov S.T. (a former member of the
VKP(b) until 1927, mechanically expelled, originally peasant, professional carpenter) addressed
the gathering saying:

«We waste millions of rubles on useless constructions like the Telbes construction site
without achieving anything useful. Trade unions have become bureaucratic organizations that
completely ignore the needs of the unemployed. If you come wearing bad shoes, you're denied
employment. It's time we take power back into working hands.»

During Aksenov's speech, members of the audience chanted slogans including:

«Dissolve the Union!». «That's right! They’re fat and happy while we're starving from
unemployment».

At the Barnaul Labor Exchange, an unemployed worker named Garin, recently returned
from the Caucasus region and a skilled masonry craftsman, was noted inciting others through
statements such as:
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«The Communists have brought us to such misery that life seems unbearable. There's no
work, bread prices are sky-high, yet we've tolerated it all too passively. It’s high time we revolted
just like last year's events in Semipalatinsk and the Caucasus. On the day after the uprising,
bread immediately became available for workers, along with jobs. Let's follow suit, or else
they'll continue tormenting us».

On May 28th, at the same Barnaul Labor Exchange, Zhukov A.L, an unemployed builder
affiliated with the Construction Union, addressing a group of approximately forty fellow
unemployed individuals, exclaimed passionately:

«We won'tachieve anything by standing idly here at the exchange. We must organize ourselves
and destroy this institution altogether. Then we'll march straight to government offices and
confront authorities directly, demanding jobs. If they refuse, we'll stage an organized protest
against Soviet rule until our demands are met. Leaders will emerge naturally - they're waiting
for us to act first».

Present during this conversation, Petryayev, a construction worker and former volunteer
soldier under Kolchak's army, remarked:

«That makes sense. Had my circumstances deteriorated as badly as others’, I'd have rallied
capable men to start destroying the Exchange. Soon enough, we might be forced to resort to
violence».

In Omsk, unsuccessful attempts by specific individuals among the unemployed to rally
support for organized action during the May Day demonstration — under slogans like «Give Us
Food and Work» - continue to spark sympathetic comments from some groups of unemployed.
Alongside this, declarations calling for a «NEW REVOLUTION», «<UPRISING», destruction of
Labor Exchanges, etc., persist.

Notable examples include open discussions and remarks such as:

«The Leninets' preparation failed because they rushed things. If they'd acted more carefully,
May Day would've seen bloodshed. Lack of unity among leaders was also crucial, though GPU
didn't miss its opportunity. Still, it's hard to defend against such actions - sparks remain dormant
now». (Unemployed Terniakov Ya.)

«It’s time for a fresh revolution. We've endured their rules long enough. When everyone joins
together, there's nothing to fear - authorities can't arrest everyone!» (Unemployed Nikitin)

«Let's eliminate this Labor Exchange once and for all. Imagine placing machine guns
outside Gorteatr theater and firing indiscriminately: one round aimed at the Exchange, then
another toward the City Council - it'll cleanse everything properly». (Painter, surname pending
verification, speaking amidst full agreement from fellow unemployed workers).

Another remark captured during a discussion emphasized:

«There remains only one option left - to rise in rebellion and seize control. Only then will we
secure jobs. Otherwise, years spent walking aimlessly lead nowhere. One participant questioned:
'But how can we rebel with bare hands?' Another responded reassuringly: ‘Don’t worry! With
proper organization, resources will materialize».

Since early May, walls inside the Biisk Labor Exchange have consistently displayed
antirevolutionary graffiti, including messages like:

«Beat communists». «Down with Soviet Power». «Give back the power to the people».

Investigations established that these writings originated from an unemployed woman named
Skorobochatova A.K., whose motives are being investigated to determine external influences.
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Instances of pogrom-like attitudes are also evident among the unemployed at the Novosibirsk
Labor Exchange, especially since the recent large-scale removal of registrations due to refusals
to accept offered work positions.

One instance involved an unemployed carpenter named Plotnikov expressing frustration:

«It's time to act decisively. We're tired of enduring. Even if prison awaits, eliminating corrupt
officials is essential. As long as nobody starts acting, silence prevails».

Demobilized farmer Ivanov expressed similar sentiments:

«They’ve dismissed me from the register. How much longer will they mock us? Sooner or
later, the end will come, leaving nothing behind. Let's finish off everyone responsible—what
difference does death make?»

On May 29th, a group of 100 unemployed workers dispatched to a timber factory for loading
railway sleepers refused to perform assigned tasks upon arrival. Upon returning to the Labor
Exchange, this group demanded alternative work arrangements accompanied by loud protests
and shouts:

«They're deceiving us, swindlers! We should raze this place to the ground!» (Dudaev)

«We could easily subdue them. Attack these paper-pushing communists, beat them!»
(Baryshev)

An unemployed worker named Krylov pointed at the Section Manager for casual laborers,
yelling:

«Attack him! Drag him here! We'll show him what he deserves. Bring the manager out of his
office!»

Through swift measures implemented, the incident was resolved peacefully.

General Characteristics of the Political Attitudes of Unemployed People

In general, the negative sentiments among unemployed individuals over the past period have
been characterized by a noticeable increase in discontent due to several factors:

1. Harsh living conditions caused by overall material insecurity and food shortages, as well
as rising costs of living.

2. Measures implemented in rural areas that put pressure on wealthier segments of the
peasantry.

3. Delayed commencement of construction work.

4. Actions taken by Communists, administrative officials, and trade unions.

In addition to these widespread grievances, certain tendencies towards anti-Semitism are
partially reflected in the attitudes of the unemployed, along with dissatisfaction regarding
specific shortcomings in the functioning of labor exchanges and neglect from their staff members.

It is important to note that all manifestations of discontent expressed by the unemployed
typically carry an extremely sharp tone and are also frequently accompanied by equally harsh
criticisms directed against Soviet authorities, the party, and communists.

Numerically summarized, the predominant negative moods among the unemployed during
this period can be represented by the following table, accounting for the most characteristic
judgments and reactions observed across five cities in Siberia - Omsk, Novosibirsk, Irkutsk,
Barnaul, and Biysk.

Dissatisfaction Due to Material Insecurity

Complaints and dissatisfaction arising from material insecurity dominate the mood of the
unemployed and take on a mass character. The content of these grievances reflects significant
depression bordering on despair, which in some cases leads the unemployed to talk about
suicide or rebellion.

The mosttypical and characteristic facts related to this issue include the following statements:

«Life is miserable. Living like this is torture, not life at all. | wish there was an uprising soon;
it couldn’t make things worse». (Omsk)

«This life has become pure torment. If things continue like this, one might consider
committing suicide or attacking those who cause our suffering». (Barnaul, jobless worker
KONOPLYANNIKOV)

«It’s almost a year since I've had no work, and the Labor Exchange hasn’t assigned me
anywhere, even for a single day. A commission investigated my situation; I'm starving, possess
nothing but what I wear. They don’t send me to work because they say I'm not a union member.
But where am I supposed to join a union when I'm only 19 years old, went to school, then
lived temporarily with a craftsman? They say we need to fight prostitution, yet they're driving
us into it themselves. My mother is 70 years old, receives an 8-ruble pension, and supposedly
'two people live' off her. That's called giving opportunities to young people, yes indeed, but not
through work, rather through prostitution. Freedom isn’t leading to life, it's leading to death by
hunger». (Irkutsk, jobless worker TARAKANOVA)

«There’s no work in the village; men have been ruined, and we're given no bread. [ came to
the city thinking I'd find employment somewhere. Here I've been wandering around for three
weeks now, working only three days total. Starve to death already, that's how bad life has gotten,
just pure agony. It's all because everywhere different scoundrels sit and mock us». (Barnaul,
jobless worker KONOPLYANNIKOV-batrak)

«It’'s impossible to find work; unemployment grows every day. Life under Tsarism was much
better». (Omsk, jobless worker FEDOROVA)

«Living becomes unbearable while the government keeps promising America-like prosperity
and comforting us with socialism. Just wait, they say, we'll electrify the country and everything
will be fine. Are you telling us to die until then? They’ve struggled for twelve years and achieved
nothing. What lies ahead, God alone knows». (Irkutsk, jobless worker SKURATOV)
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Discontent due to food supply difficulties.

The presence of food supply problems significantly worsens the material situation of
unemployed people (especially in connection with rising prices for food and essential goods),
causing acute dissatisfaction among them, which is closely linked to general dissatisfaction with
Soviet power and the Party. Some groups of the unemployed continue to explain their food
difficulties by referring to bread exports abroad.

«Not only do they not give us work, but they don't even provide bread. And at the market,
it's impossible to buy it because of high prices when there’s nothing in our pockets». (Barnaul)

«There is no bread, and queues everywhere. What kind of authority is this? It's been eleven
years already, and they still can't improve people's lives. Newspapers write that the industry is
developing, sowing areas are increasing, but there's still a lack of bread. They distribute only six
kilograms per person, and there is no work either. It was pointless for the people to overthrow
Kolchak—we could have lived quietly without such hunger now». (Barnaul)

«Before we had plenty of bread, but now there's none left. These scoundrels sent everything
abroad, taking away every last bit. As a result, those overseas live well while we're starving
here. Our government claims they're not exporting any grain, but that's all lies, pure deception.
Scoundrels, deceiving the people in every possible way. When will these sufferings end?»
(Novosibirsk)

Dissatisfaction with measures taken by the authorities against villages

In most cases, according to the majority of unemployed individuals, the causes of existing
food shortages lie in measures aimed at pressuring village elites. This leads to widespread
peasant sentiment among the unemployed, especially among new recruits arriving from rural
areas. Such moods are further fueled by active propaganda conducted by certain anti-Soviet
elements within the ranks of the unemployed and mainly come down to the following points:

«Every year they confiscate bread from peasants, imprison them unjustly, sell off property
earned through hard labor, yet there's still no bread available, and city workers go hungry. Oh,
how sickening has this authority become to the people! When will we finally throw it off?»
(Barnaul, non-party member Dervenev speaking before a group of unemployed persons; one
listener added after his final words: «This will happen when we grab all communists by the
throat».)

«In newspapers, they claim that farmers increased their crops this summer, but in reality, the
opposite happened: farmers were forced to reduce plantations since all their grain was seized
forcefully. The current situation will soon lead to mass famine». (Biysk, non-party member
Vorobyev)

«Farmers today refuse to cultivate large fields, limiting themselves to planting just one or
two acres. Rural life is completely ruined. Next year, an even greater number of impoverished
peasants will flood into cities, standing in lines at employment exchanges. However, this will be
beneficial as united with them, we'll boldly fight those who brought us to this state». (Omsk)

«The Soviets aren't merely hated by the unemployed and workers but also by peasants,
particularly the latter, whom they've robbed bare and organized obscure communes and
collectives living off worker profits». (Omsk)
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«Nowadays, farmers reduced crop cultivation, so next year's bread shortage will be much
worse than it is now. Once there's no more bread, workers and peasants will confront Soviet
power, and foreign powers won't miss this opportunity to intervene». (Omsk)

«Under this regime, peasants don’t live normal lives—they suffer oppression on wealthy
landowners (‘'kulaks') and gradually ruin middle-class peasants ('serednyaki'). Poor people
remain hungry. Sadly, workers aren’t stepping up to defend peasants. City workers should insist
on holding joint congresses of workers and peasants to demand an end to such cruel treatment
towards villagers». (Barnaul, non-party member Bredin, demobilized farmer)

«If Soviet power continues its policy of grain procurement, urban hunger will increase
daily. The main supplier of bread is prosperous peasants, who've been utterly ruined. Middle-
class peasants grow only enough for personal consumption, poor peasants produce nothing
themselves, remaining hungry, and many of them are lazy, unwilling to work. Alas, what victory
did our government achieve, breaking everyone's back? We must protect peasants from this
plunder, otherwise, we face inevitable death by starvation». (Barnaul, non-party member
Chudinov)

«The situation in villages nowadays is unacceptable. Agricultural production is collapsing,
and livestock cannot be expanded because improving one's circumstances would make one
appear rich («kulak»). By next year, almost nobody will be able to farm or eat. Each day brings
new challenges. Our leaders simply can’t understand that the better-off the population becomes,
the stronger the state benefits». (Novosibirsk, non-party member Kondratyuk)

Discontent of the unemployed due to the delay in the deployment of construction works.

The delayed opening of seasonal construction work and insufficiently intensive pace of
the current year's construction deployment across almost all districts of the Siberian region
naturally causes even greater resentment among the unemployed, especially those from
unskilled laborers working in construction. The judgments and reactions of these people are
characterized by the following statements:

«It has become impossible to live under this government. Summer is passing, but we remain
jobless while officials walk around with their briefcases, bloated from luxury, not caring about
how the unemployed live or bothering to open up jobs. Either they don't have a budget ready,
materials are missing, or central authorities haven't approved anything. You're supposed to
stand at the employment office, grinding your teeth, it's not even worth going home. When you
come back, your wife complains that everyone's barefoot and hungry. It's a disaster. Everyone is
dissatisfied with Soviet power. This authority only holds on through the communists. If there’s
another poor harvest this year, workers will smash everything and reject this power because
now we're worse off than when we lived under the tsar».

«June is approaching, yet many administrators aren't thinking about starting work because all
institutions are filled with former bureaucrats who deliberately delay the start of construction
projects. Meanwhile, communist heads sit idly, oblivious to what's happening around them,
ignoring the fact that thousands are starving, waiting for a chance to earn some bread. Why did
the bourgeoisie use to begin work as soon as snow started melting? No, it seems like communists
can't manage the country properly. They'll probably push things so far that workers will be
forced to make another revolution out of hunger».
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«What's going on here? Spring has passed, but construction work hasn't begun. And there's
also a shortage of bread, which makes it impossible to buy it at the market. I might as well lie
down alive in my grave. Clearly, no amount of criticism or self-criticism will help. It looks like
this regime was created with such irreversible chaos that we'll never see any relief. Peasants
were stripped of grain, and workers are starving».

Attacks on Communists.

Material insecurity causes the unemployed to have an extremely hostile and jealous attitude
towards communists in general.

In the previous exposition, these unhealthy sentiments of the unemployed were already
noted. In addition to them, the following facts about the opinions of the unemployed deserve
attention:

«There is no difference between what was before and now. Who lived well earlier - it was
capitalists, they tyrannized us, rode over our backs, so even now, under Soviet power it's the
same, who lives well? Workers? Not at all. A small group of communists live well, while we
are worse off than anyone else. We are unemployed as if we're strangers. Nowadays, all party
members occupy good positions, receive high salaries, what's stopping them from living well
and agitating among our kind, saying that comrades, this is your power, you should help each
other, etc. Generally speaking, I can't bear looking at them. Earlier, there were no queues like
today, when you stand for bread all day long and still might not get any. Before, at least we didn't
starve, there was plenty of bread, but now life is miserable and sometimes we go hungry for
several days. And yet they're telling us that equality and brotherhood must prevail, but where's
the equality when our department heads - party members - receive 200-300 rubles, while
workers earn only 30 rubles and live somewhere in a basement with their families, whereas
communists occupy three or four rooms, that's how luxurious they live. No, there's no way we'll
ever live well, we've suffered before and now there's no joy». (Biisk, b/r. GUNYOV).

«All communists are selfish people, they defend only their own interests, don't pay decent
wages, provide everything for themselves, and fill our minds with nonsense. Take any communist
out of them, put him in our shoes as unemployed, let him walk around here for six months, then
he would speak differently because they've never been unemployed during the entire period of
Soviet rule, haven't lived in bad conditions - that’s why they find the current regime so great,
they support it wholeheartedly, and live comfortably, while our brothers suffer». (N.Sibirsk).

«Soon we'll have to take up rifles and start beating communists because there's no more
living with them and nothing good will come from them». (N.Sibirsk).

Antisemitism.

A partial spread of antisemitic tendencies among the unemployed due to dissatisfaction with their
situation has been observed mainly in N.Sibirsk and Irkutsk cities during the reporting period.

In this case, particular attention deserves the following statement by unemployed PETELINA
in the premises of the Irkutsk Big Labor among groups of unemployed individuals:

«We need to beat every Jew. At first, | supported Soviet power, but now I've realized that
this government is Jewish, there are no honest communists, they're all self-seekers, thieves. |
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endured it, but now my strength is gone and I'm not afraid of prison or anything, let them shoot
me, I'll stop suffering».

The rest of the antisemitic judgments and conversations of the unemployed are similar to the
following:

«In the past, Jews held good positions - in estates, various administrations - they oppressed
our kind, and now it's exactly the same. Those who got promoted or became officials are Jews.
In general, communists lack brains, which is why they trust cursed Jews so much, while our kind
sit hungry year after year without seeing the light at the end of the tunnel». (N.Sibirsk.)

«You won't see a single Jewish unemployed person on job exchanges. They're all settled in
warm places in the center, they don’t want to come here, and if hundreds of Jews arrive here,
none of them will go to the exchange, they'll all secure good jobs». (N. Sibirsk).

Discontent Among Unemployed Due to Malpractices at Job Exchanges.

Materials from the reporting period indicate abuses by some employees of the Irkutsk Job
Exchange: PANNEVIN, SHEVCHENKO (Heads of Sections) and Secretary of Labour Protection
LEPETISHEVA (all non-party members), who allow sending unemployed persons not according
to queue order but based on personal discretion, arranging employment for acquaintances and
anti-social elements. The commission established at the Job Exchange, consisting of unemployed
individuals, either skillfully circumvents or itself indulges in favoritism in certain cases. Head of
the Job Exchange ZOLOTUKHIN does not engage at all with issues related to assigning work to
the unemployed, entrusting this task entirely to the aforementioned Section Heads.

These irregularities significantly affect the mood of the unemployed and cause sharp
dissatisfaction and complaints against B.T. staff, characterized as follows:

«Nepotism and favoritism remain as strong as ever. The queue for job assignments is violated
by the Job Exchange. Those who resigned later have already received jobs, while we keep
waiting». (B/R TOLMACHEVA).

«The Job Exchange exists or doesn't exist since those working there get jobs through
connections». (b/r GAVRONSKIY).

«Any criminal element and former people work, but we cannot wait for a job forever. Even
if you manage to find one, you're not allowed in, while party members are given preferential
treatment». (b/r SHEVCHENKO)

«There’s chaos at the Job Exchange, and personal connections play the main role. They do it
cleverly, leaving no room for criticism. To divert suspicion, they created a commission made up
of unemployed individuals supposedly to check the correctness of job assignments, but who are
these commission members: 1. PATENT - son of a tailor, works with his father. 2. PULEVSKI -
landlord, not a union member, etc., who are these unemployed people? 3. ZORYATSKI - serves
in the metalworkers' collective, etc., who are these unemployed people? It turns out that the Job
Exchange formed a commission from the very people it needed, its own cronies. If someone took
hold of this Job Exchange and shook it up, getting rid of half of its personnel»". (B/R LAPTEV -
locksmith).

Conclusion

Thus, the report provides rich material for study. Based on it, it can be concluded that by
mid-1929, the unemployed had developed an unfavorable attitude toward state institutions,
including the ruling party, trade unions, labor exchanges, etc., and harshly criticized measures
implemented in the country. Ideas of uprisings and struggles against Soviet rule emerged.
These attitudes were widespread, with OGPU officers recording 307 instances of characteristic
attacks against the ruling regime within just one month. The adverse circumstances faced by the
unemployed, such as food shortages, lack of employment opportunities, low income, mandatory
registration with labor exchanges marred by deficiencies, reforms led to various conflicts with
labor exchange staff, clashes and fights with police officers, riots, and popular ideas of revolts
against Soviet authority, along with calls for military action against communists.
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Uprisings and protests of people in 1928-1932 in Kazakhstan
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Abstract. This paper aims to study the history of uprisings and protests by the people of
Kazakhstan that took place between 1928 and 1932. The objective of this scientific work is to
identify the stages, numbers, dynamics, and forms of resistance, as well as to determine the
driving forces, goals, and nature of uprisings and protests, and the number of participants.
The relevance and novelty of the study are reflected in the in-depth critical analysis of
documentary sources, most of which are being introduced into scientific circulation for the
first time, in the presentation of updated statistics on uprisings and protests of people, the
number of participants, as well as data on the number of repressed uprisings and protests
participants. The results of the study demonstrated that the policy of the Soviet government
and the state, which had been implemented in the period from 1928 to 1932, aggravated
the socio-political contradictions between the government and various social strata and
groups, which led to large-scale public uprisings and protests. In terms of content, they were:
a) armed uprisings that led to military clashes with troops and communist detachments;
b) armed migrations, accompanied by fierce military actions with OGPU forces and border
troops; c) peaceful actions, expressed in opposition to the economic and political campaigns
of the authorities and accompanied by demands for the abolition of grain and livestock
procurement, attacks on Soyuzmyaso (Meat depot) bases, taking back socialized livestock,
and the theft of grain from barns. All armed uprisings were suppressed most brutally, and
their participants were subjected to criminal prosecution and large-scale repression. In the
process of an in-depth study of documents and materials, data was revealed that in 1929-
1931, there were not 372 unarmed uprisings, but 399 uprisings. Considering over 120 mass
struggles that took place in the first half of 1932 due to food shortages, the total number of
public uprisings and protests for 1928-1932 amounted to 545, including twenty-six armed
actions in which more than one hundred thousand people took part. The total number
of mass upheavals and folk-quakes, both armed and unarmed, included migrations, the
activities of “counter-revolutionary” organizations and groups, and the actions of “gangs.”
Declassification of the CDA (Classified documents archives), concentrated in the SA of the
RK, access to classified materials, contained in the SSA of KNB of the RK, will provide an
opportunity for a thorough study of the entire set of a significant volume of materials on the
history of the "gang movement" in late 1931 - 1932. This will allow us to separate protest
movements from the actions of “gangs” that had either a criminal or criminal-political
overtone and to expand the chronological framework of the protest movement up to and
including 1932. It is necessary to develop the problem of qualifying “bandit migrations”
beyond the borders of residence or abroad, which were one of the forms of protest of Kazakh
Sharua (peasantry) against the agrarian policy of the Soviet government.

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The history of Genghis Khan in the Jami' at-Tawarikh and his Political and
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Abstract. This article explores the history of Genghis Khan and his political as well
as socio-genetic legacy in the Kazakh steppe, based on the historical work Jami‘ at-
Tawarikh («Compendium of Chronicles») authored by Rashid ad-Din. Rashid ad-Din was
a high-ranking statesman and vizier of the state Hulaguids, who obtained information
directly from official Mongol chronicles and the oral narratives of the nobility. As such,
his work constitutes a unique historical source that offers profound and comprehensive
insight into the origins and life of Genghis Khan, the political landscape of the time, and
intertribal relations on the eve of the Mongol invasion. The aim of this study is to employ
Jami‘ at-Tawarikh as a key narrative source for the ethnopolitical history of Kazakhstan
during the 13th-century Mongol conquest and to reconstruct the ethnic processes that
took place during that period. Findings and conclusions. The research confirms that
Jami‘ at-Tawarikh is an exceptionally significant written source for studying the Mongol
invasions in 13th-century Central Asia, as well as for understanding the ethnopolitical
transformations that occurred in the territory of modern-day Kazakhstan. Based on
specific historical data, the study investigates the origins, migrations, and political
histories of tribes and clans that played a pivotal role in shaping the ethnic foundation
of the Kazakh people - such as the Naimans, Kereits, Kipchaks, Jalairs, Qongyrats,
Argyns, and others. The article also addresses the genealogy and historical role of
Genghis Khan and his descendants - the niruns - from whom all Kazakh khans (the
Tore dynasty) eventually emerged. Furthermore, the study examines the political and
ethno-social processes of the 13th-14th centuries, a formative period that significantly
influenced the development of Kazakh statehood. Genghis Khan is portrayed not only as
a conqueror but also as a historic figure who established a system of state governance
within the turko-mongol world. The article also discusses the historical role of his
descendants in Central Asia and their contribution to the formation of the Kazakh
khanate. The intertribal relations, systems of power, governance models, and legal
norms described in Jami® at-Tawarikh served as foundational elements for the future
political culture of the Great Steppe, including that of the Kazakh khanate. The unique
information preserved in Rashid ad-Din’s work provides a deeper understanding of the
processes of origin and ethnogenesis of the Kazakh people. This article represents an
attempt at conceptual re-evaluation of the legacy of Genghis Khan from the standpoint
of contemporary scholarship, in the context of ethnogenetic and political changes
brought about by the Mongol conquest in the territory of present-day Kazakhstan.

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The Invisible Front: Anti-Epidemic Commissions and the Struggle Against
Infectious Diseases in the Kazakh SSR During the War Years (1941-1945)
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Abstract. This article explores the specific features of Soviet healthcare during
the Second World War by analysing one of its key components — the fight against
infectious diseases. Wars and other large-scale social disruptions often led to outbreaks
and the rapid spread of infectious diseases. Providing proper medical and sanitary
services to the general population, and particularly to workers in industries of strategic
importance to the front, was among the highest priorities of Soviet healthcare in the
rear. Based on a wide range of archival materials and published sources, some of which
are introduced into scholarly circulation for the first time, this study identifies the
main factors that contributed to the deterioration of the sanitary and epidemiological
situation in the Kazakh SSR during 1941-1945. The authors analyse state measures
aimed at maintaining minimal sanitary conditions, controlling infection spread, and
preserving labour resources essential for wartime. Special attention is devoted to
the role of medical institutions, sanitary-epidemiological services, and the party and
Soviet administrative bodies of the republic, which coordinated and unified all available
efforts in the fight against epidemics. The contribution of scientific and research
institutions, particularly the Kazakh Institute of Epidemiology and Microbiology, is
highlighted for its work in preventing highly contagious diseases and in the localization
and elimination of infection outbreaks. Due to resource shortages, local populations
were actively involved in sanitary measures, while the supervisory role of judicial and
law enforcement agencies was significantly strengthened. Despite the severe wartime
conditions, endemic plague regions, and limited social infrastructure, the Kazakh SSR
successfully avoided mass epidemics. The study emphasizes that this achievement
was made possible through the coordinated efforts of state, medical, and research
institutions. This article is dedicated to the commemoration of the 80th anniversary
of the end of the Second World War and honours the selfless work of thousands of
Soviet medical and scientific professionals who made invaluable contributions to the
prevention and eradication of epidemic threats.

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Abstract. The 21st century marks a period of unprecedented scientific advancement on
a global scale. This is due to the emergence and development of modern technologies,
which have led to the creation of innovative technologies and professions that serve
humanity. Furthermore, various scientific fields are interconnected, resulting in
groundbreaking research. In this context, the field of history is increasingly intertwined
with other disciplines, leading to an abundance of new data and the development of
theoretical and methodological approaches. Consequently, new scholarly works have
emerged in the field of personology, a branch of historical science. Authors in this
field emphasize the historical significance of personology in national history from a
scientific perspective. This is because every moment and event in life involves people,
and as a result, these periods become history. From this perspective, this scientific
article conducts theoretical and methodological analyses at a scientific level in the
field of personology. Moreover, the researcher’s focus on systematically examining
and analyzing the past is of particular importance. The article examines a historical
and textual analysis of Saken Seifullin’s novel “Thorny Path” (Tar Zhol, Taigak Keshu),
a prominent figure of Alash who fought for the country’s independence. The history of
writing and publication of the novel is analyzed, especially the original manuscript written
in Arabic script in Kyzylorda in 1927, and compared with the editions of 1936, 1960, 1977,
1988, 2009, and 2012, highlighting textual differences among the later editions. The impact
of Soviet ideology on the content of the novel through alterations introduced in later editions
is thoroughly investigated. Additionally, the article discusses information about Alash figures
and the author’s viewpoints presented in the work. The study reveals that this novel is
not only a work of fiction but also a significant source of historical and political events in
Kazakhstan in the early 20th century. Editorial revisions that distorted the author’s intent
are identified, and the importance of achieving historical justice is emphasized. A theoretical
and methodological analysis was conducted within the framework of personality studies.
The exploration of Saken Seifullin’s work holds significant value not only for the field of
literary studies but also as an essential source for the history of Kazakhstan. The results of
this research represent an important and relevant step toward restoring historical justice
and fostering an objective understanding of the past. This study highlights the importance
of textual analysis and the necessity for precision in working with historical sources.
Furthermore, it emphasizes the contribution of personality studies to the development of
historical knowledge. This work represents a meaningful scholarly effort in the pursuit of an
accurate evaluation of the past and the formation of national consciousness.

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Abstract. Based on materials from Western European and American historiography,
the article highlights the main theoretical and methodological approaches to studying
one of the key social institutions of traditional Kazakh society - the Biy Institute. For
a long time, traditional institutions of nomadic societies have attracted the attention
not only of Russian scholars representing various academic schools, but also of
Western historians. The article briefly examines the development of various discourses
concerning the southeastern periphery of the Russian Empire, which is a region that has
consistently attracted the attention of travelers, merchants, scholars, and researchers
of the Russian frontier. The expansion of imperial influence in the eastern borderlands
sparked considerable interest in Central Asia among researchers. A brief analysis
of foreign historiography reveals general trends characteristic of Euro-American
scholarship. While certain thematic differences can certainly be observed, these studies
nonetheless demonstrate a strong connection to the social history of the Kazakhs.
Thus, throughout the historiography of socio-political developments in the distant
past, scholars have consistently focused on the social structure of Kazakh society, often
highlighting its most influential social groups. The authors focus on historiography from the
pre-Soviet and Soviet periods. A distinctive feature of the pre-Soviet era was the perception of
the Russian Empire as a multinational and multicultural state. During this period, two main
historiographical discourses emerged regarding the empire’s relations with its southeastern
periphery. One emphasized Russia’s “civilizing mission”, while the other advanced arguments
about the empire’s “conquest-oriented policy” in the borderlands. In the more recent period,
these approaches have been further developed, accompanied by a significant increase in
criticism of the empire’s policies toward its peripheries. The authors attempt to explain
the reasons behind the consolidation of such a discourse. In our view, this is primarily due
to the fact that the themes and content of Soviet scholarship were often reflected, albeit in
a reversed form, in foreign historiography, where assessments and conclusions tended to
be of an opposing nature. As a result, it is understandable that foreign historiography has
been largely dominated by narratives emphasizing the failures of Kazakh-Russian relations,
particularly regarding the empire’s inability to establish stable relations with its peripheral
peoples. At the same time, researchers have mainly focused on the aristocratic strata of
nomadic society, who were seen as the primary forces of military resistance to imperial
rule. The authors conclude that nomadic societies have long attracted sustained interest
from both contemporary observers and researchers from the East and the West. Foreign
historiography has made a significant contribution to the study of the social institutions of
Kazakh society. It is characterized by unconventional approaches, original perspectives,
and offers an opportunity to move beyond geographical limitations in addressing key
issues of our history.

Introduction

The social history of traditional Kazakh society has long attracted the attention of foreign
researchers. Fragmentary oral accounts of the tribes inhabiting the ancient Kazakh lands had
been known in Western Europe since antiquity. However, the systematic written documentation
of information about the distant eastern lands emerged much later, specifically in the 13th
century, when the English scholar Roger Bacon, in his Opus Majus (Great Work), described
the lands of Desht-i Kipchak, where the distant ancestors of modern Kazakhs once roamed
(Alekseev 2006; Esmagambetov_1976; Esmagambetov 1992).

The further expansion of Western European knowledge of Central Asia was closely linked
to the era of great geographical discoveries, which “opened the doors” between East and West.
Russia’s conquest of the Kazan Khanate in 1552 and the Astrakhan Khanate in 1556 played
a significant role in this process. These events facilitated the establishment of caravan routes
to Western Siberia and the Kazakh steppes, routes that England sought to use in its efforts to
develop trade relations with the Asian East. It is therefore no coincidence that, in 1558-1559
and again in 1562-1564, the English merchant and diplomat Anthony Jenkinson traveled to
Central Asia as part of a trade caravan. The result of Jenkinson’s journeys was a written account
in which, alongside descriptions of the territories he traversed, he provided information about
the Kazakhs, noting their self-designation (“Cassack”) and offering valuable observations on the
economy and daily life of the nomadic population (Dzhenkinson 2006).

In the 18th century and the first half of the 19th century, Western European interest in the
Central Asian region continued to grow. During this period, several notable figures visited the
Kazakh steppe for various purposes, including John Elton (1735), a captain of the British Naval
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Service; merchant John Castle (1736); trader Donald Gock (1741-1742); British diplomat
Alexander Burnes (1833); and British intelligence agents such as James Abbott and Richmond
Shakespear, among others. Engaged primarily in economic reconnaissance in the Aral Sea
region, these travelers left varying degrees of detailed descriptions of what they observed. Their
primary focus was on geography, natural landscapes, land use, and the region’s mineral wealth
and resources. Consequently, a distinctive feature of their accounts is the emphasis on these
subjects, with limited attention paid to socio-political or broader social issues. In many cases,
the pursuit of geostrategic objectives clearly shaped the content and purpose of their works.

The social history of traditional Kazakh society has long captivated the scholarly interest
of foreign researchers, offering a complex field of inquiry at the intersection of ethnography,
imperial historiography, and cross-cultural interpretation. The Kazakh steppe, with its rich oral
traditions and distinctive nomadic institutions, has served as both a subject of fascination and a
prism through which external observers have projected their own worldviews, ideologies, and
political agendas.

Although fragmentary oral accounts of the tribes inhabiting the ancient Kazakh lands
reached Western Europe in earlier centuries, substantive written documentation only began to
take shape in the medieval period. One of the earliest scholarly references appears in the 13th
century, when the English polymath Roger Bacon, in his Opus Majus ("Great Work"), briefly
described the lands of Desht-i Kipchak-territories inhabited by the distant ancestors of the
modern Kazakhs (Alekseev 2006; Esmagambetov 1976; Esmagambetov 1992). This marked
the beginning of a gradual expansion of Western European knowledge about Central Asia, a
development closely linked to the broader currents of intellectual, mercantile, and geopolitical
transformation.

The Age of Exploration played a decisive role in bringing the East into sharper focus for
Europeanscholarsandtraders. Russia’sconquestofthe Kazan Khanatein 1552 and the Astrakhan
Khanate in 1556 opened overland routes to Western Siberia and the Kazakh steppes, facilitating
economic exchange and diplomatic encounters that included representatives from England.
Notably, the English merchant and diplomat Anthony Jenkinson undertook two expeditions to
Central Asia (1558-1559 and 1562-1564), producing detailed travelogues that offered early
glimpses into the cultural life, self-identification (“Cassack”), and subsistence practices of the
Kazakh nomads (Dzhenkinson 2006).

As the 18th and early 19th centuries unfolded, Western European engagement with the
Kazakh steppe intensified, propelled by commercial interests, strategic concerns, and growing
curiosity about Eastern civilizations. Prominent figures—such as John Elton (1735), John Castle
(1736), Donald Gock (1741-1742), Alexander Burnes (1833), and British intelligence agents
James Abbott and Richmond Shakespear—undertook exploratory missions that yielded varied
descriptive accounts of the region. These works, while primarily focused on geography, mineral
wealth, and land use, inadvertently preserved invaluable snapshots of Kazakh society, even if
broader sociopolitical dynamics were only superficially addressed.

Relevance of the Study. In recent years, the historiography of nomadic societies has regained
academic urgency amid global interest in decolonial studies, indigenous legal systems, and
alternative models of governance. The biy, as a judicial and social figure in Kazakh society,
exemplifies the functioning of customary law and grassroots legal authority in a non-Western
context. Understanding how foreign scholars interpreted this figure-sometimes idealizing,
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sometimes exoticizing, and at times undermining its legitimacy-sheds light not only on historical
biases but also on evolving scholarly frameworks in anthropology and political theory.

Moreover, the enduring legacy of imperial knowledge production and its continued influence
on contemporary scholarship and public memory necessitate a critical reappraisal of foreign
historiography. How the Kazakh past has been narrated externally continues to shape national
identity formation, heritage policies, and academic curricula in Kazakhstan and across Central
Asia. This study, therefore, contributes to an important conversation about intellectual
sovereignty and epistemological inclusivity.

Methods and materials

This article is based on the works of American and Western European scholars whose
research has shaped pre-Soviet and Soviet discourses on traditional Kazakh society and its
social institutions. The texts analyzed in the article have contributed to the development of a
foreign scholarly discourse, enabling a retrospective analysis of the conceptual characteristics
of these ideas.

The article follows the general scholarly principle of objectivity, which requires the
consideration of all aspects of the research subject, regardless of the ethnocultural background
or political views of the historian. This principle rests on the careful comparison of historical
facts and phenomena in their entirety, ensuring a comprehensive approach to the study of the
topic. In turn, this approach has allowed the authors to avoid bias in interpreting sources and to
draw sound, generalizing conclusions.

In addition, the authors employed a comparative method, which made it possible to examine
the historiography of the social history of Kazakh society in close connection with the socio-
political and historical contexts in which it emerged and evolved. Through this method, the
authors identified conceptual approaches to the study of the problem across different historical
periods. Its application also enabled the comparison of poorly studied or previously unexplored
historiographical material with sources already well-established in academic scholarship.

Results

Foreign historiography in pre-Soviet times

By the middle of the 19th century, two dominant narratives had emerged in the historiography
of the Russian Empire, including its relations with the Kazakhs. One emphasized Russia’s
“messianic, civilizing mission”, while the other focused on its “expansionist policy” in the
southeastern peripheries. Within the framework of these two approaches, other aspects of
Kazakh social and political life were also examined and interpreted.

Proponents of the first narrative argued that Russia fulfilled a “messianic” role as a European
state on its southeastern frontiers, bringing European civilization to the “wild” and “ignorant”
peoples of the region. This perspective is clearly reflected in the detailed work of Thomas
Atkinson, who, together with his wife Lucy Atkinson, spent seven years traveling through
the Kazakh steppe and produced valuable material on the Kazakh people. As noted earlier,
in line with the conventions of historiography at the time, Atkinson’s book offered a detailed
description of the natural landscape of Kazakhstan, while also addressing the relationships
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between local rulers and certain sultans with regional authorities, as well as the customs and
rituals of the Kazakh people. The ethnographic value of Atkinson’s work lies in the fact that much
of the information was collected directly from elders and ordinary nomads. Moreover, through
their extended stays in Kazakh villages, Thomas and Lucy Atkinson were able to observe daily
life firsthand, allowing them to describe everyday scenes with vivid detail. One particularly
noteworthy episode concerns barymta, a traditional practice of livestock raiding, which, from
the perspective of a European observer, appeared as an act of “robbery with incredible arrogance
and cruelty” (Atkinson 2006: 124).

Among the supporters of this approach were several German researchers who provided
diverse and valuable information about the Kazakh lands. Many of them served in the Russian
Empire and traveled to the southeastern peripheries on behalf of the Russian government. In the
first half of the 19th century, the incorporation of most of Kazakhstan into the Russian Empire
placed on the agenda the need for a more in-depth geographical, historical, and ethnographic
study of these newly acquired territories. Scientific expeditions and diplomatic missions
organized by the Russian authorities frequently included German scholars and travelers who
made significant contributions to the study of the region. Notable among them were G.G. von
Gens, G.P. Helmersen, T.F. Baziner, A.l. Schrenk, and others. Some of these researchers were
invited to the region specifically as prominent specialists tasked with important assignments. For
instance, in 1874, the Governor-General of Turkestan, Konstantin von Kaufmann, invited Franz
von Schwarz, a native of Lower Bavaria, to Tashkent to serve as director of the astronomical and
meteorological observatory. Over many years, von Schwarz participated in various expeditions
throughout the Turkestan region, enabling him to collect significant historical and ethnographic
material on the local populations. Alongside general descriptions of the region, von Schwarz
paid particular attention to the legal traditions of the Kazakhs. In comparing Kazakh customary
law with European legal systems, he considered it ancient and found similarities with “the legal
concepts of the ancient Germans”. However, he also regarded many existing norms of Kazakh
customary law as “peculiar” and outdated, reflecting, according to his view, a low level of societal
development, which he associated with “barbaric peoples.” Nevertheless, von Schwarz was
among the few researchers of his time to describe judicial proceedings in detail, highlighting the
role of the biys (judges), whom he noted were “highly respected by both Russians and Kyrgyz
(here referring to the Kazakhs —author’s note)” (Shvarts 2006: 189).

French researchers have also made significant contributions to the study of the history of
the peoples of Central Asia. In the 17th and 18th centuries, French members of the Jesuit Order
residing in China played a prominent role in researching the history and culture of China and its
neighboring Central Asian regions. Their long-term residence in China enabled them to master
several Oriental languages, which allowed them to read and translate valuable manuscripts and
other sources. Through their translations, Europe gained access to information about distant
and exotic Eastern lands. Particularly noteworthy are the works of French Orientalist scholars
such as Joseph de Guignes, Abraham Constantin d’Ohsson (1740-1807), Heinrich Julius
Klaproth (1783-1835), and Charles-Eugene Dufrady de Mézesda (1842-1904), among others.
These scholars, working from the Eurocentric perspectives typical of their time, often adopted
a methodological approach based on an economic dichotomy: categorizing peoples as either
“civilized” (sedentary) or “uncivilized” (nomadic). Consequently, nomadic groups frequently
appeared in their works as “barbarians” who brought destruction and decline to agricultural
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societies. Despite this somewhat biased perspective, the historical and ethnographic material
presented in their research retains its scholarly value to this day. For example, Heinrich Julius
Klaproth’'s work includes a French-Kazakh dictionary, which is regarded as one of the earliest
contributions to comparative linguistics in this field (Klaprot 2006).

In contrast to the first approach discussed, proponents of the second narrative generally
viewed Russia’s actions as driven by a deliberate desire to expand the empire’s borders, often
at the expense of its southeastern peripheries. As D. Towle notes, “Russia began its conquering
activity at the end of the 16th century. Peter... conceived a vast plan of conquest, which included
not only the Asian territories lying between the Caspian Sea and China, but also Constantinople
and what is now Turkey” (Towle 1875: 71). Researchers have noted that the policies of Russian
officials, such as “the chernyaevs,” “the kaufmanns”, and others, primarily served the interests
of the empire, while the concerns and problems of the local population were largely ignored
(Boulger 1879: 252-253).

For example, American researchers and travelers, diplomat Eugene Schuyler and journalist
Januarius MacGahan, accompanied by Gubaidolla Chingis Khan, the son of Jangir Khan, departed
from St. Petersburg for Turkestan in 1873. The result of that journey was a two-volume work
in which Schuyler offered a critical assessment of the Russian administration’s activities in the
region, arguing that it showed little interest in the history, archaeology, or productive forces
of Central Asia (Schyler 1876). A similar critical tone is found in the work of Krausse, who
wrote: “Unjustified beatings and brutalities against the Central Asian peoples were carried
out in order to cover themselves with glory and to receive rewards by staging large military
operations” (Krausse 1899: 132, 133, 138). Unlike the “fans” of Russia’s “civilizing mission”,
researchers in this field viewed the social structure of traditional Kazakh society as, to some
extent, harmonious and well-adapted to local environmental conditions. For instance, Eugene
Schuyler, when describing the local aristocracy, wrote: “The Kyrgyz people had great respect for
their aristocracy” (Schyler 1876: 32). Therefore, in Schuyler’s view, any external interference
in the internal affairs of the nomads could lead to undesirable consequences for both sides.
Researchers believed that it was precisely the Russian Empire’s 19th-century policies aimed at
altering the socio-political structure of Kazakh society that triggered the various anti-colonial
uprisings among the Kazakhs.

However, it is important to note that this apparent “idealization” of Kazakh society by
proponents of this approach was likely not rooted in genuine sympathy for nomadic life, but
rather in the context of Anglo-Russian rivalry in Central Asia, which had intensified by the mid-
19th century. During this period, the geostrategic and political interests of Russia and Britain
clashed, particularly in regions such as Khiva. In this context, it is quite understandable that
representatives of the British side sought to portray Russia in an unfavorable light, both to their
domestic audience and to the broader international community.

By the late 19th and early 20th centuries, a considerable body of knowledge about the
peoples of Central Asia had accumulated in Europe and the United States. However, much of
this material remained largely descriptive in nature, and the information it presented was often
marked by partiality and bias.
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The view of foreign Sovietologists on the social history of the Kazakhs

The study of the social structure of Kazakh society has continued into modern times. In this
period, the pre-revolutionary history of the Kazakhs, along with that of other peoples of the
Russian Empire, has been examined within the broader context of sustained interest in the
imperial history of Russia during the 18th and 19th centuries, which later became a significant
focus within Western Eurasian historiography. Research centers were established in the United
States and Western Europe, and universities became important hubs for large-scale studies.
These institutions laid the foundation for comprehensive research projects and helped define
the main contours and directions of future scholarly inquiry (Devid-Foks 2000; Abdullin 2005;
Byrbaeva 2005; Bolshakova 2013).

The aforementioned approaches continued to develop; however, during this period,
criticism of the Russian Empire’s policies in its conquered territories increased significantly.
In our view, this shift can be explained by several factors. First, the frequent shifts in Soviet
historiography regarding the incorporation of peripheral regions into the empire, ranging from
portrayals of it as “absolute evil” to narratives of “voluntary accession” provoked considerable
skepticism among foreign scholars regarding the objectivity of Soviet research. Many foreign
researchers accused Soviet historians of opportunism, as such drastic ideological swings, often
by the same authors, led them to doubt the credibility of Soviet scholarship. As a result, foreign
historians tended to adopt the opposite position, viewing it as more independent and free
from ideological constraints. It is evident that the themes and content of Soviet works were
often reflected in foreign historiography, albeit with reversed assessments, what was portrayed
positively in Soviet writings was framed negatively abroad, and vice versa. Second, and perhaps
most importantly, the onset of the Cold War after 1945 further intensified this trend. One of
the aims of the ideological struggle was to construct the image of an aggressive Soviet Union
intent on spreading communist influence worldwide. It is no coincidence that many Western
Sovietologists were tasked with tracing the origins of this “invader” image back to the history
of the Russian Empire. Consequently, the noticeable rise in the number of supporters of the
second narrative, whose research was frequently funded by both Western governments and
private foundations, appears entirely natural in this context.

Prominent representatives of this approach include researchers such as L. Krader, O. Karou, E.
Bacon, V. Ryazanovsky and others (Hudson 1938; Riazanovsky 1938; Bacon 1947; Dallin 1949;
Caroe 1954; Pipes 1954; Carrere d'Encausse 1955; Hostler 1957; Carrere d'Encausse 1958;
Carrere d'Encausse 1967; Zenkovsky 1960; Krader 1963; Winner 1963; Bacon 1965; Seton-
Watson 1967; Olcott 1987). Kazakh-Russian relations were often portrayed as a series of failures
stemming from the “short-sightedness” of the imperial government and its inability to establish
stablerelations with the peoples ofthe peripheries. This failure was depicted as inevitably leading
to confrontation between the imperial center and the frontier regions. Historians focusing on
this perspective typically concentrated on the upper strata of society, regional administrators,
local leaders, and government institutions. As such, historiographical works in this field are
often characterized by a “center-down” perspective, emphasizing the authoritarian nature of
both the imperial and later Soviet regimes, which were seen as systematically suppressing the
non-Russian populations of the empire and the Soviet Union. The priorities of these scholars
become especially apparent in their treatment of the national liberation movements in the
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Kazakh steppe, which, according to available materials, were of considerable interest to foreign
researchers. In particular, they often portrayed uprisings led by Kazakh tribal leaders as “anti-
Russian” acts of resistance by non-Russian peoples against the imperial center. Figures such as the
biy Syrym Datuly, Jantore Nurmukhamedov, and Sultan Kenesary Kasymov were thus depicted
as folk heroes who resisted the “constant and increasing intrusion of Russians into the lives of
the Kazakh people” (Allworth 1967: 17). Most likely, this heightened interest in the theme of
non-Russian resistance to imperial rule stems from a desire to contrast it with the Soviet Union’s
official narrative of the “eternal friendship of peoples.” As the American researcher Paul V. Verth
aptly noted, “the confrontation of peoples usually leaves more noticeable traces in the annals of
history than their harmonious interaction” (Vert 2005: 49).

The problems of Kazakh customary law also became the object of research by scholars. One
of the first publications specifically devoted to the analysis of the Kazakhs’ adat is the article by
V. Riazanovsky's “Customary Law of the Kyrgyz” (Riazanovsky 1937). Despite the value of this
work, which was largely a translation of customary legal norms published earlier by the well-
known Russian scholar D. Ya. Samokvasov, V. Ryazanovsky overlooked the historiographical
analysis of the issue, presenting Kazakh legal norms as rigid and unchanging “laws.” In reality, this
was not the case, as local legal practices were continually shaped and modified by both external
and internal factors. Nevertheless, this does not diminish the significance of Ryazanovsky’s
work, as it introduced foreign readers, arguably for the first time, to the legal systems of the
empire’s peripheral people. In this context, the work of the prominent Turkish scholar of Tatar
origin, Sadri Maksudi Arsal, is of particular interest. In his major 1947 study on the history of
Turkic law, Arsal devoted considerable attention to the adat (customary law) of the Kazakh
nomads. He noted that despite the fact that “the Russians began to pursue an aggressive policy
in Kazakhstan, ... and the Kazakhs were forced to submit,” the traditional legal norms of the
Kazakh people remained an important part of their social structure (Maksudi 2002: 142), they
nevertheless retained their customs in both legal and public practice.

American and Western European researchers also devoted considerable attention to the social
history of the Kazakhs. However, unlike Soviet historians, foreign scholars generally adopted
an evolutionary rather than a class-based approach. They tended to present the historical
development of nomadic societies as a natural, progressive process. In these studies, nomadic
society was often depicted as relatively homogeneous, lacking pronounced class or other social
divisions. For example, biys were described as “tribal leaders chosen by the people themselves
and in close contact with them” (Bacon 1965: 96), or as “defenders of the people’s interests” (Fox-
Holmes 1957). The various forms of exploitation and subjugation that invariably and objectively
arise in any developed society were mentioned in passing or completely hushed up.

However, it would be incorrect to characterize Western Sovietology as a homogeneous field
focused solely on criticizing Russian imperial policy. Within the context of a decentralized
academic system and the absence of direct political control, Western Sovietology encompassed
a wide spectrum of perspectives that sought to critically examine and problematize the concept
of imperial space in the history of the Russian Empire. Therefore, it is important to recognize
those scholars who, while maintaining a critical stance toward pre-revolutionary Russia,
also acknowledged certain government policies as attempts to transform traditional Kazakh
society into a more “modern” social structure (Zenkovsky 1955; Pierce 1960; Becker 1968).
Proponents of the concept of “modernization” argued that with the introduction of the Russian
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administrative and legal system in the Kazakh steppe, with the opening of schools, institutions,
the construction of railways, irrigation facilities, etc., the foundation of “well-being and order”
was laid among the local peoples. Thus, a prominent representative of this trend, R. Pierce,
wrote: “Despite all the difficulties, there were prospects for improving the situation of the local
population” (Pierce 1960: 302), or: “Soviet historians continue to fiercely attack the Russian
administration and this prevents them from more objectively describing the transformations
carried out during the tsarist period. They provided the basis for the subsequent development
of Central Asia under the Soviet regime” (Becker 1968). However, it should be noted that there
are relatively few works in this area.

It is also possible to identify a line of research that, to some extent, served as a precursor
to the approach of contemporary scholars, an approach grounded in the study of interethnic
relations within a heterogeneous state (Strakhovsky 1941; Raeff 1956; Demko 1969; Raeff
1971; Starr 1978; Starr 1972). This approach covers a wide range of issues, which focus on the
heterogeneity of the political and ethnic space of the empire, on government measures for the
co-optation and integration of new lands in the formation of the imperial space. A prominent
representative of this approach was Mark Raeff, who, among the measures taken by the Russian
administration to involve the local elite in the service of the empire, names bribery, various
channels of monetary financing, the provision of convenient land for grazing, etc. (Raeff 1956:
106). Such measures by the authorities became peaceful ways to include the region in the sphere
of influence of the empire.

In general, it can be argued that in Western Sovietology, the pre-revolutionary past of the
Kazakhs was mainly considered in the context of studying the colonial activities of tsarism on
their national outskirts, while the emphasis was on the anti-Russian actions of local peoples as
a protest against colonial rule.

Discussions

The analysis of foreign historiography concerning the social structure of Kazakh society
and the figure of the biy reveals considerable methodological dynamism, shaped by political,
ideological, and theoretical shifts spanning the 18th to the 20th centuries.

In the early stages (18th-19th centuries), the biy was typically portrayed through a
Eurocentric lens, with scholars focusing primarily on external cultural expressions. Practices
such as barymta (livestock raiding), clan-based power structures, and customary legal norms
were often depicted as “exotic” or “archaic.” Despite the evident bias of these portrayals, many
of them captured valuable ethnographic details that would later serve as foundations for more
nuanced academic inquiry.

By the late 19th and early 20th centuries, growing criticism of Russian imperial expansion
intensified. Within the context of Anglo-Russian geopolitical rivalry, the figure of the biy acquired
a more favorable tone - as a symbol of local autonomy and indigenous legal consciousness.
Scholars began to reassess adat (customary law) and the biy’s role not as vestiges of abygone era,
but as integral components of a complex societal structure uniquely adapted to the conditions
of nomadic life.

Western Sovietology, particularly during the Cold War, interpreted the biy as part of the
broader imperial conflict between center and periphery. Researchers emphasized the biy’s
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participation in anti-colonial resistance, elevating them to the status of national heroes. The
deeply rooted traditions of self-governance and legal autonomy were increasingly viewed as
expressions of opposition to centralized state power.

This discussion demonstrates that the image of the biy in foreign historiography has never
been static but has undergone continual reevaluation. From "harsh steppe judge" to "defender
of the people's interests,” this evolving narrative reflects not only changing academic trends
but also the ideological tensions of different eras. Foreign interpretations of the biy frequently
mirror broader political and intellectual positions, revealing how the study of the “Other” often
functions as a means of self-reflection or ideological projection.

The figure of the biy and the socio-legal structure of traditional Kazakh society offer promising
directions for further research:

- Postcolonial studies: The biy can be viewed as a form of localized resistance to imperial
rule and as a resilient institution that embodied alternative models of power and justice.

- Legal anthropology: There is significant potential for in-depth analysis of adat as a flexible
legal system capable of adapting to both internal transformations and external pressures,
including imperial legal frameworks.

- Historiographic evolution: Juxtaposing interpretations of the biy within imperial, Soviet,
and Western academic systems helps reveal underlying epistemological assumptions and
ideological filters.

- Historical biography and public history: The biy is increasingly featured in national
mythmaking, serving as an object of memorialization and educational representation in modern
Kazakhstan.

- Imperial integration: Scholarship is gradually shifting from the study of repression to a
more nuanced understanding of incorporation mechanisms, such as elite co-optation, land
policies, and legal hybridity.

Conclusion

[t is worth noting that most scholars studying the transformation of the socio-cultural space
of non-Russian peoples tend to agree that, in the process of empire-building and in their efforts
to assimilate and subjugate “foreign” populations, imperial authorities often became hostages
of the very processes they had initiated, processes that frequently unfolded beyond their full
control. As some studies have demonstrated, non-Russian peoples themselves made significant
contributions to these transformations, though always within a context that was inevitably
shaped by the colonial nature of their subjugation (Vert 2005: 71).

Abriefanalysis of foreign historiography allows us to identify the general trends characteristic
of Euro-American scholarship. While certain thematic differences can be confidently noted,
these works nonetheless demonstrate an intrinsic connection with the social history of the
peoples of Central Asia. In other words, both historically and today, within the broader context
of interpreting socio-political events of the past, researchers have consistently focused on the
structure of nomadic societies, highlighting key historical figures and social groups.

Naturally, as historical knowledge accumulated, earlier themes were reinterpreted through
new historiographical sources and methodological approaches. However, it is important to
recognize that a distinctive feature of foreign historiography lies in its ability to extract from
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the broader narrative those issues that remain relevant and whose analysis has practical
significance. Such topics include the study of forms of interaction and mutual influence within
multiethnic states, state, society relations, and the incorporation of local customary law into
imperial legal frameworks, often framed through dichotomies such as “law versus custom” or
“tradition versus modernity”.

Many of the conclusions reached by foreign scholars are marked by original perspectives,
unconventional approaches, and insightful interpretations. At the same time, not all assertions
made by foreign researchers regarding the history of the empire’s peoples should be accepted
uncritically. There is room for scholarly disagreement, and where there is solid source evidence,
itis possible to challenge certain factual inaccuracies or superficial interpretations of the subject.

Nevertheless, there is no doubt that modern historical scholarship can achieve meaningful
progress only by productively engaging with the achievements of global academic research.
In this regard, the contribution of foreign historiography is undeniable, as it enables a more
comprehensive view of many historical processes, helps overcome geographical limitations, and
keeps scholars attuned to new perspectives and evolving discourses in the study of traditional
societies, including that of pre-revolutionary Kazakh society.
