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Clarification of the Concepts of “Burial Rites” and “Funeral and Memorial
Ritualism” in the Archaeological Context

Abstract. This article is devoted to the theoretical understanding of the concepts of
“burial rites” and “funeral and memorial ritualism” in archaeological interpretation.
Based on an analysis of the works of domestic and foreign researchers, the main
approaches to defining the content, structure, and interrelationship of these concepts
are considered, and the terminology related to ritual practices recorded in archaeological
materials is clarified. Particular attention is paid to the distinction between different
levels and aspects of ritual activity, allowing for a more comprehensive reconstruction
of the spiritual and material cultures of ancient societies. Burial complexes and
the accompanying ritual practices are important sources of information about the
social organisation, ideological attitudes, and symbolic models of the world of ancient
communities. Analysis of archaeological data reveals insights into ideas about death
and the afterlife, as well as demonstrating the complex interrelationships between
ritual practice and the society's worldview. The study employed analytical-comparative
and historiographical methods, which made it possible to systematise and compare the
existing scientific approaches to the interpretation of funeral and memorial rites. This
comprehensive approach enabled the tracing of the evolution of ideas about the structure
and content of funeral and memorial rites, as well as the identification of their role in
archaeological interpretation. The work aims to clarify the conceptual apparatus and
the relationship between “burial rites” and “funeral and memorial ritualism”, as well
as to identify their significance for the reconstruction of the ideological and worldview
attitudes of ancient societies. The methodological basis of the study provided a systematic
approach to analysing concepts and theoretical models, which allows archaeological,
ethnographic, and semantic data to be combined into a single interpretative framework.
Particular attention is paid to the practical significance of the work: the results of the
research can be used to analyse archaeological materials and prepare educational
programmes and methodological guides on archaeology and ethnology. In addition,
the work emphasizes the importance of an interdisciplinary approach that combines
data from various humanities disciplines to achieve a deeper understanding of cultural
processes and the transformation of ritual practices in ancient societies. The results of
this work open up opportunities for integrating archaeological data with ethnographic
and historical-cultural sources, thereby increasing the accuracy of interpreting ritual
practices in ancient societies. Thus, the work demonstrates a transition from descriptive
approaches to complex models of research into ritual and ceremonial practices and
emphasises the relevance of clarifying key concepts in modern archaeology.

Introduction

Burial sites and burial rites are one of the most important sources of archaeological
information. Their study provides a wealth of data that enables us to reconstruct the spiritual
and material culture of ancient communities, the peculiarities of their social structure,
worldviews, and other elements of the ideological sphere. Analysis of materials uncovered
during archaeological excavations contributes to a more complete understanding of the complex
processes that reflect people's attitudes towards death and the afterlife.

Theissue of burial sites and funeral rites has consistently attracted the attention of researchers
throughout the entire period of archaeological science's development. The study of burial and
memorial sites, as well as rituals in general, remains one of the pressing tasks of contemporary
archaeology.

After completing archaeological excavations and initial processing of materials, the
researcher proceeds to the stage of interpreting the data obtained, which requires the use of
interdisciplinary approaches, as well as interaction with various fields of scientific knowledge.
When studying funeral and memorial rituals, it is particularly important to apply comprehensive
and interdisciplinary approaches, which are a key condition for a comprehensive analysis
of archaeological data and ensure a holistic understanding of the ritual practices of ancient
populations.

The aim of this work is to examine and clarify the concepts of “funeral and memorial ritualism”
and “burial rites” in archaeological interpretation, as well as to identify their relationship and
role in the process of reconstructing the ideological beliefs of ancient societies.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks are addressed in this work: an analysis of existing
approaches to defining the concepts of “funeral” and “memorial” rites, and a determination of
the content and structure of funeral and memorial ritualism as a complex phenomenon.

The practical significance of the study lies in the fact that its results can be used in the
analysis of archaeological materials related to funeral and memorial ritualism, as well as in the
preparation and teaching of archaeological and ethnological disciplines.

Materials and methods

The work utilizes materials that reflect the primary scientific approaches to the study of
funeral and memorial ritualism - works by domestic and foreign researchers dedicated to
theoretical issues in the archaeological interpretation of burial complexes, ritual practices, and
ritual symbolism.

When selecting sources, we considered works that encompass both the theoretical and
methodological aspects of funeral rites studies and specific archaeological interpretations,
enabling us to trace the evolution of scientific approaches over time.

The work employed analytical-comparative and historiographical methods, which made
it possible to generalise and compare existing scientific approaches to the definition and
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interpretation of the concepts of “burial rite, “memorial rite”, funeral and memorial ritualism,
as well as related terms such as “ritual”, “custom”, and funeral practice. This expansion of the
conceptual range made it possible to trace the evolution of scientific ideas about the structure
and content of ritual complexes in archaeological interpretation.

In modern archaeological science, the interpretation of burial complexes has been
significantly expanded through the introduction of interdisciplinary research methods,
including stable isotope analysis, natural science methods for analysing human remains,
geoinformation modelling, and three-dimensional digital recording of burial structures, etc.
The application of these approaches enables the reconstruction of migration processes, kinship
ties, and the dietary and mobility characteristics of ancient communities, thereby refining and
supplementing traditional archaeological interpretations of ritual practices.

Of particular importance in this context is the development of archaeothanatology, which
considers the body's position, the sequence of ritual actions, and taphonomic processes as key
sources for reconstructing the structure of burial rites (Duday 2009: 158).

The application of these methods was accompanied by the use of interdisciplinary data,
primarily ethnographic and cultural, which made it possible to expand the interpretative
possibilities of archaeological material.

Literary review

The study of burial rites and funeral and memorial ritualism has a long tradition and occupies
one of the central places in archaeology. One of the first theoretical foundations for interpreting
rituals was laid by Arnold van Gennep in his seminal work “The Rites of Passage” (Gennep
1999: 198), which identifies the universal stages of rituals of passage from birth to death.
This approach became the methodological basis for analysing funeral practices as a transition
between the worlds of the living and the dead.

The first fundamental works on the interpretation of funeral rites were written in the late
19th century by the ethnographers E. Taylor (Taylor 1939: 568) and J. Frazer (Fraser 1980: 832),
who explained their diversity primarily in terms of primitive mythology and religious beliefs. At
the beginning of the 20th century, Emile Durkheim's school introduced a sociological approach,
viewing death as a social and biological transformation, and funeral rites as “a rite of passage
for an individual from the world of the living to the world of the dead (Gennep 1999: 198),
(Hertz 2004: 174). According to this theory, the funeral ritual has a three-stage structure: the
first stage is “rite of separation” (isolation of the body), the second is “carrying out the funeral”
(final separation of the soul from the body), and the third is “the rite of reunion” (the return of
the community to normal life and the inclusion of the soul in the circle of ancestors).

R. Hertz emphasised that the scale and form of funeral rituals depend on the deceased's
social status and aim to restore social order (Hertz 2004: 174). At the same time, the influential
archaeologist Alfred Kroeber, a representative of the cultural-historical school, argued that
funeral rites are unreliable for reconstructing cultural history due to their variability (Averkieva
1979: 288).

This position was rejected by Lewis Binford in the mid-1960s, one of the founders of “new” or
processual archaeology (Binford 1962: 217-225). Binford demonstrated the stability of burial
rites and postulated that the form and structure of burial practices directly reflect the form
and organisational characteristics of society itself. He argued that funeral rites symbolically
reflect the “social identity of the deceased” (gender, age, social status) and the composition of
the social group participating in the funeral.
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Binford's follower, Joseph Tainter, introduced the abstract concept of “energy expenditure”
(orlabour) on funeral rituals and established that the social rank of the deceased correlates with
the degree of this expenditure in more than 90% of the cases studied (Tainter 1978: 105-141).

Another follower, Arthur Saxe, suggested that the creation of formal burial sites (cemeteries)
is used by corporate groups to legitimise their rights to limited resources through ancestral
heritage. A. Saxe analysed ethnographic descriptions of three traditional societies - the Ashanti
in West Africa, the Kapauku Papuans in New Guinea, and the Bontoc Igorots in the Philippines -
and based on this data formulated eight hypotheses about the social significance of burial rites.
Of greatest interest to archaeologists is the eighth hypothesis, which asserts that burial grounds
and cemeteries were created to secure the land rights of living community members through
their connection to the heritage of their ancestors (Saxe 1970: 240).

Since the early 1990s, “a post-processual” trend has emerged in Western archaeology,
represented by [an Hodder and Mike Parker Pearson. This trend has been critical of the ideas
of “new archaeology” (Hodder 2007: 188). Post-processualists argued that funeral rites create
a distorted and idealised portrait of the deceased, as they reflect the views and interests of the
living, and not just the status of the deceased. They emphasised the ideological, religious, and
symbolic aspects of funeral rituals, seeing them as “an active field of activity” where participants
discuss issues of power and property. Moreover, the symbolism of funeral inventory could be
misleading, as items could have been made specifically for the funeral and not used during the
person's lifetime (Pearson 1999: 250).

In the early 21st century, a number of new theoretical approaches to the study of burial
practices have been developed in foreign archaeology, within which the funeral rite is viewed as
a complex social and symbolic system that participates in the formation of personality, status,
and collective identity. Within the concept of personhood, ritual is interpreted as a mechanism
for constructing social identity and posthumous status, materialised through the body of the
deceased, burial goods, and the architecture of the burial site (Fowler 2004: 196).

Contemporary research focused on corporeality and practice emphasises that the
archaeologically recorded elements of the burial rite result from ritualised actions performed
with the body of the deceased and in the burial space, allowing us to consider burial as a process
rather than a single act (Nilsson 2003: 395).

As a result, although some of the ideas of new archaeology (e.g., “the social approach”)
continue to be used, modern foreign studies, as summarised by V.I. Gulyaev, emphasise the need
for a comprehensive approach to the study of burial rites, including analysis of archaeological
and ethnographic sources, as well as “a landscape approach” (analysis of burial grounds in the
context of settlements and places of worship).

In archaeology, the development of methods for studying burial complexes is directly linked
to the work of V.E. Gening and V.A. Borzunov (Gening, Borzunov 1975: 42-71), as well as S.V.
Krasnov, who developed a systematic approach to the study of ritual actions (Krasnov 2012:
744-747). Theoretical issues of the structure and stages of the ritual are discussed in detail by
E.P. Dvornikov (Dvornikov 2010: 30-33).

V.I. Melnik paid particular attention to the symbolism and semantics of funeral rituals, showing
the interconnection between archaeological and ethnographic data in the reconstruction of the
ideological representations of ancient societies (Melnik 2010: 52-59). Issues of methodology
in the study of burial sites were systematised by E.V. Lagutkina, who emphasised the need to
combine typological, statistical, and semantic analysis (Lagutkina 2010: 19-32).

A significant contribution to the development of theoretical and methodological foundations
was also made by V.I. Gulyayev (Gulyaev 1993: 76-77), V.S. Alekshin (Alekshin 1981: 3-9), V.S.
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Olkhovsky (Olkhovsky 1993: 78-93), M.F. Kosarev (Kosarev 2010: 33-51), and Z. Samashev
(Samashev 2017: 511-548). Their works made it possible to consider burial rites as a complex
system that includes ideological and practical aspects, as well as to clarify the conceptual range
covering the terms “rite”, “ritualism”, “ritual”, “custom”, and “funeral practice”.

Thus, the existing literature demonstrates a transition from a descriptive approach to complex
models of analysis combining archaeological, ethnographic, and semantic methods. However,
the problem of correlating and clarifying basic concepts remains relevant, which determines

the direction of this study.
Results and discussion

Elements of the burial complex were identified by researchers practically from the
earliest stages of archaeological study of burials. A wide range of ethnographic data provided
opportunities for direct interpretation of the identified forms of burial structures and rites.
The accumulation of a significant amount of material on burial sites has set science the task of
developing new methods of analysis and approaches to interpreting the data obtained.

A burial rite can be viewed as a multi-layered symbolic system, where each action, object,
or element of the ritual carries a certain semantic meaning associated with the worldview and
social norms of ancient society.

Attempts to understand various phenomena in science usually begin and end with their
systematisation. Comprehension of the general and the specific becomes possible only through
comparison and contrast of the objects under study.

In modern archaeology, the concept of “burial rites” occupies one of the central places in
the interpretation of ancient cultural practices. Unlike the ethnographic approach, where this
term refers to the process of burying the deceased and the set of accompanying ritual actions,
archaeology primarily deals with their material reflections - the remains of burial structures,
material complexes, the position of animal bones, and human remains, among others. It is
precisely on the basis of this data that it is possible to reconstruct the sequence of actions that
made up the burial rite.

However, it should be borne in mind that not all elements of the ritual were materially
embodied or could be preserved in archaeological material. In addition, the interpretation of the
meaning and content of these actions often remains in the realm of probabilistic reconstructions
and scientific hypotheses.

This approach has been summarised in several synthetic works devoted to the archaeology of
death and burial, where ritual, social status, identity, and memory are considered as interrelated
analytical categories (Tarlow, Nilsson Stutz 2013: 872).

Theburialritual isone ofthe mostinformative sources for studying the ethnic sphere. Although
itis only a separate element reflecting ethnocultural features based on archaeological materials,
the massive nature of burial data makes it possible to use them to analyse ethnic processes
as a whole. This material is especially valuable for studying the mechanisms of formation and
transformation of specific ethnic groups at different stages of historical development.

In archaeology, burial rites are recorded based on the remains of phenomena that recur with
varying degrees of consistency across a multitude of individual objects. For a comprehensive
and in-depth study of burial rites, it is essential not only to document specific varieties of their
manifestations but also to reveal their internal content within the broader context of the overall
ritual complex.
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Contemporary researchers are largely focused on resolving issues of typological and
chronological classification, formalisation, localisation, correlation, and systematisation of
burial characteristics. As a result, the main focus is on source analysis, while the interpretative
side of the problem, related to the disclosure of the worldview and symbolic aspects of the rite,
remains in the shadows.

In the second half of the 20th century, the Institute of Archaeology of the Russian Academy
of Sciences organised a series of meetings devoted to the issues of studying and interpreting
burial rites. In particular, in February 1988, the meeting was held on “Issues of Interpreting
Burial Rites in Archaeology”, and in April 1992, a meeting was held on “Methods of Computer
Analysis of Burial Rites”. In 1991, meetings were also held that made a significant contribution
to the development of research methods and theoretical understanding of this issue (Gulyaev
1993: 76).

V.S. Alekshin considers burial rites as a system comprising two interrelated components. The
first reflects the ritual side and represents a set of traditionally approved actions performed
before the funeral, at the time of burial, and after it. These actions are aimed at “transferring” the
deceased to the other world and are performed in relation to members of the community who
formed its core and were connected by kinship ties. The second component characterises the
social status of the deceased and is expressed in a complex of material elements accompanying
the rite: the type of burial structure, the composition of the inventory, the position of the body;,
and other features.

According to the researcher, these two components together form a standard (traditional)
burial rite characteristic of any archaeological culture. At the same time, as Alekshin emphasised,
it is wrong to consider them in isolation or to contrast them with each other, since reliable
information can only be obtained through a comprehensive analysis of the funeral rite as a
whole (Alekshin 1981: 3).

[.L. Kyzlasov noted that archaeologists researching and interpreting ancient burials must
analyse not only the stratigraphy of the layers covering them, but also the unique layers of
spiritual culture reflected in the material remains of the burial rite (Kyzlasov 1993: 98-112).

In his work “Studying the Structure of Burial Practices in Russian Archaeology”, V.I. Melnik
examined and analysed the formulation of this question in studies conducted since the 1970s,
emphasising the importance of the correct use and precise definition of terms (Melnik 2024:
332-356). In his work “Funeral Practices and Burial Rites”, V.I. Melnik attempted to define the
relationship between the concepts of “burial rites”, “burial customs”, and “funeral practices”,
which is important for clarifying the conceptual apparatus of archaeological science (Melnik
1993: 94-97).

In his article “The Study of Funeral Rites in Foreign Archaeology”, V.I. Gulyayev analyses the
works of Anglo-American researchers who, over the years, have considered various approaches
to the study of funeral rites (Gulyaev 2010: 5-19). In his opinion, the interpretation of burial rites
in foreign archaeology is carried out within the framework of four main directions: religious-
mythological, ethnocultural, chronological, and social (Gulyaev 2010: 6).

M.E. Kossarev proposed a distinction between concepts closely related to the ritual and
ceremonial sphere. In his opinion, “a rite is an action repeated in certain situations, having
a sufficiently pronounced sacred character”. At the same time, the researcher understands
“ritual” as “a complex” of ritual actions aimed at achieving some particularly significant sacred
goal. In addition, Kosarev noted that in archaeological and ethnographic research, another term
from this conceptual group is often used - “custom”, which he defined as “an action that was
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common under certain circumstances and for the most part, did not carry any significant sacred
meaning” (Kossarev 2010: 34).

V.S. Olkhovsky made an important contribution to the development of the theoretical and
methodological foundations for the study of ritual complexes. According to his definition, “a
burial rite (ritual) is a set of ritual-practical actions performed in preparation for and during
the burial in accordance with religious and ideological norms. The basis of the rite consists of
funeral customs - generally accepted ways and norms of dealing with the deceased, a set of
ideas and rules that prescribe how to behave in a specific situation. A rite is a phenomenon that
is more complex in form, content, and structure, being a combination of ideological (a system
of religious beliefs, norms, and prescriptions governing the burial process) and practical (a
system of ritual and practical actions performed during the burial of the deceased) spheres.
The ideological sphere is the content of the rite, and the practical sphere is its form, the actual
actions (Olkhovsky 1991: 4).

In addition, the researcher emphasised the close relationship between funeral and memorial
rites. In his opinion, “a memorial rite is an action performed during a certain period of time after
burial for propitiatory and commemorative purposes. Like a funeral, it has its own practical
and religious-ideological spheres. The interconnection between funeral and memorial rites
requires their joint study and is designated by the concept of “funeral and memorial ritualism”
(Olkhovsky 1991: 5).

In his article “Funeral and Memorial Rituals of the Ancient Nomads of the Kazakh Altai in
the Context of the Ontological Concept of Life and Death (Based on Materials from the Berel
Mounds)”, Z. Samashev paid special attention to the interpretation of the concepts of “burial
rite” and “funeral and memorial ritualism”. The researcher offers a structural analysis of ritual
practice, identifying several stages of the rite that reflect its internal logic and sequence. These
include: “The beginning of the rite of passage: preparing the deceased for life in the afterlife”,

“Choosing a place for burial: the impact of the grave structure”, “Carrying the deceased and the
journey to the burial site”, “The process of burying the deceased as the culmination of the cult
and ritual practices of the ancient Berel tribes”, and “Post-funeral activities: sacrifices, funeral
feasts, and other ritual acts significant to society, aimed at restoring harmony” (Samashev 2017:
511-548).

Inaddition to the theoretical models and stage-by-stage reconstructions of the ritual discussed
above, it seems important to turn to a structural analysis of funeral and memorial ritualism.
This approach allows us to combine various archaeological features into a single analytical
framework, revealing the relationships among the ritual's ideological, social, and material
components. The transition from descriptive characteristics to a structural understanding of
the ritual provides an opportunity for a more in-depth analysis of the ritual practices of ancient
populations.

In modern archaeology, the study of burial and memorial ritualism is becoming multi-layered,
requiring reference not only to recorded material data but also to the structural levels of the
ritual system. This approach allows us to consider the burial complex as a holistic phenomenon,
including ideological, social, behavioural, and material components. Dividing the ritual into
structural levels contributes to a more accurate interpretation of the identified archaeological
features and enables the reconstruction of ancient society's ritual practices in their internal
logic.

The application of a structural approach is especially important when direct ethnographic
parallels are absentorinsufficient. The identification of ideological, normative-customary, ritual-
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practical, material, social, memorial, and spatial-landscape levels allows for the systematisation
of diverse data and the establishment of their interrelationships. Each of these levels is reflected
inthe archaeological material, butthe degree of preservation, informativeness and interpretative
load varies significantly.

Thus, considering funeral and memorial rites as a multi-layered, functionally differentiated
system allows us to move from a descriptive analysis of individual ritual actions to their
structural interpretation. To clarify the basic concepts used in the study and their relationship,
it seems appropriate to refer to a schematic model of the relationship between funeral and
memorial rites within a single ritual system (Fig. 1).

The ideological level is recorded mainly indirectly through the orientation of burials, the
choice of burial site, and the organisation of the sacred landscape. The normative-customary
level is reflected in the repetition of burial structures and body positions, and in the stability of
ritual patterns. The ritual-practical level is revealed by traces of specific actions.

The material level, as the most stable, serves as the primary basis for analysis. The social level
allows us to reconstruct the status of the deceased, the characteristics of social organisation,
and the structure of the group. The memorial level is manifested in traces of repeated visits,
secondary sacrifices, and subsequent stratification. The spatial-landscape level reveals the
characteristics of sacred geography, local traditions, and the community's territorial self-
identification.

The inclusion of these levels in the analysis of burial and memorial ritualism allows us to
move from a descriptive study of individual burials to the reconstruction of a complex ritual
system. This approach enables a holistic understanding of the interaction among ideology, social
structure, and the material forms of ritual practice. The use of structural levels as an analytical
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model enhances the interpretative value of archaeological material and forms a methodological
basis for further research on burial complexes (Table 1).

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Conclusion

Thus, an analysis of approaches to the study of burial rites shows that research in this area
has progressed from a descriptive and typological level to complex interpretative models that
combine archaeological, ethnographic, and sociocultural data. The funeral practices of ancient
societies reflect not only the ritual aspect of their attitude towards death, but also the structure
of social organisation, worldview, attitudes, and ethnocultural characteristics.

This study clarifies the relationship between the concepts of “burial rites”, “memorial rites”,
and “funeral and memorial ritualism”. It is shown that burial and memorial rites form a single
ritual system, and the use of the concept of “funeral and memorial ritualism” enables adequate
reflection on the integrity and duration of the ritual cycle in archaeological interpretation.

Understanding the burial rite as a multi-layered phenomenon, including ideological and
practical aspects, opens up opportunities for a deeper understanding of the cultural processes
of antiquity and their transformation over time.

The proposed structural approach, based on identifying key levels of burial and memorial
rites, provides a systematisation for diverse archaeological data and a transition from describing
individual elements of the rite to reconstructing its internal logic. Considering the burial
complex as a multi-layered system expands the interpretative possibilities of the archaeology
of death and forms a methodological basis for analysing burial sites from different cultural and
chronological eras.
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Abstract. In the presented study, the authors attempt to clearly demonstrate the role
and significance of archaeological research in Central Kazakhstan in the 1920s, the post-
revolutionary period marked by difficult economic conditions, consequences, and the
beginning of reconstruction in the cultural and scientific spheres. Despite the difficult
time, including a lack of material and human resources, the state took steps to preserve
and study material culture. This is evidenced by the clear regulation of archaeological
excavations on the basis of special permits - Open letters. Archaeological work during
this period was often of a local historical nature. Local initiatives contributed to
archaeological excavations, the recording of material, and its subsequent transfer to
museums. Much credit is due to one of the pioneers of the museum movement and an
active researcher of the region, L.FE. Semenov, who was at the forefront of the opening
of the local history museum in Akmolinsk. He took an active part in organising and
conducting archaeological research, collecting and classifying artefacts. The study aims to
identify, analyse, and evaluate L.F. Semenov's contribution to the study of archaeological
sites in Central Kazakhstan, as well as to provide an overview of the surviving materials
reflecting his scientific activity. To study the content of his scientific works, articles,
and field diaries to identify the subject matter, methodology, and scientific significance,
content analysis was used, as well as a historical-comparative method, which made it
possible to compare the approaches and results of L.F. Semenov's research with the works
of other archaeologists of his time. Particular attention is paid to materials found in the
archives on the issue of granting the right to conduct archaeological work. It is noted that
the right to conduct archaeological excavations was granted to L.F. Semenov on the basis
of an Open letter issued in 1929 in accordance with the established norms of that time. Of
additional value are materials from his correspondence with scientists, which allow us to
reconstruct scientific connections, discuss theoretical approaches at the time, and clarify
the chronology of individual stages of field research. The scientific community highly
appreciated L.F. Semenov's contribution to the study of archaeological sites in Central
Kazakhstan, as evidenced by references to his works in publications by domestic and
foreign specialists. The study of the archaeological legacy of L.F. Semenov is important for
concretizing one of the stages in the development of Kazakhstani archaeology.

Abstract. This paper presents a comprehensive morphological analysis of a
representative collection of Bronze Age ceramics housed in the funds of the Regional
Museum of Local History (Ust-Kamenogorsk). The research is based on vessels
recovered during archaeological excavations of landmark sites in the region: the
Marinka, Barashki, Berezovsky, and Zevakinsky burial grounds. These objects are
localized within key geographical zones of East Kazakhstan, making their analysis
highly representative for understanding the ethnocultural processes that occurred
across the entire territory of the region. It is important to note that the study aims to
reconstructregional pottery traditions through the analysis of vessel forms, ornamental
stylistics, and comparative studies of ceramic assemblages to establish genetic links or
cultural distinctions. Within the framework of this approach, morphological analysis
based on the formation of functional parts revealed a significant structural diversity,
ranging from simple 3-part to complex 6-part designs. The study of functional part
formation identified distinct chronological dynamics, demonstrating the selectivity of
technological innovations. A progressive development of body shape is observed in
pot-type vessels, whereas jar-shaped forms exhibited simultaneous regression. This
suggests shifting functional requirements driven by the socio-economic transformation
of Bronze Age society. A complex synthesis is recorded in the ornamental tradition: the
preservation of a stable local foundation, serving as a marker of collective identity,
alongside the active absorption of external cultural impulses. Although the core of
the collection aligns with the Nura cultural circle, the discovery of «imitation vessels»
with Alakul and Tagar parallels serves as direct evidence of extensive intercultural
contacts and migration processes within the framework of the Andronovo cultural
and historical community. This is further supported by foreign cultural decorative
techniques that imitate various types of combed and smooth ornamental stamps. In
conclusion, it should be emphasized that this research identifies specific features of
ceramic production reflecting both conservative local traditions and dynamic external
influences. The findings enable a precise reconstruction of cultural interactions,
technological paradigm shifts, and the chronological evolution of material culture
across the region’s steppe and forest-steppe zones.

Introduction

The chronicle of Baybars al-Mansuri al-Nasiri, "The Cream of Thought in the History of the
Hijra / According to the Chronology of Hijra" (Zubda(t) al-Fikra(t) fi Tarikh al-Hijra(t)), is one of
the earliest Mamluk chronicles, which contains important information about the emergence and
initial period of development of the Mamluk state. However, it was introduced into full-fledged
scientific circulation relatively late. Only after the completion of Donald Richards' fundamental
critical edition of the source in 1998, the text of the chronicle started to be actively used in
various works on the history of the Mamluks (Sidarus 2020: 141). Currently, the Arabic text
(but without D. Richards' scientific introduction) is available on the websites of many Arabic
electronic libraries.

"Zubda(t) al-Fikra(t).." occupies a special place in the Mamluk period, as it is the only
historical chronicle about the early Bahri period written by a representative of the Mamluk
elite who held high positions in the state apparatus (Richards 1998: XV-XIX). Largely due to the
unique nature of this chronicle, Baybars al-Mansuri himself has become, perhaps, one of the
most famous amirs in Mamluk historiography.

Methods and Materials
The focus of this article is the state and prospects of using Baybars al-Mansuri al-Nasiri's

chronicle "The Cream of Thought in the History of the Hijra / According to the Chronology of
the Hijra" in Mamluk studies, identifying further potential directions for studying the source.
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In this context, the author seeks not only to provide a snapshot of current works that actively
use "The Cream of Thought..." butalso to characterize the source in the context of the peculiarities
of reflecting the historical process and the formation of concepts for its development in the
Mamluk period itself. Baybars al-Mansuri al-Nasiri, also known by one of his positions as
Baybars al-Dawadar, was a member of the Mamluk elite who rose to the highest positions in
the state. He took a personal part in many military and political events that he describes. Most
of what we know about him comes from his own writings. The author of the chronicle was
probably born no later than 645 AH / 1247 or 1248 AD. This date is determined approximately,
based on the message that at his death he was about 80 years old, although it must be taken
into account that these are lunar years (Sidarus 2020: 143), thus, he died at the age of 77-78
years, and the date 1245/1246, which is sometimes indicated as the year of his possible birth,
is not correct due to confusion between solar and lunar years when indicating the amir's age.
As Baybars al-Mansuri himself says, he arrived in Egypt in 659 AH, that is, in 1260 or 1261 AD,
when he should have been about 14 years old.

His two nisbas — al-Mansuri and al-Nasiri — unequivocally indicate the Maliks under whom
he was in service: al-Mansur Qalawun [1279-1290], although he joined him when he was still
an amir, and al-Nasir Muhammad [1293-1294, 1299-1309, 1309-1341]. As a member of the
Mamluk corps of the Amir Qalawun, Baybars participated personally in a number of military
campaigns of Sultans al-Zahir Baybars [1260-1277] and al-Mansur Qalawun and others,
including participation in the siege and capture of Acre in 1291 under the son and successor
of al-Mansur Qalawun, Sultan al-Ashraf Khalil [1290-1293]. In 1293, under the young al-Nasir
Muhammad, he was appointed "amir / mugaddim of a thousand" and "dawadar." The peak of
his career can be considered the position of naib of Egypt / governor of the Sultan in Egypt,
which he held for just under one year, in 1311-1312. After that, the Amir fell into disgrace and
spent five years in prison (Ashtor 1986: 1127-1128). Despite all this, the personality of Sultan
al-Nasir Muhammad in "The Cream of Thought..." is assessed at a very high level.

Researchers unanimously note the scholarship and good style of Baybars al-Mansuri’s
writings (Ashtor 1986: 1128 etal.). The author of this article, who has spenta lot of time working
with the text of "The Cream of Thought..." and the works of other Mamluk chroniclers - al-Ayni,
al-Magrizi, Ibn Taghribirdi, Ibn Dugmag, Ibn al-Dawadari - also would like to note the elegance
of style and fascinating presentation in the chronicle composed by Baybars al-Mansuri.

In addition to his own text, Baybars al-Mansuri included into "The Cream of Thought..."
numerous poetic fragments composed by other authors (some of these poetic pieces are related
to the plot, while others pay tribute to and illustrate the work of the mentioned poet, usually
in an obituary), individual khutbas (Friday prayers), diplomatic correspondence (for example,
between the Ilkhans and the Mamluk sultans), individual decrees (manshurs) of the Mamluk
sultans, individual firmans of other rulers (for example, of the Ilkhan Ghazan Khan, Ilkhan
[1295-1304]).

The meaning of the title of the Chronicle is quite transparent - "The Cream of Thought" is a
special epithet (practically not used in modern Arabic), reflecting that the author produced an
extract of available information and presented its most valuable and significant parts. It must be
understood that when we talk about "The Cream of Thought...", we are usually talking about a
small part of the work, relatively original and not based on the chronicles of previous historians.
In the original manuscript, this is the penultimate (tenth) of eleven volumes, which in total
cover the history of the Islamic world from the Hijra of the Prophet to 724 AH (1324 AD). The
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publisher and researchers of the source believe that the relatively original text begins in 650
AH (1252 AD) and ends in 709 AH (1309 AD). It is within these chronological frameworks that
D. Richards carried out the scientific publication of the source. The chronicle in its scientific
edition breaks off literally in mid-sentence ("..and this is Amir Saif ad-Din Burlaghi, Amir Izz
ad-Din al-Baghdadi, Amir Shams ad-Din al-Dakaz [al-dkz] salahdar and Amir..." (Baybars 1998:
417). It is obviously not finished, and the date 709 AH in this case seems absolutely random.

The date of 724 AH, mentioned, among others, in the publication of E.W. von Tiesenhausen,
is associated with the alleged death of Baybars al-Mansuri al-Nasiri (725 AH / 1325 AD).
According to the established tradition in Muslim historiography, his chronicle was included
in later chronicles and, thus, created the appearance of continuous transmission of historical
knowledge from chronicle to chronicle, from chronicler to chronicler.

Literature Review

In this context, the need for a critical edition of the source is undoubtedly overdue. Until 1998,
the materials of "The Cream of Thought..." were used in fragments in academic research. For
example, the publication of "Collection of Materials Relating to the History of the Golden Horde,
Volume I. Excerpts from Arabic Writings" (Tiesenhausen 1884) presented a Russian translation
of separate parts of the Chronicle (Tiesenhausen 1884: 76-123). The source itself was entitled
"The Cream of Reflection about the Chronicle of the Hijra. From the Chronicle of Rukn al-Din
Baybars." E.W. von. Tiesenhausen used the manuscripts (or fragments of manuscripts) with
the text of "The Cream..." available to him at that time, but relied mainly on the manuscript
from the British Museum (Tiesenhausen 1884: 76). The London manuscript (now kept in the
British Library — Add MS 23325/2) became the basis for the modern scientific publication of
the source. The book presents fragments in Arabic with the author's translation into Russian.
In some cases, even after the publication of D. Richards' edition, the text cited by E.W. von.
Tiesenhausen remains relevant for modern researchers (Timokhin 2020: 395).

In modern historiography, it is argued that Baybars al-Mansuri's secretary, a Coptic author
al-Qiss al-Shams Abu al-Barakat Ibn Kabar (d. 724 / 1324), made a significant contribution
to the writing of "The Cream of Thought...". In particular, this issue is discussed in detail in
the corresponding article by Adel Y. Sidarus. The researcher believes that the secretary's
contribution may even be more significant than that of the Amir’s (Sidarus 2020: 146). We
believe that this issue needs further discussion, as the personality of Baybars al-Mansuri is quite
unusual compared to other Mamluk amirs, and many fragments of the text have a definitely
personal nature. In the part of the text that was actively used in the preparation of our book
"The Formation of the Mamluk State in Egypt in the Second Half of the 13th Century," Baybars
al-Mansuri is certainly identified as the author, with his numerous remarks and comments in
the first person. For example, we find phrases such as "Baybars al-Dawadar, who transmits
these records,” "the narrator said," "I was appointed,” etc.

A partial translation of the source into English, made by David Cook, was published in 2020
in the book "Chronicles of Qalawun and his son al-Ashraf Khalil" (Chronicles 2020). It also
presents English translations of fragments of other works attributed to Baybars al-Mansuri -
"al-Tuhfa al-mulikiyya fi al-dawla al-Turkiyya" and "Mukhtarat al-akhbar." As far as the author
of this article knows, there is no complete published translation into other languages. There are
translations of certain fragments of the chronicle on the Internet (including those made by the
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author of this work). Currently, a scientific translation of "The Cream of Thought..." into Kazakh
and Russian, made by Doctor of Philology Samal Abaevna Tuleubaeva, is almost completed.
As the author of the translation notes, "... [it] will allow a deeper understanding of the events
and realities of the Mamluk period, primarily the era of the reign of Sultan al-Zahir Baybars"
(Tuleubaeva 2024: 102).

Results

The structure of "The Cream of Thought..." is traditional for this genre of literature. The text is
divided by years. Each year begins with a report on events in Egypt and al-Sham. Then, separate
sections are devoted to events in other parts of the Islamic world, mainly in the Rum Sultanate,
the Ilkhanate, and the Golden Horde. Information from other regions, such as the Maghreb,
al-Andalus, and Yemen, is rarely included. At the end of each year, famous people from among
religious figures, writers, and pious individuals who died in that year are listed.

The chronicle is a full-scale history of Islam, which, like many other similar compilations, is
based mostly on well-known sources, such as al-Tabari's "History of the Prophets and Kings,"
Ibn al-Athir's "The Complete History," and others.

In addition to the Mamluk history itself, "The Cream of Thought..." is increasingly used as an
auxiliary source for the study of other regions.

Thus, for example, the Chronicle of Baybars al-Mansuri became the central source in A.A.
Porsin's fundamental work "The History of the Golden Horde of the late XIII - early XIV centuries
in the work of Rukn ad-Din Baybars al-Mansuri "Zubdat al-Fikra" (Porsin 2018). The researcher
considers the chronicle in question to be one of the most important sources for studying the
early history of the Golden Horde, noting the following: "The choice of the object of study is
simple: it can be stated with certainty that for the Golden Horde history of this period the
"Zubdat al-Fikra" is the second most informative source, after "Jami' al-Tawarikh" by Rashid
al-Din. This work had a huge impact on the further views of Mamluk historiography on this
issue, reflected in the works of al-Nuwayri, Abu al-Fida, Ibn Khaldun and al-Ayni (Porsin 2018:
5). A.A. Porsin drew attention to the selective approach in Baybars al-Mansuri's coverage of
events in the Golden Horde - the reigns of Khans Berke [1257-1266] and Uzbek [1313-1341],
when the relations between Mamluk Egypt and the Ulus of Jochi were at their peak, are covered
rather sparingly (Porsin 2018: 8) (or in the standard volume for a work of the genre under
consideration, if we are talking about political events outside of Egypt - A.F.), but the internecine
struggle in the Golden Horde in the last years before the death of Nogai Khan and after his death
(1300) is considered unusually in details (Porsin 2018: 7-8).

A.A. Porsin concluded that in the 1290s, Baybars al-Mansuri, when writing his chronicle,
apparently did not have exclusive sources about events in the Golden Horde and described
them rather briefly and schematically. Then, after 1313, a text came to him that described in
detail the internal political struggle in the Ulus of Jochi in the late 13th - early 14th centuries,
and this text was revised and integrated into "The Cream of Thought..." (Porsin 2018: 257).
Accordingly, it clearly stands out both in its volume and in the detail of presentation from other
subjects related to the description of historical events outside of Egypt and al-Sham. This text
was, apparently, dictated by someone from the surviving supporters of the deceased Taz and
Tunguz (some of the participants in the internecine war who opposed Uzbek - A.F.), who were
brought as part of one of the embassies sent from the Golden Horde to Egypt after the accession
to power of Khan Uzbek (Porsin 2018: 259).
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Nevertheless, according to D.M. Timokhin and V.V. Tishin, "...a significant part of A.A. Porsin's
conclusions is based primarily on logical guesses. Often, he formulates only one of the possible
solutions to a particular issue as the main one, and then relies on it not as a hypothesis, but as
a fact" (Timokhin 2020: 394). A significant part of the criticism is built around A.A. Porsin's
ambiguous attitude to Turkic onomastics (Timokhin 2020: 396-397). Nevertheless, although
the conclusions about the specific source of BaYbars al-Mansuri's information about the
internal political struggle in the Golden Horde at the turn of the 13th-14th centuries can be
challenged, the fact of the obviously disproportionate attention to this internecine strife in "The
Cream of Thought..." remains. Thus, in particular, this plot is completely absent in Ibn Dugmagq's
"Precious Stone in the Biography of Caliphs, Maliks and Sultans", while al-Maqrizi devotes only
a few lines to it (al-Maqrizi 1997: 200).

Zh.M. Sabitov and S.A. Tuleubaeva used "The Cream of Thoughts..." to study specific aspects
of the history of the Sultanate of Rum, the Ilkhanate, and the Golden Horde, especially the
relationships between them. The researchers concluded that "this source contains many new
scientific data on the history of Egypt, as well as on the history of Asia Minor, the Ilkhanate, and
the Golden Horde" (Sabitov, Tuleubaeva 2024: 9-10).

Undoubtedly, the Chronicle is valuable for studying not only the history of the Mamluk
state but of the entire region as a whole. Robert Irwin (1946-2024), a British specialist in the
history of the Middle East in the Middle Ages, noted that the great interest of historians to the
early Bahri period was primarily due to Mamluks struggle with the Crusaders. Paradoxically,
according to R. Irwin, this period was studied mainly on sources created during the al-Burji
period (Irwin 1986: 33). In our opinion, there is nothing paradoxical in this, since the very
specificity of the Mamluk chronicles assumed a gradual "swelling" of material about the same
event from chronicler to chronicler. As a result, the events of the early Bahri period are described
in the later chronicles in the greatest detail, which sharply increased the attractiveness of these
chronicles for historians-narrativists.

Discussion

In modern historiography of the Mamluk period, a stable model was developed for studying
various processes that took place in Mamluk Egypt, as well as the political institutions that
existed within it. An analysis of the Mamluk Bibliography Online resource shows that when
covering a number of problematic issues, a cross-cutting approach prevails, using asynchronous
sources selected by the author according to a criterion that is not always clear.

This approach rarely brings accurate results. There is no secret that Mamluk chroniclers were
least concerned with recreating historical reality. The very concept of a chronicle in that period
was focused on reinterpreting, first of all, phenomena and events that were contemporary to
the chroniclers, as well as understandable and acceptable to their target audience, and allowed
them to defend and affirm a certain relevant idea. A similar situation exists with political and
state institutions. The traditionalism of Egyptian society during the Mamluk period is difficult to
deny, but the assumption that political and state institutions functioned unchanged for several
centuries seems more than far-fetched (Filipau 2021: 23).

In Mamluk studies, in principle, the tradition of mixed use of various chronicles has dominated
for a long time, starting from the chronicles of the early Bahri period and ending with sources
from the late Burji era. To a large extent, this mixture was due to the relative weakness of the
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source study of the Mamluk period and the gradual introduction of new sources into scientific
circulation. Such an array seems unjustifiably large, because there was an obvious evolution of
political institutions in different eras of the Mamluk state (Filipau 2021: 29).

By the time the Mamluk state emerged, the Muslim historiography had developed its own
conceptual understanding of history and a well-developed toolkit for studying it. As Franz
Rosenthal, one of the most prominent researchers of traditional Muslim historiography, notes,
two main terms were used in the Islamic world to denote "history" (in the closest European
understanding of the word) - "(‘ilm) al-akhbar" and "tarikh" (Rosenthal 1997: 11). As a rule, "al-
akhbar" (this is the plural of the word "khabar") meant "information about remarkable events."
In modern Arabic, this word is translated as "news, reports." In the context of the development of
[slam, this concept was increasingly associated with information about the activities of the Prophet
Muhammad and great figures of Islam in the past (Rosenthal 1997: 11). In the chronicles of the
Mamluk period, the term "akhbar" is used, as a rule, when describing individual subjects. Baybars
al-Mansuri himself, in addition to "Zubda(t) al-Fikra(t)...", is credited with the work "Mukhtarat al-
akhbar / Selected News", which is a brief summary of the events of the Ayyubid and early Mamluk
period (Mukhtar al-Akhbar) and some others. Not all of his works have reached us.

More specific, at least from the 9th century, to designate for the concept of "history” became
the word ‘tarikh’ which in modern Arabic translates to "history." There are various versions
regarding its origin and, accordingly, its exact meaning (Rosenthal 1997: 12-13). F. Rosenthal
considered the most likely version of the original meaning to be "determining the exact date
by observing the phases of the Moon" (Rosenthal 1997: 13). Regardless of whether we agree
with this interpretation or not, the practice of using the term "tarikh" in Muslim historiography
is closely linked to the use of precise dating, although in early works, most events were still
mentioned without specifying dates (Rosenthal 1997: 14). From the second century of the Hijra
(8th century AD), the term "tarikh" also began to consistently denote "historical work / work on
history" (Rosenthal 1997: 14).

Various Muslim scholars proposed different definitions of the term "tarikh." However, the
common features of all these concepts, as noted by Franz Rosenthal, were the definition of the
issue of "tarikh" as circumstances related to people and time, detailed to varying degrees, but
included within the overall framework of random circumstances existing for people and in time
(Rosenthal 1997: 16). Thus, the main content of history became the changes affecting human
behavior - the adaptation of people to their times, to their era (Rosenthal 1997: 16).

Franz Rosenthal identifies the following genres in Muslim historiography (Rosenthal 1997:
66):

* Khabar (habir history). Considered the oldest form of Muslim historiography, it is a
relatively brief description of a single event (usually a battle) (Rosenthal 1997: 66). In large
historical works, "khabar" was included as sections devoted to a particular event. In many cases,
as in the case of the chronicle of Baybars al-Mansuri, the "khabar" sections were called "dhikr/
mention" (Baybars 1998). In later literature, the "khabar" sections were usually presented as
vivid narratives with the inclusion of various details and dialogues. In this respect, "The Cream
of Thought.." uses "khabar" quite moderately, compared, for example, with the works of al-
Magrizi. The third feature of the "khabar" sections in major historical works that F. Rosenthal
identifies is the inclusion of poetic fragments (Rosenthal 1997: 67), which is very characteristic
of the work of Baybars al-Mansuri. In fact, the term "akhbar" mentioned earlier is the plural of
the word "khabr."
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" Annals (Rosenthal 1997: 71). As the name suggests, they presented information according
to the year-by-year principle. For the first time, this principle was used in its most complete form
in the work of the famous historian Muhammad al-Tabari (839-923) "History of the Prophets and
Kings," although F. Rosenthal reasonably points out that such a large-scale work could not have
appeared without prior works (Rosenthal 1997: 71). Considering that the annals/chronicles of
Muslim authors had a universalist character, F. Rosenthal, in our opinion, quite rightly suggests
Byzantine influence, in particular, the influence of the "Chronography" of John Malalas (Rosenthal
1997: 76). The annals themselves, written by one author or another, represented, from the point
of view of Muslim historiography, a continuation of earlier written annals. F. Rosenthal notes that,
as arule, chronicles attributed to a specific author actually served as a continuation of chronicles
written by his predecessors (Rosenthal 1997: 81). However, one cannot fully agree with the
researcher that the annals/chronicles were based on facts (Rosenthal 1997: 81). Of course, the
year-by-year principle of presentation presupposes filling each year with a set of facts, but the
very selection of these facts, as well as the inclusion of fragments in the "khabar" genre, were
quite sufficient tools to formulate and promote certain historical concepts.

Typically, the authors of annals would rewrite the works of their predecessors and then
continue them, filling them with recent and contemporary events. Baybars al-Mansuri says
about it: "By the grace of the merciful and all-forgiving Baybars al-Mansuri al-Nasiri al-Dawadar,
[ received help from the possessor of greatness and power and completely finished what I chose
from the truthful historical writings in this my book, which I myself completely compiled. I
became engrossed in its composition and called it "The Cream of Thought in the History of
Hijra." I outlined in it in chronological sequence [the history] of the religion of Muhammad,
until [ reached the beginning of the now existing, alongside the Islamic kingdoms, most glorious
Turkic state, may the God give strength to its servants, raise its source of light, and lay at its [feet]
the horizons of countries, regions, and their cities, until its power spread to the far and near,
and the criminal and rebel submitted to it. It holds enemies by their forelocks and casts down
the stubborn from peaks and fortresses. Verily, this state has settled [all problems], established
[slam, illuminated nights and days, bared every sword for resolution [of problems] and sewed
up every tear, regardless how insignificant it would be" (Baybars 1998: 155).

[t should be emphasized that, due to the linear concept of history in Islam and the specifics
of its chronology, the mere fact of a year-by-year presentation of information is not enough to
conclude that a particular source belongs to the genre of annals.

In addition to the main genres, it is necessary to briefly note other important genres in
Muslim historiography (Rosenthal 1997: 87):

" dynastic historiography. This genre is characterized by a peculiar combination of annals
and presentation by periods of rule of a particular ruler. For a number of works, it is difficult
to unambiguously assign them to one category or another based solely on external features. As
a rule, dynastic historiography emphasized the moral and ethical qualities of the rulers being
described, and gave a description of their appearance. The Chronicle of Baybars al-Mansuri has
obvious elements of dynastic historiography, and the endowment of the described ruler with
certain moral and ethical qualities was due to political considerations. The listing of various
officials in dynastic historiography, as well as the mention of persons surrounding the ruler, is
also of considerable importance to the historian (Rosenthal 1997: 87).

" the genre of "tabaqat,” that is, the presentation of history by generations, although there is
no consensus on the duration of one generation in Muslim historiography.

* genealogies, largely dating back to pre-Islamic times, due to the particular importance of
tribal ties.
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It is necessary to understand that, in Amir Mazor's apt expression, Arab medieval
historiography never sought to be an "objective science." It carried didactic, moral, religious,
or political content, rather than a statement of events (Mazor 2018: 103). The historical events
described served as confirmation or illustration of some global idea. At the same time, we cannot
assert that the very fact of the truth of an event was of no importance to medieval chroniclers.
Rather, they sought to present a particular event, which they learned either from their own
experience (as is often observed in the chronicle of Baybars al-Mansuri) or from other sources,
in the light/aspect that seemed most advantageous to them for illustrating or confirming their
own thought.

Annals, as noted above, are one of the two main types of Muslim historiography, starting
from the 9th-10th centuries. Russian historians classify dynastic chronicles as the second type,
in which historical events are structured according to the reign of rulers (Mikulsky 2019). D.V.
Mikulsky notes that this type of chronicle is a more common genre in Muslim historiography
than annals (Mikulsky 2019), but in Mamluk historiography, the latter outwardly dominate. As
Hamilton Gibb notes, in the 12th-14th centuries, a distinct interest in the genre of universal
chronicle is also preserved (Gibb 1960: 139), which is certainly associated with attempts to
revive the idea of the Caliphate, the center of which became Egyptin 1261. Even though de facto
the central place in Baybars al-Mansuri's text is occupied by the history of Egypt and al-Sham,
and more specifically, the history of the Mamluk state, he builds the structure of his works in
accordance with the unified system of historical identities that developed in the Muslim world
in the 9th-10th centuries - into a world-historical chronicle (Kuznetsov 2010).

V.A.Kuznetsov notes that all human history in thisapproach acquires acommon periodization,
including the period of jahiliyyah (the pre-Islamic era), which is systematized and forms a
certain semantic unity as the embodiment of the Divine plan (Kuznetsov 2010).

In our view, the world-historical exposition in "The Cream of Thought.." is an important
element in legitimizing Mamluk rule.

Baybars al-Mansuri follows the "wave-like" concept of the development of the history of the
Muslim world after the death of the Prophet Muhammad: the rise of one group or another (clan,
tribal, ethnic), reaching the peak of power, and then decline. This decline could be caused by
both the sinfulness of the rulers (for example, belonging to the Shiite community) and by the
personal weaknesses of the malik, for example, his inability to lead the army, etc. The period
of decline is accompanied by disasters, after which a new rise begins. It is characteristic that
the more terrible the disasters that occurred, the more desperate the future rulers were, the
more magnificent their rule will be. In particular, Baybars al-Mansuri says this about it: “And |
say that success is from God. Verily, the Kingdom of the Egyptian Lands passed after the end of
the state of slaves from the maliks poisoned by Shiism to the Ayyubid offspring, as has already
been mentioned in the text, which we have given in full. And when God desired - Great is He and
Almighty - the disappearance of this state, He doomed it to destruction. Earlier, He established
in His creation that the good of the people lies in the establishment of rulers, the first in courage
and bravery, and that the Turks are the most great and prudent, and that in leading them to faith
there is common and private benefit. And His Might wanted to lead their community from decline
and delusion to good, in order to erect with its help, the foundations of true faith and lead them
to the light of religion from the dark oppression of godlessness. And because of this, the Tatar
invasion and their conquest of the eastern and northern countries happened, including their
attack on the Kipchak Turks. The Tatars plunged them into what memory has preserved for us;
they went through murders and captivity, and captivity brought laws. The sons of the Kipchak
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Turks were sold, and merchants took them far away, and some of them - all young and youthful
- were brought to the Egyptian lands and to the country of al-Sham at the end of the [existence]
of the Ayyubid state. The sons of Ayyub bought them in order to adorn themselves with their
help in processions and to attract them to help themselves in the formation of troops, and they
prepared them for misfortunes, since they (i.e., the Turks - A.F.) are brave, courageous, firm in
archery, well-trained in riding, patient in terrible misfortune, accustomed to the hardships of
war and accustomed from childhood to misfortunes. They (i.e., the Ayyubids - A.F.) made them
great amirs and leaders of the army, elevated their dwellings and received their fortresses with
their help” (Baybars 1998: 2).

Suffered hardships are the key to future greatness. This understanding of the historical process
seems to be related to the concept of Divine retribution and intimidation existing in Islam.
Interestingly, in presenting foreign policy events, Baybars al-Mansuri follows the same pattern:
“When I finished describing its (i.e., the state’s - A.E) history, [ became so fond of the greatness of
its power and the scale of its maliks’ activities, the organization of its services, that | remembered
the founders of this religious community (milla(t)). The God vested them with power over it,
exalted its leaders by their deeds, drove them out of vast countries, giving them wisdom and
the reins of government over it because of such all-encompassing wisdom that minds could not
comprehend its depths, and thoughts did not reach their (i.e., the depths’ - A.E) secrets, until He
injected blood into them and calmed the rabble, and turned their insignificance into greatness in
relation to other peoples, and them - from subordinates - into subordinators, and granted the
weak among them to inherit the kingdoms of Islam and protect the possessions of the house of the
Prophet, peace be upon him, as the chronicles and testimonies, going back to reliable witnesses,
correctly [indicate] that battles will not cease until the Day of Judgment” (Baybars 1998).

Within the framework of classical Islam, the idea of Divine retribution and fear of God
developed to explain the causes of all kinds of disasters that periodically struck the Muslim
community. Genetically, it goes back to the Old Testament, being one of the basic principles of
Judaism. God's punishment befalls a person if a sin is committed in a secret way or if the state
leaves it unpunished. In the latter case, God's punishment befalls the entire people, immersed
in immorality (Leviticus 20, 2-5; Deuteronomy 27, 24-25; 29, 28; Ezekiel 33, 2-9). Judaism
distinguishes two types of retribution:

1) rewarding or punishing an individual;

2) rewarding or punishing a people or the human race (Bernfeld 1991: 672). At the same
time, it is emphasized that God will never destroy his people (Bernfeld 1991: 674). In Islam, this
concept is called ‘rahba(t) - fear of God’ and ‘irhab - intimidation’. The latter word is not used
in the Koran, but the imperfect of the original verb is found (8:60) (Malik 2006). Intimidation
is used by God as a way to point out to people their violations of religious law and to warn of
the imminent consequences of this. As soon as Muslims return to a virtuous way of life, the
disasters cease.

Accordingly, pre-Islamic and pre-Mamluk history is reinterpreted. It is perceived, even in a
brief presentation, as a prelude to the rise of the Turks, as a guarantee of their unconditional
devotion to Islam after a long period of disbelief, as a sign of special chosenness due to the
suffering they endured before gaining power.

All subsequent history, after the Mamluks came to power, is seen as a gradual realization of
the Divine plan, the peak of which falls on the ruler in whose interests the author of a particular
chronicle acts. This concept becomes even more relevant in light of the restoration of the
Caliphate in Egypt and the confrontation with the Mongols, reinforcing this Divine mission of
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the Mamluk rulers. In particular, the struggle against the Ilkhanate and Christian states was
conceptualized as a struggle of Islam against disbelief, giving a special status to the Mamluk
rulers as defenders of all Islamic lands and of Islam itself as a religion.

At a lower level, this concept was more or less consistently embodied in the description of
the change of power from the overthrown maliks to the new ruler.

This peculiar ascent "from good to better" in characterizing the activities of each subsequent
ruler became a good tool for legitimizing the change of power within the Mamluk elite.

In this context, it is interesting to look at how Baybars al-Mansuri described the reasons for
the defeat of the Mamluks under the formal leadership of al-Nasir Muhammad in the second
battle of Homs in 1299: "When they saw the army weakened, and their hands tied [and unable]
to do anything to the enemy, and also that waiting this time would lead to such a battle, which
would turn into destruction and cause the disintegration of the kingdom and the destruction
of the heads with which the bodies stand, and the supports with which the foundations are
strengthened, [they fled]. And something similar was done on the day of Badr by al-Harith ben
Hisham ben al-Mughira al-Makhzumi, saying in justification of his action the following couplets:

God knows that I did not abandon their battle // even when they raised horses with white foam
at the mouth.

I knew that I would fight alone // I would be killed, and my enemy would not damage my grave.

And I turned away from them, // wishing for them punishment on the day of unfitness.

And it was so, and the victorious Mansuri army later took revenge and quenched their thirst
for revenge with the souls of the Tatars, which we will mention later from the news" (Baybars
1998).

In this fragment, the reference to the Battle of Badr is also of significant interest. This battle
was the first major engagement between the Muslims and the Quraysh (March 17, 624), ending
in a complete victory for the Prophet Muhammad. Al-Harith ibn Hisham ibn al-Mughira al-
Makhzumi (died 634, 636, or 639), mentioned here, participated in this battle on the side of the
Quraysh, as did his brother Abu Jahl (Amr ibn Hisham), a well-known opponent of the Prophet
Muhammad, who died in this battle. When the Quraysh were discussing whether to engage in
battle, Abu Jahl was one of those who insisted on the battle, which ended in the defeat of the
Quraysh and the death of Abu Jahl himself. Subsequently, al-Harith ibn Hisham converted to
Islam and became one of the companions of the Prophet Muhammad.

Thus, the appeal to a story from the life of the Prophet Muhammad was intended to emphasize
once again the temporality and planned nature of failures - there is no trouble in defeat, no
shame in retreat. God will not abandon his community and will eventually grant it superiority.
The retreat in the second battle of Homs is a step that saved the lives of Muslims, as would have
happened if the Quraysh had retreated in the Battle of Badr.

The role of predictions is also interesting, as they played an important role in the Mamluk
rulers' understanding of historical processes and are often cited in Mamluk chronicles. Amir
Mazor, who studied this issue in detail, identified the following as the main subjects for
predictions (Mazor 2018: 106): a) predictions about the accession to the throne of specific
sultans; b) predictions about the victory of Muslims over infidels; c) predictions about the
assassination or fall of a sultan; d) predictions about natural death; e) predictions about the
political career or good fortune for individual emirs.
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As an example of predictions in "The Cream of Thought...", one can cite the famous story
with the prediction about the future sultanate of al-Zahir Baybars and al-Mansur Qalawun. The
narrator said: "Here I recall what an eyewitness reported, Sultan-Shahid al-Mahdum Malik al-
Mansur Sayf ad-Din Qalawun, may God have mercy on him, about what happened to him and
to Malik al-Zahir Rukn ad-Din Baybars al-Bunduqdari: "We were at that time few in number,
separated and moving from place to place in fear; and we had no stability." Such an existence did
not allow them to settle in a house (dar). At this time, Malik al-Nasir was zealous in searching
for them, al-Mughis sought to capture them, and al-Mudzaffar in Egypt did not rely on them.
[Al-Mansur Qalawun] said: "We decided in this difficult situation to visit Sheikh Ali al-Buka
[may he be useful to the God - publisher's insertion], and he lived at that time in his zawiya in
al-Khalili [in peace - publisher's insertion]. And [ needed daily bread, | met a passerby with
some food, and I asked him what he was eating to satisfy my hunger, but he refused to give it.
And then [ was overcome with anger so strong that I hit him hard, miscalculating the force, and
in this blow was his fate and death. And I greatly regretted it and said: "Hunger and need would
be better than bloodshed." And then I (variant - we - note of the publisher) went further to
the sheikh, and when we arrived at him, he greeted the Amir Rukn ad-Din and shook his hand.
And I approached him to greet him, and he showed disgust towards me, turned his face away
from me, and said: "This one dares to murder a soul, which is haram of God." I was surprised
by his discovery, his awareness, his disgust at my handshake, and his refusal of it. Amir Rukn
ad-Din Baybars showed politeness in his question and request, and he allowed us to sit down
and began to get acquainted with the matter. And when we got up to say goodbye to him, he
shook the hand of Amir Rukn ad-Din Baybars, called out to him, and said: "You are going to the
Egyptian lands, possession of them will pass to you, try to do good." Then I approached him
after he shook my hand and said to me as he said to him. And we were surprised by his saying
to us, and we [were] in that position. And the Moons made their revolutions, turned over and
returned, and Amir Rukn ad-Din Baybars became malik [and his lagab is malik al-Zahir]. And
what happened, happened, the rule passed to al-Mahdum, may God have mercy on him, and
then to the people of his house and his descendants, by the power of God and by His will. And
this is an example of the miracles of the saints, the discoveries of the elect, and the awareness
of those who know about secret things, as it is said: "The hearts of the knowing possess eyes,
Seeing what our eyes do not see" (Baybars 1998).

Al-Ayni also conveys a series of similar predictions regarding Malik al-Mudzaffar Qutuz.
Below, we provide only one of them. According to him, even before Qutuz arrived in Egypt as a
Mamluk, a conversation took place between the future Malik and a servant: "The servant said
to him: 'Who is your father, who is your grandfather? They are infidels, aren't they?' And he
replied: 'That's not true. | am a Muslim, the son of a Muslim for ten generations. | am Mahmud
ben Maudud, the son of the sister of Jalal ad-Din, the Seljuk Khorezmshah. I will definitely be a
Malik in Egypt and shut the mouths of the Tatars" (al-‘Ayni 2010: 255).

As Amir Mazor notes, one of the main functions of these predictions was to legitimize the
power and politics of the Mamluk rulers. This idea corresponds to everything said above,
emphasizing that the historical process is fully controlled by God.

These prophecies highlight an important feature of the "Malik" institution. Personal valor
and military fortune are the most important signs of the Malik's legitimacy, and they are
present in him because they are predetermined by God. Deprivation, trials, and hardships are a
necessary stage on the path to the triumph of the will of the Lord. At the level of the Malik, this
is manifested in their personal hardships (like Qutuz, Baybars, Qalawun), and at the level of the
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Muslim community, in defeats, wars, and disasters. All this marks the beginning of a kind of new
microcycle - from misfortune to happiness.

Conclusion

The importance of "The Cream of Thought.." for studying the history of the Mamluks is
explained by the following reasons:

" The source has not been fully studied in Mamluk studies and thus introduces a significant
degree of novelty to its research;

" The author of the chronicle was a witness and participant in most of the events described
in it. In addition, this is a rare example of the vision of a representative of the Mamluk military
and administrative elite being presented to the reader. There are a few sources like that, and
they do not belong to the most famous Mamluk historians. For example, al-Ayni (1360-1453)
was a jurist. Al-Magrizi (1364-1442), one of the most frequently cited Mamluk historians, was
also ajurist. Ibn Taghribirdi (1410/1411-1470), although born into a noble Mamluk family, also
did not pursue a military career. The biography of Baybars al-Mansuri obviously stands apart
from the biographies of these three most famous Mamluk historians, and other authors of the
period under consideration, whose works have been introduced into scientific circulation;

* The chronicle covers a significant period of time, within which it is possible to trace
generational changes and collect relatively sufficient material for statistical analysis. The
biographies of al-Zahir Baybars or al-Mansur Qalawun, written by Ibn Abd az-Zahir, do not
provide such an opportunity, although they certainly cover many events in much more detail.

* Baybars al-Mansuri knew the realities of Turkic society well and paid attention to the
relevant points, which seemed insignificant to the authors of later periods when covering the
political history of the first decades of Mamluk rule.

In addition, the fact that the group of Mamluks that dominated the government in Egypt
in 1250/1252-1260 (the as-Salihiyya faction) was defeated in the internal political struggle,
leaving no tradition of court (panegyric) historiography, is of considerable importance. Baybars
al-Mansuri, on the other hand, could collect information about the first years of the reign of the
Mamluk rulers from eyewitnesses, although, of course, this is no more than an assumption due
to chronological coincidence.

A promising area of research in Mamluk studies is a comparative analysis of the narratives
of later Mamluk chroniclers with their views on political and social processes, with the works
of earlier Mamluk historians, in particular, with the work of Baybars al-Mansuri al-Nasiri
considered in this article. It would be naive to assume, based on the peculiarities of Muslim
historiography (see, for example, the works of V.A. Kuznetsov, D.V. Mikulsky, F. Rosenthal, etc.),
that Mamluk chroniclers sought (and, in general, were able) to accurately reflect the events
of the past. It is more likely that they described the past based on the needs of the present.
However, in many ways, their selective approach is valuable - thinking in terms of their era, the
authors transferred mechanisms and foundations that were understandable to them to past
events, interpreting them more from modern positions than from the realities of the events
described. Simply put, when describing the mechanism of the change of power in the late Bahri
period, a later author did so based on the normality of the period contemporary to him. This
hypothesis seems promising to us for the subsequent active use of "The Cream of Thought..." in
Mamluk studies.

The concept of the historical process in Baybars al-Mansuri is predominantly universal in
nature, presenting Mamluk rule as an integral part of world history, both Muslim and non-
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Muslim. The revival of the Abbasid Caliphate in Egypt in 1261 gave a huge impetus to this
understanding of the historical process. An important place in his concept of the historical
process is occupied by the concept of Divine intimidation and suffering as a necessary factor in
the subsequent greatness of the state, headed by a group that has gone through suffering. This
concept was clearly reproduced at the macro level and relatively stable at the micro level when
characterizing individual cases of change of power.

The historical process is predetermined and controlled by God, who reveals its essence and
points to the correctness of certain actions, to the preference of certain persons in various ways,
the most common of which are predictions. In particular, a corresponding prediction was made
regarding the future reign of the maliks al-Zahir Baybars and al-Mansur Qalawun.

The very greatness of the Mamluk state was interpreted through its role in the fight against
specific opponents at this historical stage - the Mongols (the Ilkhanate) and the Christians
(Crusaders). Providence as the engine of history leads at this historical stage the chosen people
(qawm) - the Turks - represented by outstanding rulers, the elect of whom (people and rulers) is
confirmed by going through suffering to military successes and the triumph of Islam, expressed
at this stage through victories over the Crusaders and Tatars.
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Abstract. The paper explores the historical and ideological origins and theoretical
underpinnings of Turkish nationalism in the late Ottoman period and the early
republican era. The study draws on relevant sources and literature on the topic and
builds on underlying theories of nationalism and identity studies. Under Ottoman
rule, the multiethnic and multireligious populations of the empire were bound by
their belonging to the common homeland, the Ottoman nation, and the ideology of
Ottomanism, regardless of their ethnic origins. However, the decline of the Ottoman
Empire and the rise of Greek, Armenian, Serbian, and other minority nationalisms led
to the decline of Ottomanism as the hegemonic ideology.

The transition from the Ottoman era into the republican
period was marked by the nationalization of Turkish society. The nation-building
project implemented by Mustafa Kemal and his followers aimed to transform Turkish
society from a traditional and Islamic society into a secular, modern, progressive,
and Western one. The results of the study have shown that the establishment of the
Republic of Tirkiye was not a mere transition from one period to another, but the
inception of crafting a new nation premised on Turkishness. The Kemalists focus
more on creating a unified national identity by Turkifying Muslim ethnic groups,
while maintaining separate identities for Christian and other religious minorities.
The results of the study have also indicated that Kemalist nationalism has pursued
a policy of displacing and marginalizing the Ottoman past and Islam. Furthermore,
the study shows that alongside the dominant Kemalist nationalist discourse, Turkish
society also hosts other competing and overlapping nationalist ideologies and political
groups. This is particularly evident in the emergence of non-Kemalist discourses and
the rise of the AKP to power. The ascent of the AKP has indicated the persistence of
alternative nationalist ideologies and discourses that were displaced and suppressed
by the Kemalists, specifically Ottomanism, which has become a powerful discourse in
both domestic and foreign policy in Tiirkiye.

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Introduction

The study examines the roots of Turkish nationalism and national identity, their historical,
conceptual, ideological, intellectual, and theoretical underpinnings. The study also investigates
the emergence and development of Turkish nationalism from the late Ottoman era throughout
the republican period. The relevance and significance of the study lie in the fact that the birth
of Turkish nationalism did not precede Turkish statehood; rather, it came into being long after
the Ottoman state had established and existed. In this case, Aktar, Kizilyiirek, and Ozkirimh
argue that the emergence of Turkish nationalism acquired the form of “a transition from ‘state’
to ‘nation” (Aktar, Kizilyiirek, and Ozkirimli 2010: xiv). Turkish nationalism emerged as a
response to the weakening and disintegration of the Ottoman Empire at the end of the 19th
century among Ottoman officers and intellectuals. The establishment of the control over the
Ottoman state by European educated progressive civilian and military bureaucrats known as
the Young Turks at the beginning of the 20th century eventually culminated in the creation of
the republican system in 1923, which not only crafted a new Westernized and secular political
system, but also, forged a new Turkish nation and identity (Aktar, Kizilyiirek and Ozkirimlh
2020: xiv). Moreover, mainstream Kemalist Turkish nationalism discarded old nationalist
attachments and jettisoned the Ottoman-Islamic legacy, instead adopting a new modernist
secular discourse (Aktar, Kizilyiirek, and Ozkirimli 2010: xiv). Although Kemalism became the
driving force behind a dramatic transition from the Ottoman era into a new republican age and
revolutionary changes sweeping Turkish society, eventually the Kemalist discourse could not
bridge the moral gap resulting from the rejection of the value system based on Ottomanism and
Islam (Aktar, Kizilyiirek, and Ozkirimli 2010: xiv). Despite Kemalism being able to achieve its goal
of crafting a new nation through the top-down state-inspired mechanisms, eventually Kemalist
nationalism deeply traumatized modern Turkish ethnic and national identity due to its rupture
with the Ottoman past, having eventually failed to produce “an integrated and seamless national
identity.” All attempts to integrate and assimilate the diverse populations into the civic body
of the republic have not yielded expected outcomes, and ultimately, the hegemonic Kemalist
discourse has not been embraced by all segments and members of Turkish society (Aktar,
Kizilyiirek, and Ozkirimli 2010: xiv). As a result, in contemporary Turkish politics and society,
rival nationalist discourses increasingly challenge the Kemalist discourse. The importance of
the study also stems from the various dimensions and expressions of Turkish nationalism,
including linguistic, ethnic, cultural, state-driven, civic nationalism, pan-Turkism, Turanism,
religious nationalism, and the presence of multiple local Turkish identities and sub-identities.
Yet it should be noted that the current study focuses on the birth of Turkish nationalism, and
considering other forms of nationalisms in Tirkiye is beyond the scope of this research.

Methods and materials

The methodology of the study is based on research methods and approaches in nationalism
studies. Specifically, the study employs historical analysis, critical discourse, content analysis,
case study, and comparative analysis. The method of historical analysis allows us to critically
examine historical data pertaining to the topic, and it also helps gain a proper understanding
of the historical roots, origins, and development of a nation, nationalism, and nationalist
ideologies, discourses, and narratives. Critical discourse analysis and content analysis are
essential to explore and analyze written and oral texts, speeches, programs, and other historical
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and political data to uncover discourses, ideologies, and narratives of nationalism. While a case
study is instrumental in delving into the Ottoman and modern Turkish contexts to understand
the origin and evolution of Turkish nationalism, a comparative analysis is of great importance
in comparing and contrasting different forms of nationalism, Turkish nationalism under the
Ottomans and in the republican era, as well as revealing conceptual and ideological overlaps and
divergences between rival nationalisms in Turkish society. The study references relevant sources
and literature related to the topic. In examining the research problem, we have incorporated
studies by Turkish scholars as well as researchers from other countries. The conceptual and
theoretical underpinnings of the study are theories of nationalism and identity studies. In terms
of theoretical perspectives, Turkish nationalism can be understood through both primordialism
and constructivism. The former considers a nation an ancient and organic community of people
united by shared blood and ancestry, while the latter posits that nations and nationalism are
artificial and ideological constructs. (Heywood 2021: 132-133).

Literature review

The historiography of Turkish nationalism and national identity is complex and multifaceted.
Various studies offer different perspectives and assessments of Turkish nationalism. Most
studies indicate the end of the 19th century as the time of inception of Turkish nationalism.
According to Kieser, Turkish nationalism emerged within the revolutionary movement at the
end of the 19th century, calling for the establishment of a “new Tiirkiye” (Kieser 2006a: vii). Yet
Kieser argues that the term “revolution” was understood and interpreted differently by various
groups and figures. The Young Turks came to view “revolution” as the prospect of building a
new, modern Ottoman state through the seizure of political power. As a result, a political and
ideological movement of Turkish nationalism emerged and soon crystallized into an influential
political force (Kieser 2006a: vii). According to Kieser, these Turkish nationalists began to
see revolution as a sign of significant social change within nationalist perspectives, shaping
and promoting their own and emerging modern nationalist ideas (Kieser 2006a: vii). Kieser
considers Turkish nationalists in the late Ottoman period to be ethnic and primordial, some of
whom later became among the builders of the republican system (Kieser 2006a: vii). Hanioglu
states that the emergence of Turkish nationalists among Ottoman intellectuals of Turkish origin
marked the decline of Ottomanism. This shift was particularly evident during the Balkan Wars
of 1912-1913 (Hanioglu 2006: 3). However, Hanioglu directs attention to the fact that the
concepts of Ottomanism and Turkism (Turkish nationalism) ought not to be understood in an
essentialist manner, especially viewing them as rival, monolithic and rigid ideologies is wrong
(Hanioglu 2006: 3-4). Despite the decline and eventual bankruptcy of Ottomanism, it, alongside
Turkism, remained persistent, fluid, and adaptable even after World War I. Hanioglu argues that,
in fact, Turkism turned out to be a new interpretation of Ottomanism rather than a complete
disengagement with it, in which the Turkish nation was assigned a centrifugal role within the
Ottoman social context (Hanioglu 2006: 4). This process gradually led to the decline and demise
of the Ottoman empire and the emergence of the Republic of Tirkiye. Studies indicate that the
origins of Turkism and Turkish nationalism developed and spread primarily among influential
Ottoman thinkers and the Young Turks.

Two of the leading thinkers of Turkish nationalism are Yusuf Ak¢ura and Ziya Gokalp. They
were the two most influential figures in the development of early Turkish nationalism, yet they
approached the concept of the nation from different ideological and sociological perspectives.
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Akgura is often described as the strategic architect of political Turkism, primarily through his
1904 manifesto U¢ Tarz-1 Siyaset (Three Types of Policy), in which he argued that Ottomanism
and Islamism were no longer viable for saving the state. Instead, he proposed a nationalism based
onrace and language, viewing the ethnic unity of Turkic peoples as the only solid foundation for a
modern state (Akcura 1976: 6-7,24-35; Akill1 2013: 28-32). In contrast, Ziya Gokalp is regarded
as the primary theoretician of Turkish nationalism, emphasizing a sociological rather than a
purely biological or racial definition of the nation. Gokalp defined the nation as a social group
sharing a common “collective consciousness” (maseri vicdan) built through shared language,
education, aesthetics, and ethics (Akill1 2013: 33-35; Parla 1993: 59; Saray 2022: 51-54).

The role of religion also marked a significant difference in their nationalist frameworks.
Gokalp sought a synthesis summarized by his slogan “Turkify, Islamize, Modernize,” arguing
that Islam was an essential component of the national culture (hars). He believed that Turkism
could coexist with Western civilization if the nation preserved its unique cultural and religious
values (Gokalp 1988: 15). Akcura took a more secular and pragmatic approach to religion,
suggesting that Islam should be utilized to serve the national interest and that ethnic ties were
more reliable than religious ones for ensuring state survival. While Gokalp believed a nation
was formed by those who received a common education and felt a shared identity regardless
of lineage, Ak¢ura remained more committed to the idea of an ethnic and genealogical Turkish
unity (Calen 2019: 6-8).

These two thinkers profoundly influenced early Turkish nationalism by providing the
ideological shiftaway from an imperial identity toward a national one. Their ideas were adopted
by the Committee of Union and Progress (CUP), making Turkism the unofficial state ideology
leading up to and during World War 1. Gokalp’s specific distinction between culture (hars)
and civilization (medeniyet) provided a vital intellectual justification for the early Republic’s
reforms; it allowed the new state to adopt Western technology and administrative systems
(civilization) while maintaining a distinct Turkish identity (culture) (Bugukcu 2020: 159-162).

Furthermore, Akcura’s focus on the necessity of a national bourgeoisie and economic
independence influenced the developmentalist and etatist policies of the early Republican
period. After the establishment of the Republic of Ttrkiye in 1923, Turkish nationalists under
the leadership of Mustafa Kemal activated the profound ideological break from the Ottoman
past as well as dramatic social changes with the intent to transform the Turkish nation into
a modern civilized nation, who would conform to European standards of civilization (Kieser
2006b: 20). Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk utilized the works of both men as a foundation for his own
vision of a secular, unitary, and modernization-oriented national state, incorporating Gokalp’s
cultural focus and Akgura’s territorial and political realism into the core principles of the new
Republic (Georgeon 1996: 133-134). Ultimately, Akcura provided the political strategy for a
Turkish state, while Gokalp provided the sociological soul to define its people.

Kemalist nationalism became the official ideology of the republican regime, codified in the
program of the Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi (Republican People’s Party) through the Six Arrows.
According to Bozarslan, Kemalism, a secular nationalism, emerged as a praxis and an ideology
of nation-building aimed at transforming a “backward oriental society” into a “progressive and
civilized European political entity” through radical social and civilizational changes (Bozarslan
2006: 28). In the early republican period, the Kemalists focused on constructing a new Turkish
nation mostly on a primordial basis. The republican regime under Mustafa Kemal forged a new
national history of the Turks, as reflected in the “Turkish History Thesis” (Tiirk Tarih Tezi),
which constructed Turkish history and the ethnic origins of the Turks through an ethnocentric

primordial perspective (Aydin 2010: 36; Foss 2014: 829). It argued that pre-Islamic Turks from
Central Asia were the originators of world civilization and the “ancestors” of ancient Anatolian
groups such as the Hittites (Erimtan 2008: 141-142). This thesis served to legitimize Anatolia
as an eternal homeland and to distance the state from its Ottoman-Islamic past. Complementing
this was the “Sun Language Theory” (Giines Dil Teorisi), a product of scientism that claimed the
Turkish language was the source of all human languages (Ozdogan 2019: 84-87).

The drive toward modernization and Westernization was characterized by a cultural
revolution that sought to replace the Caliphate (the Ottoman state) and traditional religious
structures with secular institutions. While Gokalp distinguished between culture (hars) and
civilization (medeniyet) — arguing that technology could be imported from the West while
preserving Turkish values — more radical Westernizers argued for the total adoption of Western
civilization, includingits social mores. This led to revolutionary changes, such as the Turkification
of the alphabet and the ethnic and cultural homogenization of the population. Writers of this
era, like Falih Rifki Atay (Atay 2023: 409-411) and Sevket Siireyya Aydemir (Aydemir 2024:
358-360), documented the intensity of this Kemalist nation-building project.

In Aydin’s view, Kemalist nation building involved not only ethnicity, nation, culture, and
language, but also included race and racial issues, which were outlined in the “Turkish History
Thesis” (Aydin 2010: 36). The Turkish History Thesis pursued several underlying objectives,
notably, ittried to scientifically prove the indigeneity of the Turks to Anadolu. The Kemalist nation
building project underlined that the Turks were descendants of the Hittites and the ancient
Hittite civilization in Asia Minor, they were builders of great civilizations in human history, the
Turks were not a lower yellow Mongolian race, but rather they were a European Caucasian
race (Aydin 2010: 37-38; Ermitan 2008: 158; Foss 2014: 828; Glirpinar 2013: 83). Foss claims
that with the use of history for political purposes and interest of the state, the Kemalists sought
to demonstrate that the Turks had always been a civilized nation and equal to the Western
civilization, and prove that the Turks were indigenous to Anadolu, countering the Greek and
Armenian claims to indigeneity to the land (Foss 2014: 828). It was argued that the Turkish
roots in Asia Minor went deeper than the Seljuk Empire and no cultural and historical period
was alien to the Turks, including the Hittite period, which were with other ancient peoples of
the region lumped together under the umbrella term “Proto-Turks” (Aydin 2010: 38). In general,
through a new history and primordial perspective, the Kemalists produced and reinforced the
discourse of superiority of the Turkish nation and race as founders of ancient civilizations (Aydin
2010: 36). In this case, studies draw attention to Turkification or cultural assimilation of ethnic
minorities by the republican government in the early period. Bali conceptualizes Turkification
as the Kemalist national project aimed at cultivating citizens who would enjoy equal rights and
define themselves as Turks, yet their religious beliefs are a private matter (Bali 2006: 43).

Results

The Origins of Turkish Nationalism

The Turks, as a distinct ethnic group, originated from Central Asia. According to Golden,
the first historical accounts about the ethnogenesis and origins of Turks or Turkic peoples
are preserved in the Chinese dynastic annals under the Tang empire from around 629 to 860
(Golden 1992:117). The term “Turk” means “helmet”, which is believed to stem from the shape
of the Altay that looks like a helmet (Golden 1992: 120). In 552, Bumin Qagan founded the
Turkic Khaganate, also known as the Goktiirk Khaganate, which is the first proto-Turkic state
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(Golden 1992: 127). After the disintegration of the Goktiirk Khaganate, it split into succeeding
rump states and later led to the emergence of the Seljuk Empire. The founder of the House of
Seljuk was Seljuk, who was a great warlord from the Qiniq tribe of Oghuz Turks. Later, the Seljuk
Empire expanded westward through Transoxiana and Persia into Mesopotamia and Anatolia.
The turning point in the history of Turkic peoples and the Oghuz tribe was the decisive victory
of the Seljuks under the leadership of Sultan Alp Arslan over the Byzantine Empire (the Eastern
Roman Empire) in the Battle of Manzikert (Malazgirt) in 1071 (Kaldellis 2023: 626). The triumph
of the Seljuks at Malazgirt paved the way for the Seljuk takeover and domination of Anadolu and
the Turkification of Asia Minor. While the Seljuks were invincible in the west, their supremacy
in the east was challenged and eventually upset by the Kara Khitai state (Biran 2005: 43). The
contest for domination in Central Asia with the Kara Khitai state in the 12th century and an
eventual loss of their control of Mawarannahr pushed the Seljuks westward (Biran 2005: 43-
44). The setback in Mawarannahr forced the Seljuks to expand their influence and geopolitical
primacy into the Middle East and Anadolu. The chain of events led to the establishment of
Turkish domination in Anadolu and the creation of the Ottoman state, whose existence lasted
several centuries, eventually giving birth to the Republic of Tirkiye.

The birth of Turkish nationalism goes back to the end of the 19th century, which was
brought about by three key factors. First, the decline of the Ottoman Empire that had begun
in the 18th century led to the fracture and dismemberment of the empire into ethnic realms
and the emergence of independent nation-states. According to the prominent Turkish political
scientist Umut Uzer, the dwindling of the power of the Ottoman Empire gradually resulted in
the independent nationalist movements represented by Greeks, Serbs, Albanians, Arabs, and
others. This in turn undermined “Ottomanism” and “Islamism” as the hegemonic concepts that
provided national cohesion and held together multiethnic and multireligious Ottoman society
for many centuries (Uzer 2016: 2). In Uzer’s view, as Ottomanism and Islamism struggled to
provide ethnic and cultural cohesion and parochial ethnic nationalism prevailed over and
eventually superseded the hegemonic nation building discourses, “Turkishness” or “Turkism”
emerged as the only feasible and viable way for the establishment of a new Turkish nation state
in the form of the modern Republic of Tiirkiye (Uzer 2016: 2).

The second factor that brought about Turkish nationalism was linked to linguistic and historical
studies in Europe and later in the late Ottoman Empire in relation to the historical roots and
development of Turkish language, culture, and history. Such studies highlighted the greatness,
heroism, uniqueness, cultural, intellectual, and military accomplishments of Turks in the pre-
Ottoman and pre-Islamic era. Islam and the Ottoman era were increasingly associated with the
decline and strategic failures, and divorced Turks from their glorious past and pristine epoch
(Uzer 2016: 2). Revisiting the pre-Islamic and pre-Ottoman past encouraged Turkish nationalists
to see their society and state not through the lens of Ottomanism and Islam, but rather from the
perspective of Turkishness and Turkish national identity that stood apart from other ethno-
religious communities in the empire such as Arabs, Greeks, Armenians, Jews and so on.

Third, the rise and dissemination of Turkish nationalism was also significantly affected by
intellectuals from various areas of the Russian empire such as Crimea, Tatarstan, Bashkortostan,
the Caucasus and Central Asia, who contributed to the consolidation of nationalist discourses
and thoughtin Turkiye (Uzer 2016: 3). These immigrants were armed with advanced conceptual,
ideological and theoretical tools and concepts, which led them to forge a form of nationalism in an
I[slamic and premodern environment. Having been exposed to different theories of nationalism
and political ideologies such as pan-Slavism, socialism, and others, these intellectuals from
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Russia experienced cultural, ethnic, and racial oppression in the Russian colonial context.
Therefore, in Tirkiye, they felt themselves an integral part of the Turkish majority and thereby
joined first the Young Turks and later the Kemalist movement (Uzer 2016: 3).

The late 19th century and early 20th century Turkish nationalism was heavily affected by
the studies on the pre-Ottoman era Turkish history, which was largely portrayed as an era of
great achievements of Turks. The core narrative of linking emerging nationalistic sentiment
to the pre-Ottoman era Turkish history argued that before conversion to Islam and the
Ottoman epoch, Turks had been great builders of civilization. The spread and entrenchment
of such narratives led to the contempt and rejection of the Ottoman legacy and Islam, which
was pervasive within Turkish nationalist movements in the late Ottoman period. Narratives
glorifying the ancient pre-Ottoman era of Turkish history and ignoring or neglecting Islam and
Ottomanism informed, to a certain degree, Turkish nationalism represented by the Young Turk
movement and its main faction - the Committee of Union and Progress (CUP, ittihad ve Terakki
Cemiyeti). In turn, nationalist discourses in the age of the Young Turks and the CUP explicitly
and implicitly affected Mustafa Kemal and his reforms after the establishment of the Republic
of Tlrkiye in 1923 (Ziircher 2005: 14; Ziircher 2010: 124).

Intellectual and ideological underpinnings of Turkish nationalism

The rise of Turkish nationalism was triggered by the decline of the Ottoman Empire in the
second half of the 19th century. The driving force behind the advent of Turkish nationalism was
the Young Turks orthe Young Turkmovementthatemerged astheresponse tothe monopolization
of power by Sultan Abdulhamid II in 1878. Under the strong influence of the Enlightenment
ideas of 18th century Europe, pro-Western and European-educated Turkish intellectuals of that
time were certain that in order to prevent further decline of the Ottoman state, radical liberal
reforms and a progressive constitution were necessary. After Sultan Abdulhamid suspended
the 1876 constitution and parliament, adversaries of the sultan got together and established
the Young Turks. In Hanioglu’s view, one cannot understand Mustafa Kemal’'s worldviews,
attitudes and policies without having a proper understanding of the Young Turk movement and
its political and ideological philosophy (Hanioglu 2001; Hanioglu 2011: 48). Mustafa Kemal’s
worldviews and policies were shaped by the Young Turks because he himself was an integral
part of the movement and belonged to the second generation of the Young Turks (Hanioglu
2001; Hanioglu 2011: 52).

Besides being under the influence of the European Enlightenment, a significant proportion
of Turkish intellectuals were the followers of the mid-19th century German philosophy -
Vulgdrmaterialismus, which was a vulgarized form of the concept of materialism fused with
rationalism, scientism and social Darwinism that prioritized the role of science in society
(Hanioglu 2011: 48-49). At the core of Vulgdrmaterialismus lay ideas that outrightly rejected
religion and emphasized the quest for building a secular social order, which later would
become one of the ideological pillars of the republican regime in Turkiye. Like many other
leading members of the Young Turk movement, Mustafa Kemal belonged to an educated class of
intellectuals, who believed that science could be a remedy for all the difficulties and ills of the
Ottoman empire at that time, which would lead to the establishment an advanced, progressive,
prosperous and irreligious society hinged upon rationalism, science and secularism (Hanioglu
2011: 50). The advocates and supporters of science and rationalism believed in the supremacy
of science over religion and came to understand history and historical evolution in terms of a
constant struggle between religion and science, in which the latter would eventually triumph
over the former.
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Thus, a belief in science or scientism became one of the prominent principles of the Young
Turk ideology and political philosophy. Although under the reign of the Young Turk regime
between 1908 and 1918, its leadership had embraced the official ideology of Ottomanism with
the intent to deal with the multicultural and multi-confessional populations of the empire, with
time they came to shift to Turkish nationalism (Zircher 2019a: 897; Ziircher 2019b: 481). Yet,
as in this period, the empire’s multicultural and multireligious populations were glued together
under the banner of Islam, which prevented the Young Turk regime from putting in motion its
policies of establishing a society based on science and secularism. Under the strong influence
of European social sciences, especially social Darwinism, the Young Turks came to argue that
humans originated from fish and human life involved a constant struggle for survival and that
only the strongest could survive.

According to Hanioglu, although Mustafa Kemal belonged to the Young Turk movement
and was influenced by key concepts and works about popular materialism, he never became a
prominent theoretician and a scientific thinker like other leading Turkish intellectuals of that
time (Hanioglu 2011: 53). Moreover, while plunging into progressive political and philosophical
discourses and works of his time, Mustafa Kemal seems to have come to the conclusion that
while science leads society to prosperity and progress, religion only holds it back, corrupting
and retarding it (Hanioglu 2011: 53). Although the promotion of science excluded religion within
the Young Turk movement, there were endeavors to reconstitute Islam as a materialist political
and philosophical discourse that would be utilized as a cultural resource to craft a progressive
society free from religion. Yet like many other prominent intellectuals of his time, Mustafa Kemal
came to understand that Islam had been deeply embedded within Ottoman culture and society.

Another prominent theme within the Young Turk movement was attitudes and views of
Turkish intellectuals about Christian Europe or Western civilization, in which they did not
develop an all-embracing approach towards Europe. Although Turkish intellectuals were the
products of a European-style education, their attitudes towards the West could be described as
a love-hate relationship. On the one hand, Christian Europe came to be seen as the vehicle for
human development and an ideal model for crafting a prosperous and progressive society. On
the other hand, the West was increasingly perceived as a predatory imperial juggernaut that fed
on the Ottoman and other non-European peoples’ wealth and land. Despite such an ambiguity,
the leading adherents of scientism advocated Europeanization and Westernization because
only this path would lead to an ideal society governed by science. By the same token, Mustafa
Kemal also shared his contemporaries' view of the West, namely that European Enlightenment
civilization was indeed the epitome of progress and modernity. However, he was also aware of
West's intention to undermine and destroy the Ottoman empire, especially against the backdrop
of the Ottoman defeat in the 1912-1913 Balkan wars, when the Ottoman empire was reduced to
an Oriental country (Hanioglu 2011: 57).

In addition, Mustafa Kemal came to understand that Europeans increasingly perceived
the Ottoman Empire and Turks as inferior and backward. Despite harboring deep-seated
suspicions of Europe, Mustafa Kemal came to advocate the wholesale Westernization of Ottoman
society and later Turkish society. Moreover, Mustafa Kemal was convinced that only through
Westernization would create an important precondition for a society predicated upon science.
Westernizers within Ottoman intellectual circles, including Mustafa Kemal himself, advocated
the total displacement of customs, values and institutions that were not compatible with the
notion of modernity, Westernization and science. In this regard, the adherents of scientism
and Westernization called for the replacement of everything old and obsolete. The efforts to
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shift from the Arabic-Persian script to Latin, the call for the adoption of European manners
and lifestyle, as well as the replacement of the Islamic legal system with the Swiss civil code,
reflected Westernization efforts.

Another important dimension of the nascent Turkish nationalism was the greater emphasis
on the pre-Islamic era Turkish history, in which the adherents of Turkish nationalism argued
that Islam increasingly corrupted Turks and that pre-Islamic Turkish way of life and customs had
been more liberal and progressive (Hanioglu 2011: 61). Although the Young Turks emphasized
the pre-Islamic glorious past and history of Turks, minimizing and belittling the role of Islam,
under the rule of the Young Turk regime, the efforts were made to reconcile Islam and Turkism.
At that time, prominent intellectuals like Ziya Gokalp aimed to reconcile Turkism and Islam,
proposing that Islam could be used as a tool to modernize Ottoman society (Meram 1969:
174-182). However, later, Mustafa Kemal shunned a reconciliatory method proposed by Ziya
Gokalp, which came to embrace both Islam and Turkism as an integral part of the nation-building
process. Instead, Mustafa Kemal came to believe that the use of Islam for the modernization
of society was not consistent with Europeanization and attempts to craft a society governed
by science. This was, in turn, reflected in Mustafa Kemal’s policies at displacing Islam from
politics and the introduction of a secular European legal system to govern a new Turkish society
(Bugukeu 2020: 169-171).

As a Turk who was born and grew up in the European side of the empire, Mustafa Kemal
subscribed to Turkism and Turkish nationalism. It should be noted that Turkism among Ottoman
intellectuals emerged at the start of the 20th century as a response to the spread of separatist
ethnic movements and rival ethnic nationalisms of Greeks, Serbs, Bulgarians, and others. In
such an increasingly nationalistic environment, Mustafa Kemal and other Turkish nationalists
came to draw upon the pre-Islamic proto-Turkish history and heritage, stressing the greatness
of Turks. In a similar vein, leading members of the Young Turk movement also subscribed to
Turkism. After the 1908 revolution, they were forced to instrumentalize Ottomanism to manage
multiethnic and multireligious populations of the empire. However, wars against Balkan nations
and World War I reignited the relevance of nationalism in the empire, in which some prominent
intellectuals, such as Ziya Gokalp, called for building a Turan empire (Uyanik 2003: 99-101). In
this regard, Ziya Gokalp expanded the scope of Turkism and Turkish nationalism, highlighting
Turan as an eternal country of Turks (Hanioglu 2011: 65). Although Mustafa Kemal overlooked
Ziya Gokalp’s attempt to integrate Islam with Turkish identity, he was still attracted to his
nationalist ideas. Yet it should be noted that later, while at the helm of the Turkish nation state,
Mustafa Kemal capitalized on Turkishness rather than pan-Turkism or Turanism.

Although race and racial issues were less prominent in Turkism initially, they later became a
central focus for some Turkishintellectuals during the 1940sand 1960s. Mustafa Kemal and other
prominent Turkish intellectuals came to embrace the European categorization of the human
race and racial hierarchies. They came to accept the tenets of European scientific racism that
the Turks occupied the bottom of racial hierarchies as an inferior and backward race. However,
the Japanese triumph over imperial Russia in 1905 renewed deep interests in racial issues,
which motivated Turkish intellectuals to revisit and reconsider European racial categories. This
in turn led Turkish intellectuals to stress the noble character of the Turkish race, denouncing
Eurocentric assumptions that the Turks belonged to an inferior yellow race (Hanioglu 2011:
66). Viewing increasingly everything from nation to religion and modernity through the lens
of scientism encouraged Mustafa Kemal and other prominent Turkish intellectuals to see the
Turks as a noble race and elevate them to the top of the racial hierarchies.
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Discussion

As Mustafa Kemal and his followers gained prominence during the decline of the Ottoman
Empire, particularly through the Turkish War of Independence (1919-1923) and the founding
of the Republic of Tiirkiye in 1923, the hegemonic nation-building discourses from the Ottoman
era, like Ottomanism and Islam, gradually lost relevance and were eventually considered
unnecessary. After the triumph in the Turkish War of Independence, as the leader of Turkish
nationalists, Mustafa Kemal embarked upon the path of building a new nation, state and society.
According to the Turkish scholar Hanioglu, Mustafa Kemal himself was not a great theoretician;
rather, he used and implemented a set of nationalist and modern ideas and theories defined
and developed within the Young Turk movement (Hanioglu 2011). Colak and Uzer state that
during the formation of a new nation state, the founding fathers of the republic viewed the
Ottoman past and Islam as no longer relevant or even obstructive to their goals. They believed
these elements hindered their efforts to Westernize and establish a modern, progressive society
based on scientism. (Colak 2006: 590; Uzer 2020: 277).

By overcoming both foreign and domestic enemies during the War of Independence and
dismantling the Ottoman state, Mustafa Kemal and his followers initiated policies aimed at
creating a new nation and state. This process involved a swift and thorough break from the
Ottoman past to establish a Westernized, secular, and progressive society (Tokdogan 2024: 30).
To forge a new Turk, Mustafa Kemal and his supporters declared cultural war on Ottomanism
and Islam, which were increasingly seen as the vestiges of the defunct empire and obsolete
civilization (Tokdogan 2024: 28). Colak posits that Kemalist nation building constituted the top-
down state-orchestrated measures and policies intended to transform a traditional Oriental
society into a new Westernized secular one (Colak 2003: 3-4). Turkish nationalism under the
republican regime stood in stark contrast to the Turkist or Turanist nationalism that had been
prominent during the late Ottoman period (Colak 2003: 4). To be precise, “Kemalist nationalism”
throughout the republican period has diverged from Turkism and Turanism under the Young
Turk regime in a sense that it was predicated upon the principle of territoriality, which included
Anadolu and the segment of European Tirkiye (Colak 2003: 4).

To craftanew nation and forge a new national identity, the founders of the Republic of Ttirkiye,
first and foremost, divorced the new country from the Ottoman empire, and at the same time,
chose a radically new path of development based on Westernization (Colak 2003: 5). Despite
the fact that the Ottoman era provided a solid historical, ideological and intellectual foundation
and background to the republican regime and Mustafa Kemal’s drastic reforms, and political
and social revolution, the Kemalist elites sought a complete break from the previous era and
erecting a modern state (Colak 2003: 5). The efforts to build a new modern state and craft a
new Turkish nation were reflected in revolutionary changes and cultural transformations such
as the abolition of the Caliphate (the Ottoman state), the displacement of Islamic law (sharia),
discarding Oriental customs and traditions, elimination of the Arabic script and the Arabic
calendar (Kadioglu 1996: 186; Tokdogan 2024: 29; Uzer 2020: 277).

With the ascent of the Kemalists to power in 1923, the new nation was identified as “Turks”,
but not as “Ottomans,” as citizens of the Republic of Tiirkiye, but not the subjects of the Ottoman
I[slamic Caliphate (Ztircher 2010: 213). Under the Ottoman rule, the glorious Ottoman history
and Islam had been backbone of the multinational and multireligious empire, but Mustafa
Kemal aimed to create a culturally and ethnically monolithic and homogenous nation, in which
the ideological concepts of the previous era such as Ottomanism, Islam and rival nationalisms
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(Kurdish, Greek, Armenian, etc.) were entirely excluded (Aktar 2010: 24; Foss 2014: 828;
Zeydanlioglu 2008: 155). Uzer argues that for the Kemalist elite of Tuirkiye not the Ottoman
past but rather Europe and the West became the source of inspiration and informed their nation
building project, in which they strove for crafting a modern Turk who would be Western, secular,
progressive and proud of his heritage but entirely divorced from his Ottoman history and
Islamic faith (Uzer 2020: 277). Islam was associated with obscurantism and with Semitic Arabs,
entirely alien to the Turks (Guirpinar 2013: 85). Although Kemalism involved the break from
the Orient and shift to the West, Turkish nationalism and the Kemalist nation building project
resulted from both a hostility towards the West and at the same time, mimicking Western way
of development (Kadioglu 1996: 185). Kemalist nation-building manifested in the rejection of
the Ottoman past and the invention of the distant past; the prevalence of the state over a nation
(Ozdogan 2010: 47).

It should be noted that ethnic and cultural homogenization of the population lay at the core
of the Kemalist nation-building project (Aktar 2010: 24; Zeydanhoglu 2008: 155). According to
Aktar, the Kemalist nation-building and revolution in Tiirkiye centered on political assimilation
and Turkification of its multiethnic populations. This process involved recognizing religious
minorities such as Christians and Jews and aimed to establish the unconditional dominance
of state authority over all ethnic, religious, and political communities and minorities. (Aktar
2010: 22). According to Zeydanlioglu, the Kemalist elite pursued the goal of establishing a
homogenous Turkish nation (Zeydanlioglu 2008). Zeydanlioglu argues that Mustafa Kemal and
the Kemalist elite increasingly employed Western colonial concepts, especially Eurocentrism
and Orientalism, to realize their nation-building project (Zeydanhoglu 2008). For the republican
regime to conform to Europeanness and Westernness, the Kemalist elite built a homogenous
nation-state (Zeydanlioglu 2008). Moreover, to conform to the Western cultural and political
norms, the Kemalist elite embarked upon the path of displacing and extinguishing the Eastern
character and spirit of Turkiye and building a Westernized society (Zeydanhoglu 2008).
The main goal of Kemalist nation-building was to turn the geographical and territorial area
known as Tiirkiye into a nation that embraces a Turkish state identity by speaking Turkish and
accepting the national identity. Aktar examines Kemalist policies, focusing on Turkification and
the formation of an ethnically and linguistically exclusive nation state (Aktar 2010: 22-23).

Viewing Tirkiye as a “melting-pot,” Kemalists emphasized that various ethnic and religious
communities living in Tiirkiye were meant to evolve into a single, unified national identity
(Aktar 2010: 25). Therefore, all ethnic and national groups were expected to integrate with
the official state identity. This exclusive approach to nation-building was reflected in the
programs of the Republican People’s Party (Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi, CHP), as well as in the
laws, statutes, proclamations, and speeches of high-ranking officials and policymakers, where
Turkishness was prioritized over other ethnic and religious identities. (Ziircher 2010: 232). In
December 1925, having emphasized certain attempts of enemies of the republic to undermine
Turkish unity, the Ministry of Education of Tiirkiye announced that the use of terms such as
Kurd, Laz, Kurdistan, and Lazistan would be banned (Ziircher 2010: 232). In 1927, the CHP’s
program emphasized that the Turkish language and culture would be the guiding principle for
unifying compatriots and providing national unity and cohesion (Ziircher 2010: 232). In 1931,
at the second congress of the CHP, “nationalism” was incorporated into Six Arrows (Alt1 Ok)
that constituted the fundamental pillars of Kemalism and the CHP (Ztircher 2010: 232). It was
widely believed that Turkish society departed from Islam, Ottomanism, and the Orient, and
shifted to European and Western civilization and camp (Aydin 2010: 38).
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Thus, Tiirkiye’s current ethnic and cultural identity based on Turkishness is the outcome of
Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’s nation-building project and cultural revolution in the 1920s-1930s.
However, since the 1980s, new alternative political discourses and groups have increasingly
challenged the hegemony of Kemalism. The rise of alternative political discourses, parties and
policymakers reflected the weakening of Kemalism and the strengthening of non-Kemalist
movements. The very political, cultural, and religious discourses and legacies that had been
displaced and victimized by the Kemalists later came to erode the hegemony of Kemalism
in Turkish politics and society. The advent of the AKP (Adalet ve Kalkinma Partisi) in 2002
attested to the shrinking Kemalism’s influence of Kemalism in Turkish politics. As a result,
today’s Turkish society is split into the “old” and “new” Tiirkiye. While the Kemalist regime is
referred to as the “old Tiirkiye”, the current AKP government under Recep Tayyip Erdogan is
defined as the “new Tirkiye” (Din¢ and Hiinler 2025: 2). On the one hand, the supporters of the
hegemonic Kemalist discourse tend to portray the Kemalist rule as an era of great achievements
and progress. On the other hand, the adherents of non-Kemalist discourses believe that they
have been marginalized by Kemalists for many decades (Din¢ and Hiinler 2025: 2). However,
currently these groups seem to feel emboldened and empowered under the AKP rule under
Erdogan, increasingly drawing upon Islam and the Ottoman imperial past that had long been
disempowered by the Kemalists (Din¢ and Hiinler 2025: 2).

Conclusion

The study has shed light on the historical, conceptual, ideological, and theoretical origins
and underpinnings of Turkish nationalism. The results of the study have demonstrated that
Turkish nationalism occurred after the long existence of the Ottoman state and as a response
to the decline of the Ottoman empire and the birth of rival nationalisms and ethnic separatist
movements, such as Greek, Serbian, Bulgarian, and so on. In this regard, the demise of the
Ottoman Empire and the birth of the Republic of Tiirkiye were distinguished by the transition
from the state to the nation. The results of the study have also revealed that modern Turkish
nationalism, Mustafa Kemal’s nation-building project, and cultural revolution were rooted in the
late Ottoman era nationalist ideas and concepts, specifically within the Young Turk movement.
In other words, dramatic political, social, and cultural changes and transformation of Turkish
society in the 1920s-1930s under the leadership of Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk were informed and
guided by the ideas and theories of the Young Turks. Moreover, Mustafa Kemal was under heavy
influence of progressive Turkish intellectuals and radical European political philosophy.

The Ottoman state and society operated on the basis of ethnic, cultural and religious
coexistence and harmony of a multitude of ethnic and confessional communities across the
empire. In such a multiethnic and multireligious society, Ottomanism and Islam lied at the
core of nation building policy and provided social cohesion. Under Ottoman rule, all ethnic
and religious communities regardless of their ethnic origins belonged to the same Ottoman
nation and the common homeland. In this case, the Ottoman Empire was not an ethnocratic
society where the stress was placed not upon the ethnic background of people but rather on
their sense of belonging to the same motherland and to the Ottoman nation. However, with
the decline of the Ottoman empire, ethnic and religious particularism and distinctions became
more prominent, which was reflected in the emergence of Greek, Serbian, Armenian, Bulgarian,
and other nationalisms. Their nationalistic fervor and separatist aspirations undermined and
eroded the concepts of Ottomanism and the Ottoman nation. This in turn gave rise to Turkish
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nationalism at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries, which was conceptually
and theoretically developed and promoted by leading intellectuals within the Young Turk
movement. Under the strong influence of the European Enlightenment ideas and the 19th
century European political teachings, the Young Turks came to reject Ottomanism and, to a
lesser degree, Islamism as less relevant to their nation-building project. Instead, they focused
on Turkish nationalism and Turkishness. Yet under the Young Turk rule, the time was not ripe
for implementing such a nationalistic project.

With the triumph in the Turkish War of Independence, the fall of the Ottoman empire and
the establishment of the Republic of Tiirkiye in 1923, the implementation of the nationalist
project of the Young Turks became feasible. The specific feature of the Kemalist nation-building
project lay in its outright rejection of Ottomanism and Islam, increasingly stressing Turkish
nationalism, Turkishness, Western identity of the Turks, their indigeneity to Anadolu, their
belonging to a great civilization, and a white European race. Another specific feature of Kemalist
nationalism is reflected in the exclusive character of nation-building, in the greater emphasis on
political assimilation and Turkification of numerous ethno-religious minorities, and in building
a Turkish nation-state and society. Another conspicuous characteristic of Kemalist nationalism
was its methodical displacement and marginalization of the Ottoman past and Islam, to which
a significant proportion of the Turkish population has a strong sense of belonging. However,
the Kemalist policies of disempowering and persecuting Ottomanism and Islam soon backfired,
which was seen in the rise of powerful non-Kemalist discourses. In this regard, Turkish
scholars stress the failure of the Kemalists to achieve ethnic and cultural homogenization of the
population. Moreover, the rise of the AKP under the leadership of Erdogan in 2002 was a clear
indication of a dramatic paradigm shift in Turkish society. Having stressed Ottomanism and
I[slam as powerful concepts providing ethnic and national unity and cohesion, Erdogan and his
adherents have placed greater efforts to steer the nation towards a new direction distinct from
the Kemalist discourse.

The text goes on to
describe the Republic of Kazakhstan's entry into the Collective Security Organization (CSO),
a body founded among several former USSR republics, and its activities within it. It also
indicates the significance of the planned efforts and proposals for further development and
increasing the effectiveness of the work of this defense organization. Finally, it analyses the
activity of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the SCO and indicates its significance. The text goes
on to outline specific proposals put forward by the state within the framework of this regional
organisation for organising the country's defence on a solid basis, and to provide a historical
assessment. The analysis then goes on to consider the relations and exchange of experience
with the defence services of foreign countries, including the Republic of Turkey, the USA, and
others, in strengthening the armed forces of the sovereign state, basing its capabilities in
accordance with world requirements.

The necessity of maintaining a consistently high level of
defence policy, the primary guarantee of the country's independence, in the context of global
and regional changes, is emphasised. Recommendations are provided for the systematic and
purposeful implementation of this work. The primary sources of information for this article
are drawn from foreign and domestic state archives, as well as historical works.

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Abstract. The relevance of the author’s research lies in the formation of a historiographical
understanding of the emergence of the Soviet electoral system and the Soviet state power
apparatus. The historiography of electoral history has accumulated substantial scholarly
experience reflected in published articles, monographs, and defended dissertations
across a broad academic field; this topic has also been actively developed in Kazakhstan.
Despite a certain degree of critical assessment, it can be noted that the principle of popular
sovereignty within the Soviet electoral system became a political platform of state democracy
implemented from above. The controversial nature of the issue lies in the question of
whether the electoral system formed in the RSFSR as a whole, and in the Kazakh ASSR as
part of the union system, genuinely contained elements of popular self-government. The key
research question and scientific novelty of the article consist in the analysis of the 1926-1927
electoral campaign based on the content of an archival document introduced into scholarly
circulation for the first time, identified in the Archive of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan. The narratives of the presented document and the authors’ research analysis
reveal the multilevel relationships between state authorities and the electorate through a
comparative examination of data that confirm or refute specific fragments of the document.
The article examines the 1926-1927 electoral campaign in the Kazakh ASSR in the context
of the tightening of Soviet electoral policy, taking into account the Instruction on Elections
approved on November 4, 1926, by the Presidium of the All-Russian Central Executive
Committee (VTsIK). The new Instruction, which replaced the 1925 document, introduced
mechanisms of stricter control, including the expansion of categories of persons deprived
of electoral rights (including those using hired labor), detailed procedures for compiling
lists of lishentsy and for appealing unlawful deprivation of voting rights, the strengthening
of the role and significance of electoral commissions, as well as the introduction of quorum
requirements for electoral assemblies (atleast 35% of eligible voters). The identified archival
document reconstructs the phased implementation of the electoral campaign calendar plan,
the formation of electoral commissions, the determination and format of their activities
at the local level - including agitation work - the conduct of meetings, compliance with
electoral procedures, mandatory oversight by authorized representatives, and their actions
in response to identified violations. One of the outcomes of the 1926-1927 elections was
an increase in the number of individuals deprived of electoral rights. The uniqueness of the
published document lies in the numerous examples cited by authorized officials in their
reports concerning cases of disenfranchisement. Such large-scale deprivation of citizens’
electoral rights reflects not only the provisions of the Instruction on Elections but also the
arbitrary interpretation of its clauses by electoral commissions at the gubernial, district,
city, and rural (aul) levels. Virtually all electoral campaigns were accompanied by talasovki
and clan-based confrontations in rural communities both during the pre-election period
and in the course of the elections themselves. The article is based on a variational-critical
approach that combines the analysis of state sources with regional specificity. The author’s
historiographical review demonstrates sustained scholarly interest in the problem under
study and its significance for the historical research community.

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Abstract. The study aims to determine the socio-political activities of Myrzagazy
Espolov in Tashkent in the early 1920s based on a comprehensive analysis of archival
sources, as well as to provide a scholarly interpretation of his role within the system
of the People’s Commissariat of Agriculture (Turknarkomzem) of the Turkestan ASSR,
his administrative approaches, and the specific features of his activities in defending
national interests. The objectives of the study are: to analyze the process of formation of
agrarian policy in the Turkestan ASSR and the institutional foundations of the activities
of the People’s Commissariat of Agriculture; to identify the official status and positions
held by Myrzagazy Espolov in the city of Tashkent; and to reveal the characteristics
of Myrzagazy Espolov’s socio-political activity and his role as a representative of the
national intelligentsia. Myrzagazy Espolov was one of the prominent representatives
of the Kazakh intelligentsia of the early twentieth century and an activist of the
Alash movement who made a significant contribution to the political development of
Kazakhstan. The main focus is placed on his activities in Tashkent as a member of the
Turkestan Central Executive Committee (TurkTsIK) and as a responsible official of the
People’s Commissariat of Agriculture. The study examines Espolov’s participation in
the development and discussion of key decisions on the land question, including his
practical work in the field of land management and the organization of land-survey
expeditions. The relevance of this study is due to the need for an in-depth analysis of the
role of the national intelligentsia in the implementation of land policy in the Turkestan
ASSR. An examination of Myrzagazy Espolov’s activities within the system of the People’s
Commissariat of Agriculture and the Turkestan Central Executive Committee makes
it possible to identify the specific features of interaction between central directives
and regional practice, as well as to determine the contribution of national cadres to
the process of socialist transformation of agriculture in the early Soviet period. In this
regard, Myrzagazy Espolov is viewed as a figure who not only managed to adapt to new
historical conditions but also actively participated in shaping them. The source base
of the study consists of minutes and stenographic records of plenary sessions of the
Turkestan Central Executive Committee, documents of the People’s Commissariat of
Agriculture, materials from land-survey expeditions, official reports, and the personal
file of Myrzagazy Espolov. An analysis of these sources demonstrates that his activities
had a pronounced socio-political character and were aimed at adjusting agrarian policy
in the interests of the indigenous population in the context of the transition to the New
Economic Policy. The article shows that Espolov acted not only as an administrator
but also as a representative of the national intelligentsia who sought to use agrarian
transformations as a tool for social stabilization. Itis concluded that Myrzagazy Espolov’s
contribution goes beyond narrowly departmental work and reflects a broader process
of participation by national cadres in the formation and implementation of agrarian
policy in the Turkestan ASSR.

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Local elections in the Kazakh SSR as an instrument of political mobilization:
aregional case of the Pavlodar Irtysh region (1920-1930s)
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Abstract. This paper examines the evolution of the electoral system in the territory of
Kazakhstan in the 1920s — 1930s. Considering that the institution of elections under the
Soviet system was formed on the basis of the specific principle of non-alternativeness
(lack of choice) and was consistently entrenched both in the center and locally, attention
should be paid to the conditions of its formation, the regulatory framework, and the
specifics of its dissemination. The country's population was integrated into the new
realities of political life when, according to the Constitution, citizens gained the right to
participate in the life of the state; however, at the same time, a certain part of them was
deprived of this right if their involvement with "exploitative elements" was revealed.
Ideologization, proclaimed equality, and harsh repressive policies became characteristic
components of the country's electoral system as well. Under these conditions, the state
authorities carried out extensive organizational work to promote the new model of
electoral campaigns; a large number of people were involved in agitation activities
among candidates and electors, and corresponding literature was developed. At the same
time, it is necessary to point out the colossal financial resources spent on organizing
the entire election procedure. The aim of the research is related to the analysis of the
history of preparing and conducting electoral campaigns in the Kazakh SSR in the 1920s
- 1930s, identifying their features, problems, and contradictions, as well as assessing
the role of elections in the process of forming the Soviet political system in the region.
A distinctive feature of this work is also the regional aspect of studying the stated
issues. To achieve the aim and the set tasks, archival materials from the fonds of the
State Archive of the Pavlodar Region (Pavlodar City Executive Committee of Workers',
Peasants', and Red Army Deputies; Pavlodar Uyezd Committee of the Medical Sanitary
Labor Union; Pavlodar District Executive Committee of Soviets of Workers', Peasants’,
and Red Army Deputies) were used, specifically within the framework of regulatory
acts of authorities, reports of local executive committees, and electoral commissions.
The source base of the research also included Soviet-era journals, analyzed from the
perspective of their coverage of this topic. In the course of analyzing the historiography
on the topic of the work, the main approaches, problems, and directions of its study
were identified. Thus, the institution of elections to the Soviets became part of the
process of "Sovietization" of society. These processes unfolded in parallel with a wide
range of state-initiated campaigns of the period, such as the eradication of illiteracy,
korenizatsiya (indigenization), anti-religious measures, and other initiatives aimed at
reshaping the socio-political order and incorporating broad segments of the population,
including residents of auls (villages), into newly constructed systems of social relations.
Within this context, electoral practices acquired a ritualized character, serving as a
symbolic mechanism through which citizens were formally integrated into political life.

Introduction

Electoral campaigns in the Soviet state during the 1920s-1930s represented a specific
political phenomenon, fundamentally different from classical democratic models of elections.
They were not a mechanism for political competition or the expression of alternative social
interests but served as a tool for legitimizing the power of the Bolshevik Party, mobilizing the
population, and instilling socialist ideology. Particular scholarly attention is warranted by the
conduct of electoral campaigns in national autonomies, including the Kazakh SSR, where, as
reflected in official Soviet evaluations, processes of state construction unfolded in a context
marked by economic underdevelopment, widespread illiteracy, and the continued influence of
traditional social structures.

This research aims to analyze the history of preparing and conducting electoral campaigns in
the Kazakh SSR in the 1920s-1930s, identify their features, problems, and contradictions, and
assess the role of elections in the process of forming the Soviet political system in the region.

Notably, the study examines the issues of preparing and conducting elections from a regional
perspective. In this regard, shifting from a general theoretical and republic-wide consideration
of electoral campaigns in the USSR and the Kazakh SSR to their analysis at the regional level
is methodologically justified and scientifically necessary. Notwithstanding the presence of a
standardized legal framework and centralized party-state control, electoral preparation and
implementation in the 1920s-1930s exhibited considerable diversity, shaped by the socio-
economic, demographic, and cultural particularities of individual regions.

The regional approach allows for the identification of the actual mechanisms by which the
Soviet electoral system functioned, mechanisms that at the all-Union level are often leveled
out by official rhetoric and uniform statistics. It is precisely at the level of oblasts, uyezds, and
okrugs that the contradictions between the proclaimed principles of "Soviet power" and the
practice of party administration of the electoral process were most clearly manifested.
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The choice of the Pavlodar region as the object of concrete historical analysis is motivated by
several factors. First, the Pavlodar district (okrug/uyezd) in the 1920s-1930s was a territory with
a complex socio-economic structure, combining elements of sedentary agriculture, nomadic and
semi-nomadic pastoralism, and developing industrial centers. This diversity of economic forms
created specific conditions for implementing Soviet electoral policy and allowed for tracing its
influence on various social groups.

Second, the region was characterized by ethnic and social heterogeneity of its population.
Alongside the Kazakh population, Russians, Ukrainians, Tatars, and other groups lived here,
which gave particular significance to issues of korenizatsiya (indigenization), language policy,
and representation in government bodies. Analyzing electoral campaigns in the Pavlodar region
allows for an assessment of the extent to which the proclaimed principles of national equality
and the involvement of the indigenous population in the system of Soviet governance were
realized in practice.

Third, the Pavlodar region was a zone of active implementation of socio-economic transfor-
mations, primarily collectivization and the policy of "liquidation of the bais (wealthy stratum)".
These processes directly impacted the preparation of elections, the formation of voter lists,
and the scale of disenfranchisement. Studying regional materials allows for establishing the
interconnection between socio-economic campaigns and electoral practices, as well as revealing
the role of elections as a tool for political pressure and social control.

Furthermore, the Pavlodar region possessed a well-developed network of local government
and party structures, enabling a detailed analysis of the interaction between the Soviet, the
party committee, and electoral commissions. The regional level allows for tracing the decision-
making process both "from the bottom up" and "from the top down," revealing the degree
of autonomy of local bodies and the actual nature of party leadership. Attention was paid to
identifying "class-alien elements," who were excluded from the electoral process.

Methods and Materials

This study is conducted within the framework of an interdisciplinary historical-sociological
approach, combining the tools of political history and historical sociology. The theoretical
and methodological foundation of the work is based on the concepts of political mobilization,
political socialization, and symbolic power, as developed within modern social theory.

The general scientific methodological principles employed include the principle of histo-
ricism, which involves examining the institution of elections in the Kazakh SSR in the dynamics
of its formation and transformation within the context of the socio-economic and political
processes of the 1920s-1930s. The systemic approach, which allowed for the analysis of local
elections as an element of the holistic mechanism of Soviet political power. The principle of
social constructivism, within which electoral practices are interpreted as constructed forms of
political reality.

The study employs the historical-genetic method to identify the logic of formation and factors
in the evolution of electoral practices.

The historical sociological part of the research is based on the use of:

 Contentanalysis of party and state documents, instructions, meeting minutes, and periodical
materials;

« Discourse analysis of agitation texts and public speeches, revealing the dominant narratives
of mobilization;
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e A reconstructive method aimed at restoring the practices of population participation
through archival evidence, reports, and statistical data.

The empirical basis of the study consists of regulatory acts of the Soviet authorities of the
Kazakh SSR and the RSFSR published in periodicals; materials from the regional archive - the
State Archive of the Pavlodar Region; reports from local executive committees and election
commissions. Among the documents used are materials from fonds 5, 17, and 75.

Results

After the October Revolution of 1917, the Bolsheviks rejected the principles of parliamentary
democracy characteristic of bourgeois states and advanced the concept of Soviet power
as a form of the dictatorship of the proletariat. The 1918 Constitution of the RSFSR already
enshrined a fundamentally different model of electoral law, based not on civil equality but on a
class approach.

Voting rights were granted only to the "working people,” while individuals classified as
belonging to the "exploiting classes" were disenfranchised. Thus, from the very beginning,
elections were restrictive in nature and served as an instrument of class policy. Under the
conditions of the Civil War and subsequent economic recovery, electoral campaigns primarily
performed mobilizing and educational functions.

The Kazakh SSR was established in 1920 as the Kirghiz (Kazakh) Autonomous Republic
within the RSFSR. The official renaming of the republic in 1925 formed part of the broader
policy of national delimitation and korenizatsiya (indigenization). Within this framework,
the electoral institutions of the autonomy were established in accordance with all-Union and
republican legal norms, drawing in particular on the 1918 Constitution of the RSFSR and the
1926 Constitution of the Kazakh SSR.

In the context of the establishment of Soviet power in Kazakhstan, the electoral campaigns of
1920-1926 became an importantinstrument forimplementing the policy of korenizatsiya, aimed
atinvolving the indigenous population in the system of governance and forming national cadres
for the administrative apparatus. As demonstrated by the research of I.V. Anisimova in "The
Establishment of Soviet Power and the Policy of Korenizatsiya in Kazakhstan in 1920-1926",
the process of indigenization had a dual character: on one hand, it contributed to expanding
the representation of the Kazakh population in Soviet and elected bodies; on the other hand,
it remained strictly controlled by the Party and was subordinated to the tasks of political
mobilization and ideological integration. In this context, elections served not only as a legal
mechanism for forming government bodies but also as a means of institutionally entrenching
the Soviet model of governance, which combined national cadre policy with centralized control
over the political process (Anisimova 2017: 21-27).

An important factor shaping the electoral system of the autonomy was the population
registration processes unfolding in Kazakhstan in 1920-1923, which, as A.M. Balykova shows,
were incomplete and largely transitional in nature. The instability of the administrative-
territorial division, high population mobility, the consequences of the Civil War and famine, as
well as the specificities of the nomadic and semi-nomadic way of life, significantly complicated
accurate demographic accounting. This directly impacted the republic's electoral potential, such
as voter registration, the formation of lists, and the determination of representation quotas,
which were carried out under conditions of a limited and often fragmented statistical base. This
situation enhanced the manageability of the electoral process and expanded opportunities for
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administrative intervention during the early stage of establishing the Soviet electoral system in
the Kazakh SSR (Balykova 2015: 70-72).

The organization of elections in the Kazakh Republic was governed by a special instruction
issued by the Kazakh Central Executive Committee (KazTsIK). This document was formulated
not only with reference to earlier regulatory acts and guidelines of the All-Russian Central
Executive Committee (VTsIK) but also with explicit consideration of the particular conditions
under which voting took place among Kazakhstan's nomadic population. The initial version
of the instruction was approved on 9 October 1925 and emphasized the requirement for
comprehensive voter registration, extending to nomadic groups. At the same time, the use
of formal summons to notify voters in nomadic and semi-nomadic localities was not made
mandatory. In rural settings, electoral meetings at the precinct level were entrusted to the
chairpersons of village election commissions, who acted as authorized representatives of the
volost electoral authorities (Ablazhei, Zhanbossinova 2025: 430).

Considered within a wider institutional and legal framework, these provisions correspond
to the conclusions formulated by M. Salamatova, who argues that election commissions in the
RSFSR between 1918 and 1936 functioned notas independentbodies of electoral administration
but as structurally integrated components of the Soviet state system, operating under rigid
normative regulation and direct party supervision. In the context of the Kazakh Republic, this
approach implied that the adaptation of KazTsIK electoral instructions to local conditions,
including the nomadic way of life, did not alter the fundamental model of electoral governance.
Election commissions remained instruments for transmitting centrally defined directives,
prioritizing objectives of political mobilization and supervision over electoral behavior rather
than ensuring procedural autonomy or neutrality at the local level (Salamatova 2014: 58-76).

A key element of the RCP(b) strategy, known as the “Face to the Countryside,” was the policy
aimed at the “revitalization” of local Soviets. The expansion of their functional authority was
intended to enhance the effectiveness of local governance. Volost (district) Soviets were granted
independent budgets and received broader competencies in the spheres of public health,
education, cultural and enlightenment activities, and communal services. In addition, they
were charged with facilitating agricultural development, implementing agrarian measures, and
promoting cooperative organization.

Village Soviets, in turn, acquired the right to draft revenue and expenditure estimates, which
were subsequently incorporated into volost budgets. Their responsibilities encompassed the
development of primary education infrastructure, the organization of reading huts, and the
establishment of medical and sanitary facilities. In order to widen peasant participation in
Soviet activities, the numerical composition of village councils was expanded. This increase
made it possible to create specialized commissions (sections) within village Soviets responsible
for particular areas of activity, such as land management, cultural and educational work, and
public utilities. By 1925, most village and volost Soviets had established between two and five
such commissions, whose work was to involve representatives of public organizations and the
rural intelligentsia (I'inykh 2024: 36-48).

At the same time, as noted by A.A. Kemelbekov, the expansion of the competencies of village
and volost Soviets in the 1920s was directly interconnected with Soviet electoral practices,
as elections were viewed not only to form governing bodies but also as a mechanism for
legitimizing the local governance system. The formally declared involvement of broad layers
of the peasantry and rural intelligentsia in the work of the Soviets was combined with strict
regulation of the electoral process and party control, which limited the autonomy of local self-
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government. Accordingly, even as their organizational responsibilities and functional scope
expanded, the Soviets continued to operate within a highly centralized system of authority,
while electoral procedures served predominantly mobilizational and administrative purposes,
facilitating the ongoing reproduction of the Soviet administrative and political order at the local
level (Kemelbekov 2019: 12-17).

A characteristic feature of electoral law in the republic was the widespread application of the
practice of disenfranchisement. The category of the "disenfranchised" included representatives
of the traditional Kazakh elite — bais, sultans, clergy, as well as traders, kulaks, and individuals
accused of "anti-Soviet activity." In the conditions of Kazakhstan, this policy was particularly
extensive, as the traditional social structure of society did not align with the Soviet class model.

In the well-known specialized party-ideological journal of the 1920s-30s, Propagandist,
aimed at providing methodological support to agitators of the RCP(b)/VKP(b), disseminating
the party line, and increasing the effectiveness of propaganda work, the country's leadership
line was officially defined: "According to the 1918 Constitution of the RSFSR and the 1924
Constitution of the USSR, the electoral system in our country provided for restrictions on exploiter
elements; elections were not entirely equal, were multi-stage (for elections to middle and higher
bodies of power), and open. Certain restrictions on democracy were necessary at the time. The
fierce resistance of the exploiting classes made the temporary deprivation of their voting rights
necessary. Some advantages for workers in the norms of representation during elections were
introduced when the peasants were still entirely small proprietors, and the influence of the kulaks
in the countryside was still strong" (What is an electoral district? 1937: 22).

From the very first years of Soviet state formation, the determination of groups excluded from
electoral participation occupied a central place in the political agenda of the ruling leadership
and was regarded as an essential instrument for the acquisition and consolidation of power.
Bolshevik rhetoric, as well as the earliest normative acts of the Soviet regime, reveal a consistent
intention to protect the Soviets from the influence of so-called “socially alien” elements. Already
in December 1917, the People’s Commissariat of Internal Affairs circulated a special appeal
entitled “To All Soviets of Workers’, Soldiers’, Peasants’, and Farm Laborers’ Deputies”, which
explicitly advised against electing kulaks, traders, and other exploiters to the Soviets of Peasants’
Deputies. In this context, seven categories of citizens were formally deprived of electoral rights:
(a) individuals employing hired labor for profit; (b) persons subsisting on unearned income,
including interest on capital, enterprise profits, or property revenues; (c) private traders and
commercial intermediaries; (d) monks and clergy of religious denominations; (e) former
employees and agents of the police, gendarmerie, and security services, as well as members
of the former ruling dynasty; (f) individuals officially declared mentally ill or placed under
guardianship; and (g) persons convicted of mercenary or dishonorable crimes for periods
established by law or judicial verdict (Salamatova 2018: 124).

Archival data from the Kazakh Central Executive Committee (KazTsIK) indicate that during
the 1924-1925 electoral cycle, disenfranchised individuals accounted for 2.4% of the republic’s
population eligible for voting, with the figure rising to 4.3% in urban centers and amounting to
2.3% in rural areas. In auls and villages, Kazakhs constituted 54% of those excluded from voting
rights, whereas in cities their share was significantly lower at 19%. The urban disenfranchised
population was dominated by traders and intermediaries, who comprised 62% of the total.
In rural localities, approximately 25% of those deprived of voting rights were members of the
clergy, nearly 36% were classified as persons living on unearned income, and close to 15% had
no criminal convictions. Overall, during the 1924-1925 campaign, Kazakhs represented 61% of
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all disenfranchised individuals, while Russians and members of other ethnic groups accounted
for the remaining 39% (Ablazhei, Zhanbossinova 2025: 433).

The extensive use of disenfranchisement, which became a characteristic feature of electoral
campaigns in the 1920s, particularly in the formation of representative bodies at the highest
levels of authority, including elections to the supreme Soviet institutions, emerged as a key
mechanism of political filtration. By excluding substantial segments of the population from
electoral participation, the authorities not only reduced the social base of the electorate but
also redefined elections themselves as an administratively managed process aimed at selecting
“class-reliable” representatives. By the mid-1920s, this practice had firmly institutionalized
elections as a controlled procedure subordinated to the objectives of party consolidation and
the reinforcement of the centralized power structure.

Archival materials indicate that the practice of disenfranchisement was accompanied by
appeals from citizens with individual petitions for a review of their legal status. For instance,
documents from the Pavlodar District Election Commission for 1934 record a fact of a written
petition being submitted for the restoration of voting rights, in which the applicant appealed
to a change in their social position and loyalty to the Soviet government. This source allows us
to view election commissions not only as bodies of administrative record-keeping and control
but also as institutions through which procedures for the conditional reintegration of the
"disenfranchised" into the political space were carried out.

Appendix 1 contains one of the numerous materials addressed to an election commission’.

As shown by the research of M.M. Kozybaeva and A.T. Kaipbaeva, the institution of the
"disenfranchised" had not only an electoral but also a broader socio-legal dimension:
disenfranchisementsolidified a status of political marginalization, complicated social adaptation,
and intensified the repressive nature of Soviet policy in the urban environment. In this context,
local elections in the Kazakh SSR acted not so much as a form of political participation but as
a mechanism for the institutional exclusion of "socially alien" groups, which was particularly
evident at the regional level (Kozybaeva, Kaipbaeva 2024).

Thisconclusioncorrelateswithmaterialsfromasocio-historicalanalysisofdisenfranchisement
in the 1920s-1930s, based on regional archival sources from Western Kazakhstan, which
shows that the practice of classifying individuals as "disenfranchised" was expansive and often
arbitrary, affecting not only "former" and affluent strata but also socially vulnerable groups of
the urban population. This turned electoral restrictions into a persistent tool of social control at
the local level (Sapasheva 2024).

Under these conditions, the question of the composition and functioning of local Soviets
acquired particular importance for the party-state leadership. The escalating socio-economic
changes associated with the conclusion of the NEP and the intensification of the course towards
socialist reconstruction demanded not only maintaining but further strengthening control over
local government bodies. This largely explains the emergence in 1927 of special directives
addressed to all state bodies and party bloc administrations (GO and UPB) regarding the
conduct of Soviet re-elections. These directives were aimed at renewing the composition of
local authorities, strengthening party influence within them, and bringing the Soviets into line
with the new political and social tasks facing the Soviet state on the eve of the fundamental shift
of the late 1920s.

The transition from the policy of mass disenfranchisement to the campaign for Soviet re-
elections in 1927 was not a rupture but represented a logical continuation of the course towards
centralization and ideological unification of the Soviet political system. Re-elections were
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viewed not as a democratic procedure for renewing power but as an instrument for adjusting
the composition of the Soviets in accordance with the party's current directives and the tasks of
the country's socio-economic transformation.

The instructions for conducting Soviet re-elections, sentin 1927 to all state bodies and party
bloc institutions, were not declarative but clearly regulatory in nature. They detailed both
organizational measures for preparing the re-election campaign and its political and ideological
tasks. Such documents allow us to trace how the party-state leadership sought to transform
re-elections from a formal procedure for renewing the composition of the Soviets into an
instrument for targeted influence on the social structure of local power.

Of value in this context are archival materials that record specific directives addressed to
local authorities and party organizations. They reflect not only the official interpretation of the
re-elections' goals but also the practical mechanisms for their implementation on the ground. A
characteristic example is a document stored in the State Archive of the Pavlodar Region, which
concisely formulates the key tasks of the 1927 re-election campaign. Analyzing its content
allows us to specify the general course of the party leadership and identify the priorities that
determined the preparation and conduct of Soviet re-elections during the period under review:

At the beginning of 1927, Soviet re-elections were conducted across our gubernia
[Semipalatinsk]. The main tasks of this campaign are:

1) Strengthening the alliance between the working class and the peasantry, as the main
political factor ensuring socialist construction.

2) Creating an alliance between farm laborers, the poor, and middle peasants in the village
and aul, as a means of excluding the bai-kulak element from socio-political Soviet activity.

3) Resolutely implementing the slogan 'Sovietization of the aul, which means organizing
genuine Soviet power in the aul by involving representatives of the poor and middle-peasant
population of the auls in the leadership work of the aul Soviets...

6) A resolute rebuff to the NEP elements of the city, fundamentally paralyzing their attempts
to infiltrate the City Soviets, while firmly implementing the principles of Soviet democracy...

The GSPC [gubernia trade union council] considers it necessary to emphasize the main
tasks regarding the nomination of candidates. We believe the most appropriate and politically
practical position is for trade union organizations, without presenting special lists, to nominate
candidates jointly with VKP(b) cells, for we owe all existing achievements to the ideological
leader of the working class, the VKP(b). On this issue, another point should be noted: when
nominating candidates, it is necessary to consider the requirement to elect representatives of
all groups/membership into the Soviets, such as Kazakhs, women, youth, specialists, etc. The
GSPC considers it necessary to instruct trade union organizations that this work should not
be viewed as auxiliary but must be at the center of the unions' attention during this campaign,
especially in the village and aul, where the work of the Soviets significantly influences union
work as well" (Gosudarstvennyj arkhiv Pavlodarskoj oblasti?.

During the collectivization and repressions of the 1930s, electoral campaigns increasingly
transformed into a ritual of political loyalty. Elections were used as a tool for identifying
"unreliable" elements and strengthening control over society.

The 1936 Constitution of the USSR established the Soviets of Working People’s Deputies as
the fundamental political institutions of the state. For the first time, the Constitution included a
dedicated chapter on the Electoral System, formalizing the participation of citizens in elections
to these Soviets. Key democratic principles were codified in law, including universal, direct, and
equal suffrage conducted by secret ballot. Voting rights were conferred exclusively to citizens
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of the USSR. Article 135 stipulated that elections were universal: all citizens of the USSR aged
eighteen and above, regardless of nationality, race, religion, education, residence, social origin,
property status, or past activities, were entitled both to vote and to stand for election, with
exceptions made for persons legally declared insane or those whose convictions included the
loss of electoral rights. Eligibility for election to the Supreme Soviet of the USSR was set at
twenty-three years of age, without distinctions based on sex, nationality, or other social factors.
Article 139 confirmed that elections to all Soviets of Working People’s Deputies from local rural
and urban Soviets up to the Supreme Soviet were to be conducted through direct participation
of the citizenry (Borisov 2009: 195).

The adoption of the 1936 Constitution of the USSR formally enshrined the principles of
universal, equal, and secret suffrage. However, in practice, these innovations did not lead to
the democratization of the political system. Under conditions of a single-party state and mass
repressions, elections retained a decorative character and served as a means of demonstrating
the unity of the people and the party.

In the Kazakh ASSR, which was transformed into a union republic in 1936, elections became
part of the all-Union political ritual, finally losing even the limited elements of autonomy.

The preparation for elections in the Kazakh SSR was a complex, multi-stage process under
the strict control of party organs. Formally, electoral commissions and Soviets were responsible
for organizing the elections, but actual leadership was exercised by the organs of the RCP(b) and
later the VKP(b). Key elements of the preparation included compiling voter lists; verifying the
social origin and political reliability of the population; forming electoral districts; and selecting
and approving candidates.

As highlighted in the journal Propagandist, the organization of electoral precincts underwent
a significant transformation. Previously, precincts were established according to production
units such as factories, plants, state farms, and institutions. Following reforms, precincts were
reorganized on a territorial basis. This shift was not only a response to the practical difficulties
of dividing electoral districts along production lines but also reflected profound societal changes
associated with the consolidation of socialism, the elimination of exploiting classes, and the
socialist transformation of peasant agriculture. The political and moral unification of Soviet
citizens, coupled with the USSR’s emergence as a strong socialist state, enabled the removal of
certain restrictions and inequalities previously embedded in electoral law.

Whereas earlier elections involved precincts that facilitated direct voting only for city
and village Soviets, the new system established elections through larger electoral districts
subdivided into precincts to improve accessibility for voters. Electoral precincts became central
to the administration of elections: voter lists were maintained, ballots received and counted,
and political agitation and candidate promotion carried out. Chapter IV of the Regulation on
Elections to the Supreme Soviet of the USSR, comprising nine articles, was devoted to the
organization of precincts, demonstrating the attention of the Bolshevik state to practical
electoral administration and its commitment to the principles of socialist democracy (KHow is
the polling station organized 1937: 22-23).

Legal limits were established to ensure precincts remained manageable. No precinct could
exceed 2,500 residents or 1,500 registered voters, while rural settlements with populations
between 500 and 2,000 were required to have their own precincts. The Central Executive
Committee (CEC) further refined these provisions for sparsely populated areas: settlements
with 300 or more residents situated at least 10 kilometers from the district center could form
separate precincts, while northern, eastern, and mountainous regions allowed precincts for
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populations as low as 100 individuals. Even military units and border outposts were included,
with a minimum of 50 voters sufficient to constitute a precinct. In addition, deputies of the Soviet
of Nationalities were elected in single-member districts, which did not necessarily correspond
territorially to districts used for elections to the Soviet of the Union. A hierarchical system of
electoral commissions was established, led by the Central Electoral Commission for the Supreme
Soviet elections. The legislation aimed to ensure that polling stations were located as close as
possible to voters’ residences. Voting was strictly personal and conducted only in designated
premises; preliminary voting or mobile ballot boxes were prohibited, and all registered citizens
were required to vote in person (Berljavskij, Bondarev 2025: 15).

Local records illustrate the implementation of these regulations. According to the Protocol
of the Pavlodar City Soviet of Workers’, Peasants’, and Red Army Deputies on 4 August 1937,
members discussed and reviewed the city’s preparedness for the upcoming elections to
the Supreme Soviet, indicating the active engagement of local Soviets in the organizational
process. Members of the Soviet lamented the City Soviet's unpreparedness for the elections
due to the lack of proper attention to various categories of the population potentially planned
for participation in the elections. "Now it is necessary to organize the study of the election
regulations through study circles among the unorganized population of the city. The City Soviet
is insufficiently engaged in cultural and mass work; it does not mobilize the masses to study
the Stalin Constitution... special explanatory work on the regulations needs to be conducted
with housewives and domestic workers, and agitation among religious believers needs to be
strengthened. It is necessary to create an Agitators' Department under the City Soviet, to deploy
an agitation network through ZhAKTs [housing-rental cooperative associations] and across the
entire population".

Inthe 1920s-1930s,ZhAKTs were the grassroots unit of the Soviet urban management system,
uniting residents. "The instruction to 'deploy an agitation network through ZhAKTs, found
in archival documents of the 1930s, reflects the practice of using housing-rental cooperative
associations as basic cells for agitation and propaganda work among the urban population.”

Following its deliberations, the plenum of the Pavlodar City Soviet concluded that:
the plenum fully and completely approves the election regulations for the Supreme Soviet
developed and approved by the 4th session of the CEC of the USSR. The Stalin Constitution,
which has enshrined the positive successes in the victory of socialist construction, signifies
a political turning point in the life of our country. The election regulations for the Supreme
Soviet, reflecting the principles and objectives of the 1936 Stalin Constitution, codified in law
the achievements of the USSR in implementing socialist democracy. These regulations required
a thorough reorganization of the work of Soviets at all levels, demanding comprehensive
engagement from the entire plenum to align local governance with the Constitution’s goals. The
Presidium of the City Soviet, primarily engaged in economic work (allocation of apartments,
etc.), paid insufficient attention to cultural and mass work, did not mobilize the sections and
deputy groups for the daily explanation of the Stalin Constitution, the election regulations
for the Supreme Soviet, and other laws and decrees of the Party and government among the
masses." It resolved: "In accordance with the resolution of the District Executive Committee
plenum, to conduct reports by City Soviet deputies to their electors from August 15 to August
25 of this year. To oblige the working apparatus of the City Soviet to draw up a calendar plan
and develop concrete measures for studying the election regulations for the Supreme Soviet of
the USSR by August 7, organizing special study circles through ZhAKTs and for the unorganized
population, for which purpose to select the best members of the plenum, section heads, approve
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them as agitators and circle leaders, assigning them to specific districts of the city... The task of
the Soviet is to rally even more closely around the Central Committee of the Bolshevik Party
and the leader of the peoples, Comrade Stalin, based on mobilizing the attention of the city's
working people to the struggle for the complete eradication of wreckers, saboteurs, spies of the
Trotskyite-Zinovievite band, and for the complete liquidation of the consequences of wrecking"*.

The procedure for nominating candidates to the Soviets was strictly regulated and controlled
by party structures. Candidates were approved at party conferences and meetings and were
then formally nominated by labor collectives or public organizations.

IntheKazakh ASSR, significantattentionwaspaidtothepolicy ofkorenizatsiya (indigenization)
- attracting representatives of the indigenous Kazakh population to governance. However, in
practice, many "national cadres" were under strict control by party organs and did not possess
real political autonomy. Thus, the nomination of candidates was not democratic, but directive
in nature, and elections essentially turned into a procedure for ratifying predetermined figures.

Agitation was a crucial element of electoral campaigns. Under conditions of low literacy and
the predominance of oral forms of communication in the Kazakh ASSR, specific propaganda
methods were widely used. These included mobile agitation groups, "red yurts," oral lectures,
theatrical performances, and mass gatherings in auls. "The experience of Moscow and
Leningrad convincingly proves the enormous influence and authority of worker-agitationists
and propagandists among the population of neighborhoods and houses gravitating towards
enterprises. At present, it would be impossible to ensure the leading role of workers in the
elections without the transition from production-based electoral precincts to territorial ones"
(KHow is the polling station organized 1937: 22-23).

Electoral agitation during this period focused less on explaining individual candidates’
programs than on cultivating loyalty to Soviet power and reinforcing the perception of its
“popular” legitimacy. Participation in elections was framed as a political obligation, while
abstention was interpreted as a sign of opposition to the regime.

Agitators communicated to the electorate the narratives sanctioned by the party and Soviet
authorities, presenting elections to the Supreme Soviet of the USSR as both a demonstration
of socialist democracy and a continuation of the struggle against “enemies of the people.”
Citizens were expected to engage actively in the electoral process, signaling their unity with the
Communist Party and the candidates it endorsed. Official messaging emphasized that all eligible
men and women aged eighteen and above were to vote, supporting pro-Soviet candidates
and resisting any attempts by “hostile elements” to gain influence within the Supreme Soviet
(Berljavskij, Bondarev 2025: 16).

At the same time, one of the key problems of electoral campaigns in the Soviet state was
their formal nature. The absence of alternative candidates, administrative pressure, and
predetermined results stripped the elections of real political content. Furthermore, mass
disenfranchisement undermined the principle of representation and heightened social tensions.

Conclusion

After the formation of the Kazakh SSR in 1920, the Soviet authorities faced the necessity of
integrating a predominantly rural, nomadic, and semi-nomadic population into new political
structures. The low literacy rate, the dominance of traditional forms of social organization (clan
and aul-based ties), and the weakness of the state apparatus shaped the distinctive character of
electoral campaigns.
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Local elections to the Soviets became part of a broader strategy of "Sovietization" of society.
They were conducted against the backdrop of campaigns to eliminate illiteracy, anti-religious
propaganda, and the social restructuring of the aul environment. In this way, elections were
transformed into a form of political ritual, symbolically affirming the population's affiliation
with the new system.

From a sociological standpoint, local elections in the Kazakh SSR can be seen as a form of
managed mass mobilization, where the primary goal was not the competitive representation of
interests but rather the involvement of as many citizens as possible in practices of Soviet loyalty.

Electoral commissions, as well as party and Komsomol cells, actively directed public
participation, turning elections into an organized campaign. Voting was accompanied by
meetings, rallies, and agitation, transforming elections into an element of mass political
education. The restriction of voting rights for "class-alien elements" created a model of
participation based not on universal citizenship but on political loyalty.

Historical-sociological analysis reveals that during the existence of the Kazakh ASSR, a
profound transformation in models of public participation took place. In the pre-revolutionary
period, forms of political activity in the region were primarily tied to traditional self-governing
institutions, informal authorities, and clan structures. Soviet elections gradually displaced these
practices, offering new forms of legitimacy through participation in meetings, voting, and the
delegation of representatives.

By the mid-1920s to early 1930s, participation in elections increasingly took on a ritualized
character. High voter turnout was ensured not so much by individual political motivation as
by social control, administrative pressure, and the symbolic significance of the procedure.
Participation became a mandatory social act, demonstrating one's belonging to "Soviet society."

Despite the formally massive participation, elements of hidden distrustand passive resistance
persisted - such as avoidance of meetings, formalistic voting, and the preservation of alternative
forms of authority in the aul environment. This reflects the ambiguous perception of elections
as a tool for political integration.

From the perspective of historical sociology, local elections in the Kazakh SSR can be
interpreted as a technology for shaping a manageable political subject. Elections fulfilled
the functions of socializing the population within the new symbolic framework of the state;
disciplining through collective forms of participation; and legitimizing power through the
demonstration of mass support. In this sense, it was less about democratization and more about
the institutionalization of a mobilization model of politics, characteristic of the early Soviet
regime.

Local elections in the Kazakh SSR served as an important tool for political mobilization and
the transformation of social behavior among the population. They contributed to the formation
of new models of citizenship based on collective loyalty, ritualized participation, and ideological
integration. Historical and sociological analysis indicates that, in this context, elections
functioned less as a mechanism of political representation and more as a tool for integrating
the population into the framework of Soviet political culture, where participation signaled the
affirmation of one’s loyalty to the state and its ideological objectives.

Abstract. This article researches Arabic-script manuscript works produced by
historiographers of Kokand, Khiva, Bukhara, and Tashkent. The research aims to
identify valuable written sources on the historical connections between the Kazakhs
and the peoples of the Central Asian region in the 18th century. The modern period
of Central Asian historical literature is represented by chronicles of both official and
private character. The authors of these narrative works came from diverse social
classes and expressed the interests of either the central or local ruling elites. The
use of diversified historical writings in the research makes it possible to develop a
fuller and more objective understanding of the region’s political situation during the
researched period. In official works, particular attention is devoted to the political
and economic crises that engulfed the region in the first half of the 18th century as a
result of turmoil and rebellions among appanage rulers, as well as Kalmyk incursions
into the Dasht-i Qipchaq and Mawarannahr. The principal sources used in compiling
Central Asian chronicles were archival documents from khanal chanceries, as well as
accounts transmitted by participants, eyewitnesses, and contemporaries of the events
described by the authors. Subsequent historiographers tried to supplement works
with previously unknown facts and to offer their own assessments of the ruling elite’s
activities. The factual material identified in these historical writings demonstrates
that they contain original data on the history of our region. The valuable information
preserved in written historical works makes it possible to gain a deeper understanding
of the complex relations that developed among the khanates of the Central Asian region
throughout the 18th century. Reports in the chronicles concerning the Kazakhs may
be divided into the following thematic groups: 1) commercial ties in Central Asia and
the influence of the cities near Syr Darya on the region’s overall economic situation; 2)
the involvement of the Chingizids of the Dasht-i Qipchagq in the internecine feuds of the
Chingizids of Khwarazm and Bukhara; 3) the migration of Kazakhs into the territories
of the Uzbek khanates occurred as a result of repeated Kalmyk incursions into the
Kazakh Khanate in the first half of the 18th century: some kins of the Junior Zhuz
resettled in Khwarazm; some kins of the Middle Zhuz moved toward Samargand and
Bukhara; and certain kins of the Senior Zhuz migrated into the regions of Karategin and
Fergan, reaching as far as the Pamirs; 4) during the period under review, the vilayets of
Sayram and Turkestan were at times under the control of Bukhara. The analysis of these
materials indicates that the historical connections between the Kazakhs and the Uzbek
khanates have an important place in the political and economic life of the states of the
Central Asian region.
